The number of baptisms in this dio-

The num-
ber of bhaptisms during the yenr 1899
was 33,54+, According to the ofli-
cinl statistics of this city. the pro-
portion of births to the population
in old New York and the borough of
The Bronx is one to thirty-eight.

“RCHBISHOP CORRIGAN ON SCHOOLS

After giving this detniled account
of the size and development of ‘the
great archdiocese of New York, His
Grace said :—

“Qur present most pressing duty
is, first, to bring our Catholic schools
— primary, intermediate and higher
—to the greatest attainable eflicien-
¢y; second, to cause all -the instruc-
tion given thercin to be permeated
and ruled by the spirit of religion.
Without Christian doctrine one may
as reasonably look for Christian mo-
rality as for a superstructure unsus-
tained by w foundation. The inter-
ests of the state as well as of the
church call for training in morality
through religion. Washington, in his
last public utterance, calls religion
and morality ‘‘indispensable supports
of political prosperity, the two great
pillars of human happiness, and the
firmest props of men and citizens.”
Third, we must go on adding to the
number of our schools till every Cath-
olic pupil may find place therein,
since every child has the natural and
inalienable right to what is, by com-
mon consent, mental and moral edu-
cation, and since experience teaches,
so far as religious instruction is con-
cerned, the inandeguncy of the train-

ing of the ordinary home and Sun-
day school.”

“Regarding our educational dutivs,
hear the authoritative utterance of
him to whom I am about to report
the work of the archdiocvese during
the past decade, addressed - to the
archbishops and bishops of Austria,
Germany and Switzerland on occu-
sion of the tercenfenary of Blessed
Peter Canisius, S.J. Having shown
how beneficial is the public remem-
hrance of virtuous and holy men,
the Ioly TFather compares our own
time with that of Blessed Canisius,
sketches in outline the history of
this great apostle who fought error
chieflv through the school, and shows
the pressing need of bringing know-
ledge to the defence of religion. e
declares that religion is not adverse
to knowledge, but rather its acme
and crown : and that secular adds
dignily and beauty to sacred science.

He exhorts bishops to watch over
the schools, not only primary, but
higher, in order that, besides pre-

serving religion in its entirety, the
rights of the church and of the par-
ent may be safeguarded against
mixed schools (wherein members of
various creeds are taught), of which
he points out the dangers. He bids
them join with the religious instruc-
tion of the youthful mind the quick-
ening of the heart by piety and the
fear of God—and this not only in
primary schools, but also in the
gymnasia, Iycewns and universities.”

soul. You receive often Our Lord in
the Blesscd Sacrament. When you
are in danger of death the Hites of
Extreme Unction are given to you,
and often more than onve, bui like
the words of the prophet when the
ministers of the church are ordained:
“Tu es sacerdos in aeternum, ete.”
the same applies to the ceremony of
confirmation; you are confirmed for
all eternity. It impresses a charac-

ter on the soul which can never be
effaced. As 1 have already said. you

Christian? A disciple of our Divine
Master.

der the heading of “*The Illotel-Dieu,
its Friends and Detractors.’”’ As this
article plates the whole guestion, of
the proposed grant of land in an en-
tirely new light, we take the liberty
of publishing a full translation of
the document, which reads thus :—

A discussion hus arisen in  the
newspapers over  a picce  of land

which it is proposed 1o give to the
reverend ladies of the llotel Dieu.
Friends of this institution of char-
ity, the oldest in Montreal, have ob-
tained from the Legislature of Que-
bhec power authorizing the city to
donate to this institution a certain
extent of land situated on the Moun-
tain park. The liberties of our cily
fathers are in no way interfered
with, and it reamains with them to
judge of the advisability of making
the proposed concessions. It has not
been very long, only a few years
ago, that another institution »of the
same kind, an English hospital, re-
ceived from the corporation a Ssimi-
lar gift and of about an equal value
without any protestation having
been heard. No passion whatever
was exercised, and no influence of
caste or party was called into play.
“}ar from this, the initiative of
this act must be sought only in that
noble sentiment of bencvolence to-
wards the poor and the sick; for it
§s in vain that they could he sought
elscwhere. This is so true that the
text of the law investing the corpor-
ation of the city of Montreal with
the power to cede the land to the
Hotel Dicu was introduced in the
amendments to the charter, without
any participation of the reverend
fadies, and cven without their know-
ledge. Neither was the ecclesiastical
authorities consulted in the matter.
Is it not surprising, thersiore, to sece
certain writers throwing insult and
injury upon these nuns who devote
themselves in silence with the most
admirable and constant perseverance
to the relief of human sufferings? Of
what reprehensible act have they
been guilty, and what bad sentiments
have they uttered in this case?
«Shut up in their cloister by day
and by night, they pass their time
in prayer at the foot of the altar.
or at the bedside consoling the sick
and dying. The services 350 full of
charity and abnegation rendered to
thousands of unfortunates, Wwhich
they take in and nurse every Yyear,
and this from the cradle of the rol-
ony and & long time before the Eng-
lish and Protestants opened asylums
for their own sick, these nuns have
never asked the city to pay them for
what they expend in the public in-
terest, and do not dream of doing
so to-day. They, without the least
hope of reward here below, give
more than $100,000 a year. This en-

ormous sum they raise from thereve- |

nues of their properiics, on which
all the taxes are levied just the same
ns those who only think of enjoying
themselves and becoming rich. Such
is the life of these humble nuns. Such
is their work amongst us, since Mlle.

