CHAPTER I.

The mortal remains of old Tony Dooling and
uis wife lay, the might Dbefore their interment,
side by side, 1n the awlul habiliments of the
orave.

to all the real trenzy of woe, or melt into s
true pathos. The song commenced in favor ql
the deceased ; reliearsed their virtues, their
viches ; reconnted the history of their famdy
counexions, through an endless chain of kindred,
and then burst into a wild lament for their un-
timely wnd frightful death. When one ceased,
another took it up; the whole delivered in the
Irish tongue, and in irregular rhyme, composed
on the instant ; and verse followed verse with
susprising volubility.

Through the spacious barn was ranged a can-
course of people, listening to the rhupﬂsody, or
whispering their comments in that hali-tone in
which a tale of fear and mystery is always told;
and when lhe song ceased, an old man arose from
Iiis seat near the bodies, and uncovering bis gray
head, and kneeling, his _example was lollo\yed by
all present, and the. united prayers of (he as-
semblage went up for the repose of the souls of |
their deceased neighbors.

The old
came there to fill their pipes and boxes from the
plates of 1obacco and snuff laid for that purpose
on the dead bodies, and indulged thewr appetite
for ¢ shanachus,’ a word peculiarly expressive of |
reverend gossip, when entered into by u pleasant |
conversational party. 7The younger part of such
an assemblage amused themselves in a manner
more conformable to their time of life; small
plays were set on foot, usder the superintend-
ence of some established droll fellow, there be-
tag wenerally one of the kmd in every neighbor-
hootl, who made it his business never to be ab-
sent from any wake, seven miles round, who
ruled the diversion, and under whose guidance
¢ the boys and girls’ carried on their sport, with
ali that hwmour and wit for which the Irish pea-
santry are so deservedly praised, and which, we
make bold to say, nowhere exists in such abun-
dant perfection. Thus, noisy and careless mirth
was the order of the night; and while, in the
very chamber of death, nothing, it is admitl_ed,
could be ore incongruousand unseemly, nothing
meautiie, was more common and less thought
of.

At the wake of Anthony Dooling and his wife,
there was, however no such exhibition. The
general horror excited by the circumstances of
their tragical death had power to restrain a cus-
tom so umversaily induiged; and the mournful
Keenthechaun, the frequent prayers, and the
story of their fate, alone filted up the long and
gloomy winter’s night.

The Right Rev. Dr. Keane, Bishop of Cloyne,

gaid :—Singular has been the destiny of our country.
Sublime is the veugeance she is taking for past
wrongs Faithful in the midst of prolonged persecu-
tion, giving up ber language only when the wall of
sepuration is #s of old no longer required, and when
it may be an obstacle to the encmies of a lay Apos.
tleship on Lhe part of Irish Catholics ; sending forth
her children in America and Canada, to England,
and to all colonial establishments of Eogland she is,
while her fervour increases at home, carrying the

true faith to the extremities of the earth, and by her !

