Civic Employes Insist That Board of Arbitration Be 

Given Power of a Crown Commission.
London, July 11.—The menace of enemy 

aliens living freely in England has been 
the text of a newspaper agitation in the 
Past two weeks more keen than any of 
numerous anti-German waves of feeling, 
which the country experiences at fre­
quent Intervals, since the war began.

There are only a few thousand aliens 
left uninterned in England, A consid­
erable proportion of them are old peo­
ple. Another fairly large contingent has 
some one serving In the British army, 
and there is a sharp difference of opin­
ion on the question of interning these.

“Intern them all” la the watchword of 
the extremists, led by the Northcllffe 
papers. Other papers, like The West­
minster Gazette, The Dally Times, The 
Dally Chronicle and The Manchester 
Guardian, liken the present movement 
to “witch baiting," and the historic "no 
popery" agitations.

The recent Clapham election for the 
house of commons in which Noel Pem- 
bertaon Billing's party candidate polled 
nearly two-thirds as many votes as the

coalition candidate, was apparently an 
eye-opener for the government as to pub­
lic opinion. Pemberton Bluing's party 
had a single platform plank, demanding 
that aliens be interned.

The feature of the debate was the ad­
dress by Premier Lloyd George, indicat­
ing that a severe policy had been adopt­
ed. Popular feeling, whether right' or 
wrong, is that influential, jwealthy people 
of German connection have been favored, 
faie Dally News said today;

“If there Is to be a surrender to this 
Infamous clamor, let parliament see to It 
that there is no picking and choosing, no 
harrying of little people and screening 
of big people. Let It be clear that Lord 
Milner must be Interned with the little 
grocer of enemy origin on a back street, 
whose son, perhaps, has been killed In 
the war.”

Since Lord Milner, secretary of state 
for war, altho with German family 
antecedents. Is considered by many the 
strongest power In the cabinet, fulfilment 
of this demand is unlikely.

An unorganized hand of workers, the employes of the Dominion Trans­
port Co., went out on strike yesterday afternoon when the company refused 
to grant them an increase from $70 to $80 a month in their wages. About 
60 employes of this company are on strike.

The telegraphers of the G.N.W. are still awaiting the arrival of 8. J. 
Kooenkamp, president of the International Union of Commercial Telegra­
phers, In Toronto before taking any further action against this company, 
which is alleged to have so far refused to reinstate two employes, Thomas 
Taylor and George Thompson, Into Its employ. \

The textile workers at the York Knitting Mille/» »$ West Queen street, 
are still on strike, but many employes from this firm are employed at the 
same class of work at other factories.

London, July 11.—Italian troops on 
their offensive in Albania, continue to 
advance, «ays a despatch from Rome 
to the Central News Agency.

Control West Siberia.
London, July 11.—Virtually alt of 

western Siberia is 1* control of the 
Czecho-Slovaks, according to a Renter 
despatch from Poking, dated July 10.

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Sir Eric Geddes Declares U-Boats 

Becofne Fewer—Barrages 
Extend to Norway.
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London, July 11.—Speaking in Lon­
don today. Sir Eric Geddes. first lord 
of the admiralty, said 
gradually were hemming In the sub­
marines, which now had less freedom, 
and he was glad to say there were 
fewer of them.

In referring to the great minefields 
which were so notably restricting the 
submarines, Sir Eric said they stretch­
ed from Norway to the north coast of 
Scotland. There was a barrage across 
the Straits of Dover, he added, and 
mines in Heligoland Bight. Some of the 
fastest and best craft of the navy, 
which certainly should be ranked as 
the corps d’elite, .had gone Into the 
Bight at night to lay them. Occasion­
ally an enemy submarine tries to break 
thru the Dover barrage.

Sir Eric Geddes was speaking at the 
opening of an exhibition of naval war 
pictures.

cision of the board of appeal to be 
final.

Any settlement of a dispute referred 
to the board of conciliation, or car­
ried in appeal to the board of appeal, 
shall be effective not later than the 
date on which the application for a 
board of conciliation waa filed.

The board of appeal shall be com­
posed of two representatives of labor 
nominated by the executive council of 
the Trades and Labor Congress of 
Canada, two representatives of the 
employers. ; nominated by the execu­

Association and a chairman nominated 
by thé said members of the board, or, 
in case of failure to agree upon a 
chairman, then the minister of labor 
shall appoint such chairman.

Jn every war this conflict has been 
rewired in favor of the executive be­
cause all must admit that a war can- 
pot be carried on by a bench of Judges, 
however venerable or learned they may 
he. The safety of the state Is the 
supreme law. The government, after

of the Tuckett Cigar Factory closed down 
tonight. It will be closed indefinitely. 
Nothing is known by the men here of the 
trouble in the Hamilton factory. There 
was no strike here. The London factory 
was closed some time ago, and has been 
open only three weeks.

"The general public has a greatly ex­
aggerated Idea of the wages received by 
our trade,” said a cigar maker, referring 
to-the reported strike of the Tuckett em­
ployes at Hamilton.

"We do not average as much as the 
garbage men do. Most of our men make 

than $18 per week, and the average 
wage is not more than $14 a week.”

That there are some who make more 
than $18 weekly was admitted by the 
cigar maker, but their number is small.

The cigar makers have had only two 
Increases In wages since 1910, according 
to their report. Conditions have changed 
to such an extent in the factories since, 
however, that the average weekly wage 
Is now not any greater than It was in 
1910.

About 75 men win be thrown out of 
work by the closing of the factory, but 
it Is anticipated that these will reedlly 
obtain other situations.
