The World trusts that every one con-
rected with the proposed investigation
into the municipal election frauds is
seized with a due sense of the serious-
mness of the situation. Our political in-
stitutions are now on trial. For years
it bas been suspected that voting by
‘ballot had become a menace to our
civil rights and public services. The
gravest charges have been made in
connection with the late election—nay,
proof has already been had of the most
detestable crimes against the sanctity
of the ballot and against the exercise
of the public will..

It rests with Mayor Urquhart and
Judge Winchester largely to see that
the investigation is complete. is thoro,
that every wrong-doer is punished, The
Mayor must be free to engage. to dis-
miiss what counsel he chooses. He
must free himself from the influences

- of men whose election or conduct is

impugned.

Equally sharp and pointed
are their rebukes fo witnesses who
testify falsely, or whose credibility is
quegtioned. The brand they put upon
the wrong-doer or the false swearer
never comes off. Mr. Justice Bigham
never for a moment let the wealth or
the great ability of Whitaker Wright

stand in the way of his punixshment.'

THE MAYOR AND THE INQUIRY.

Mayor Urquhart is very positive that
no effort has been made to stifie investis_
gation into the municipal scandal. The
citizens of Toronto will view his state=
ment in the light of developments. It
is quite possible that an alderman, a
civic official and an architect c¢ould
take steps to limit the investigation.
without the knowledge of Mayor Urqu=
hart. Direct negotiations would hard=
ly be thought of, and His Worship gives
a very vague contradiction to a cur-
rent report when he says that no alder=
man, civic official or architect ap-
proached him in regard to the mattar.

It Is a singular circumstance that &
lawyers approached by His Worship
were all Liberals. This could be under=
stood if Conservative municipal repre-
sentatives were alone under suspicion,
but the men who rest under charges
are not confined to the Conservative
party. The investigation, if searching
and complete, will unearth wrong-do-
ing in both political parties. There is
a strong suspicion that interested per-
sons on both sides are anxious to ar-
range a saw=-off. An {indifferent inquiry
wotld accomplish their objects, and the
gravity of the situation deserves more
than the passing . observation that
Mayor Urquhart has given it. ’

If His Worship is convinced that no
efforts have béen made to cover up the
trzecks of suspects, he Is not vigilant
enough for the Mayor’s chair. If he is
apprised of these efforts and has taken
steps to frustrate them he is to be com=
mcnded for his vigilance. The public
wili give Mayor Urquhart the benefit
of the doubt pending .;he result of the
investigation. His Worship will be held
strictly to account for any narrowing of
the investigation that tends to cover up
traces of wrong-doing in the late muni-
cipal elections,

PUNISH EVERY OFFENDER.

There appears to be a strong dis-
position on the part of some Toronto
newspapers to shield men who stand
accused of voting twice for aldermen
|or Board of Control. The argument is
made that many citizens are guilty in
this respect and that because the «f-
fence was common the offenders should
not be held strictly to account.

It is useless to moralize on the com-
parative iniquity of personation and
rlugging as against a candidate’s of-
fence in voting when and where he
has no right to vote. The candidate
who votes twice or three times for the
Board of Control helps himself in one
;Way, The candidate who employs per=
ésonators and pluggers helps himself
:in another way. One is a direct of-
fence; the other is indirect.

Crime is not less reprehensible. be-
‘cause it is common. There are a large
number of sheoplifters in the City of
Toronto, but that is no argument
a.gains’.c the maintenance of laws
iaguinst shoplifters.

Still 430,00¢,000 People Who Have
Never ‘Heard of. the Bible,

-7—-:-' ¥,

The annual meeting of the Toronto
branch of the Upper Canada Bible So-
ciety was held in Assoclation Hall st
night. In poigt vf attendance, the
meeting was gomewhat disappointing,
but what the gathering lacked in num=
bers was amply atoned for by the en-
thusiasm manifested, ard the many
splendid addresses. The presence .of
the members of Havergal Ladies Col=
lege was a happy feature of the meet=
Ing, and one to which cordial reference
Was made by Rev. Dr. Potts in the
gourse of his address. The chairmon,
N. W. Hoyios;was president of the asso-
ciation. Assoc.ated with him on the plate
form were Prof. McLaren, Rev, M-,
Frizzell, Rev, Mr., Geggie, Di Tatts,
Rev. Canon Welch, Rev. Franuls Pervy,
J. C. Copp and others. 'The present
bificers were unanimously re-elected
for the year 1904.

Rev. Dr. Potts spoke on “The Rritish
and Foreig'g Bible Society.” Its his-
tory traced in graphic language the in-
ception of the work in Wales and i's
subsequent extension and growth, In-
augurated In the year 1804, the mem=
bers ara already engaged in formulating
plans for the celebration of the centen=
n»ia.! of its birth. During the 99 years
of its existence the sum of £14,000,000
kas been expended in the dissemination
of the Holy Bible. Notwithstanding
the remarkable strides made by the Rri-
tish ‘and Foreign Bible Society there
are, said the doctcr, 450,000,000 who
have never heard the word of God.

The subject, “The British and Foreign
Bible Society, Its Translations and For-

by Rev. Canon W=lch,
many figures testifying to the marvel=
ous spread of the Gospel. In the year
1804 the Bible was printed in forty or
fifty different languages, to-day it 's
printed in more than 400.

In the course of an eloquent address,
the Rev. A. Logan Geggie outlined tha2
work of the colporteurs in foreign lands.
In graphic language re traced the
growth of the Bible Society from the
Atlantic to the Pacific, the pregress
of the work in the lumber camps, and
among the Indians ¢f British Columbia
and the Northwest.

An historical paper, prepared by J.
C. Copp, on the formation of the Upper
Canada Bible Scciely, cwing
Copp's absence, was read by his sou.
The article was interesting, and by rea~
son of the writer's acquaintance wita
facts, was a valuable historical review,

Rev. Francis H. Perry, pas‘or of
Jarvis=street Bap'ist Church, in the
course of presentation of the claims of
the Bible Society, humorously referred
to the cosmopolitan nature of the ‘ga-
thering, having special reference to the
five speakers representing the English,
Irish, Scotch, Canad'an ard Yank-e
rationalities. Altho but a few months
a resident of Toronto the dcctor re-
clared he was deeply impressed with
the work of the Bible . Society. Refer=
‘ring to the statement of Mr. Hoyles,
that Toronto had pledged itself to roive
the sum of $10,000, the doctor said that
$20,000 was nearer the mark. The work
of the soclety was a mnoble one and
appealed strongly for financial aid.
Justice Forbes of New Brunswick
spoke briefly.

Montreal, Jan. 26.—The friends of J.
A. Drouin, in St, James’® Division in
this city, are dissatisfied over the se-
lection of a Liberal candidate made on
Baturday last to contest this division
against the Conservative candidate, J.

have the fleecy rempved. This plan
would, I think, remove the element of
uncertainty of securing labor, and lika~
wise rprevent diserimination by th
police in the victims singled out, by ne
sort of rule I hoayve been able to dis-
cover, for a visit to the beak. As a
steadier market for corpcration laborers
would thus be fostered, the prineciple
could be extended by enabling citizens
to procure labor from the Same source
for other semi-public services they
wished performed on their places, and
a stability would thus be given to the
status ¢f the corporation laborers that
it at present does not possess. This is
one form of municipal energy that I
think could well be exerted with bene-
fit to the public.
