LOUISVILLE, Ky., July 24—Colonel
W. 8. Hays, the veteran river editor of
the Courier Journal, song writer, and
poet, died at his home here yesterday of
vertigo, caused by a stroke of paralysis,
suffered in the Iroquois Theatre fire im
Chicago, Dec. 30, 1803. He was 70 years
old. 7

Colonel Hays always claimed the author-
ship of the original words of “Dixie,”
and that he was responsible for the ar-
rangement of the mwsic. His version of
“Dixie” was written at the outbreak of
the civil war, but the words were con-
sidered so seditious that the writer was
arrested and compelled to change them.
By that time, it is said, Dan Emmett,
the minstrel, had written his song and bis
publisher had it copyrighted.

Col. Hays’ most famous song was “Mol-
i€ Darling,” sales of which reached two
million copies in Kurope and America.
Among his other songs were “Keep in de
middle ob de road,” “The Old Log Cab-
iw in the Lane” and “Signal Bells at
Sea.”

VICTORIA IS
- FIRE SWEPT

A'Strip a Mile Long Wiped Out
--Loss About Quarter Miltion .

VICTORIA, B. C., July 24—(Special)—
One of the most disastrous fires in history
of Victoria took place yesterday afternoon
when a' strip of the city almost a mile in
length was wiped out by fire.

The conflagration broke out in the mid-
dle of the afternoon in a blacksmith shop
on Store street, on-the water front, and
a strong wind from the southwest carried
the fire across the city. Two whole blocks
bounded by Store, Herald, Douglas and
Chatham streets., were wiped out.

Most “of the buildings burned in this
area were not of much value, but leaping
a block the fire swept up the noighern
sidle of Herald street, between Douglas
and Blanchard, burning all the residences
on that side and destroying Calvary Bap-
tis#’ church and a number of dwellings op-

ite.

he fire then continued along Green
and several adjoining streets, until stop-
ped by open spaces, and by volunteer bri-
gades, which tore down buildings to stop
the flames. The fire was practically
checked last night but the loss will be a
quarter of a million dollars. The water
pressure was lamentably low and the
stremg wind and dryness of materials, to-
gether with the inflammable character of
most of the buildings completed a set of
conditions to fan the flames.

HARRINGTON-

Today’s Evidence in the Police
Court--Piaintiff on the Stand

The Harrington-DeAngelis assault case
was resumed in the police court today
when Harrington was placed on the stand
and told the story of the scrap on King
street last Saturday night, when he also
lost his purse containing $55—he believed
in the big shoe shine parlor. Several oth-
er witnesses were esamined, including
John P. Harrington and wife, and several
employes of De Angelis.

John P. Harrington told of finding his
brother Charles on King street and of
learning from him of his loss. He also de-
scribed his visit to the shoe shine store,
where he saw Charles put his hands on
or in Rinalto Beilli's pockets. Witness
was not positive that his brother had been
drinking, and knew he generally carried
from $50 to $100 around with him. He
aleo gave some description of the gerap.

Mis. Harrington also told of witnessing
the conflict, and stated that she saw some-
thing hurled from the shop. Tt looked
like a box, and struck her brother-in-law
on the head, causing the blood to flow.

Chas. W. Harrington, the defendant,
swore that on Saturday afternoon he was
at Rockwood Park. He admitted having
been drinking. He told of going to the
shoe shining place where Rinato Bielli
cleanzd his shoes. While in the chair
he became sleepy and dozed, but was
roused and found his shoes were cleaned.
After leaving the shoe shine shop he felt
in his pocket and found that his purse
containing $55 was gone. He was sure
of the amount as he had looked at the
money during the afternoon. On missing
the monzy he went back. to DeAngelis’
place and told Antonio Matteo that he
had lost his purse he thought in there.
He went and got officer Ward, who told
him he could not do much without a
search warrant, but would do the. best
he could. Witnuss told also of putting
his hands in (or on) the pockets of Rin-
ato Biclli. He left the store and on re-
turning met DeAngelis and told him he
had lost 855 there and would advertise

his store in all the city papers. DaA{xgelﬁ'

It transpires that during his recent visit
to Canada Gen. Booth approved of the
plans of the local Salvation Army officers
for a colonization scheme in New Ontar-
io and it is said that the intercsted .par-
tis have now practically agreed on the
following terms:—The government is to
sell to the Salvation Army ten townships
in the gr:at Clay belt comprising eome
230,000 acres.

