Dollars Damage to Niagara
Fruit District s

(Toronto World).

ST. CATHERINES, Oct. 11.—It is es=
timated that over a millions dollars’ loss
thas been sustained in the Niagara dis-
trict by the heavy rain, snow and sleet
storm of the past few days. Shade trees
suffered in every locality, large branches
being blown to the ground.

There will be no loss to fruit-growera
so far as crops are concerned, as the
fruit season is practically finished, except
for apples, and that fruit when blown
from trees can be utilized. The dam-
age to fruit trees, however, will be very =
theavy, as there is scarcely an orchard
that has not suffered the loss of many
trees. St. Catherines suffered less than
Thorold and Niagara Falls, where the
snow was much heavier. e

Flectric railway, telephone and. tele-
graph wires were down in every direction,
and the city was éhut’ off from communi-
cation until night, when it was partially
iresumed.

- RUIN AT NIAGARA FALLS.

NIAGARA TALLS, Ont., Oct. 11, =~
From all parts of Stamford and Niagara
townships come reports of wreck and ruin,
and the fruit growers count their losses in
thousands of dollars. The peach or-
chards were still in full leaf, after a ser-
ies of 'heavy rains during the past week.
A snowstorm set in last evening, proba-
bly a foot of snow having fallen, and half
of it has melted. :

The fruit trees caught the snow and
were scon loaded beyond their strength.
When morning broke great peach orch-
ards had been converted into acres of
stumps and brush. The brittle limbs
of the trees snapped under the load of
snow and trunks were split to the .
ground.  Apples, pears, cherry, plum -«
and other fruit trees suffered severely,
but the peach trees are damaged most.
A lot of the late fruit was lost. It will
take years to repair the damage, for new
trees will have to be grown.

Tn the city the damage is great, the Bell @
Telephone 'Company being the heaviest:
loser. On Victoria Avenue every pole
for 2,000 feet of the main trunk line ig
broken, and the wreckage blocks the
street from West Avenue to Morrison
street. The street railway is tied up
and' the fire alarm and electnic light sys*
tem paralyzed.

Residential streets
which boasted fine-shaped trees are today

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" WINNIPEG PROBLEMS

One reads with some degree of surprise
%hat in the young, ambitious and flourish~
ishing city of Winnipeg, which ‘leads all
other Canadian cities in the millions an-
'nually spent in new ‘buildings, there ex-
ist social conditions which equal the slum-
life of the great cities of the old world.
Statements were made last week at a
meeting of the Ministerial Association
fwhich deveal an astounding state of af-
fairs in some sections of the city, inha-
' bited by a foreign element it is true, but
still in the proud city of Winnipeg. A
deputation of ladies appeared before the
association, over which Rev. J. L. Gor-
don, formerly of St. John, presided, and
one of them told of a wisit, accompanied

by a private detective, to a part of the
city which was spoken af as “‘Jerusalem

No. 1,” where they found a condition of
things existing which would scarcely be
credited. ‘We quote:

“Porty-five families inhabited a very
small space. living in a manner that was,
to may the least, disgraceful.  Diseases
of all kinds were commmon. In the cen-
tre of the yard was a long box in which

was everything that -could be conceived

of, and the mass was festering in the
heat. No provision was made for cleans-
ing. There were only two rooms in each
home and these contained nine or ten
people, sometimes more. Sometimes three
families were found in one small apa.rt-
ment. Another lady spoke of the 45 fa-
milies living in 42 woodsheds made of
packing bokes, with floors on the ground
and with no ventilation. In one room,
. 12x12 feet, there were a husband, wife
and five children, a stove, a bed, a table
‘ and a few boxes. The children were on
the bed because there was no floor. In
one place there were in two rooms two
families and’ perhaps five or six men
iboarders. Dr. Mary Crawford, who had
|often been there to attend to sick people,
lcould oconfirm this; she had sometimes
ibeen obliged to-go outeide for fresh air.
|There were patients who had typhoid fe-
iver and no doctor visited them. This
{'was only, one district; there was a second
iJerusalem; and also a ‘third. Rev. Don-
lal Monro confirmed what the ladies had
- gaid and told how he had visited the lo-
cality in company with Rev. Dr. DuVal
jnd Dr. Stewart, and how they had been
shocked beyond expression. The picture,
ihe eaid, had not been overdrawn by the

