Preciovs Metals.—Diminution of Coin.—It is 

stated by Mr. Jacob, in his clalioratenml very interest­
ing “ Historical Inquiry into the production and 
sumption of the Precious Metals,” lately published, 
that tho quantity of the Gold and Silver Coin has de­
creased no less than 17 per cent, within the last twen­
ty years ; and to this cause hv attributes the present 
low profits of the master, and low wages of the work­
people. Mr. Jacob estimates the stock of Coin in ex­
istence in 1809, at 380 millions, and in 1829, at only 
•t‘313,388,5(10, f°r which reduction he accounts from
the fact of the gold and silver mines living less produc­
tive than formerly, while the quantity of the precious 
metals used in the fabrication of jewtllry and other 
articles of plate, has been continually Heincreasing.
estimates that no less than .£5,612,611 has been 
stimed annually since 1803 in utensils and ornaments, 
and that two millions pa«s even* year into Asia ; or, 
adding both together, that in twenty years £ 152,2 52,-
