Turkish Headquarters on the Gallipoli 

Peninsula, Aug. 22—(Via London Aug. 
26)—Fresh British troops were landed 
here on August 6 and 7. The new al­
lied forces have pentrated a few hun­
dred yards beyond the shores of the 
Salt Lake, which at present is dry. That 
part of the British force which gained 
the crest of Kodjachtemen Mountain has 
been thrown back in the recent fighting 
to the base of that elevation, holding 
today a narrow ridge not far southeast 
of the shore of the Salt Lake, with the 
Turkish trenches only forty yards-away.

At three o’clock in the afternoon of 
August 21, the British made a violent 
attempt to improve their situation there, 
but failed in spite of a terrific fire from

Plattsburgh, N. Y, Aug. 25—Theo­
dore Roosevelt to an address tonight at 
the military instruction camp here, de­
clared that for thirteen months the 
United States had “played an ignoble 
part among the nations,” in that it had 
“tamely submitted to seeing the weak, 
whom we had covenanted to protect, 
wronged,” and “had seen our own men, 
women and children murdered on the 
high seas without action on our part.”

The former president condemned the 
government for having “not taken the 
smallest step in the way of preparedness 
to defend our own rights.” Germany, 
he condemned as “utterly brutal and 
ruthless in its disregard of international 
morality" and declared that it “would 
be a base abandonment of morality” for | 
American manufacturers of munitions 
of war to refuse to make shipments, “for 
the use of the armies that are striving 
to restore Belgium to its own people.”

Munition makers who refused to make 
such shipments should be put, he said, 
on a “roll of dishonor.” He added that 
they should be encouraged “so that we 
may be able to hold our own when the 
hour of peril comes to us in our turn.

Sunday dawned , but there was no 
pause in the stream ot horror and suf- 

i fering which flowed in upon us from the 
hill above. Every available motor ambu­
lance was ceaselessly at work the driv­
ers only getting rpst and time to eat 
during the few minutes spent in loading 
and unloading their cars. With the com­
ing of daylight the whole of the road 
from the Asylum to the loading point 
was shelled persistently by the enemy’s 

■ guns ; car after car was hit, but fqrtu- 
I nately no one was put out of actlon.Then 
i the gens were ranged on to the advanced 
I dressing-station itself. Wounded who lay 
on stretchers waiting for the cars were 
hit again as they lay; the barn, into 
which we had gathered many of the 
cases, was struck several of the patients 
being wounded and killed, and six of 
our R. A. M. C. bearers wounded. The 
bam caught fire. The patients had to be 
rescued from the flames, with shrapnel 
bursting over us. The whole day Uves 
in my mind confused and horrible—the 
memory of a had dream. The tidings 
from the hill above varied from hour to 
hour, sometimes the whole position was 
In our hands, later we learned that we 
hadn’t a man left upon It, and all the 
work was to do again. When the sun set 
we were told the Germans had been 
completely driven from the position, but 
were preparing for another counter at­
tack. i

In the lull which followed we worked 
feverishly, striving to clear the hill of the 
wounded before the fighting started 
once again Major Hannafln arrived from 
his station on the hill, looking haggard 
and worn, but debonair as ever. He report 
ed that he had 600 stretcher cases wait­
ing to be carried out. They had been ga­
thered in the railway cutting, and must 
be moved at once. If the guns opened 
fire every man of them would be tom to 
ribbons by shrapnel, for there was no 
shelter, and the cutting was swept from 
end to end by their deadly fire. Our 
bearers were done to a man, for long 
since all the regimental bearers had been 
killed or wounded, and we were now 
working right Into the fire-trenches. Fn- 
ally I was sent off to Ypres to try to 
secure yet further assistance, and by 
dawn the hill was clear and we were 
ready for the next phase of the fight

(Continued from preceding page), 
ism puffed silently at a cigarette, there 
another writhed and shouted in delirium 
orderlies went from man to man with 
steaming bowls of soup, doctors bent 
over stretchers lying on the floor, re­
dressing wounds or administering the 
merciful morphia; others with some 
wreck of humanity stretched on the op­
erating table were engaged in a last des­
perate struggle to save life; and in the 
midst of the bustle, noise and reek of 
blood a chaplain knelt in prayer by the 
side of a dying man. To get out into 
the fresh air again was like going into 
a new world. The duty that called one 
back to the fight was welcomed as a 
relief; the dangers and horrors to be 
found at the foot of Hill 60 were easier 
to endure than those wards of suffering 
and horror.

Monday passed and Tuesday dawned, 
and still the fight raged on. The shat­
tered remnants of the 18th infantry Bri­
gade were drawn out, and others took 
their place, and at last Major Hannafln 
and his copnrades, almost in a state of 
collapse were relieved and given the op­
portunity of a few hours’ sleep. Whether 
the hill was ours or not we did not 
know, hut if the British could not hold 
it neither could the enemy, and their 
great attack which had meanwhile de­
veloped on every side of us, was greatly 
hampered thereby.

