The former soldier was sentenced to 
five years’ imprisonment as an accom­
plice of the woman.

Emphatically denying the truth of 
the Bishop’s statement, the well known 
publicist and deputy Youmous Nady 
Bey, has written an editorial in the 
Ministerial organ Djumouriet calling 
upon interested Americans or the 
League of Nations to send an unbiased 
commission' of Inquiry to Turkey to 
hunt for harems.

LENINAKAN, Armenia, Oct. 23— 
Many persons were killed and scores 
injured and the whole population was 
thrown into panic by an earthquake 
which shook all of Armenia late last 
night.

Believing that Mt. Ararat, only a 
short distance away, was in eruption, 
the inhabitants rushed from their 
homes in panic. They were soon re­
assured by the doctors and nurses at­
tached to the Near East Relief.

Inhabitants of the slopes of Mt. 
Ararat fell to their knees, praying for 
deliverance from the calamity, while 
others rushed to the churches.

He had been chopping wood with the 
axe in the afternoon, and in the even­
ing his mind became dazed. “In order 
to save the children from being burn­
ed, the thought came to me while I 
was sitting in the rocking chair by the 
stove, that I had better kill them my­
self,” said his rambling statement. “I 
got up out of the chair and went to the 
outside of the porch and got the axe 
hanging there. Then I went into Mar­
ion and Edna’s room, and hit Edna 
with the axe. Marion got up and ran 
away, and I went into the room of 
Florence and Milderd and killed them. 
Then I went and got a glass of water 
and I thought I might have made a 
mistake and did not know what to do.”

Police dlscoyered the bodies in the 
blood spattered beds of the cheaply 
furnished rooms. Little Mildred still 
clasped a rag doll to her bosom. Mar­
ion and Florence- had been confirmed 
only two weeks ago. All of the chil­
dren apparently had died instantly.

OTTAWA, Oct. 22.—Canada’s com­
mercial apple crop shows a further 
drop and is now estimated at 89 per 
cent., or 2,550,500 barrels, as compared 
with 2,833,400 barrels in 1925. This 
announcement is made in a fruit and 
vegetable crop report, issued tonight by 
the Dominion Bureau of Statistics.

In Nova Scotia, the report states, the 
apples are not sizing up as anticipated, 
and the crop is principally to be found 
on the outside of the trees ; while in 
Quebec high winds and poor quality 
fruit have caused a further crop re­
duction. Ontario accounts for the de­
crease in this month’s estimate to the 
backward season, most varieties falling 
to size.

There is no change in the commer­
cial crop estimate in New Brunswick, 
which is placed at 34,000 barrels.
