GUNS NOW IN

LABOR WAR

Shots Exchanged by Guards-
men and Snipers.

Increasing Disorders, More
Troops on Duty and Cur-
tailment-of Train Service
Features Today in U. S.
Railroad Strike.

Bloomington, Ilis., July 11—More than
800 shots exchanged by state guardsmen
and snipers marked the first night’s con-
trol of the Chicago and Alton shops by
troops. Two 'men hidden in a gulley
north of the shops fired twice at sen-
tries a little before 8 a.m. Three hun-
red rounds from automatic rifles were
poured in the gulley. >

At daylight the place was searched
but no trace of the snipers found.

Shooting was resumed at 7.15 this morn-|

ing, when snipers fired on a sentry. No
one was wounded on the soldiers’ side
during the night. ;

MEN 10 RETIRE

Ottawa , Has Rumors, But
Nothing Definite

New Board of Directors to Di-
rect Government Lines and
Control Large Expenditure
—One report is That Presi-
dent Hanna will Drop Out.

(Canadian- Press.)

Ottawa, July 11—With the reconstruc-
tion of the board of directors of the
Grand Trunk Railway pending there is
abounding speculation as to the changes
in the high up positions, It is strongly
rumored that there will. be an entirely
new deal and that President Hanna and
Vice-President Mitchell of the C. N. R,
and President Kelly and' Vice-President
Scott of the Grand Trunk will all retire.

There is also reason to believe that
by way of neutralizing the rivalry be-
tween Toronto -and Montreal, Ottawa
will be the executive headquarters of the
system with “grand divisions” centered
at Montreal, Winnipeg and Moncton.

Action, however, is not expected for a
few weeks.

The new board will supplant the two
boards now existing—one directing the
Grand Trunk and the other the Canadian
National lines, and will direct the Cana~
dian Northern, the Grand Trunk railway
properties, the Grand Trunk Pacific, the
Transcontinental and the Intercolonial
and Prince Edward Island railways. It
will have charge of an expenditure equal
almost to the total ordinary expenditure
of the dominion, and will have turned
over to it properties in which the govern-
ment and public have invested more than
$1,500,000,000. .

One of the first tasks of the new board
will .be the building up of a thoroughly
competent executive and under this, head,
it is hoped to create a distinctly Canad-
ian National personnel.s The new board,
while proceeding to co-ordinate the sys-
tem as rapidly as posable, will also
recommend as to the division of the
mileage into suitable operating districts
with regional headquarters.

It i also proposed to supplement the
work' of co-ordination by an investiga-
tion of the financial affairs and business
methods generally of the lines which t!
new board will control. When ques !

A 12 TON KETCH

That is Plan of Dukg of Lein-
ster — To Make the Trip
Alone.

London, July 11—The Duke of Lein-
ster today gave further details of his pro-
posed trans-Atlantic trip single handed
in a ‘twelve ton ketch.

The ketch is a lightly rigged vessel,
but equipped with a twenty horsepower
engine, which he will employ only if the
craft meets with difficulties.

A seaplane will escort the vessel \for the
first few hundred miles from this side
and aircraft will possibly watch for the
duke’s approach from the .

At this time of the year every person
should be fighting against typoid fever,
which is caused by open sewerage and
breeding places for flies, and filthy drink-
ing waler which is always the case when
sewerage runs loose. Let it be under-
stood that cleanliness is as usual, next to
godliness and slightly ahead of some
forms of it. It would seem that in this
case we must make our choice between a
proper system of sewerage and water or
the doctor and undertaker.

AIRPLANES TO CARRY CASH.

Post Office Plans to Save Bankers
$100,000 a Month,

Chicago, July 11—With mail airplanes
Uncle Sam is going to\try to save for
New York and Chicago bankers the
$100,000 lost every month through™ the
jdleness of money locked up in mail bags
on railroad trains. Colonel Paul Hen-
derson, Second Assictant Postmaster
General, told Chicago bankers of plans
the air division of the post office is mak-
ing for rapid and safe transmission of
large sums of money. Basing his calcu-
lations on data supplied that air trans-
port will save $100,000 a month in in-
terest.

“Money earns no money while it is
idle,” he explianed, “and when large sums
are sent through the mails they are of
necessity idle while in transit. By pro-
viding quicker transportation we can
lengthen the moneys working day.”

Money-carrying mailplanes equipped
with fireproof cockpits are soon to be
put into service, Colonel Henderson said.

NEW POI}.ICE COURT

RAISES
TECHNICAL POINT

Toronto, July 11—Aeccording to a decis-
jon of the higher courts a new formula
was read in court by Magistrate Jones,
to the effect that a prisoner charged
with an indictable offense has now the
option of being tried without the inter-
vention of a jury or being held in cus-
tory or under bail by the-court having
criminal jurisdiction. Magistrate Jones
explained that this charge must be read
over to every prisoner or the conviction
was liable to be quashed. It was stat-
ed that this ruling had been in force
since 1909, by the higher courts, and
since the magistrates have hitherto simp-
ly asked the prisoners whether they
wished to be tried by a magistrate or
by a jury, it has been held that there
are good grounds for quashing all police
court convictions within the past thirteen

STATE OWNERSHP
SICESS ININD

Nearly $450,000,000 to be Ex-
pended on Railway Lines
in the Next Five Years —
Report Interests Canada.

Ottawa, July 11—State-owned rail-
ways in India—with the unfavorable
conditions of trade depression and the
lowest net receipts for many years—
agein, last fiscal year, paid a profit to
the Indian Government, over and above
fixed interest charges.

This is the sum and substance of a
remarkable report on state ownership of
raflways in India, received by the De-
partment of Trade and Commerce from
Major H. A. Chisholm, Canadian Trade
Commissioner in Calcutta. In view of
the heavy annual deficits on Canadian
Government lines, Major Chisholm’s: re=
port is of special interest.

“For several years,” Major Chisholm
remarks in his report, “the state-owned
Indian railways have paid considerable
sums into the general exchequer and
have to a great extent assisted in the
financing of government. During the fis-
cal year 1913-14, the Government de-
rived a net working profit from the rail-

The_lase against Samuel A. Sewell,
charged with obtaining money under
false pretences from the city of St. John
between May 1 and June 28, was re-.

sumed this morning before the sitting
magistrate and the evidence for the pros-!
ecution was finished. Mayor McLellan,
ex-Commissioner Jones, and the cham-.
gerlain were the witnesses examined to-'
ay. !

The mayor told of being present at!
a megting where the accused admitted
that ‘he had added names to the pay-
roll but said that he received nothing
personally from this having paid out the |
money for extra time work by the men.
John B. Jones told of the system of over-
time work and the change he had made
in this respect.

When the accused was asked the us-|
ual question as to whether or not he’
wished to say anything in answer to:
the charge he pleaded not guilty. |
The court room was crowded with
spectators, There were a few lively tilts |
between the opposing counsel and some
of the witnesses. The lawyers appear-:
ing were Daniel Mullin, K. C,, for the-
city, and H. W. Powell, K. C,, for the!
defence. i

Mayor Testifies.
