London, Jan. lT—The port of Riga was
captured at noon om January 4 vy the
Bolsheviki, according to a Russian wire-
less despatch received here today.

Oyster Bay,, N, ‘Y, Jan. 7—With the
flags of Oyster Bay dropped at half staff
and its citizens in deep mourning over
the death of Colonel Theodore Ioose-

velt, arrangements for the unostentatious
funeral services here , tomorrow were
being perfected by members of the fam-
ily today. High in the. air over Saga-
more Hill army airplanes from Hauzel-
hurst field maintained a ceaseless vigil,
occasionally swooping toward the earth
to drop a wreath of laurel among the
elms of the mansion.

In accordance with the wishes of the
former president, as expresseu to Mrs.
Roosevelt, the obsequies will be of al-
most spartan simplicity. First, there
will be a prayer tomorrow at the house,
attended only by relatives. At 12.45
o'clock the Protestant Episcopal church
service for the dead will be read in
Christ church by the rector, Rev. Geo.
E. Talmage. There will be no music,
no culogy and no fonorary pali-bearers.

Burial will be in Young's Memorial
cemetery., Colonel Roosevelt will lie
among the fir trees on the crest of a
knoll overlooking Oyster Bay coye—a
beautiful spot selected soon after he left
the White House.

The flood of telegraphic messages of
condolence from all' parts of the world
continued today and extra telegraph
operators were called here from New
York to handle the rush.

From President and Queen Mother.

Mrs. Roosevelt received during the
night a cablegram of sympathy from
President Wilson, dated Modane, on the
Franco-Italian frontier, reading as fol-
owWs:

“Pray accept my heartfelt sympathy

“WOODROW WILSON.”

This was one of more than 500 tele-
grams and cablegrams which poured in-
to Oyster Bay for Mrs. Roosevelt during
the night.

Washington, Jan.
government ownership and operation of
reilroads at this time was expressed to-
day by the interstate commerce com-
mission, in a statement presented to the
senate interstate commerce committee.

“Considering and weighing as best we
can all the arguments for and against
the different plans,” said the statement,
“we are led to the conviction that with
the adoption of provisions and safe-
guards for regulations under government
ownership, it would not be wise or busi-
ness like at this time to assume govern-
ment ownership or operation of the rail-
roads of the country.”

The -commission declared, however,
that a reasonabale period of readjust-|
ment or preparation should be allowed
before relinquishment of federal control:

“It seems obvious,” said the statemgnt,
“that mo plan of private ownership
should be considered unless it is under
a broadened, extended and amplified
government regulation.” y

SCHOOL TEACHER
WINNER OF Tht
VIGTORIA  CROSS

Fine Work of Lieut. M. F.
Gregg of N. S. Regiment

'Of Twenty Two New V. Cls,

Five Won by Casadians But
" One of the Number is Dead—
Stonies of Gallant Work

London, Jan. 6—(Canadian Press de-
spatch from.Reuyter’s Limited)—The of-
ficial Gazette announces the award of
twenty-two new Victoria Crosses. Three
of the recipients, including one Cana-
| dian, are dead. They include five Cana-
dians and cne Newfoundlander.
| School Teacher’s Great Work.

Among them is Lieut. Millon Fowler
Gregg, C. M. R, of a Nova Scotia ,regi-
ment; for the most conspicuous bravery
and initiative during operations near
Cambrai from September 28 to October
1. On September 28, when the advance
of the brigade was held up by fire on

crawled forward alone and explored the
wire until he found a small gap through
which he subsequently led his men and
forced an entry into the enemy trench.
The enemy counter-attacked in force
and through lack of bombs the situation
‘became critical. Gregg, although wound-
ed, returned alone under a terrific fire
and collected a further supply, then re-
joiming his party, which was now much
reduced. Despite a second wound, he
re-organized his men and led them in
the most determined way against the
enemy trenches, which he finally cleared.
He personally killed 'or wounded eleven
of the enemy and took twenty-five pris-
oners, besides capturing twelve machine
i guns in’ this trench. Remaining with
the company despite his wounds, he
again, on September 80, led the men in
{ attack until severely wounded. ‘The out-
standing valor of this efficer saved many
casualties and enabled the advance to
continue.

Lieut. Gregg was born in 1892 at
Mountaindale, Scotland; served as a
ranker in the 18th Battalion, transferred
to the imperials and thence back to the
Canadian 40th Battalion. By profession
he was a school teacher, His next of kin
is Eliza Gregg, of Mountaindcle, N. B.

