At Moncton, N. B., and within the Preshyterian Chuwuch there, Thurs-
day, the second day of October, one thousand eight Jundred and
ninety years, and at half-past seven oclock in the evening :

Which time and place the Synod of the Maritime Provinces of the
Presbyterian Chureh in Canada met a8 appointed, and after divine
service, conducted by the Moderator, the Reverend Neil McKay, who
pr(-uched a sermon from the first Epistle to the Corinthians, the first
chapter and the twenty-third and  twenty-fourth verses: “PBut we
preach Christ crucified, unto the Jews a stumbling block, and unto the
Greeks, foolishness, but unto them which are called hoth -Jews and
Greeks, Christ the power of God and the wisdom of God,” was consti-
tuted by him with prayer.

Besides the town, his
charge embraced Carleton and Chebogue, and hi icen extended m-r;\si«n;u]\v
to other points throughout the county In 1877 he resigned his charge at
Y armouth, and was ;\ppuintwl to the Home Mission charge of Bedford and
Waverley, near Halifax. which he oceupied Lill his retivement, from age and
infirmity, in June last.  On the 15th July he was called to his rest and rgward, in
the 77th year of his life, and the 48th of his ministry.  He wasa sound theolo-
gian, & faithful and edifying preacher, and - tender-hearted pastor. He was
most exemplaty in his attendance on the courts of the church, and his counsels
were highly pri :d hy his brethren.
