Rome, May 6.—Lieut. Calderara, one 
of Wilbur Wright's aeronautic pupils, 
had both shoulders dislocated to-day, 
when he fell, with his instructor’s aero­
plane, from a height of 100 feet. He was 
rendered unconscious by the fall and 
was removed to a hospital.

Calderara was making a flight in 
Wright’s machine when the accident 
occurred. When he had attained 
height of 100 feet the motor stopped 
and before he could get it started 
again the aeroplane fell.

After he regained consciousness at 
the hospital, Calderara stated that he 
had a sudden attack of vertigo, and in­
stinctively clutched the lever. He re­
membered nothing of his terrible drop 
to the earth.

According to the physicians in charge 
he stands an excellent chance of re­
covery. Calderara assumed all respon­
sibility for the accident and claims 
that- the mechanism of the aeroplane 
was not at fault.

Every precaution 
is being taken by the Constitutionalists 
and the Sultan believes he will be able 
to hold the insurrectionists in check.

The situation is complicated by ap­
peals from Asia Minor for more troops. 
The dispatch says that the troops al­
ready stationed there are not sufficient 
in number to police the provinces and 
prevent the wholesale massacres

which are still going on in the interior. 
If the Sultan is compelled to send 
troops away from the capital, he will 
weaken his position and give the in­
surrectionists the opportunity to strike. 
For this reason he is retaining the 
troops until he can be certain that the 
most powerful leaders of the rebels 
are captured and the bands of conspi­
rators broken up.

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issue of If it be a fact, as the Colonist main­
tains, that the old order is changed, 
that the day of the pioneer settler is 
done, and that under a new and bet­
ter dispensation the settlement of a 
new country such as British Columbia 
is more effectively and more rapidly 
brought about by governments dis­
posing of public lands to speculators, 
the speculators acting as intermedi­
aries between governments and settlers, 
what possible injury can be done by 
publishing the truth to the world? It 
is quite true that instances my be cited 
in which settlement has been more' ef­
fectively brought about by govern­
ments making corporations their 
agents. The case of the Saskatchewan 
Land Company may be taken as an 
example' of what may be accomplished 
throughxthe agency of an intermediary 
when a grant of land is surrounded by 
salutary restrictions. That company 
obtained its concession in one of the 
Northwest Territories, The land it se­
cured was considered unsuitable for 
settlement. It had been refused by 
railway companies entitled to land 
subsidies upon the ground that it was 
barren and unfruitful. Individual set­
tlers had passed it by and gone on to 
parts of the' country which appeared 
more inviting. The company construct­
ed a complete system of irrigation and 
laid on water. These improvements 
completely changed the whole face of 
nature. The desert bloomed and 
brought forth in abundance. The com­
pany, as it was bound under its con­
tract to do, disposed- of its holdings to 
settlers at a specified price. The result 
is that the concession of the Saskatche­
wan Land Company is now one of the 
most populous and most prosperous 
portions of the province. Yet the ar­
rangement of the Dominion govern­
ment with the Saskatchewan Land 
Company was fiercely assailed by the 
opposition in the House of Commons. 
The Conservative1 critics were not' 
convinced by the facts that 
under any circumstances could a gov­
ernment be justified in departing from 
the principle of reserving thj public 
lands for actual settlers. They refused to 
admit the validity of the argument 
that even under special circumstances 
could a government be Justified in em­
ploying a speculative company to act 
as an intermediary for the purpose of 
procuring settlers.

It may be tjrue, as some writers con­
tend, that there is yet plenty of land 
in British Columbia well adapted to 
the purposes of settlers which has not 
passed from the Crown into the hands 
of speculators, and that reservations 
are not all situated upon the mountain 
tops. But might the lands said to be 
under reservation not as well be ly­
ing at extreme elevations so far as the 
point of availability is concerned? We 
know it is k fact that may correspon­
dents Save written to the Times that 
they could obtain no inforamtion about 
lands open for pre-emption on applying 
at the government offices for guidance. 
Many such seekers for counsel, new­
comers in the province, have been 
turned empty away and have gone 
either east or across the border for 
that which they could not obtain here. 
Is that the way to promote the settle­
ment of the province'? Under such con­
ditions how long a time must elapse 
before we shall cease to import and 
pay for the five or aÿ million dollars' 
worth of agricultural products annual­
ly consumed in British Columbia in 
excess of that which we produce?

But the present 
member was chosen and the former 
member rejected. Under the circum­
stances Mr. Templeman, we submit, 
would be amply Justified in leaving the 
settlement of the reserve question to 
Mr. Barnard, atid the public would be 
justified also in asking for the resigna­
tion of Mr. Barnard If he failed. But 
there is just as remote a possibility of 
Mr. Barnard resigning his seat under 
any circuhistancces as there is of the 
people of the earth establishing com­
munication with the people who may 
or may not exist upon the planet Mars. 
Mr. Barnard is not endowed with a 
spirit of resignation. He will not set­
tle the Songhees Reserve question. He 
will not have any part in settling the 
question. As a correspondent points 
out in a letter published this evening, 
he was either an active or a passive 
agent in preventing the settlement of 
the reserve question in order that the 
resultant agitation might be applied to 
base political uses. The fact that Mr. 
Templeman was rejected and Mr. Bar­
nard chosen, however, will not affect 
the former member's determination to 
have the reserve matter disposed of 
ait the earliest possible opportunity. 
The Indians are where they are under 
treaty rights. It is a delicate matter in 
Canada or in any portion of the Birtish 
realm to set aside such rights by leg­
islative action’. There may be matters 
requiring adjustment which statesmen 
are boun8 to take into consideration. 
Consequently the organ which mâde 
itself infamous in its efforts to defeat 
Mr. Templeman should not give new 
exhibitions of its malice until it is 
quite sure that for once its feet are 
upon solid ground.