“Such is their sole occupation, their

well as the Catholies, vitizens of bath
the Inglish and French tongue, have
alwavs benelited by their eharity and
devotion, and they will adways hene-
fit by i, for the doors ol the Hotel
Dicu have never been closed, and will
never be closed upon the poor, irres-
pective of nationality and  religion,
Aud now,  beeause  thoughtiul  and
compassionate minds, without wlhis-
pering a word to these nims,  have
proposed to ask the cily to ifurnish
the  Ilotel  Dieu means of cunlarge-
ment, to the profit of the poor, there
are journalists who tind it just to
traduce these modest servants of suf-
fering humanity. They cery shame up-
on these women, who have made
‘themselves sisters and  mothers  of
the poor and afllicted, and they lik.-
wise accuse them of covetousness and
cupidicy. This i3  the lowest and
most humiliating kind of fanaticism.
It passes all reason, and such lang-
uvage calls for indignant protesta-
ition. It is a sectarian hate that
should bring the blush of shame 1o
cvery man of honor.

“But it will suilice to issue g for-
mal denial against these insulters of
what virtue and grace have produe-
ed, the most generous and purest on
the carth. No, the Sisters of the Ho-
tel Dieu do not covet this part of
the Mountain I’ark. No, never., Nei-
ther directly nor indirectly have they
asked for it, no more than they have
ever asked for any contribution from
private or public charity.

““lThe asylum that they huve open-
ed for the poor, the food they have
given them, the medical care and
nursing that they lavish upon them,
in the haspital, or in the dispensary,
perhaps the most beautiful in Amer-
ica: nothing of all this has been tak-
en from the treasury of the city,
none of it asked fromm the people,
but all hans been provided from the
savings of the poor and modest life
they lend.

“If, however, the doctors of the
Hotel Dieu, aided by their friends,
demand and obtain from the city the
piece of ground adjoining the insti-
tution, the religieuses, in their spirit
of devotion, will accept it in the
name of the poor., nlthough such o
donation would impose upon thewm
onerous duties.

‘““To the insults heaped upon them
they will thus respond, while wait-
ingg for Providence to supply them
with the means for enlarging the in-
stitution. In the present state of
their affairs, in truth, the Sisters af
the Tlotel Dieu are unable to add
anything to their annual expense.

“Far, then, from wishing for the
lands of the city, the Iladies, in all
the noble and Christian acceptation
of the word, will not refuse ito in-
crease their devotedness, if the alder-
men, as interpreting the popular
feeling, demand it.

““Once more, we sany that is all
their ambition consists of. It is un-
necessary to express here congratula-
tions to those distinguished citizens
who. in consideration of the spirit of
sacrifice of the sisters. have taken
steps to assure the extension of their

The “Toronto Globe' says: The to-
tal sninernl output for the yYear wWas
valied at $8,785,251, as  compared
with 87,235,877 during 1898, which
wns, by a wide margin, the highest
previons  vear. There were 4,979
hands employed in mineral produc-
tion, against 795 during the pre-
vious year, and the total wage bill
was 82,021,807, agninst §2,464,259
far 1898, Iron occupics the most
importamt place among the metallic
minerals of Ontario. the productian
of pig-iron reaching $808,137. In ad-
dition to this there was an ouiput
of iron ore worth $30,951. This in-
dustry employed 287 hands, and had
a wage bill of $96,332. The nickel
output of the province was valued at
§53926,104, and for this product, to-
gether with $176.237 worth of cop-
per, 839 employees were paid $443,-
879 in wages. The gold ouiput was
$419,328, and in this line of mining
587 employees received $278,094 in
wages., The output of silver was
valued at $65,575, and zinc was next
in importance, with a total output

. That o thousand horses should dis-
appear in a week can surprise no-
body. No one nced be informed that
if 1 horse is hard driven, and over-
worked, cven jor one day, with lit-
tle food or water, he is knocked up,
and may become useless if he daoes
not get rest and care. No home-liv-
ing steed is ever compelled to endure
the labor and fatigue that cavalry
and artillery horses must undergo in
war time. There are occasions when
an army must reach a given point
by w cerlain time, in order to save
a division from anmihilation, or to
avert a decisive defeat. On o forced
march men may fall out by the score,
horses drop dead by the dozen, but
onwards the survivors must push at
all costs.