coustancy and by her zeal, she is earning for herself
a name which other nations may envy. In truth, if
the Irish Cathoiic clement were withdrawn froro the
places just named, it would then be seen how large
is the spnee it fills (apptause). Aand now, Mr. Chair-
man und gentlemen, to what i3 to be attributed this
almost miracnlous preservation ot the true faith in
Ireland ? Is it possiole that, if there bad not been a
Pope in Rome for the last centuries free to govern the
Church irrespective of the requirements of State po-
licy, that the faith, as you now have it, one firm, and
purified, could have been handed dowu 83 a legacy
you value more than yonr lives 7 I3 it possible, that
if to meet the tushion of the day, and to compliment
the requirements of political expediency —tbe bend of
the Church were to be a conveatial creation; or, if
he, as subject, were placed in the hands of secular
rulers, to be trampled, thwarted, intimidated, ca-
joled, deceived, used as an instrument, and then des-
pised and flucg aside; is it possible that the religion
uf Heaven could be preaclhed with authority and in-
dependence? No; state interference i3 rlways cul-
culated to destroy the efficiency of a divine Mission.
There never was, and there never wiil be, any secu-
lar Government that would not, if it could, use the
Pope's izfluence for its own purposes; and there
never was, and never will be, nuother Goveroment
that would not complain of the exercise of such in-
fluence against its own righta or interests (applause).
To sway the judgment, and to direct the conduct of
man, to soothe his afflictions, nnd to raise his hopes
to Heaven, all that religion wants is to be let alone.
The Ministry of a Priesthood, placed uander secalar
guidance, sinks to the degrading position of State
officers; and when once the people begin to believe
that the Priest is working for this earth, they will
begin to loge the profound and revereniisl respect
they had once held for his sacred office. Hence, the
Bishops who met at Rome declared in a memornble
document, now become matter of history, that the
Pope was the Divinely constituted Hend of the
Church, snd that, as Cbrist's Vicar on earth, ap-
pointed to feed the lambs and sheep of the one uni-
versal fold of all countries and of all ages, he should
be free to exercise the duries of that grand Pastoral
charge with digoity and iadependénce. Is tbere a
Catbolic worthy of the name, who does not subscribe
to that doctriae (cheers) 7 While io Rome T had an
opportunity of speaking to Bishops of difterent coun-
tries, who not only thought that the Pope ought to
be free, but tbat, from their owao experience, they
were convinced the Clergy would be iz a better po- |
sition 10 forward the interests of religion, if liberated
from Srate control. When endowmeat i3 denjed,
freedom iz left. If the Clergy want wealth they
bear not the yoke of splendid- slavery—the va-
cation that seeks poverty, labour, and the salvalion
of souls, is likely to be of heaven; and then the
Church may count on an active and bard-working
Priesthood, and on believing aod well-contented
people, who, instead of mistrust and suspicion, find
confidence and sympathy and friendsbip growing up
between them, till, united by the truth and charity
of the Gospel, they feel as if they had hat one heart
and one soul. This is the ucion which binds toge-
ther all irish Catholics, and of which the Pope spoke
in such affectionate terms to the Irisk bishops, when,
on their arrival in Rowe, they were honored with nn
audience at the Vatican. His words deserve to be
remembered by you and by others : —¢ Tell the Ca-
tholies of Ireland that I feel most grateful to them
for their sympathy and support, Kxpress to them
my warmes: gratitude. Give them mwy  apos-
tolic benediction. Assure them ihat I am con-
soled nnd edified at the wunion that binds toge-
ther the Bishops, Priests andpeople of Ireland, and
that links them all with the Holy See. Others may
conspire and combire togetber, but they never can
Lave that lasting union that hag for itz support the
truth and charity of the Gospel” (applause). While
I thus state to you my profound conviction of the
wizdom and the necessity of giving freedom of action
t0 the Church. [ am equally satistied thar, where
the Priest i3 in his proper position us a subject, the
luss he nas to do with seculur or political affairs the
better will it be for his own ministry. But, when
stute interference with religion fwposes vn him the
auiy of szlf-defence, that duty wust be fearlessly no-
dertaken. [ never knew an Irish Bishop or au [osh
Priest that did not deplore it3 necessity.  And yesif
the spirit of theGovernment be avewed!ly or insidious-
Iy hostile to the true Faith, must oot the Clergy snd
Laity combined to resist the uttempied aggression?
And if English statesmen, true to the instioetive
promptings of anti-Catholic batred, conspire to en-
courage and to applaud rebellion and sgpolintion,
when the sufterer is to be Christ’s Vicar on earth,
are the Bishops of the Catholic world to lovle on in
sileace?

outrages, and that the efliciency of that body does
not by any means correspond with the very greac
increase in the estimates, We therefore respectfully
suggest that the (overnment may be plersed to
cauae such chunges to be innde in the torce az will
tend to the more speedy and succeaaful detection of
crime.”

The grand jury of the county Longford have fol-
lowed the example of the Tipperary- geand jury in
recommendiog changes in the arming rod disciplioe
of the constabulary. They do not wish ro depre-
ciate the gervices or the conduet of the force, sags
Dubliu journal, in drawing attention to the subject,
but they think there i3 room for improvewent in
some particulara. Tbe new arms they consider un- {
wieldy, casily damaged, and uofit for the duties in
which police are generally employed. They do not
object to see the men drilled in the use of the rifle,
that they may be prepared to defead the country
should their services be required ; but for other pur-
poses they should have more suitable weapons, -
They think also, and not without reazon, that there
should be & more complete recognition of the autho-
rity of the local magistrates. There is no want of
reapect to them individually, but all power of inter-
fercnce has been gradually withdrawn from them
and centred in the police officers whose orders alone
the mea recognise us valid. The changes they de-
mund could be effected without an Act of Parlia-
ment.