WASHINGTON, D. C.; July 23—The
shocking acciden® on the battleship Geor-
gia, by which nine men lost their lives
and several others . received serious
wounds, has displaced all other naval sub-
jects and even the eubject of the moving
of the Atlantic fleet to Pacific waters has
been temporarily put, aside. It is certain
that there will be a thorough- investiga-
tion of the cause of the explosion, but it
is doubtful if anything more will- be dis-
covered than the alréady well known fact
that a modern battleship is fully as dang-
erous to itself and ity own men ag it.is
to an enemy. It takes a list nearly a full
newspaper column in- length -to merely
mention the names of ‘the ships and give
the date of fatal accidents on our battle-
ships since the blowing up of the Maine.
It was two years Jacking one: week on the
day of the Georgia disaster since:the blow-
ing up of the boilers of the Bermington
at San Diego, California, killed -sixty men
and wounded as many more. Just.one
year before that thirty-three officers and
men were killed on the battleship "Mis-
souri, when Captain Cowles, - brother-in-
law ‘of the president, was in command.
One year ago last. April a premature ex-:
plosion of a gun on the Kearsage killed
one officer and five men.
many other accidents have: been investi-
gated by the departiment, but-no one has
ever heard any result from the investiga-
tion. Officers and'. engineérs know full
well ‘that there is no real safety on a bat-
‘tleship, and the mbre deadly it may be
in war, the more dangérous'it becomes to
those who muet man it.

that is that a clot of soot which came
Hoating down smouldering from the ship's
smoke stack by an unluéky chance settled
on the fifty pound bag of smokeless pow-
der in the arms of the loader at the
breech of the gun. The bags in which
the powder i§ enclosed are purposely made
highly inflammable in order that they will
be entirely” consumed in the bore of the
gun after the charge is fired, otherwise
bite of burning/cloth might prematurely
explode the next charge of powder intro-
duced into the breech, an accident which
has occurred several times with fatal re-
sults in the past. The charge that the
scuttle on the top of the turret should not
have been open is met with the reply
that it is opened to let out the emoke and
gases of the firing and to enable the men
to escape in case of accident. It is sup-
posed thus that the very precaution for

| the safety of the men was in this case the

cauze of the accident. The department
has been beseiged with e¢riticisms of the
action of the officers in ordering the
Georgia back to target practice immedi-
ately after the bodies of the victims of
the accident had been removed. It is ex-
plained that this is the naval regulation
in all such cases. The officers have learn-
ed that the other men, if allowed to brood
over a serious accident, become demoral-
ized and lose their ‘“‘nerve’ ’about tack-
ling the same work. It was felt to be ab-
solutely necessary to get the men back to
the targets and engaged in,the work of
handling the big guns before they should
have had time to realize the disaster and
get nervous. This accident following so
close after the loss of the launch Min-
nesota with five midshipmen and a crew
of five men near Norfolk, June tenth, is
not calculated to decrease the desertions
which are already complained of in the
navy or to increase the enlistments which
are being diligently sought.

A pitiable case of destitution was re-
ported to the mayor this morning and
steps are being taken to try and improve
the condition of affairs.

The Financial Outiook Clouded---The Cash and Credit Problem
Perplexes Wall Street---Cotton, Corn and Wheat Shortage

May Be Good Thing.

: (New York Herald.)
Speculative sentiment, while mixed, was
more cheerfully inclined during Wall
street’s business week. This is ever the

case when prices recover and sustain their

improvement, no matter how that . result
is attained. . In the present instance, de-
« apite the obviously professitnal character
of much of the business there was some
real basis for more hopeful feeling. Crop
and weather advices were undoubtedly
better, and though there is an admitted
shortage in cotton, corn and wheat, such
excellent growing weather as has been
generally reported is well calculated to
overcome some of the drawbacks pf the
belated ‘start and early poor condition re-
ported of the country’s great staples.
"There are persons, of course, who are
seriously arguing that on this occasion
moderate crops would be of greater ad-
vantage to the country in general t.han
bumper harvests. It seems pa}'adoxncal,
bt they have some basis for their theory,
for bumper crops under present conditions'
might, through overstimulating in@ustml
sctivity at a time of meagre banking re-
eplirces and increased requirements due to
“crop moving demand add seriously to
the burdens of credit. This might con-
efitute a condition of prosperity from a
continuance of which one year.ago St?cre-
tary Shaw urged prayers for our deliver-
ance.