RUSSIAN AFFAIRS

It is surely a.'gloomy picture of the fin-
ancial ‘condition of Russia, which a Lon-
don correspondent cables to a leading
New York journal. Hé says:—

“In epite of the official contradiction
from St. Petersburg, what is supposed to
be Minister Kokovtsoff's confidential re-
port on Russian finances, published in the
Paris Temps, is generally credited as be-
ing, if not authentic, at least very near
the mark. A deficit of seventy-million
dollars has to be faced with no prospect
of ‘a foreign loan. M. Kokovtsoff turns
in despair to the war office ‘for wholesale
retrenchment. It appears as if Russia
must sacrifice her national army to:pre-
serve her mere existence. All Russian
correspondents of the London 'press agree
in giving a picture of unmitigated \gloom.
The new government has rejected the aid
of what political, talent there is in Rus-
sia, and must now face famine, revolution;
und bankruptey, with no expedients
other than those which have so often
failed.” -

Russia thas faced “famine, revolution
and bankruptey’”’ so often of late, in the
minds of the press correspondents, that
we may perhaps still be justified in re-
membering the country’s immense re-
ksources and recuperative power. The
end is not yet.

1000 FEET IN LENGTH

Coming in the Year 1948, Says Eminent Engineer
--- His Reasons And Ideas on the Subject ---
Great Saving in Cost. ' ‘

BIGNESS THE RULE EVERYWHERE.

In discussing the outlook for the future
Mr. Corthell said: :

“There is no reason why steamships
should not continue to increase in sige,
and there is every reason why. they sh
do 0. The natural outcome of the pres-
ent tendency of transportation, both on
jand and water, is to increase the volume
to be moved; larger cams and longer
traing and more powerful locomotives to
move them on the land, and larger ships
and greater power on the sea.

“A very important feature of the sub-
ject is the urgent necessity of inereasing
the draft of steamships. The length and
the breadth have far outstripped this
other most important dimension. The!
draft, of course, is rightly limited to the |
depth of water in channels and at docks.

“The reasons insistently and persist-
ently stated by naval architects for in-
creased draft, not only by greater sta-
bility, speed and nerally better pro-
portions of & ships, but for greater
capacity end greater economy of trans-
portation are of the strongest and most
convincing character.

“The Deutschland, one of the largest
vessels of today, like all the swiftest mail
steamers, carries very little freight be-
cause of the limits imposed by her de-
parture draft. It has been stated that
this great 'ghip of more than 23,000 tons
displacement can carry only 500 or 600
tons of cargo. If her draff could be in-
creased -one foot .about tons more
cargo could be carried, and two-feet in-
crease would represent about 1800 tons
more Cargo. .

“The Moldavia, of the Peninsular and
Oriental line, on a draft of 27 feet 4}
inches carries about 3,000 ton of cargo.
Three feet would add about 2000 tomns, or
66 per cent., to her freight-earning ca-
pacity.

SAINT MARTINS, Oct. 12.
Editor of the Times:
\ Dear Sir,—Will you kindly allow me
space to to a letter signed C. W.
"Townsend, which appeared in the Times
under date of October 10th.

In the first place, I divte without fear
of successful «contradiction that I am not
responsible either directly or indirectly for
an artidle—which, as near as I can recol-
flect—is a verbatim report of Mr. Town-
send’s remarks at the regular monthly con-
ference last Friday evening. The reverend
gentleman evidently thinks otherwise:

Tn order to defend myself from his un-
Christian attack on me, it .will be neces-
sary (o state some facts in connection with
the condition of the Baptist church at
Saint Martins.

This distressing quarrel began about
three years ago. 1 meturned from New
York to reside at Saint Manftins abofit six
months after it originated; I found the
church greatly disturbed by strife and con-
tention, caused by eome simple misunder-
standing between the pastor and his wife
on one side, and two of tthe leading deacons
and their families on the other side. I, as
well as the rest of the church membership,
deplored this condition of affairs, and un-
derbook to westore good-fellowship. A
church meeting was called, and after a
lengthy and heated discussion, which last-
ed until midnighit, with the writer in the
chair, ‘it was by a unanimous vote of the
church agreed to drop all differences, and
wallk in Christian fellowship, but the strife
and contention kept on increasing to such
an extent that the welfare of the Baptist
church at Saint Martins is seriously
threatened.