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Some Dauntless Heroes
I feel I have failed in my effort to 

make you realise this fight, and there are 
so many tales of heroism I might have 
told. The gallantry and devotion of Ma­
jor Hannafln and Lieut Morris,, work­
ing on the hillside under dreadful Are, 
or in the railway cutting swept with 
shrapnel, and where it seemed Impos­
sible anything could live, is one of the 
finest things I have met with In this 
war. The work of Captain Lindsay and 
Lieutenant Lee in the advanced dressing 
station, expecting every moment to be 
swept away by a high explosive shell, 
would In a lesser war have won them 
special recognition.

The sleepless labors of the Rev. D. F. 
Carey (Church of England) who from 
beginning to end of the rush walked the 
wards helping the doctors, comforting 
the wounded, praying with the dying- 
doing a work which brought fresh glory 
to the name of Christian minister.

It is about seventy-five 
feet long, looks like a large whale, and 
is made of aluminum. They sail along 
apparently without noise and can be 
steered in any direction and go up and 
down at will.” In a later note Lieut. 
Brown says:

“I have just come back from the mili­
tary funeral of Fred M. McDonald. We 
walked about seven miles there and back. 
Did I tell you a man named Bowcock 
was lost off the Herschel when two days 
out? He is supposed to haye fallen over­
board. I was talking with Arthur Wel­
don today. We could hear the guns at 
the front today. There must have been 
a heavy engagement near Ostend.” Writ­
ing again on the following day Lieut. 
Brown said:—

“An aeroplane is hovering around. It 
is cloudy and anything might come. The 
cesses- They get German submarines 
You do not hear about the English suc­
cesses. They gea German submarines 
but say nothing about it, and when the 
vessels for which the submarines were 
waiting are announced as having arrived 
safe the Germans wonder why. When 
their own submarines fail to report they 
do not know whether they are sunk or 
not, and so are "kept guessing and wor­
rying.

“With regard to the fighting on land, 
if H had not been for the British navy 
the British would have been beaten long 
ago. As it is, it will take every man 
we can put in the field- I have talked 
with dozens of wounded and they all tell 
the same story.. They are sending troops 
out of England every day. I saw a 
colonel last night who is back from the 
front with his leg off. He says the Brit- ! 
ish have had thousands of officers killed ! 
and three times as many permanently 
disabled as were killed.

“This hill is ah uncomfortable place. 
A sand storm cIBse up last night and 
this morning efreiSthing in the tents 
was covered with sand, and at breakfast 
everything was fitted with sand. Tonight 
it rained tons, and 1 all the ground is 
covered with watër. The lightning was 
fierce, but the rain is better than the 
sand. I tell you they work us here. 
Most of the troops are doing night work 
from 2 a. m. till morning, digging 
trenches. Qur turn- next.

“The nearer you eet to the battle 
front the more you want to go and help 
beat the enemy. I was in doubt in Can­
ada whether I was needed. I am in no 
doubt now. All are needgd and needed 
badly. Fd hate to think I didn’t offer 
to go.”

Writing on Aug. 11, Lieut. Brown said 
he was still without letters or papers, al­
though Signaller Belding had that day 
shown him a St. John Telegraph of July 
29th. He wrote further:—

“I saw a battle in the air night before 
last. Five German Zeppelins were try­
ing to attack Folkestone and the Cana­
dian camp. Although the night 
very dark they were discovered, but not 
before they had dropped some bombs at 
Dover, about four or five miles away, j 
I was outside my tent about twelve ! 
o’clock whep the sound of the heavy j 
naval guns attracted my attention. On ' 
going over to the sentry he told me that 
he had seen a German Zeppelin, but that, 
the shots had driven it back. Just then 
the four scare 
I could see the 
over the straits. The firing kept up for 
about half an hour. I believe out of the 
five Zeppelins engaged in the raid, four 
got away, and one was brought down i 
near Ostend. 
killed, and in 
men and nine children were killed and 
five men and nine women and children ; 
wounded.

“I had a message from Charlie Knowl- 
ton at Sandling Camp. One of his men 
told me he is very popular, and the best 
fun-maker in the battalion.

“It looks as if we would go to the 
front very shortly. We are praised for; 
our appearance and drill, and may go ! 
over before the 26th Battalion. We did 
not stay in Canada as long as any other 
regiment. ,

“Yesterday the registration started and ! 
it looks like conscription. It will take : 
every man now in uniform to hold the i 
enemy until an entirely new army of mil­
lions . Is trained. But for the navy we 
would have been beaten long ago. You 
have to be here to understand. Germany j 
bought the year before the war 60,000 
machine guns from Maxim of England. 
Germany, a dozen different fellows who 
were wounded told me, had as many 
machine guns as rifles. We had four for 
each 600 men, and the War Office ad­
mits the Germans had one for each 
twenty-five men.

“We expect to get to the front as a 
division of dismounted cavalry. That is, 
the 1st, 2nd, and 8rd C. M. R. as First. 
Brigade; the 4th, 6th and 6th C. M. R. 
and the R. C. D*s, Strathcona Horse and 

I Fort Garry Horse as the Second Brig­
ade. Our men passed all right at the 
review before Bonar Law- 
closed verse expresses the sentiment of 
most of us.