Private Thomas Ricketts, first bat-
talion Royal Newfoundland Regiment, is
awarded the Victoria Cross for the most
conspicuous bravery and devotion to
duty 6n October 14, 1918, during the ad-
vance fgrom Ledeghem. W the at-
tack was temporarily held up by heavy
hostile fire, the platoon to which he be-
longed suffered severe casualties from the
fire of a battery at ‘point blank range.
Ricketts immedictely volunteered to go
forward with his section, commander apd
a Lewis gun to outflank the battery.
Advencing by short rushes under heavy
fire from enemy machine' guns and a
hostile battery, their ammunition was
exhausted when they were still 800 yards_
. from the battery. The enemy seeing the
opportunity of ‘getting ‘their field guns
away, -began to bring. up their gun
teams. -Ricketts immediately ' realized
the situation, doubled back 100 yards
| under heavy machine gun fire, procured
further ammunition, dashed back ta the

i drove the enemy and gun teams into a
farm. His platoon then advanced with-
out cosualties, capturing four field guns,
foiur machine guns and eight prisoners,
the fifth field gun being subsequently in-
tercepted and captured. By his presence
of mind in anticipating the ememy’s in-
tention and his utter disregard of person-
al safety, Ricketts secured a further sup-
plv of ammunition which directly re-
sulted in these important captures and
,undm:btedly saved many lives.

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CITY DEVELOPMENT.

It was unfortunate that two meet-
ings conflicted at the board of trade
rooms last evening, for both were im-
portant. However, the two were in one
while Sir Douglas Hazen and Mayor
Hayes spoke, and thus all present got
the benefit of an excellent address on
the war stamp and thrift stamp cam-

paign and the.need and value of \it_;»and‘

also of a clear statement by the mayor
of matters involving 'large expenditure
which are now being pressed upon the
attention of the city council. A smaller,
but yet a deeply interested audience
heard Mr. Wigmore, Dr. Frink, Com-
missioner Bullock and others on harbor
commission and harbor matters gener-
ally, W. S. Fisher on industrial expan-
sion, and several speakers on vocational
training. There were no formal  reso-
lutions, nor was the discussion directed
along any particular line, but the meet-

was well worth while, and should
be followed by others dealing with
specific questions, and with ample time
for the discussion of each. President
Emerson would no doubt find a hearty
response to invitations to attend a series
of meetings dealing with matters re-
lating to reconstruction and city develop-
ment. All those who heard the general
discussion last evening realized more
clearly the variety andimportbcnce of
the problems calling for:the best con-
sideration the citizens are able tb give
to them. It was decidedly inspiring to
see so many businéss men in the board
of trade rooms, and they should be en-
couraged ‘to comé again and ‘again.
Members of the city council would be
glad to have the ‘opportunity to hear
public discussion of matters with which
they must deal, and the board of trade
rooms might well be made a forum for
such deliberations.

There should be no misunderstanding
about the question . of :vochtiopal train-
ing under discussion last e‘vening._,,;“:lt; is
not preposed to spend $250,000 offhand.
What the city council has been va’s_ked
to grant this year is not in excess of
$5,000. No doubt the time is coming
when St. John will not be satisfied with:
anything less than a thoroughly equip-
ped vocational high school—and it can-
not come too soon; but there must be
a béginning, and that is what the city
council and board of school trustees are
asked to facilitate, bearing in mind that
the provincial government pays half the
salaries of teachers. There is no ex-
cuse at all for delay in this matter, the
importance of which is alike recognized
by. representatives of labor and of capi~
tal.

Mr. W. S. Fisher's remarks about in-
dustifal expansion opened-up a- fruitful
and profitable field of discussion.. He
would have a special commissioner go
abroad and present our advantages and
attract the attention of capitalists to
this field. He sees-no good reason why
American concerns should not start
branches here as well as in other parts
of Canada. We have the natural re-
sources, the geographical position, and
the mediums of transportation. The need
of some action along the lines suggested
by Mr. Fisher was emphasized by some
remarks by Mayor Hayes, who pqiuted
out that becanse St. John does not grew
more rapidly in an industrial and com-
mercial way it is always necessary to
go back to existing sources for new
revenue, and increase the burden of tax-
ation upon them. Instead of galning
pew industries we are at this moment
in apparent danger of losing onme with
a large pay roll. It is therefore of the
first importance that the question of in-
dustrial expansion be made the subject
of earnest consideration by practical
business men, and all who desire the
growth of the city.

The questions of harbor commission,
housihg, permanent streets, water exten-
sion, municipal ownership and others
touched upon last evening offer a most
inviting field for open discussion. By
all means let the board of trade afford
the opportunity.

F. A. McKENZIE’'S ADDRESSES

There are two things we must not do,
in the opinion of Mr. F. A. McKenzie,
if we are to do right in regard to Ger-
many. First, we must not permit Ger-
man cunning to drive a wedge between
the Allies and the United States. Sec-
ond, we must scorn the German plea to
let ‘bygones be bygones. * We cannot do
that with the people who tortured our|
soldiers in prison, bombed hospitals, con-
ducted submarine warfare, used gas in
battle, outraged women and committed
50 many other crimes.

Mr. McKenzie speaks with feeling and
conviction, because he saw the fruits
of German savagery, and he declares
that if we fail to make the like impos-
sible in the future we are fools indeed.