In addition 
she carried a crew of About a dozen 
men. These are the names as given 
by Payne to the authorities here, and 
as far as he could remember: Wallace, 
Werner, Robertson, Hazel, Sam Davis, 
Pierre, Grant, Lewis and John. Payne 
asserts positively that ajl of these men 
are at the present time confined in a 
Venezuelan prison.

The vessel was supposed to have 
been lost in a West Indian storm with 
all hands on board. Some of the men 
belonged to St. Vincent. Payne declares 
that the whaler was disabled in a storm 
off the Venezuelan coast, and had 
made port in distress. She was at 
once seized and the captain and crew 
were made prisoners and thrown into 
the jail. He states that all the men 
are alive, but are still closely confined.

ached from the text, "I, if I oe 
I lifted up from the earth, will draw all 

men unto Me”; John 12:32. He said in 
pi rt: While the slow-hearted and tor­

i' g,,tful disciples were nursing their un­
worthy rivalries to the last, and were 
l„,tly contending for the conspicuous 
scats of greatness in the new king­
dom; while the chief priests were 
whetting the sharp edge of tireir cruel 
rage against Him, and while the gloom 
of the last days was settling thick 
about His troubled soul, and darken­
ing His pathway, Jesus uttered this 
amazing forecast of the results of His 
three years ministry and of His ap­
proaching doom: “I, if I be lifted up 
from the earth, will draw all men 
unto me.”

In the loss and scandal of the cross 
He found a gain to match in His own 
endless spiritual dominion over men’s 
hearts. Socrates discoursed calmly 
about the immortality of the soul, 
while the poisonous hemlock was being 
mixed for him, but there was vouch­
safed to him no vision of the fruit of 
his martyrdom. Jesus stands alone in 
this respect, focussing in His vision 
all the' scattered hints of Hebrew pro­
phecy and all the ethnic dreams of an 
age of gold. There is no parallel to 
this forecast of future personal as­
cendancy over the wills and affections 
of the unborn generations. In circum­
stance's of outward defeat and failure, 
and with the cement of His own preci­
ous blood, He laid the foundations of 
a kingdom that has remained, and will 
remain untouched by the ravages of 
time, and into whose gates have crowd­
ed, and will continue to crowd, the 
spiritually halt, the morally unfit, the 
heart-broken and heavy laden.

In coming to a consideration of this 
great text one is struck at the outset 
with the bold confidence with which 
Jesus announced His mighty outlook.
This manner was not exceptional with 
Him. It characterized all His preaclf- 
ing and healing. In the sermon on the 
Mount, He reinterpreted and revitaliz­
ed some of the old precepts of the law 

1 till they touched the heart and search­
ed the conscience with altogether new 
power. The idyllic period of His min­
istry when multitudes followed Him 
from city to city passed into the period 
of suspicion and antipathy, but His 
tongue did not stammer. His heart did 
not shrink. His .path became narrow 
and dark and blinding, a path of in­
describable agony; but He walked it 
with joy because it was His Father’s 
will. Nothing appalled Him.

Always He' speaks with the accent of 
heavenly royalty, and bears Himself 
as the Spiritual King. Shall we for "a 
moment contrast Him with other 
teachers of our race, teachers of past 
day, or with voices that are at present 
sounding in our ears? We have seen 
with what hesitation and uncertainty 
the greatest of the ancients looked into 
the future. To Gautama, the founder 
of Buddhism, the cloud that darkened 
the world was man’s misery, not his 
sin. and the ideal wise man was he 
who almsbowl in hand begged from 
house to house till every desire was 
suppressed and every passion was ex­
tinguished, and life itself went out like 
the last flicker of a candle'. Here is the 
saddest and most hopeless verdict that 
has ever been passed on human life, 
and one hears its melancholy echoes 
In the gloomy pages of Schopenhauer, 
in the materialistic explanation of the 
world as Romanes confessed, and in 
the bitterly lonely poem, “Dover 
beach,” of Matthew Arnold.

Listen now to Jesus, and endeavor to 
catch the significance of His life and 
ministry, and how vast the difference!

If any one had the right to impeach 
the' Divine government because He 
suffered unjustly, it was the Son of 
man Himself. If He had come to our 
sinning and sorrowing humanity, and 
said: “My heart bleeds for you. Your 
life is a huge blunder, a meaningless 
episode,.»nd the sooner you are through 
with it the,better." Ah! if He had said 
that! If He. had only filled the coming 
centuries wttt 
sorrow” over
hot. On the contrary Hie verdict on 
human life was one of infinite and 
quenchable hope. The ground of His 
confidence' .that the world was moving 
upward, and that it would reach the 
goal of loving service and Divine fel­
lowship by the strange path of His 
own death, was twofold—(a) His pure 
and cloudless faith in God and in His 
kving purpose for man, and (b) His 
startling faith in man, “In all history,’" 
says one, “there has been nothing 
m°re daring that Christ’s simple' faith 
in man.”

One naturally inquires for the ex­
planation of Christ's waxing power 
and increasing dominion. What is the 
■ccret of His sway? One need not seek 
lar to find it. He cannot read the sweet 
lory of the gospel, or compassion it 
'ith Jesus for any time without dis­

covering immediately that Christ is 
if ""inf, the world by His ideas and by 

His service of boundless love. He holds 
our world in the leash of His mighty 
ove- Nothing makes the appeal that

with 287 preaching places. There were 
7,476 communicants. During the year 
544 had been added by profession of 
faith and 852 had been added by card. 
There had been 667 removals. Of the 
baptisms 607 were infants and 36 ad­
ults. There are 233 eiders and 8,667 
Sunday school children. The financial 
report showed that $193,686 had been 
contributed for all purposes during the 
year. Of this sum $70,887 was for stip­
ends: $17,085 for grants and $23,758 for 
missions.

The women's societies raised $2,578, 
while the Sababth schools and young 
people’s societies raised $12,020. The 
value of ttie property held by the synod 
is $684,738, with debts amounting to 
$127,572.