Tt is therefore not in the least in-
eredible that the weekly loss in
Lorses amounts to a thousand. This
means that General Robert's mounts
are reduced by 4,000 in the four
weeks that have passed since he en-
tered Bloemifontein on the 13th of
March., Ience his month’s inaction.
The reports from DBloemfontein con-
cur in stating that the commander-
in-chief is crippled for want of horses
and supplies. Tt is, doubtless, the
knowledge of this embarrassment
that accounts for the unexpected ac-
tivity of the Boers. The attack up-
on Colonel Broadwood and the cap-
ture of the 130 waggons of stores,
with seven guns—the Boers say they
have tuken eleven picces ef artillery
—~ showed how quickly the I'ree
State burghers recovered from their
reverses. 'This dashing enterprise
was rapidly followed by the defeat
and capture of the Irish Rifles and
the Mounted Infantry after a desper-
ate fight of twenty-one hours.

The proportion
in other couniries and among civil-
ized roaces is said Lo be ncarly the
same. The greater morlality of
males, however, begins with Dbirth
and conlinues ihroughout childhood
and adolescence, and the greater pro-
portion of adult years. If, therciore,
account be made of bqvs and girls or
men and women at any age after the
first year, the females are found to
be in a considerable excess, gand this
notwithstanding the decimation of
women by diseases incidental to the

-clild-bearing stage of their lives.

VITATITY OF WOMTEN.

P>

These results, formerly attributed Lo
accidental causes, are now known to
be due to the greater natural mor-
tality of males, and this is found
to be in hormony with another sc-
ries of sexual diffcrences, namely,
the greater power of woman 1o re-
sist nearly ail diseases.

Hospital statistics show that vo-
men are less liable to many forms of
discase, such as rheumatism, hemor-
rhages, cancer and brain disease, and
that while they are more liable to
others, such as diphlheria, phthisis,
scarlet fever and whooping-cough,
even in ihese the percentage of fatal
cases is so much less that the abso-
lute number of deaths falls consider-
ably Dbelow that of men. Sudden
deaths from internal causes are much
less frequent among women. ‘They

endure surgical operations better
than men, and recover more easily
from the cffects of wounds. They also
grow old less rapidly and live long-

er. Among centenarians there aro
Lwice as many women as men. Wo-
men retain longer the use of their

lers and their hands. Their hair be-
comes gray later and they suffer less
fromn senile irritability and from loss
of sight, hearing and mmemory. In
brief, contrary Lo popular opinion,
woman is more hardy than man,
and possesses a larger reserve of vil-
alitv. In this connection the ab-

1sence of physical abnormities in wo-

man should bé notea. A mass of evi-
dence from anthropological studies
in Italy and England shows that
degeneration marks, monstrosities
and almost all kinds of variationd
from the normal tvpe are much less
common in woman than Sn man.
Iere, too, we may note that statis-
tics of the diseases to which men,
women and children are severally
most subject show a somewhat mark-
ed similarity between the diseases of
womien and of children.—The Tan-

cent.

GAELIC LEAGUE OF AMERICA.

ior the beneiit of our readers we
publish the constitution of the Gae-
lic league, organized in 1898. IL is
as follows :—

ARTICLE I.—The name of Lhis or-
ganization shall be: The Gaelic
League of America.

ARTICLE I1. — The objects of the
Gaelic lLeague are: (1) To form a
bond of union between the various
socielies now existing in America for
the cultivation of the language, lit-
erature, music and art of 1reland,
and the extension of a knowledge of
Irish history in general, and the hi_s-
tory of the Irish race in America in
particular, and to thereby r-:nde_r‘ the
work of these bodies more effective ;

ARTICLE ILL.—The oflicers of the
T.eague shall consist of a President,
three Vice-Presidents, a ‘Treasurer
and three Secretaries-Recording, Iin-
ancial and Corresponding-Secretary ;
the Corresponding-Secretary to  per-
form also the duties of librarian,
during his term of olflice.

ALTICLIY 1V.—=These oflicers, who
shall be elected at cach regular con-
vention of the League, shall consti-
wite the Iixecutive Council, and trans-
acl the business of the league.

ARTICLID V. — Permanent  Com-
mitteos, whose term of oflice shall
correspoud with that of the oflicers,
shall bo appointed ot each conven-
tion on language and literature, mu-
sic. art and history.

AGTICLE. VI — Any society con-
posed of not less than twelve mem-
bers. devoted to, or in svmpathy
with the objects of the league, shall
be eligible for afliliation.

ARTICLE VIIL.—A general council
shall be maintained, to which all in-
dividuals, who approve of the ob-
jects and desire to assist  in  the
work of the league, but who reside
in towns or districts in which no
branch thereof exists, shall be eligi-
ble o mambership.

ARTICLE VIII.—The alfiliation fee
for branches shall be $5.00 per year,
and the dues for individual mem-
bers of the General Council shall be
82,00 per year.

ARTICLE IX.—A convention shall
be held once in every year, unless a
majority of 1he Ixecutive Council
should at any time deem it necessary
or expedient to either call a conven-
tion before the lapse of one year or
postpone it for longer than that pe-
riod, provided, however, that in no
case shall i convention be poslponed
for a longer period than three vears
from the date of the preceeding con-
vention.

ARTICLE N.—Tur) socielv afliliat-
ed with the League shall be cntitled
to {wo voles in the convention, and
svers member of the General Council
Lo one vole.