Tur Exvonts or Corrox Gouns.—In the six months
from Jucuary to June inclusive, the towil deficit in
exports of cotton manufactures amounted to £3,675,-
766 a3 commred with the year ending 61, yet even
sulfering this deficit we exported to the value of
£14,505,489 of =otton manufsctures in the above
mentioned six months. Although there iz a falling
off of £3,675,766 in the cotton, our exports are ouly
£2,828,716 less than for the correspending month
last year, nlthough we have ceased to import £7,000,-
000 worth of cottoo from the United BStates. Oar
totnl imports fall ooly £11,819,000 short of the cor-
responding period of 1861, and ouly £2,156,535 short
of that of 1660. Matters are healthy enongh it we
could only bandage or set one wounded limbh.

The Shipping Guzctie has received reports frowm the
corn districts, from whica it says, it is pretty evident
that we have a faic average wheat crop; that the
yield of barley, beans, and peas will be only moderate
but the growth of oats will be large. Tt is impossible
that we may import less swheat and flour from Ameri-
ca during the next five months, than in the corres-
ponding period in 1861, and if France should succeed
in secoring a good general crop of wheat, we shall
bave to pay less money for our imporied supplics
than for some past years, consequently the de-
mand for bullion to pay for forcign corn will be on n
limited scale, with a great abundance of money, and
a range in the value of diaconnt nccomodation from
12 to 2 per cent., and the importing houses will not
be disposed to press sales; coasequently we nptici-
pate very steady occurrences fur wheat, and most
kinds of spring corn between this ind the cloae of the
harvest work.

When be
sent for Bishop Farrell, while beirg made a member
of the Roman Catholic Chureb, and while he was
receiving the sacraments of that Chureh, Sir Allan
wag in the full possession of his mentsl faculties, and
clearly conscious of what he was doing. We are
justified in looking upcn this as the *! important step”
he had said a few daya before he was about to take.
Next day, when the Rev Mr. Geddes called, and
during the whole time that Mr. Geddes remained
with hi on that Friday, Sir Allan was ucconscious.
Afier bis admigsion into the Roman Catholic Churchy,
be on no occasion, while in a state of consciousness,
expressed himself as dying in the Protesiant faith.

The latter have merely picked up a
few weed-sticks which the Pope had contemptu-
ously thrown over his gardes wall; and therr
most glorious achieveraent is this — that they
have-collected in their nets the filth, or feecal
matter which, ejected by the Church, was al-
ready fast floating down the broad stream to the

great ocean of perdition.

And thus 1t is that in perusing the Report of
the French Canadian Missionary Society, our
first, and indeed only feeling 1s an irresistible im-
pulse to laughter, Nothing 1s more ludicrous
than the Diaries of the Colporteurs or Mission-
aries. 1f the worthy men do not prosoke to
godliness, they are powerfully suggestive of
mirth ; and even our renowned contemporary
Artemus Ward—grin-compelling though he be
—is not more grotesque than is a Vessot or
Tichard, an Amaron or a Duclos, or any of the
other worthies who deal in Sausages and Tracts,
and retail dry goods and “ Word of God” from
their market-stalls in Industry viliage.

The great agency upon which, in Lower Can-
ada, as in the Upper Province and in the United
States, the Swaddlers rely for success in their
schemes of proselytising 1s the School ; but as in
Lower Canada the « Swaddlers” get litile or
no aid from the State, their successes are not
sery brilliant. Thew chief establishment 15 at
Pointe auw Trembles ; and when we record the
fact that; with the entire dregs or sweepings of
Montreal, and of some “60 to 80 different
parishes,” there are in the Boys Institute only
55 pupils ; and in that for Girls only 35—ninety
in all—we hase said enoagh to shaw how very
ttle the Catholic Chureh has to dread from the
French Canadian Massionary Society. There
is not a single disorderly liouse, not alow grog
shop in the suburbs, which does not anuually do
more towards weaning the rising generation {rom
the  baneful home influences of Romanism,”
and its © idofatrous worship ;’ than does this
Society with its annual expenditure of nearly
Four thousand dollars wpon the Ponte auz
Trembies Institute alone.