“We’re having a picnic,” they told the
reporter—and so they were—for they were
busily engaged over a bag of candy.

Under the big awning in the left hand
upper corner was a veritable hive of in-
dustry.. Fully a score of little girls were
earnestly engaged, some in weaving tiny
hate out of epecially imported grass, oth-
ers were deftly crocheting tams from gay-
colored berlins, or making flower-pot cov-
ers out of sections of pretty wall paper,
sewn together with soft blue and red
‘'varn. Here and there was to be seen a
wee tot, stringing tiny wooden balls and
cubes on long pieces of blue twine, while,
almost in the middle of the group was a
go-cart, in which lay a two year-old girl,
with dimpled, rosy cheeks—sound asleep,
with bustle and hum on every side. She
was not neglected though, for close beside
her, with watchful eyes, stood a “little
mother,” ’of not more than twelve sum-
mers. The sand pile and swings also pos-
sessed strong attractions and were occu-
pied all the time.

Ag the rain came on the “kiddies” gath-
ered around the piano, where an informal
concert was. in progress, a few minutes
before five o’clock.

WINTER STREET GROUNDS

The Winter street grounds have been
in existence only a ehort time, but eplen-
gxd progress has been reported by those
in charge. As at Centennial the
children are enthusiastieé over their games
and drills and most of them if they could
would gladly remain leng after the clos-
ing time in the afternoon. .

Miss Sutherland who is in ‘charge._told
the Times man that she had reeceived only
the most encouraging words from both
parents and children.

The instructors report that many of the
boys who were rough and cruel at first
have become wonderfully softened and
then again marvellous results have come
from the mingling of foreign element with
our own children whose natures are soft-
er and more gentle. One mother is quoted
as having said:

“The play grounds have given my boys
wonderful appetites. They’ll eat me out
of house and home.”

Another grateful parent said: “When
my children go to the play grounds, the
only difficulty is .to get them away again.”

One little girl said to Miss Robertson:
“I've been here every day, and wouldn’t
miss a day for anything.”

A little boy told her that he was going
with his parents, to the country, but
would rather remain home and go to the
Winter street grounds. Many of ¢
children have expressed themselves simil-
arly, and that the youngsters are having
the time of their lives needs no telling.

-Several times kind-hearted citizens have
sent large quantities of garden flowers to
the -Winter street grounds and as ‘the
children were dismissbd each was present-
ed with a bouquet. Another feature of
the Winter street grounds is the impromp-
tu concert which is "held in the school
room on dark or rainy days.

These bring out the vocal ability and
encourages the children to sing patriotic
songs.

OLD AGE PENSIONS

‘An interesting contribution. to the dis-
cussion of old age pensions is an explana-
ation of the Belgian system, by Mr. Char-
les T. Long, in last Saturday's Toronto
Globe. Mr. Long has visited Belgium and
talked with working people, and points
out that the cost of living in that coun-
try is only about one-half the cost in
Canada.

“] have visited the homes of workmen
with five children whose total monthly
income does mnot exceed ome hundred
francs ($20), and found them quite equal
in comfort to those of Canada in like sta-
tion; and food, with the exception of
meat, quite as abundant and wholesome.”

The system of old age pensions obtain-
jng in Belgium, this writer points out, is
based upon voluntary insurance, the state
undertaking by means of subsidies to as-
gist persons whose circumstances do not
admit of their laying by an adequate pro-
vision against old age. They must, how-
ever, show a desire to help themselves by
investing certain minimum sums as insur-
ance.