I have always been strongly attached to
the pastor, and was in hoves that our ef-
fortts to restote meace would be successful,
but after one year’s trial, and finding that
the pastor was incapable of restoring har-
mony, I, as well as fully three-fourths of
the membership, became convinced that in
the interest of this church the pastor
should send in his resignation—my auth-
ority for this statement regarding the mem-
bers is a mpersonal expréssion of feeling
from the members, and: when Mr. Towne
end in his letter states that a 'lange ma-
jority are in favor of his remaining, he
evidently indudes members of other
churches and members cf mo church,

His shuring remarks about the esmall
faction of the church opposed to him re-
maining pastor, includes practically all the
officers of the church and a large ma-
jority of the members, fully three-fourths
of the membership, as before stated.

It is also true that an effont is being
made without the sanction or approval of
the church to “aise a salary for Mr.

For the past two years it has taken all
the subscribed ealary, all the chunch ex-
pense funds, all the missionary and sacra-
ment ocollections to pay Mr. Townsend’s
salary, and ‘with all combined there wes a
deficit on the 30th of Sentember last of
3150. The finance committee then passed
a resolution that no money should be paid
by the treasurer, except on the account for
which it was received. At this point the
church appointed a commititee to wait on
Mr. Townsend and inform him that the
church could not pay him his salary, afd
pay the cther demands of the church. The
committee kindly told him that they had
been appointed by the church to wait on
him and discuss future arrangements. Mr.
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forence that letter meferred to in the
Times of October 8th was read to the
members, and I will venture to say it is
without precedent in church history.

The seven members forming the com*
mittee who waited on Mr. Townsend,
when asked to give a personal expression
of feeling, six out of the seven gave their
opinion that Mr. Townsend should resign.

The réverend gentleman was quick to
discern his legal point and used it to his
own advantage, regardless of that epirit
which the Master so strongly urged upon
His followers.

It is the firm conviction of the officers
and brethren of this church that the pres-
ent existing condition can only be settled
by calling a church council—the only legal
pprocedure recognized by the church.

In concluwsion I wish to say that Mr.
Townsend is correct in his statement that

| ADVANCING PRICES

IN DRY GOODS LINES

Orders for 1908 Spring Goods

Placed to Ensure Delivery---
Demand Exceeds Supply.

(Toronto Globe.)

Not only in woollens but in nearly all
other lines, the tendency of prices is high-
er. The violent advante in the raw cot-
ton market has affected cotton goods.
Menchants have been hoping that epecu-
Jators might be shut out of the dry goods
market this year, for dry goods merchants
are more disturbed at the ‘size of the de-
mand for goods and the continued short
production of them than they are by the
fluctuations in the prices of raw materials.
It is an extraordinary thing to see buyers
giving orders for goods to be used in the
spring of 1008, a year and a half from
this time, but that is what happened
more than once last week in some New
York houses selling shirtings and white
goods.

This stiffening of prices has made Can-
adian wholesalers louder in their com-
plaints against mills for slow deliveries.

Local agents of Canadian cotton mills
have received no notice of any general
change in prices, but it is possible that
current lists may be withdrawn at any
time. The present situation in the cotton
goods market is declared by one agent to
be the most remarkable in his experience
of over twelve years, The demand is far
in excess of the supply. Buyers who have
been holding off in anticipation of lower
prices realized the futility of this couree
two or three weeks ago. The Gulf hurri-
cane, and the government ginning report
showing a smaller yield than anticipated,
have driven many timid buyers into the
market, In Ney York sheetings have ad-
vanced a cent a yard for wide and % cent
per yard for mnarrow widths, General
merchandise goods, such as denims and
tickings, have been advanced } to 3 cent
per yard. The demand for ginghams
ghows no let-up. Some houses are sold
ahead until next June, while plaids are
booked ahead for at least a year.

The C. P.R. Spending $35000
to $40,000 --- Nearly 300
Men are at Work.

Nearly three hundred men are now em-
ployed by the C. P. R. in making exten-
sive improvements to the Bay Shore
yards. Twelve additional tracks will be
put down on the inside of the present
ones, providing accommodation for four
hundred additional cars, or a total capa-
city of 1,100 or 1,200 cars in these yards.

Met: Death This Moming.