The visit of this veteran war corre-
spondent to -St. John was an event of
more than passing interest, and his ad-
dresses and the pictures thrown on the
screen brought very vividly before .the
large audiences the horrors of the war,
the splendid work of the Canadians, and
the vital part taken by Britain in sav-
ing the world. His tribute to the Am-
ericans was admirable. The little incid-
ents, telling of heroic deeds, which ‘were
interspersed through his ad brought
his audience closer to the t ‘men
who never faltered in the pagh’of duty.
His counsel to the Great Wdr Veterans
was wise, and his appeal in their behalf
and in behalf of the families ‘of soldiers
was not less worthy of the man and the
cause,

THE EXAMPLE OF MAINE.

Our neighbor, the State of Maine, is
setting us an example that should be dn
inspiration to the people of this province.
It is conducting a campaign against il-
literacy. It proposes to have all illiter-
ates between ten and twenty years of
age in school before the cemsus is taken
in 1920. Ip an interview last week in
Augusta, Dr. A. O. Thomas, the state
superintendent of public schools said:—

“All that we will have to do. to ac-
complish that is to eliminate 2,907 per-
sons between the ages of ten and twen-
ty years from the list of illiterates. We
plan to have taken with the census of
next spring a list of évery such child
between those ages, the names and ad-
dresses of the parents, so that they:can
be looked after and placed where: they
may receive an education adapted to
their needs. This matter was taken up
at the conferente of superintendents last
July and. arrangements made for check-
ing up the s¢hool attendance with the
census roll, and when finished, we will
have the desired information. This will
be done before the taking of the United
States census in 1920 and there is where
the 100 per cent perfect will come in.
The location of the illiterates will be fol-
lowed by placing the children of that
class in the schools and all that will be
necessary to remove them from the list
will be their courses of study. The com-
pulsory attendance law, if looked after
and enforced, will prevent any new crop
springing up, and all we will have to
do will be to educate those on hand.”

New Brunswick must have a com-
pulsory attendance law for children of
school age, whether: it goes as far as
Maine proposes to go in regard to il-
literates up to twenty years or not.
Education is the key to provincial pro-
gress.

The spread of Bolshevism in New
York is said to have become alarming,
with five groups, well supplied with
money, stirring up the workers. Secret
agents of Lenine and Trotsky are said to
be behind the movement. Their work,
of course, is chiefly among the foreign
element. America may not care to in-
tervene in Russia, but Russia is inter-
vening in America, and the - challenge
should be accepted. Bolshevism should
have no place in a free eountry.

San Francisco, Cal, Jan. 7—Trial of
Mv¢ so-called Sacramento neutrality cases
which began here today, involved two
officials of the Imperial German con-
sulate-general in San Francisco, a dozen
other individuals and three corporations
under indictments returned in 1916 and
1917.

‘A ‘blanket indictment, returned July
7, 1917, charged conspiracy to violate
the neutrality of the United States in
1914 and 1915 through an attempt to
make San Francisco a base of supply
for a German fleet then operating in the
South Pacific ocean, and conspiracy to
obtain false clearance for various ships
needed to carry out the plan. The case
centered about the steamship Sacra.men—l
to, which was alleged to have delivered
a general cargo to the German fleet af-
ter it was “captured” off the coast of
Chile; the steamship Mazatlan, which
was alleged to have delivered coal to the
German cruiser Leipzig at Guaymas,
Mexicp; the steamship Olson and Ma-
honey, which was denied clearance pa-
pers here, 'and the steainships Maverick
and Annie Larsen which were alleged to
have been used in an attempt: to:send
arms and munitions to revolutionists in
India.

KEEN BIDDING
FOR FISHERIES

Less Than Last Year

Drop in Courtenay Bay Lots Ac-
countable for This—Total Re-
ceipts From the Sale Are $11,-
044.10

Local fishermen evidently are expect-
ing a good season this year, judging from
the bidding at the annual sale of the har-
bor fishing privileges this morning in the
coust house. Competition was keen and
the bidding at times was spirited. The
understanding which prevailed among
the fishermen several years ago by which
there was little competitive bidding and
each man was allowed to secure the lots
he wanted at his own price has entirely
disappeared and in most cases the man
who wanted a lot had to bid for it. One
result of this condition is that many of
the lots will change hands this year.

The fishermen were well supplied with
money and the plethoric rolls which were
produced to settle for the sales showed
that there was cash-to spare in the
crowd. Most of the payments were made
in cash and by the time the sale was
concluded the’ ity chamberlain had a
whole drawerfol of bank notes of large
denominations. A few produced certified
checks to pay for their lots, but these
were greatly in the minority.

When the total was counted it was
found that the city had received $11,-
044.10. This is $1,600 less than was re-
ceived last year, but the difference is
due chiefly to the drop in the Courtenay
Bay lots, which sold for $3,080 less than
was received in 1918. The other lots
averaged better prices than before. Last
year’s receipts broke all records. The]
total receipts only four years ago were

The mayor and city commissioners
were present as members of the fishery
committee; F. L. Potts conducted the
auction, and the common clerk, H. E.