A number of visitors were present 
and were welcomed to the synod, and 
asked to sit in court

The visitors are Rev. Dr. Shearer, 
convenor on social and moral reform; 
Rev. Dr. Scott Whittier, from the Pres­
bytery of Halifax; Rev. William Ross.

A WOMAN PROTESTS.

To the Editor: I notice in this morn­
ing’s Colonist a letter calling attention 
to the potentialities of the Saanich pen­
insula, and that it was only that trans­
portation was lacking, otherwise the 
district would have been settled before 
now.

I wonder If you are aware that it is 
the city council who are holding up the 
project. As long as a year ago last 
February they were approached by the 
tramway people and again this Febru­
ary, and asked to give a guarantee 
that they would not enter into com­
petition with them and they would run 
their lines and the electric lights 
through the district. It meant an ex­
penditure of at least a million and a 
half which they were quite willing to 
lay out and which would .circulate in' 
the city. The B. C. Electric people 
were only asking the same privileges 
that they got in Vancouver, New West­
minster, Sumas and adjoining country, 
and the council to a man seemed quite 
favorable to the scheme. And then — 
Oh then, comes this awful blight and 
frozen fearsomeness that seems to grip 
them in its chilling embrace and pene­
trates even to the marrow of their 
bones. They are encased in a stony 
silence; they cannot act, even in con­
cert. Once in a while Alderman 
Turner gives a spasmodic little jump, 
but even he is quickly congealing. Now, 
Mr. Editor, ask your reporters who at­
tend the civic meetings if the fear­
some thing ever touches them.

The council are holding up the city 
on all sorts of projects. They are quite 
incapable of intelligently settling any­
thing. We put in good business men 
and capable ones and the minute they 
take their seats all the business acumen 
seems to ooze out of them. Are the 
council seats hypnotized, or is it the 
city clerk’s whiskers that do the fatal, 
trick?

With a woman’s curiosity I have a 
mind to run next year and see if they 
can freeze the intelligence out of me.

Here are the citizens ready and will­
ing to spend money on properly con­
ducted projects, here they have built 
homes so fast and confidently in the 
assurance that each council would meet 
their requirements as to water, light, 
sewerage and decently kept streets, 
and each council does worse than its 
predecessor. They don’t attempt to run 
the city even as well As a woman runs 
her home. If any woman left her 
house in the untidy condition that 
Government street, between Superior 
and Michigan, has been in for over a 
twelve-month, her husband woViId be 
justified in running her out of the 
house and locking the door after her. 
It only seems to need a modicum of 
intelligence to (1) tidy up the streets; 
(2) water them. What in the mischief 
did we buy the electric sprinkler for?

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MONTRTEAL DOCTOR
WILL USE RADIUM

Secured Small Supply of Pre­
cious Material in 

Paris.

Experiments in the use of radium 
for medical purposes are being made 
for the first time in Canada by Dr. 
George E. Armstrong, who has just 
peturnefi from Paris, where he has been, 
studying - its possibilities at the .a- 
mous Radium Institute, says the Mon­
treal Gazette. Dr. Armstrong brought 
back a small supply of the precious 
material with him, and is already ex­
perimenting with its use, but as yet 
has not secured any marked results, as 
he has only been using it a coulpe of 
days. He, naturally, did not bring 
a very large supply of the stuff back 
with hind, as it is worth $100 a milli­
gram, which is about the size of a pin­
head,
* Discussing his trip, Dr. Armstrong 
said he found the work at Paris very 
interesting. He spent some time at the 
Radium Institute watching experiments 
with the new material for the cure of 
various forms of skin diseases, cancer­
ous growths, etc. The use of radium, 
however, he stated, had not yet passed 
the experimental stage, and while good 
results had been secured in some cases 
not enough was as yet known about it 
to give it a definite place for medical 
work.

“There is unquestionably something 
in radium for medical purposes," said 
Dr. Armstrong, “but it is almost too 
soon yet to give it a definite place. It 
is being thoroughly Investigated at 
Paris, and it seems to be of use for 
various superficial skin diseases, can­
cerous growths, etc. The doctors there 
have secured very good results in some 
cases, but enough is not as yet known 
to compare it with results obtained 
from other things, so that as yet it is 
impossible to say just what it will do."

Dr. Armstrong brought back several 
milligrams of the precious stuff in a 
tiny glass bulb. It is in the form of a 
grayish, powder, very much like ordi­
nary dirt off thé street. The radium, 
however, is practically Indestructible, 
it being calculated that it will keep on 
giving up radio-activity with only a 
loss of about half its original energy 
In 1,750 years.

VERDICT OF JURY
IN KINRADE CASE

Authorities Are Requested to 
Continue the Investi­

gation.

LONSDALE ARRIVED
AFTER ROUGH VOYAGE

Hamilton May 5.—The prolonged in­
quest into the cause.of deathjht Ethel 
Kinrade was brought to a "conclusion 
last night when the Jury returned the 
following verdict;

“We, the "jury, assembled to inquire 
into the death of Ethel Kinrade here­
by find that the deceased met her death 
by shot wounds inflicted by some per­
son or persons unknown to the Jury, 
Owing to the fact of the unreliability 
of the evidence produced, the Crown is 
especially requested to continue the In­
vestigation, and we also desire to ex­
press our heartiest appreciation of the 
able, courteous and kindly manner in 
which this investigation has been con­
ducted by Coroner Anderson and coun­
sel for the Crown.”

The only witnesses called were James 
Baum, who told little that was start­
ling, and stood loyally by the girl who 
had jilted him, and Detective Finder, 
the detective who was detailed by the 
government to look 
movements in the south.

George T. Blacks lock addressed the 
coroner in a most diplomatic way, and 
Coroner Anderson belabored those who 
had Insinuated that the proceedings had 
not been conducted in a seemly man­
ner, Mr. Biackstock stated that he be­
lieved that in a short time the law 
would make it compulsory for witnesses 
to give evidence and submit to cross- 
examination.. As the case was now 
drawing to a close, he considered it the 
most disagreeable he had ever been 
engaged in, hut that it had been con­
ducted with dignity and fairness. Pro­
ceeding to speak of the murder, he 
stated that Mr. Washington and him­
self had seized upon every partielle of 
evidence that might possibly have 
thrown light on the tragedy, much of 
It that they themselves had consid­
ered valueless. The crown had worked 
on no theory.