ARTICLE, XT.—Every member of !
{he affiliated  societies, whether o
delegate 1o the convention or not,
and every member of the General
Council, shall be eligible for clection
to offico.

ARTICLE XIT.—The Teague shall

maintain headguarters in New York
for the purposc of supplyving branches
and individuals with all necessary
books and information.

ARTICLE XIII.—The League shall
ostablislh  and maintain  aflilintion
with the Gaelic League of Ireland in
such manner as may be agreed upon
from vear to vear beliveen the Ioxe-
cutive Council and the Gaelic League
of Jreland.

FMIGRATION STATISTICS. —One

of the ‘
% most saddening records which

the officinl emigration statistics of
this couniry, says the ‘‘Dublin Nuo-
tion.”” The Registrar-General’s return
for the year 1899 has just been is-
sued, and while giving the num-
bers, ages, occupations, etc., of
emigrants for the year named, it
contains, in addition, a comprehen-
sive slatistical summary of Irish
emigration since 1851. The number
of emigrants, it appears, who left
Irish ports in 1899 was 43,760, or
9.7 per 1,000 of the estimated popu-
lation of Ircland in the middle of the
year, being an increase of 9,805 as
compared with the nwmber in 18U8,
The number of males who emigrated
Iast year was 20,568, or 3,303 more
than in the previous year, and of fe-
males, 23,192, an increase of 4,592,
Of the total number of emigrants in
1899 ubove stated, 41,232 were na-
tives of Ireland, the remaining 2,528
being persons belonging to other
countries. The number for each prov-
ince who left the cauntry last year
was, according to the return now
made, 3,542, or 3.0 per 1,000 of the
population of Leinster: 13,758, or

13.-+ per 1,000, for Munster: or &.|
per 1,000, for Ulster: and 13,241, or
18.4 per 1,000, for Connaught. Of

the total number of ewmigrants dur-

ing 1894, it appears that 820 per

MANITODA SCITOOLS, — The

It presents no
guarantee, that if we lease2 our
school buildings, we shall keep our
teachers and pupils and not have
Protestant pupils or teachers forced
upon us, Everywhere we¢ are met
withh the spirit of the iniquitous
15890 law, Is this what Sir Wilfrid
Laurier considers “‘the fullest and
most complete justice that is possi-
ble under existing circumstances ?’’

SUNDAY OBSLERVANCE. — We are

low whiclhh forbids innocent amuse-
ment of a purely healthy character
injures rather than promotes healthy
morality.

A BIGOT BOUNCLED. — We made

In ordering him off the pre-
mises Major Xnight employed lang-
uage that was utterly unbecoming in
an officer of the United States army.

Father Tierney sent a protest and
a stateman of the case to Hon. John
P, Fitzgerald, representing the Ninth
congressional district of Massachu-
settg. Mr. Fitzgerald promptly Iaid
the case before the War Department,
and pressed its consideration with
so much vigor and determination,
that an investigation <was ordered,
and the major was relieved of his
command at Willett's Point.

The result is thus far most
gratifying.

For the past fifty years the Church
in the United States has been built
up by the priests. They have gone
ammong the poor and by constant ap-
peals have been able to build and
pay for whatever, in the way of ma-
terial improvements. the Church can
now call her own. The priests have
been doing in this country a work
never before undertaken by any na-
tional clergy, and their spirit of la-
bor and seli-sacrifice  will fill  the
brightest page in the history of the
American Church. But the interests
of religion are becoming too vast for
their unaided eflorts, and the rich
laity must now come forward and
assist themn. If we are to keep up
our schools they will have to be en-
dowed. This is true not only of our
high schools, but of our primary and
parochinl schools. The people who
prironize the Catholic University be-
long to the better classes and might
be supposed capable of paying for
the education they receive. The fact
ihat Archbishop Keane is now {rav-
elling over the country in quest of
funds for that institution is proof
that Cotholic cducation must be o
concern of the Catholic public and
not an enterprise of the clergy. The
cost and trouble of maintaining Cuth-
olic schools are yearly oun the in-
crease, and priests are becoming dis-
couraged beeause the people are
growing more and more indifTerent.
They can see only one escape from
ultimate and inglorious failure; and
that is in the endowment of their
sthools by the charitable wealthy.
Some time ago a Catholic paper in
the Northwest made an appeal for
the support of young men who de-
sired to study for the priesthood.
One man came Jorward promptly
with a contribution of $2,000. TFor
a year that contribution remainet
the scle response to the appeal, and
last week the donor n.ade over the
money to two priests with insiruc
tions to do the best they could with
it. The cause was noble; the neces-
sity great; but the people of means
did not feel th?mselves under any
obligation to respond.

There is a spirit abroad in the Pro-
testant world to-day ‘which it would
he no harm for Catholics to emulate.
They have reascned themselves into
the conviction that it is disgraceful
to leave money to relatives. When
they die they bequeath their millions
to public charity and connect the
family name with rome great nation-
al work of beneficence.