The prosperity of thew churches1s on a ‘par
with that of their schools. A Mr. Duelos 1s sta-
tioned at Industry vitlage, which, from its  cen-
tral position,” is fooked upon as most suitable for
a ** mission station,” and he visits some four or
five other districts besdes. ¢ The churches un-
der bis pastorate number”—so we are told in the
last issue of the F. C. M. Society’s Report—
31 members”—p. 17; and Mr. Duclos evi-
deatly has no great opimon limself of his pros-
pect, for he writes :—

% Phe missionary Inborer necds often to be remind-
ed thut * the kingdom of Ged cometh not with obsor-

- vation,” but gradually, and that, as is the case with
every great intellectual or moral movement there i3 8
time of preparation hefore great awakenings. We nre
evidently in tbat senson of preparatory lnbor, which
althougli less striking from its immedinte resuits, is
none the less important nnd indispensable. We do
not yet see numereus conversions to the Gospes, but
we find conlidence in Popery shaken, and a conscious-
ness in the truth of the Gospel spreading, in opposi-
iion to Romish errors”— . 17.

Put into plain English this means that Mr.
Duclos Las done nothing as yet, but feels just as
it lie was ¥ a going to begin ;7 and that hitherto
the only sensible resujt of ins years of labor bas
been 1o turn some lax Papists into thorough infi-
dels, to shake * confidence in Popery”—but not
to attain conversions to what he in Ins laughable
twaddle calls *zhe Gospel.”  Mr. Duclos has
made a very fair eshmate of the value of his
iabors. To make ivfidels s the ulmost that Pro-
testant msstonaries have ever succeeded in ef-
fecting whether mmongst Jews, Mabhomedans,
Catbolics or the Buddhists of the Iast. Ano-
ther instance of this 1s to be found in the follow-
ing passage from a discourse which, accogdinig 10
the same deponent, « * person of educgtmn' re-
ceatly had with him on the subject of Topery :

¢ YWe have not by any mesans’—said this person of
educalion—" the snme 1rustin our religion now that
we had ten years since”—p: 1T:

At Three Ruvers the ¢ Society has for the last
gix years always bad one or Lwo inissionaries”—
of wham one is a Mr., Cornu.  As tbe result of
the Mission, we are informed that Mr. Cornu has
made a couvert cut of “a young mun ol some
education zud intelhgence.”  To those interest-
ed in Protestaut Home Missions, it will be gra-
tifyiug 1o lesrn that this convert 1s a very supe-
rior article indeed, aund * walks consistently with
hrs Christian profession”—gp, 23.

At Juverness, w Mr. Solandt has organised a
Trench cliureh ** which numbers 12 comiuni-
cants,” and ut Bele Riviere we are told that
there is auotler ¢ of 27 members™ and a school
altended by * about 16 scholars.”  On the Ot-

,tawa, and at Buekingham, and we are informed

-no organised chureh at either is reported, nor are
the numbers of converts given. On the whole,

This promismng pupil who does
not seem to have been taught the meaning of the
commandment * honor thy father and thy mother,”
% feel happy » especially when the Missionaries
call, and when a “ meeting can be held.”

And upon this subject, of duty and obedience
to parents, as inculcated by the said Missioniares,
we may mention a pleasing trial recorded at
p.18.

A young lad designated as I". R. was, so we
are told, allowed by his tather, ** an honest and
sincere Roman Cathalic, to enter the Inshtute”’
at Pownte eua Trembles ; with the pledge from
the boy that he would never *forsake the reli-
gion of Lis fathers.” 'Che boy was of course
soon converted from the error of his ways, and
Lis fatber summoned him to return home. The
boy however ran away back to the Institute in
disabedience to his father’s orders, and lest the
latter should agam get possesston of his own son,
the following precautions were tuken :— _

% Az it was not considered advisable for him (the
boy) to remain in the Institute, some kind friendas
were found to take cherge of him, so that be might
contiuue bis education elsewbere unmolested,"—p. 14;

This case of kidnapping is coolly recounted ;
whilst at the same time, if a Cathohic parent
the exercise of his natural rights, attempts to re-
move lis child from a school or family where its
faith and morals are 1n danger—the how! of per-
secution is immediately raised by the Protestant
press; and the Montreal Witness charntably
suggests that Romish Nunueries should be hand-
ed over to the tender mercies of obscene
“ Smelling Committees.”