The eystem wae adopted in 1900, after
an enquiry extending over five years by
& government commission. As early as
1850 what was called the Caisse de Re-
traite was founded under government
.guarantee, to assist the working classes to
.insure against old age, but little use had
. been made of it until 1888, at which time
lend during the succeeding years various
{imeasures - were introduced to popularize
.the institution and to bring ite advantages
within easy reach of the people. . The
friendly eocieties gradually became affili-
ated with this echeme, and the govern-
ment increased the subsidy given. The
result, says Mr. Long, proved most satis-
factory. It was found that hitherto im-
provident and dissipated’ workmen had
begun to save and better their condition.
The number of affiliated friendly societies
increased from 107 in 1805 to 940 in 1899,
and the subscribing number from 5,504
to 68,346. The following portion of Mr.
Longe article is worth quoting in full:(—

«The success of these experiments
strengthened the government in its Te-
golution not to adopt a eystem of ‘com
pulsory insurance, but rather to follow &
system of free insurance subsidized by
state aid. In 1900 instead of an ‘annual
rate by parliament a special fund was cre-
ated under state guarantee, and the
amount of eubsidy granted to individual
subscribers was legally determined 60 cen-
times per franc subscribed (12 cents for
every 20 subscribed), and the limit for
which this subsidy could be granted placed
at 15 francs. The framers of the new law
bore in mind that it was mainly through
the efforts of the friendly eocieties, in
teaching economy and the esaving habit,
that it had become possible to introduce
a general eystem of insurance. The priv-
ileges which the societies had hitherto
enjoyed were left untouched, except that
in future the subsidies were to be placed
directly to the account of each subscriber
personally, but the government commit-
ted themselves in addition to the subsidy
already mentioned to grant two francs
annually to the societies for every sub-
gcriber, this sum to be used for adminis-
tration or other purposes, at the discre-
tion of the societies.

«According to the Belgian eystem sub-
ecribers may cease to add to their deposits
during one or more years without for-
-feiting the right to an eventual pension,
‘but in order to receive the state subsidy
during eny particular year a subscription
must be paid in before the close of the
preceding financial year. Subscriptions
may be made either “a capital abandon-
me” or “a capital reserve,” or the two
gystems may be combined and money may
be paid in under either or both categories.
* 'Money paid in “‘a capital abandonne”’ is
formed by the Caisse into an annuity com-
'prising both capital and interest, which
{the subscriber draws when he reaches the
‘age for entering upon his pension. Should
‘he die before that period, the amount he
has paid in, plus the interest, and gov-
ernment subsidy, less' three per cent., 18
paid to his heirs in a lump sum. Money
paid in “a capital reserve” is formed in-
to an annuity comprising interest and gov-
ernment subsidy, and paid to the subserib-
er upon reaching a certain age; the capit-
al goes to his heirs at his death. An an-
nuity may not be les sthan one franc nor
exceed 1,200 francs ($240). In the event

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HAS BEEN SEVENTY YEARS
IN_THE MEDICAL PROFESSION

DR BAYARD, OF ST. JOHN, AT CLOSE OF 70 YEARS ACTIVE
MEDICAL WORK.

Dr. William Bayard, the nestor of the
medical profession, will, on August 1, com-

plete seventy years in the medical pro-
fegsion. Although he is ninety-three years
of age he is still hale and hearty.

On Friday next the venerable doctor
will have the degrze of Doctor of Laws
conferred upon him by his Alma Mater
the university of Edinburgh, from which
he graduated in 1837.

The . Telegraph this morning published
a very interesting article desaling with an-
ecdotes of his practice and notes of his
work. The following paragrap) tells how
hig first fee was obtained.

“I’ll tell you about the first fee I ever
received.”” Dr. Bayard opened his ‘desk
and took out a small, elaborately chased,
silver object like a match box. “This is
a case with two lancets in it,” he ex-
plained. “I visited Liverpool on one oc-
casion before I graduated at Edinburgh,
and I met a Dr. Cameron who was at-
tempting to bleed an old lady—blood
letting, you know, was common in those
days. 1 asked him to let me try, as he
was not very successful, remarking that
I had bled hundreds of people in St.
John. After some hesitation, he con-

sented, and the result was very satisfac-
tory. The lady afterwards sent me this
case with my crest and name on it, and
that was my first fee.”

Various incidents in the past seventy
years were recalled, the establishment of
the public hospital, the year of the chol-
era—1854, the big fire of '77, and others.
The advances made in medical science in
that period were also referred to.

Dr. Bayard has visited every province
in Canada and crossed the Atlantic
twenty-one times. There is not a town of
any size in this province to which he has
not been called. Among his distinguish-
ed patients he treated the Marquis of
Lorne while the former governor-general
was staying in St. John.