The situation was this; The young 
woman was In the house at the time 
of the tragedy, and she stated that the 
circumstances were so and so. if her 
story was received with implicit faith 
then it was obvious that to ask her 
questions other than those designed to 
identify the criminal were cruel. But 
there were two other views, one of the 
person who refused to believe the story 
at all. The moment there was doubt as 
to the truth of the story it was obvious 
that it became. important to proceed 
much further and see what doubt or 
refusal to believe involved.

“Jimmy” Baum was the first witness 
placed upon the stand. He said he knew 
that Florence Kinrade never sang at 
any church in Manchester or Rich­
mond. She had told him that she was 
married and divorced and lived lp 
dread of her former housband, as he 
had threatened to drag her off the 
stage if he found her oft one. She also 
told him that Ethel was endeavoring 
to influencée her parents to make her 
marry Wright against her (Florence's^ 
will. He did not know Miss Elliott, and 
the only person he had seen Florence 
with was a tall blonde woman. She 
left the theatre, she told him, because 
a man, whose name she would not give, 
threatened to throw a dagger at her on 
the stage. He regarded his love affair 
with Florence seriously, and It was un­
derstood that when she left home she 
was to meet him In Philadelphia, marry 
him and go on a tour. They correspond­
ed until she broke off the engagement. 
His Christmas present was returned 
by Mrs. Kinrade, who told him that 
Florence was engaged to Wright. She 
sent him a stick pin and asked him to 
address her as Mildred Dale, her stage 
name, at the general postofflee.

His evidence ended, Baum asked per­
mission to address the court, and said; 
“If you think Florence killed her sister 
you are mistaken. You should get the 
thin person who followed her from Vir­
ginia. That person did It.”

Detective Binder, who Investigated 
the girl’s travels in the South, testified 
that her evidence that she had sang 
in a church in Manchester or Richmond 
was untrue.

Returning Canadians Bring 
Poor Accounts of Condi­

tions in Mexico.

Steamer Lonsdale arrived Monday 
afternoon from Mexico, after Having to 
put into San Francisco twice, the first 
time for coal and the second for ballast, 
it being found too rough off Cape Reyes 
to continue the voyage. Speaking of the 
event thé captain said:

“The weather was very rough, so rough 
that we felt it best to return and take on 
more ballast. The wind was blowing 60 
miles an hour off Cape Reyes and the 
seas were very heavy. There were four 
steamers besides ourselves that put back 
out of the same gale. The steamer got 
away finally on the 28th, and even then 
the weather was anything but good.”

The Lonsdale brought a small quantity 
of freight from Salina Cruz. A quantity 
of salt was offered, but the rates on that 
commodity was low, and they received a 
message from the manager to come north 
and leave it behind.

There were in all. seven passengers. 
Mrs. Shelts, the wife of a mining man at 
Mexico City, came north for the sea voy­
age, and she said she got it all right. 
She much enjoyed the rough wind and 
heavy sea. She is going on to New York. 
The other six passengers were in the 
steerage, Canadians who had been for 
some time in Mexico, and they do not 
bring a very good account of the coun­
try. They say that the Mazatlan-Culia- 
can branch of the Southern Pacific, rail­
way has been- completed, and the trains 
commenced running on April 4th. Since 
that most of the white men have been 
paid off.

While wages are about the same down 
there as they are here, there is not much 
work to do and everything is very quiet. 
They are unanimously of the opinion 
that Mexico is nothing like such a good 
place in which to live as is Canada. They 
strongly advise Canadians to stay at 
home rather than look to Mexico for a 
living.

BRAKEMAN STOPPED

IMPROVING THE *
DEFENCES OF POLAND

Russia Decides to Make Num­
ber of Important 

Changes.

St. Petersburg, May 5.—The unex­
pected display of military vigor by 
Austria-Hungary during the Balkan 
crisis, and the realization of her own 
weakness since the Russo-Japanese 
war, has led to a farreaching read­
justment of Russia’s military policy, 
which is engaging the attention of 
members of the general staff.

The position of the Russian troops 
in Poland, which projects nearly three 
hundred miles west of Russia proper, 
and which is surrounded On three sides 
bylthe Austrian and German frontiers, 
has been found to be too precarious 
under the new conditions, and it has 
practically been decided to abandon the 
extended lines ot' defence and adopt a 
new line further to the east, with more 
powerful fortresses at Kovno and 
Brest.

In case of war the most isolated parts 
of Poland would be abandoned with­
out serious defence, and mobilization 
would be carried on behind the new 
chain of fortresses. The change in­
volves the abandonment of many ad­
vanced fortified positions, which will be 
dismantled, several of them being de­
stroyed.

moment could be discussed, and the 
newspaper men of the kingdom cOuld 
get into personal contact and have a 
fuller understanding of the problems 
and aspirations of each other’s coun­
tries, and the greater Imperialistic 
problems of the world.

Edward S. Cunningham, editor of the 
Melbourne Argue, and one of the most 
influential newspaper men of the 
southern hemisphere, in an interview 
this morning said the principal mat­
ter's that would come up for discussion 
at the conference in the foreign office 
would be the cable rates throughout 
the world and Imperial defence. On 
the' former he said the Australian 
delegates were not as a whole in favor 
of the adoption of the Pacific service, 
but all Were of a like opinion on the. 
question of cable rates, and on this 
matter the sixty delegates are bound 
to have considerable discussion.