THE HULL-OTTAWA CATAS-
TROPHE

There arc cities that seem to have
been marked out by Providence for
special ordeals; some are repeatedly
visited by plagues, others by inun-
dutions, and still others by fires. Yet
no cause apparent to the hwman cye
can bLe assigned for such catastroph-
jes. In the United Siales the cilies
of DBoston and Chicago have espe-
cinlly suffered from the burning cle-

ment; in Canada, Qucbec and ITull
have suffered repeatedly and in &
most severe manner from the same

dread scourge. Three times has Hull
been swept by the flamnes; cach time
it appeared as if the city was de-
stroyved for years to come, but cach
time, like the phocnix, it sprang up
from its ashes. The numerous and
magnificent mills of the Chaudiere,
furnished lnbor to fully one thousand
persons, and, even if their dwellings
were destroyed, they always had the
work awaiting them, while the hand
of generosity furnished material to
rebuild their humble dwellings. But
| this, the fourtl time, no such re-
source has been left. The tity of
Hull has been practically wiped out,
and with it have gone all the mills
and manufzctories between that city
and Ottawa. ‘The rasult is that de-
stitution reigns supreme on the site

of that busy, lively, industrious
town.

Tmagination falls en-
tirelv short of the reality, no mat-
tor how strained its eflort to pic-
ture all! that took place. One hour
before noon a prosperous city, with
its  splendid public buildings, its
miles of streets of various kinds —
rich and poor—united to a large sec-
tion of the Capital by a magnificent
suspension bLridge and a series of is-
lands covered with the most splendid
mills and manufactories on this con-
tinent: the hum of industry drown-
ing the roar of the great cataract :
long before evening all that remain-
ed of so much wenlth, so much com-
fort., so much industry was a field
of ashes, marked here and there by a
solitary building, a tottering wall,
or a lone chimney. So fierce was the
attack of the flaming enemy, that
no opportnnity was given cven to
save household effects; in many  in-
stances the most that people could
do wus to save themselves from the
fiers furnace. On former occasions,
when the scourge came upon devoted
ITull. the ravages of {he clemenl were
principally confined to the wooden
structures inhabited by the poorer
class. This time everything
swept away; Court IHouse, I'rison,
Post Oftice, Registyy Oflice, lawyers’
otlices. City Hall, Anglican Church.
and presbytery, the palace-like resi-
dences of F.. B, Fddy, Dr. Graham, 1..
N. Champagne, M.P., A. Rochon, Q.
., Charles l.edue, the prothonotary;
then the entire Eddy establishment—
saw mills, pulp mills, match factory,
pail and sash factory, and the splen-
did series of oflices; worse still, mil-
lions of fect of lummber, the grand
suspension  bridge, all {he bridges
over the slides, J. R, Booth's oflices
and mills and piling-grounds, the
whole of the thickly populated dis-
triet of the IMlats, the C.I>.IR, Depot,
everylhing between the Ottawa river
and the Richmond Road, including
the convent of the Sisters of Mercy:
in a word, seven miles of densely
populated streets on both sides of
the river.

An idea of the loss may, perhaps,
be gauged from fhe fact that the
losses incurred by thirty-two insur-
ance companies amounts to $2,810,-
000. The consequence is that the ac-
tual loss must have mounted into
the millions. Severe as the blow may
Le to such a merchant-prince as J.
R. DBooth—who loses $1,500,000,
equally as severe is Lhe loss of his
home and all his belongings for ihe
laborer who carned his dollar cach
day in the mills. Starvation, cold,
nakedness, misery in every form fell
io the lot of fully eight thousand in-
dividuals. As we said {he magnitude
of 1he calasirophe awakened o senti-
menl of sympathy in every direc-
tion, and that sympathy immediale-
Iy took a practical form.

"The first appeal made on behalf of
the victims came from Ilis Grace the
Arclhibistiop ol Mounireal, who at once
issued n cicular letter to his clergy
ordaining a collection in all churches
of the archdiocese for the benefit of
the destituie. The beautifully worded
letter, which was at once reproduced

was

in all the press, bolh French and

English, was backed up with a sub-
seription of five hundred dollars. The
Government, by special Order-in-
Council, donaled $100,000. The ever
generous and whole-souled Lord
Strathcona cabled $25,000. And thus
we find the list commenced and hour-
ly has it augmented since. The rail-
way compuanies have offered to tran-
sport free of charge all objects that
arc uddressed to the Relief Commit-
tee; car-loads of clothing, provisions
and other nccessaries have poured in
all week, and the destitute have
been rescued from starvation and
cold. But all these donations do not
give back their homes to ihe labor-
ers, nor rebuild the mills that were
their source of livelihoed. If there is
any consolation under such circum-
stances, it is the fact that the sea-
son is on the verge of summer, in-
stead of winter. Were it  otherwise,
and had we a Canadian winter
ahead, the situation would be al-
most beyvond confrol. It is to Le
hoped that before the summer is over
the majority, if not all, of the vic-
tims will find themselves again in
howes, at least, as comfortable and
happy as those trom 'which 't'he_v have
been drivei by the fire.