Every honor which his brethren in the
profession in this province could bestow
has been tendered him, as the framed
testimonials on the walls of his library
bear witness. His record of seventy years
in harness is declared to be without pre-
cedent, and that the university which con-
ferred ‘his degree upon him in the year
Queen Victoria  ascended the throne,
should desire to pay him tribute is regarded
as a fitting climax to his long and suc-
cessful career in the cause of humanity.

ARCANUM HAS NEW
SICK RELIEF PLAN

Hospital ‘Association Formed
by This Order for Province
of Quebec. y

(Montreal Herald'

The latest organization for the allevia-
tion of suffering in Montreal ig the Royal
Arcanum Hospital and Sick Relief As-
sociation, just formed to provide for the
physical afflictions of members of the Roy-
al Arcanum Order.

Repreaentatnes from the various coun-
ties in the province of Quebec have been
meeting for some time past, and the re-
sult of their deliberations has been the
formation of this' association.

The ¢ouncils in the province have sub-
scribed generously to the maintenance
fund, and in the fall, when the regular
meeting takes place, it is anticipated that
a large sum will be realized in aid of this
good work, by individual subscriptions.

The contemplated action of this associa-
tion is unique. It was originally suggest-
ed that a special bed should be procured
in the hospital for the use of Arcanum
patients, but the idea has been abandon-
ed, and the suffering patient can now
either go to a hospital or remain at his
own home, as he or his family elect.
Should the latter place be decided upon,
every arrangement has been made to pro-
vide the patient with necessaries, which
his means will not permit him to procure
for himself. If necessary, upon the report
of the council of which the patient is a
member, he will be sent to a hospital at
the cost of the association, in every case
where the patient is unable to pay for
himself. In cases of accident to any mem-
ber of the Royal Arcanum, arrangements
have been made that all necessary treat-
ment be givem at once, at the cost of the
association.

THE OAT CROP
IN ONTARIO

It is Likely to Be a Short One
This Year---The Green Bug
at Work.

A (Toronto World.)

Reports to hand in Ontario prove the |
oat crop in the lake shore district east
of Toronto and all through Western On-
tario to be most unpromising, to put it
mildly. The grain has assumed a reddish-
yellow tinge, caused by the appearance of
a rusty color upon the leaves. This is due,
we feel assured, by the depredations of a
emall aphis or green louse that sucks the
sap from the leaves and causes the blotch-
es of rust to appear. Upon examination
of some fields near Toronto numerous
green bugs were found upon the affected
‘stalks.

It will be remembered that the early
reports about the ‘Kansas and Western
States wheat crops were rife with the
ravages of the green bug. This helped
to cause the sensational rise in wheat
prices and it has been a factor all along
in the markets.

This eame green bug has made its ap-
pearance further north and the variety
of pest just now feasting on the farmers’
hard earned crope is the same green bug
of the States. The field attacked has its
growth checked, the leaves assume a rus-
ty color, and in badly infested places it
looks as if a fire or frost had caused the
destruction. Some fields east of Toronto
will not be half a crop. The stalk, being
deprived of the leaf sap, is unable to send
up a vigorous shot-blade.

It means much for the farmers and
feeders of Ontario. Oats are high now
jon the market, while hay is not much
better than half a crop. Cattle feeders
and dairymen who. have not provided for
the silo will feel the pinch most. How-
ever, the warning is here, and he will ‘be
a wigse man who puts in some late forage
crop for fall feeding.

We are not so bad but that worse
things might happen. The sowing of
some rape, millet or other crop will do
much to ward off the bankruptcy of the
oat granary. Happily a good average of
corn has been planted and we are having
ideal weather for its growth.

It is another instance of the great ben-
efits to be derived from mixed farming.
The failure in any one department does
not leave the farmer helpless.

CHURCH ANNULS
THE MARRIAGE

Montreal, July 23—An action to annul
his marriage with Assunta Bartoletti was
entered. in the supreme court today by
Wilfrid Lanctot, a clerk, who alleges that
he and the defendant, who is not now liv-
ing with him, were both Roman Catholics
when they were married by a Protestant
minister, in 1899, and the marriage was
therefore null and void.