The Idea of an Imperial news service 
with headquarters in London, which 
has been suggested by Sir Sanford 
Flemming is, said Mr. dunningham, on 
the lines of a huge bureau with 
branches, but from the point of view 
of practical journalism it is regarded 
as visionary. The lines on which it Is 
suggested to be planned are far too 
formal to he satisfactory to the con­
ditions of progressive journalism, and 
it would practically amount to govern­
ment control, which would be a disad­
vantage. The matter will be brought up 
for discussion, but it is unlikely the 
Australian delegates will look on it 
with favor.

With regard to the employment of 
the Pacific cable for Australian news, 
Mr, Cunningham says the Australian 
papers are served better by the East­
ern extension service, over which there 
are three routes, as against the single 
Pacific line, and while the press rates 
are the same, the Eastern extension 
service is held to he more reliable in 
case of a break down.

In connection with Imperial defence 
and the support by the federation of 
Australian states of the mother coun­
try, Mr. Cunningham says Australia 
has to view the question as much more 
important than Canada, owing to the 
geographical position of the Australian 
continent. Australia and New Zealand 
are so far isolated from British protec­
tion and have so much dependence on 
the sea power, that the question has 
to be viewed from another point of 
view. The question divided itself, he 
says, into two parts—the establishment 
and maintainance of a high state of 
efficiency of the Australian naval forces 
to protect its own coast and to make 
the flag paramount In the Southern 
Pacific ocean. Australia Is within easy 
distance of the teeming millions of the 
Orient. Java has thirty millions, and 
is a Dutch possession. Holland might 
be absorbed by Germany, and Java 
"would then become a German posses­
sion. These matters bring nearer the 
possibilities of serious complications, 
and even now Germany is getting a 
footing in the north of the east half 
of New Guinea, and the surrounding 
islands, and while the present situa­
tion contains no menace, still the fact 
is coming home to the Australian peo­
ple that closer relations with foreign 
pçwers are there. This stimulates the 
spirit of self-defence for safe-guarding 
the magnifleant heritage of the Aus­
tralian born, and any interference from 
an outside nation on the ocean would 
have the effect of tying up the Aus­
tralian continent. The seas must be 
kept open for the shipment of Aus­
tralian produce to Europe, otherwise 
the Australian states would be thrown 
in a state of commercial paralysis. 
For these reasons the question of Im­
perial defence will be the subject of 
discussion at the conference.

Preferential trade, Mr. Cunningham 
Says, will not be' considered by the con­
ference as far as the Australian 
delegation is concerned, as the matter 
is a political bne, and the introduction 
of politics into the conference would 
not be within its scope.

Two goats 
were secured at Lobitos and also two 
Peruvian fawns. Ten parrots came 
from Salina Cruz, and the monkey, the 
pet of the vessel, died on the trip.

At Bartholomew some fishing was 
done and turtle caught. It was here 
that the officers of the vessel saw a 
creature about which they have ever 
since been much puzzled. According to 
the accounts of those who saw it the 
animal was as big as a cow, but with a 
tall like a wolf. Turtle were often seen 
sleeping on the surface of tlje water; 
but all efforts to capture these proved 
futile. An effort was made to scoop 
them up with nets, and some of the 
officers tried their hands at spearing 
them, but the turtles remained in their 
native element, much to the chagrin of 
the hunters.

In sports the Algerine held their 
own, for they beat the London Pacific 
Company at football, tennis and bil­
liards.

At San Francisco several of the men 
were left behind, but they came on 
north by another route and arrived be­
fore the ship. .

William Henderson, the Dominion 
government resident architect, wrote 
in connection with the complaint re­
garding the non-fulfilment of fair wage 
and other conditions in connection with 
the construction of the new immigra­
tion building. Mr. Henderson said that 
copies of complaints had been forward­
ed to the Public Works department at 
Ottawa, and no doubt the proper offi­
cers would be instructed to investigate 
the matter.

The secretary reported that he had 
written to Ottawa, Toronto and Winni­
peg for copies of the fair wage clauses 
that are now inserted in all their city 
and provincial contracts, and when 
they reached him, the Victoria city 
council would be furnished with copies 
of the same, and the hope was express­
ed that when it understood how such 
clauses were operated elsewhere it 
would adopt them here.

It was reported by the special com­
mittee appointed to visit the different 
unions, with the object of Interesting 
them more actively in the work of the 
council, that they had been very cour- 
teously received by every one of the 
eighteen unions visited and everything 
pointed to the conference resulting in 
much good and greater activity in 
the ranks of organized labor.

The report was received and filed 
and the committee thanked for their 
good work. They were, on motion, 
further instructed to visit the few 
unions which were not yet in affiliation 
with the labor council.

The committee which had in hand 
the selecting a list of books of inter­
est to the laboring' classes and present­
ing the same to the Public Library 
board, reported that they submitted a 
list of 24 books to the board of directors 
and had the assurance that many 
would be purchased and placed in the 
public library when funds were avail­
able.

The Plumbers' delegates stated that 
they had a list of technical books 
which they would like to submit to the 
committee, as the works were of con­
siderable interest to labor.

The secretary of the North American 
Conference for the Preservation of 
Natural Resources, wrote a lengthy 
letter explaining the objects of the con­
ference and a resolution was passed ap­
proving the principles set forth and 
promising hearty co-Operation.

The resolution proposed by Lt., Col. 
Hall and adopted by the board of 
trade to the effect that preference 
be given to members of the militia 
when workmen are needed, gave rise 
to a lengthy discussion, the general 
view being against the principle ad­
vocated, members expressing the dpin- 
ion that every man looking for work 
ought to have an equal chance to earn 
his bread whether he believes in peace 
or war.

H. M. S. Algerine, Captain Edwards,
There are a great many gratified 

comments being heard from citizens 
regarding the advent of the new fire 
chief. Although he has only been a 
Tew days in office Chief Davis has dis­
played a capacity for grasping local 
conditions and needs which pleases 
every one. It only remains for the 
qouncil and the people to back him up 
in giving him the men an*d the equip­
ment required for Victoria to possess 
a brigade surpassed by no city of its 
size.