One building alone of importance
in Hull remains—it is the magnifi-
cent Catholic Church. Although sur-
rounded by a sea of flame, in some
miraculous mannper, the sacred edi-
fice escaped the scorching element.
During the fire of 1886 the Church,
which occupied the place upon
which the present one stands—-—was
entirely destroyed; spectators from
the Parlinment Hill in Ottawa be-
held the falling of the steeple, and
witnessed many of the harrowing
scenes of the occasion. ‘This  time,
however, the tample remained alone
erect—Iike the Church of which it is

a symbol—a fit guardian over the
ruins spread on all sides. We desire
{0 unite our humble voice with

those of all our fellow-citizens in ex-
pressing heartielt sorrow for the
numerous vietims  of this  terrible
visitation and the hope that soon
again out of the gloom that hangs
over the populations of both citics,
ravs of prowmise and beams of pros-
perity may flash forth. We subjioin
an imperioct list of the subscriptions
gathered in various Catholic churches
on the appeal of the Archbishop.
These being all the returns so far to
hand. we can merely form therefrom
an idea of the widespread feeling
that exists in regard to the suffer-
ers —

Those who think thit an  organize-
tion ecan live and prosper under such
circumstances, have a very poor idea
of the workings of benevolent  so-
cicties. A maximum initiation fee  of
three dollars, and monthly  dies of
forty cents per month., for  active
members should be adopted. "Then
we would  compare favorably with
other organizations.

Before leaving Dublin it may be
useful for me to record some general
impressions. What is the state of
Irish politics? Is there any future
for Irish unity? Are the Irish still
bent on Home Rule? What does Ire-
land think of the war? Has the
Queen’s visit produced any material
effect? 'The last two questions I
have alrcady answered infcrentially
in the course of my letters from day
to day. The Queen's visit has pro-
duced o great wave of kindliness and
courtliness towards the Queen per-
sonaily; but it would be absurd to
say that it had produced any change
in the demand for Ilome Rule or the
attitude of the people towards the
war. Ag to the war, those in a po-
sition to fecl the pulse of Irish opin-
ion are amezed at the depth of fecl-
ing on the subject from end to vnd
of Ireland. In Dublin the tonc of the
Press, the talk of the hotels, and

passing patter and cries of the street !

all tell the same tale. The veneer of
the “'khaki’” does not go beyvond the
fashionable shops and the precinets
of Grafton stroet.

Of course, society is Jingo. and
even more intolerantly Jingo than in
England. But "'society ™ is the mere
fringe of Dublin life, an vven small-
cer, narrower fringe than in l.ondon.
A hundred families or so— a  fow
streets and squares — and you ex-
haust the roll. They are literally the
“English Garrison.” Socially there is
not o more ctharming people in the
world. With their rather pale, aris-
tocratic faces, their passion for out-
door sports, their wit and hospital-
ity, their delightiul touch of the
Irish Wbrogue~—not too pronounced to

be common, but still surviving to
give a peculiar savour to their
speech—the social "“elite’” of Dublin
are as attractive a9 any in  the

world.» Hut they are an unhealthy
growth. They have no deep roots in
the soil, and after o time their con-
tinual depreciation of their own peo-
ple, their flattery of England. the
very precision of their orthodoxy
make thenr wearisone even to  the
Inglish visitor. They have their in-
tellectual centre in the IPour Courts
—the Trish law courts— iwhere the
Irish Bar, sccured to the Government
by a liberal administration of posts.
supports it  with all the wit and
Keenness of intellect that micht have
gone, ander happier auspices, to
strengthen and fortify an interesting
and brilliant nationality. There
England's nerformance — in the cap-
ture of all these able minds. in the
imposition of her livery on the backs
of the cleverest Irishmen oi the time.
How could she govern without thewn?
The Englishman talks about the
Irish being unable Lo govern, but, as
a matter of fact, he governs the Irish
by imeans of the Irish. 'The National-
ist® well know that if the refusal to

is

serve hecams universal English CGov-
ernment would be impossible.  We
divide aud ruls. ’

e, thett, lies the reason of the

quarrel over the action of the City
Corporation. The Mansion House has
always been in Dublin the centre of
tlie resistance to the Castle infly-
ence, the Nationalist stronghold. Ime
agine, then, the horror of the old Na-
tionalist party when the IlLord
Mayvor took a seal on the same com-
mittee with the Viceroy and led the
way in singing ‘“God Save the
Quaen!”” The fear of losing the Cor-
porafion for ever explains Mr. Dil-
lon's protest, the bhoohing in the
streets during the Lord Mayor's pro-
cession, and the threats of reprisals
con-
sented to stand at l.eeson street to
receive the Queen. I think that the
fears have been cexagrerated. The
Corporation have no doubt been
swayed by mixed motives, among
which figures the desire for honors
and for social advantage. But there
are other and better reasons. One is
the pwerfectly laudable conviction of

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the Manchester Guardian.

Now, this is n most important ob-
joct for the Corpération, as it gives
them a large new ratable area. The
Bill has passed the Commons once,
and been thrown out by the Lords.
But on Thursday last Mr. Balfour
appointed a Joint Committee of
Lords and Commons to consider it,
and so took the first step to {fulfill
the bargain. Iowever this may be,
I think that the importance of the
whole issue las been exaggerated.
The incident of the Queen’s visit will
pass, and it is to be hoped that no-
thing will be done to mar the new
unity of the party by taking repri-
sals against those who voted for the
address to the Queen.