Ip his first conference with the fire 
wardens, after having gone carefully 
into the needs of the city ahd the con­
dition of the present apparatus, the 
chief stated that it IS necessary to 
purchase two more combination chemi­
cal engines, a hose tower and a hose 
wagon, and three thousand feet of 
hose. The wardens had previously de­
cided to purchase 2,500 feet of hose. To 
handle the equipment ten more men 
arè required, instead of the Six the 
wardens had decided to add to the bri­
gade, to man the two new fire stations. 
Some portions of the equipment, and 
especially the extension ladder how in 
use, the chief condemns as altogether 
useless. The improvements and addi­
tions he recommends will call for an 
expenditure of about $15,000.

Aid. Fullerton, chairman of the fire 
wardens, and his colleagues, ail recog­
nize the imperative need of the im­
provements suggested. The only diffi­
culty is as to funds. On this point Aid. 
Fullerton declares that if the money 
cannot be obtained from any other 
source an additional mill will have to 
be added to the tax rate, but raised the 
money must be.

Another thing wherein the chief Is 
winning approval is his examination of 
buildings. He has entered upon an ex­
haustive examination of all the build­
ings down town, and all large buildings 
throughout the city, such as schools, 
hospitals, public hails and places w'-crs 
numbers of peoplp are likely to ga tnor. 
This is done by all fire' chiefs in large 
cities. Should he find any improvements 
necessary to safeguard life he will 
make recommendations to the fire 
wardens.

°n Thursr, ■. There was a fair attendance at the 
meeting held in the opera house, Na­
naimo, last night of the Vancouver 
Island Development League, at which 
delegates were present from Victoria, 
Duncan, Ladysmith, Clayoquot, Alberni, 
Errington, Parksville, Comox and several 
other Island points.

Lobitos and La 
Cruz are the points from which the 
Lobitos Oil Fields Company ship their 
product. This company is only four 
years old, xias not as many wells as 
the other, the"e*penses are much lower 
and yet the company ships almost as 
much oil. Now that the surveys have 
teen made a good deal more develop­
ment work will be done there.

The survey work was done under dif­
ficulties. " There is no real harbor at 
either point and the vessel rolled badly 
all the time, in fact she started to roll 
on December 13th and continued with­
out interruption until April 12th.

“We expect to show,” said Heney, 
“that Earl Rogers, attorney for the 
defendant, United Railroads Detective 
Luther Brown and a detective named 
Ireland, conspired to take Lonergan to 
a road house in company with two 
women brought here from Los Angeles 
by Rogers for the purpose. We expect 
to show that they planned to get Len- 
ergan into a room with one of the wo­
men, and later charge him with as­
sault. This was planned to discredit 
Lonergan’s testimony and character. 
We also will try to prove Calhoun’s 
connection with the plot.”

Heney’s statement was a result of the 
objection of the defence to his ques­
tion to witness William Mi Abbott, 
chief attorney for the United Railroads 
regarding his relations with Ireland.

i fit and had done a great deal in the 
general interests of their Dominion.

The government had now gone fur­
ther than even he approved. They had 
opened and were operating a state coal 
mine. This ke thought savored of So­
cialism and interfered with the ordin­
ary trade of the country.

He would like to refer to many more 
municipal works, but all he could 
touch on was the Canadian Pacific 
cable. They recognised that this was 
the extending of the right hand of fel­
lowship to them, and they hoped it 
would be only the commencement of a 
closer union. In conclusion Mr. Fen­
wick said he .endorsed most cordially 
the remarks of Mr. Thomas in. regard 
to their welcome. The visit was pleas­
ant in the extreme and he hoped the 
friendship thus commenced would be 
still further cemented.

In the northern British 
Columbia rivers the spring salmon have 
been running in small quantities for a 
week or two, and now comes word from 
Bellingham that the spring salmon and 
Bteelheads are being taken in that neigh­
borhood.

“Two tons of spring salmon and steel- 
heads were received at the Pacific Am­
erican fisheries cannery Monday night. 
This is the first catch of the season, and 
was made at the company’s traps at 
Hope island. The fish are beginning to 
run earlier than was expected this year. 
The heavy run of sockeye salmon is ex­
pected about the middle of June.

“The fish commissioner will this year 
issue 4,000 licenses to trap-owners and 
gill net men. About half this number 
are already out. This is the largest batch 
of licenses issued in one year in the his­
tory of the office. It is estimated that 
three men secured a livelihood for every 
license issued, so that 12,000 men, many of 
whom have families, live from the in­
dustry.”

Adana, May 2, via Constantinople, 
May 3.—Miss Elizabeth H, Webb, a 
missionary of the American board from 
Bunker Hill' Ill., has written for the 
mission board a narrative of her ex­
perience during the first days of the, 
massacres in Adana, when the girls' 
school to which she was attached was 
in the greatest danger and the lives of 
the students were threatened from all 
sides. She says: „

“Our friends came to school as usual 
on Wednesday (April 21), although we 
heard that- there was a great deal of 
unrest in the city. Soon firing began 
and before noon things were in such 
a disturbed condition that we were 
afraid to Send the day scholars home.

“All through the night we actually 
seemed to be. in a state of siege. The 
three soldiers left at the mission kept 
firing their Martinis and the fire was 
returned from the minaret houses 
near by. In the morning our guard 
discovered that the men'in the minaret 
houses, whose fire they^had been re­
turning, were Turkish soldiers and that 
others who had been firing upon us 
were friends whom we knew by name. 
Finally our guard climbed the wall and 
ran away.

“In the meanwhile, the fires about ( 
the city had increased and the sound of 
shooting could be heard from every 
point.

“Our.bnly safety seemed t» be to 
check the flames. We women and girls 
carried water, while the men cut down 
the fences. A shed on the east side of 
the street was torn down. About this 
timj we were horrified to learn that 
Mr. Rogers and Mr. Maurer had been 
shot, while fighting the Are. They 
were brought into our dining room. Mr. 
Maurer already was dead and Mr. 
Rogers lived only a few minutes. Rev. 
Stephen R. Trowbridge, who was near 
them at the time, escaped, although a 
bullet took off his hat.