This brings me to the question of
wnity. and here the change is extra-
ordinary. People talk about the split
as il it were entirely past histor)y.
“lle was a Iarncllite,”” they say of
onc man, or “We Qiffered about Mr.
Parnell ;"' hut the hatchet is buried

with that quickness of funeral
rites which is only possibie in  Jre-
land. 1n fact, 1 find the party just

as united as in 180, But the scars
remuin.  That lone internecine war-
fare of ten years has weakened the
constitutional and has stirengthened
by one and the same process, both
the loyalist minority and the party
of physical force, 1 have scen enough
to know that the physical force par-
ty in Ircland at the present moment
is a serious factor, and may at any
moment, if the Government strikes a
blow at the Parlinmentary DParty,
thrust up {ts head again. Every Na-
tionalist in Dublin is axare of a
coming struggle between these two
forces. For, if Home Rule weakens
in Parliament, it will only take new
and uglier shapes in the by-lanes of

Iiblin and the hillsides of Conne-
mara. Much depends on the leader-
<hip question. Mr.  John Redmond

has made no great mistake as yet,
but he has not taken any great hold
of the peopie of Ireland. and there
is some seepticism as to his success.
But there is a very general loyalty
to his position. rather from a pathe-
tie craving after unity than any de-
votion to a man. It is a shadow of
Parnellisin, thongh without the I’ar-
nell. The oreatest danger to  unity
seems to cowe from  Mr.  William
O'Brien, who canuot curb the bit-
terness of his tongue, But thines will
be easicr when there are fewer pa-
pers: for there is a group of faction
papers  which grew up during the'
split, but are now left without an
occupation. These  will  probably
amalgamate.

For the mowment, the XNationalist
movement is subordinate to other
causes of a more material kind,
which are being pressed with an ur-
geucy not quite fully understood in
Ingland. One of these is the United
Irish T.eague, which is taking up the
cause of the western cottiers, whose
problem was leit unsolved by any of
the Iand Acts. The Land Courts and
Land Purchase — the grent achieve-
ments  of the Parnell ‘regime’’ —
have brought cowmparative comfort
and prosperity to the Irish farmer,
who now miakes an excellent proper-
ty out of his tenant-right. DBut the
Cotticr of the western ¢ounties occu-
pies land from which no economic
rent can be forced, and can only live
by the aid of fishing and money from
America. The congested Districts
Board struggles on with limited
powers. But it has no right of com-
pulsory purchase, and in half the
cases the attempt to buy breaks
down. So the West of Ireland is still
foced with the chronic possibility of
famine. Some propose that Parlia-
ment should find the margin of pur-
chasc-money, but  Mr. William
O'Brien, in fact, is playing the same
game with Mr. Redmond as he
played with Parnell; but he is now &
person of wealth and power, and will
soon be back in Parliament, Mr.
Redmond pluys the diplomat, and
neither agrees nor opposes. The other

NOTES OF FOREIGN CATHOLIC NEWS,
AR SsASSSss s s s

The l.iverpool ‘‘Catholic Times "
publishes the follewing notle concern-
ing decrces which have been pub-
lishcd in Rome preparatory to the
canonization of the Blessed Rila da
Cascia, o professed nun, belonging to
the Order of the Iermits of St.
Aurustine, and the Beatification of a
large number of servants of God. The
canonization of the Blessed Rita af-
fords particular joy to Leo XIIL, as

he intimaled in an Allocution on
Paln  Sunday, for he was during
many years o Bishop in  Umbria,

where she is chielly venerated.

‘L he venerable servants of God who
are to be beatiflied include a large
numper of martyrs. There are as
many as sevenly-seven who suflered
for the faith in China. This fact will,
no doubt, be accepted as o good
omen for the cause of ‘*The First
Martyvrs of the Holy Childhood,” two
pricets and ten Sisters of” Charity, of
whosa sufierings and deaths a touch-
ing account is given in the work of
a French Priest of the Mission. which
has been translated by ITady Herert

rt
‘and Pook Company. The inurders
took pluce so late as 1870. On the
21st-Junz of that year the convent at
Tientsin was attacked by a furious

mob, with the connivance of theman-
darins and military leaders. Seven
of the Sisters were murdered in the
chupel to which they had {fled, and
three just beside it. Amongst them
was Sister Alice O'Sullivan, g native
of Clonmel, over whom the miscre-
ants poured boiling water before she
was ~ut to death. The heathen mob
mangled and insulted the remains of
the martyrs, pillaged and set fire to
the convent, which was burnt to the
ground. Such are the trials by
which the honors of the altar arc
won.