“Our guard of one man next disap­
peared; things looked pretty dark. It 
was a terrible sensation; women and 
girls practically alone in the building; 
a murderous blood-thirsty mob outside, 
with knife and bullet for the Armen­
ians. To add to the misery there were 
the dead on the floor below and the 
widow of one of them, Mrs. Rogers, 
with an infant ten weeks old, to com­
fort. The flames we had been fight­
ing finally died out. but fires could be 

‘seen in all parts of the city and the 
shooting was constant, 
consul had promised us a guard but 
none came.

“I cannot describe the crowd, the 
noise and Confusion in this house and 
yard. Refugees crowded everywhere. 
Mr. Trowbridge returned from the 
school to say that the only hope to any 
Americans seemed to be to return to 
the school, staying there alone separat­
ed from the Armenians. He declared 
that we were powerless to save the 
Armenians. After we left the school, 
Miss Wallace, Mr. Chambers and a 
young Armenian preacher attempted to 

the street from Miss Wallace's 
to the school. Just at this time a mob 
rushed around the corner. The infuri­
ated Turks recognised the preacher as 
an Armenian, and although Mr. Cham­
bers threw his arms about him they 
shot him dead. Not a single Armenian 
would they leave alive, the assassins 
shouted, as Mr. Chambers dragged the 
body of the murdered preacher into the 
building.

“The British consul sent a message 
to the governor on Fa^day that if this 
thing was not stopped he would de­
mand of the government _and the com­
mander of the troops a satisfactory ex­
planation. Whether Or riqt they were 
powerless to stop the dreadful work be­
fore this, t do not know, but anyway 
it was then stopped.-’

' Arthur H. McBride, of New West­
minster, a pioneer of the province who 
was most highly respected by a large 
circle in the province and who for 
years was warden of the penitentiary 
at New Westminster, died suddenly 
on Tuesday. His son, Hon—.Richard 

-McBride was acquainted with the fact 
early this morning and in company 
with Mrs. McBride left for New West­
minster on Tuesday. Although the 
late Mr. McBride had reached the age 
of 74 years he enjoyed very good health. 
A sickness last winter impaired His 
strength but he had made good pro­
gress towards recovery. He expected to 
come to Victoria to visit his son and 
yesterday at noon the Premier went to 
the steamer to meet him.

Mr. McBride was found dead in bed 
at his home in New Westminster, on 
Tuesday. He retired in his usual health 
and was at thexMay day celebration 
last week.

On Tuesday the Premier was 
shocked to receive a message that his 
father had passed away.

The late Mr. McBride was a son of 
Thomàs McBride of County Down, Ire­
land, where he was born in 1835. He 
early took an interest in military mat­
ters and in 1854 joined the Royal South 
Down Militia. He remained With the 
regiment until 1859 when he decided to 
come to the Fraser river, attracted by 
the gold excitement. After landing in 
eastern Canada he went to California 
and spent two years in that state be­
fore coming to B. C. in 1863.

He at once went to the Cariboo gold 
fields and engaged in mining. Deserting 
Cariboo he came to Victoria and ac­
cepted a position in the provincial 
police. In 1870 he was made warden of 
the jail at New Westminster and when 
the penitentiary was opened in New 
Westminster in 1878 Mr. McBride was 
made warden of it. In that position he 
continued until 1898 when he resigned. 
In that position hë won an enviable 
reputation by his strict enforcement of 
the rules.

In 1865 he married Miss Mary Davey, 
of Victoria. Mrs. McBride survives him. 
The remaining members of the family 
now living are Premier McBride of this 
city, E. G. McBride of Port Guichon, 
Mrs. Allison and Miss McBride who are 
both in Newx Westminster.

He was a member of the Masonic 
Order and of- the Ancient Order of 
United Workmen. Throughout his life, 
his military instincts were Very prom- 
iment. Both here and in New Westmin­
ster he assisted in no small way in the 
formation of the militia corps.

LOCAL NATURALISTS’
INTERESTING SESSION

Society Have Arranged for 
Classified Record of All 

Observations.
mon-

There was no formal paper read at 
the regular meeting of the Natural 
History Society Monday night, but one 
of the most interesting and profitable 
evenings of the whole season was spent. 
The attendance was not very large 
but all those present took an intense 
interest in the discussions.

On the recommendation of J. R. An­
derson It was decided to keep a classi­
fied and indexed book of records giving 
a brief account of the observations of 
the members. A large indexed blank 
book will be purchased for that pur­
pose and the records classified in such 
a way that when information is re­
quired on any subject the page con­
taining that information can be turn­
ed up and the information obtained 
without laboriously searching through 
the minutes of the society.

W. J. Sutton brought some of the 
small creatures which eat away the 
piles in the harbors on this coast. They 
were arranged under the microscope 
by R. Peters and a general discussion 
fallowed. When magnified the small 
creatures appeared not unlike the white 
pupa of the honey bee. It was shown 
by Mr. Sutton that these little creat­
ures differed from the tofedo, not only 
in size but in their habits, in that the 
latter seemed to be unaffected by fresh 
water, whereas the toredo could not 
live in anything but sea water.

Mr. Sutton also reported an unusual­
ly large number of geese flying north 
this year In the neighborhood of Uclue- 
let, and that two wild swans had been 
shot In the same district,

J. K. Rebbeck told of having secured 
some crows’ nests when in India which 
were built largely of iron, 
quantity of hose, lined with Iron wire, 
had been cut up and the short lengths 
of wire left lying around. The large 
carrion crows had chosen this as being 
suitable nesting material and had car­
ried large quantities'and weaved it into 
the outer structure of their nests. One 
of these when cut down weighed over 
forty pounds.