An incident swhich occurred recent-
1y at Tlumme, in East IFlanders, il-
lustrates in a remarkable way the
deeply  religious temper of the
masses of the Flemish people. Thern
are extensive rope works in this jim-
portant town giving employment to
several thousand hands. Dissatisfied
with the slender wages they were
receiving, the work people demanded
an increase, which the employers re-
fused. A general strike was the con-
sequence, l'or several days excited
crowds of working men and women
paraded the streets, and, faring dis-
turbances, the authorities drafted in-
to the town a Iarge body of mount-~

ed gendarmes to repress any possi-
ble disorder. It so happened that on
one of the days during which the
strike lasted the Holy Viaticum was
being taken to a sick person in the
town, and, as is the custom in Bel-
gium, the priest who carried the
Blessed Sacrament was accompanicd
by acolytes with lighted lanterns. On
his way to the house of the dying
person the clergyman met a large
crowd of the strikers who, recogniz-
ing his mission, a1l instantly uncov-
ered, made o pussage for him, and
going on their knees, remained si-
lently in that position until he had
gone out ot sight. They then quietly

dispersed. What o touching instance
of faith and piety !
From the same source, we learn

that the PPassion Week ceremony, at
which the IAnperor Francis Joseph of
Austrig washes the feet of twelve
aged men, and presonts them  with
thirty silver pieces, has again taken
place at the Imperial FPalace. De-
tachments of Hussars and Infantry
guarded the inner courts of the Pal-
ace, and before nine the Diplomatic
Corps, the Ministers, all the Court
functionaries, members of the aristo-
cracy, and a large number of gener-
als filled the great hall of ceremon-
Itere a platform was raised, on

which & long table sloed, on one be-
ine sented the twelle aged men,
dressed ns medinevnl pilgrims to the
Holy l.and. Of the Lwelve two are
ninety-twwo, one ninely-one, six nine-
ty, and three eighly-mine. On the
opposite side of the table stoed the
Lmperor and Archduakes, and served
ithe ~viands which tho splendidly-nc-
coutred Life Guards presented on sai-
vers. The old men ido not eat or
drink, but all the viinds, the wine
and the silver mups, even the flow-
ers with which the tmble is strewn,
are placed in large w ooden recepta-
cles, decorated with the Imperial
cagle. and sent home with them.

The
failures prove that more is needed
than talenl, application, successful
studies, or money; character must be
developed. Non-Catholic colleges reg-
ister a higher proportion of graduates
with imperfect character. Catholic
educators are not responsible for life-
failures of students, unless they sub-
stitute the means for the end; at-
taching undue importance to book-
learning, recitations, lisls, marks,
silence, etc. These are helpful, but
they do not constitute education.’’

A CHURCH PROPERTY DECI-
SION.—Of late not a fow disputes
regarding the ownership of or righls
in Church property have been decid-
ed; but Mr. Justice Montgomery, of
the Michigan Supreme Court, has
given a decision which should go a
long way to settle the rights and
powers of bishops over private pro-
perty. The court decided that the
title to all Church property held by
Bishop Foley was absolute. For us
the most important portion of the
decree is that which contains the
judge’s reasons for his decision. He
said ——

““One of the rules of the Roman
Catholic Church +which complainant
testities has been in force in the dio-
cese of Detroit since before his ap-
pointment, reads as follows : “‘All
real estate bought or donated for the
use and benefit of any church and
congregation in this diocese must be
deeded in fee simple to the bishop,
i.e., Lthe bishop’s name, without any
prefix or title and without any con-
ditions whatever in the instrument.
If these conditions are not complied
with the deed cannot be accepted,
and the pastor or missionary cannot
allow the deed to be recorded. If
the decds are obtained they -must be
forwarded immediately to the secre-
itary of the bishop.

BISHOI® MULLEN DREAD. —After
three years’ illness, Rt. Rew. Tobias
Mullen, D.D., Bishop of Irie, Pa.,
died on the 22nd April list, at his
Episcopal residence. The late bishop
was a County Tyrone mau, and was
born in that district in 1818.

“Tn 1840 Bishop Laughlim held an
examination of the students prepar-
ing for the priesthood, anl suchwas
young Tobias Mullen’s proliciency
that he <was selected ampmg others
to be sent to the Irish (ollege at
Paris. But while he was making the
preparations for his depu~ture for
Paris he stood another amk more ri-
gid gencral examination amd compe-
tition with all the studeits of Lhe
diocese; and such was tle distine-
tion he won in this orderd that he
was sclected by the Bishop for im-
mediate entrance into the <ollege of
Maynooth.

“In 1843, in the month of Octo-
ber, the first Bishop of e, Right
Rev. Michacel O’Connor, visiled May-
nootlh on his way from Romme, Ssoon
after his consecration, wilh n view
of providing priests and xeligious for
his diocese. Bishop O’'Connor made
an appeal for volunteers for the Am-
erican mission, and among the five
young Levites who respoucled was
the Rev. Tobias Mullen. e was or-
dained to the priesthood bhy +the
Right Rev. Bishop O'Conmox on the
1st of Scptember, 1844, in the Cath-
edral in Drie.

““His first Mass wezs celibrated in
St. Philomena's Church, assisted hy
the Vencrable Rev, J. N. Reumann,
C.S8.R., afterward Bishop of Phila-