A number of reports of birds and 
beetles were given, It was shown that 
the loon had been nesting for some 
time past; that the coots were busy 
with their incubation duties; that the 
red-wing starling had laid: and a 
great de'âl of other information, which 
to the naturalist would prove of great 
value.

A printed list of names of places was 
received from the Geographical Board 
qf Canada, which showed that the one 
and only Crown mountain in the prov­
ince was situated near the centre of 
Vancouver Island.

In the absence of the president, Vice- 
President C. C. Pemberton occupied the 
chair, and Carl Lowenburg undertook 
the secretarial duties in the absence of 
Dr. Hasell. The meeting^ adjourned at 
10 o’clock.

modities clause of the Hepburn rate 

■act was declared to be constitutional 
in a decision handed down by the 
United States supreme court yesterday. 
This clause is intended to limit trans­
portation cotnpanies to that business 
exclusively. The decision is against 
railroads having ownership interest in 
coal mines. These roads will have to 
dispose of their holdings, but the mere 
holding stock in coal mine companies 
is not regarded as in contravention of 
the law.

The decision, which was read by 
Justice White, permits railroads like 
the Pennsylvania arid Reading, owning 
stock in coal producing companies, ta 
haul In inter-state commerce coal pro­
duced. Such lines as the Delaware and 
Lackawanna, which actually Own arid 
operate coal mines, are prohibited from 
hauling the coal produced in inter­
state commerce. The decision says the 
clause, when all of its provisions are 
harmoniously construed, has solely for 
its object the prevention of carriers en­
gaged in inter-state commerce from 
being operated in the interest, of thé 
time of transportation, pf the commo­
dities transported.

ing still in the British museum.

I mpress of Japan brought the most 
important news which has yet been 
received in this respect. This news in­
dicates that the Chinese Government 
intends to build a navy and are al­
ready taking steps to raise the money 
for the same. The following are the 
plans Which are being proposed for 
arriving at the ends sought:

"That the different Viceroys and 
governors be ordered to suggest the 
best means of raising a special fund by 
an additional impost; that an increase 
of land taxes be levied at once for the 
initial expenses of the navy; that an 
increase of duty on tobacco, wine, sug­
ar and a house tax be levied for a fund 
towards the annual expenses; that a 
subscription fund be started by award­
ing ranks of nobility to subscribers; 
that a national loan be raised from 
among the Chinese residents abroad in 
the South Pacific islands; that foreign 
loans be raised; that the China Mer­
chants company’s fleet be Subsidized 
fur transport service in time of war.; 
that vessels be commissioned to pro­
tect fishing craft on the coast, and 
that the latter should pay a tax to­
wards the Navy.

With the money raised, the most up- 
to-date warships are proposed to be 
built, and important points on the 
coast fortified. Foreign builders will 
be enlisted In the service and the ex­
ample of Japan will be followed in hav­
ing English and Americans fill the im­
portant posts - temporarily until the 
Chinese have learned the work.

There are at present a large number 
of Chinese students in almost every 
part of the world, all of whom expect 
to return to their native land and 
take a share In the upbuilding of the 
Empire and the welding of it Into a 
united whole, in which patriotism shall 
be supreme.

The new Prince Regent is reported to 
havé said that, “in these troublous 
times it behooves those at, the helm to 
brace themselves in their deliberations 
on state affairs.” He has announced 
his intention to call meetings in council 
to discuss all important matters In the 
great Throne Hall, thus the autocracy 
will be at once changed to a bureau­

cracy. the first step towards a consti- 
I tuMonal form of government.

Japan will run Germany a close second 
in the matter of military airships, ac­
cording to accounts brought by the 
Empress of Japan from the Mikado's 
land. The successful aeronaut is Ya­
mada Isabure, whose airship was used 
with a good deal of success in the Rus­
so-Japanese war. 
have invented a flying machine capable 
of transporting a heavy load and of 
steering readily. * This machine has 
been patented by the inventor and it is 
further reported that it will be adopt­
ed by the Japanese navy.

Another invention of Mr. Yamada’s 
is an airship destroyer fitted with ex­
plosive shells which automatically ex­
plode on contact with another airship, 
being practically a counterpart of the 
marine torpedo destroyer. This, too, is 
to be used by the Japanese navy and 
the inventor has been decorated by the 
emperor with the Order of the Rising 
Sun in recognition of his work.

Speaking of his areoplane Mr. Ya­
mada says that it is superior to either 
the American or European machines, 
for none of them have yet been able 
to make head against a strong wind. 
This he claims he can do. The motor 
is very powerful although light, and 
great developments are looked for by 
the naval and military authorities.

If the Japanese government 
proves unable to carry its policy 
through, then undoubtedly this govern­
ment by treaty or legislation 

1 Must Protect itself 
and secure the desired re'sult on its own 
initiative but in such case it would be 
doubly incumbent upon us to take 
tion that would provoke the least pos­
sible friction and cause the least possi­
ble hard feeling.

“The fact that all really patriotic, 
far-sighted Americans insist that hand 
in hand with the policy of good will 
toward foreign nations should go the 
policy of upbuilding our navy, is often 
interpreted by well-meaning but short­
sighted men as being a threat toward 
other nations, or as being provocative 
of war. Of the two assumptions, the 
first is utterly unwarranted, the second 
is the direct reverse of the truth. We 
have the right to say, for instance, 
what immigrants shall come to our 
shores, but we are powerless to enforce 
this right against any nation that 
chooses to disregard our wishes unless 
we continue to build and maintain a 

First Class Fighting Navy.
We Americans are ourselves proud and 
high spirited and we are not always by 
any means farsighted. If our honor or 
interests were menaced by a foreign 
power this nation would fight wholly 
without regard to whether or not its 
own was efficient. In the event of a 
crisis arising, peace advocates who ob­
ject to our building up a navy would be 
absolutely powerless to prevent this 
country from going to war. A strong 
navy is the surest guarantee of peace 
that America can have and the cheap­
est insurance against war that Uncle 
Sam can possibly buy.
