Tears coursed down the cheeks of 
Capt. Shestakovsky during the cere­
mony. It was evident all the preceding 
day that the necessity of abandoning his 
ship, which had served him so well, 
greatly affected the captain, who won 
considerable renown while at Port Ar­
thur. It is thought that when he dis­
cerned the purpose of the Japanese he 
gave a hnrrieff%der to blow up his ship, 
intending to ttfa his life and that of his 
assailants with., the life of the ship.

One of the reports in circulation states 
that the captain, who was severely 
wounded, was rescued, and is now be­
ing secreted by his friends. It is pre­
sumed that the captain was wounded by 
the Japanese sailors who were wresting 
their lieutenant from him.

Later reports claim that a majority of 
the Russians reached shore safely. It i 
will be some time before this is accurate­
ly determined.

Before leaving Chefoo Commander 
Fnjimoto sent an outline report of the 
occurrences of the night to the Japanese 
consul here. This report differs from 
that seat by the Aseotfiated Press only 
in that it does not say that the Japan­
ese fired at the Russian sailors while 
the latter were in the water. It adds 
that the commander was acting under 
his admiral’» orders to fight or capture 
the ship.

Captain Shestakovsky is unable to ex­
plain why his vessel was not sunk by 
the explosion. He declares that he is 
disgraced, although the Russian refugees 
here insist that the captain is a hero. 
He told the Japanese officer to kill him 
and that he would never surrender.

The nature of Oaptain Shestakovsky’s 
mission to Chefoo is not known, although 
it is doubtless important. During the in­
terview with the Russian captain re­
garding the capture of his vessel it was 
inferred that important papers were 
burned on board the Ryeshotelni before 
the Japanese boarded her.

Washington, Ang. 12.—The -Japanese 
legation -has received a revised list of 
casualties on the Japanese side from 
the -battle of Chingjiu, March 28th, up 
to August 1st, showing the total estimat­
ed casualties to be 12,056.

CHOLERA JN RUSSIA.

Several QtSes Reported to Have Occur- 
ted in SL Petersburg.

St. Petersburg, Aug. 9.—Several cases 
of cholera are said to have occurred in 
St.'Petersburg. This has not been offi­
cially confirmed, but it is a fact that 
the government is contemplating the 
adoption of precautionary measures, and 
the Russian press is anxiously discuss­
ing the matter.

A story to the effect that cases of 
cholera had resulted fatally proves : to 
be without foundation. Nevertheless the 
restaurants have been ordered to use 
only filtered water and unsanitary build­
ings are being overhauled, cleaned and 
disinfected.

The sanitary authorities say that the 
only real cause for alarm is to be found 
in the city of Nizhne Novgorod, the capi­
tal of the province of that name, where 
the annual fair is now in progress. 
Quantities of merchandise have been 
brought there from Persia, by way of 
Baku, and these might possibly carry 
the infection.

SMALLPOX AT ZION CITY.

Patienfs Have Been Isolated—‘Fears En­
tertained That the Disease May 

Spread.

Chicago, Aug. 12.—An epidemic of 
smallpox has broken out in Zion City, 
the home ef John Alexander Dowie, the 
so-called “Divine Healer.” All told 
there are said to be 15 persons ill with 
the disease, althouga Dowie’s lieuten­
ants claim that there are bat eighL All 
of the patients have been isolated, and 
Dowie and: his elders daily offer up pray­
ers for their recovery.

DESTRUCTIVE FIRE AT
HEW WESTMINSTER

Car Shops of the B. C. Electric Railway 
Company Wiped Ont on Sat­

urday Afternoon.

Fire, which broke out in the British 
Columbia Electric railway car shops on 
Twelfth street, New; Westminster, at 
3.46 Saturday afternoon, caused a loss to 
the railway company of something like 
$35,000.

When the firemen arrived in sight of 
the burning shops it was seen that they 
were past saving. The whole building 
was a mass of flames. They got out 
four lines of hose and directed their ener­
gies to saving the gas plant on the op­
posite side of the street, for the flames 
were spreading rapidly, and the out­
buildings of the gas plant had caught. 
Hard work by the firemen put this blaze 
out, and on the other side the fireboat 
was keeping watch over the Chinese can­
nery and Tail’s mill. All escaped any 
damage.

The firemen attempted to get out 
some of the cars and machinery in the 
building, bnt were driven back by the 
flames, A hose broke loose from the 
firemen owing, to the tremendous pres­
sure and the nozzle hit Volunteer Fire­
man Tom Furness over the forehead. He 
got a nasty crack, and will feel the effects 
for a few days. While working in front 
of the building some of the firemen had 
a narrow escape with their lives, for one 
of the trolley wires which lead from the 
tram line into the building broke down 
and the live wire fell among the men. 
Chief Watson says that it was a wonder 
that some of the men were not severely 
injured or killed by the heavily-charged 
electric wire. It seemed to curl about in 
all directions, carrying danger wherever 
it went.

By 5.30 p. m. all that remained of the 
fine car shops was the bare foundations. 
The building and its costly contents 
were a total loss.

The machinery—all of which was de­
stroyed-—was of a costly nature, and the 
only plant of its kind on the coast. Three 
new cars being constructed for Victoria, 
one Vancouver car being repaired and a 
handsome new inter-urban car, Coquit­
lam, were all destroyed. A large amount 
of material belonging to the Vancouver 
Power Company was also consumed.

F. R. Glover, New Westminster man­
ager of the B. C. E. Railway Co., stated 
that the origin of the fire was unknown. 
No person was working in the building 
Saturday afternoon, and there were ne 
fires there. He thought that the blaze 
must have originated from the reflection 
of, the sun’s rays on some shavings in 
the finishing room.

The blow comes very hard on the 
company just now as it was building 
care for the big exhibition traffic, an# to 
enable it to put a half-hour service on the 
inter-urban line.

In Victoria some of the proposed1 car­
line Improvements may be blocked now 
by loss of care.

General Manager Bautzen, of the B. 
O. Electric Railway Company, says the 
works will be rebuilt at once.

For his part he thought 
the government was acting foolishly in 
not granting licenses.

“But if they are to be granted, it 
should be done fairly,” Mr. Burnett re­
marked. /

Mr. Bell-Irving said the canners In­
finitely preferred that no traps be 
granted, rather than that one or two 
people should secure a monopoly to the 
min of the interests already vested. The 
industry was in such a depressed condi­
tion that it only needed the last straw 
to kill it, and it was a very serious mat­
ter to Vancouver and New Westmin­
ster. If-there were a fair distribution of 
the licenses, most of the fish would be 
brought to the Fraser river and canned 
there. There has been an association of 
Paget Sound canners formed for the 
propagation and conservation of the 
salmon, and they were fully alive over 
there to the importance of the question, 
Mr. Bell-Irving said. They had only 
been organized a few weeks, and were 
not sufficiently consolidated yet to devise 
a scheme. There were ways in which 
the hatcheries could be on British soil, 
operated by British subjects, and in the 
maintenance of whfch the Americans 
could assist, but it had been pointed out

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IMEXICAN TRADE. 6

The Paterson Shoe Go. Ld.Company Now Doing Business Has 
Monopoly of, Lighters on Southern 

Coast.
£(WHOLESALE! AND BBTAIL.) VSeveral firms in this city are awaiting 

the award of the Canadian and Mexican 
contract for a steamship service between 
the two countries.^

In regard to the prospective trade be­
tween British Columbia and Mexico the 
following facts, obtained from Messrs.- 
R. W. Clark & Co., commission mer­
chants of Vancouver, appear in the 
N ews-Ad vertiser.

The whole question of building up a 
trade with Mexico and South American 
ports depends upon the establishment 
of an independent line of communica­
tion such as is now proposed. After this 
is done, it will be necessary for very 
careful arrangements to be made for 
lightering and stevedoring work for the 
unloading and loading of cargoes, as 
lighters have to be employed at prac­
tically all the ports in question. So es­
sential is this matter that the British 
vice-consul at Mexico, in one of his re­
ports, intimates that it was being in a 
position to control the lighters and steve­
dores that enabled the Pacific Mail line 
to freeze out three different companies 
that endeavored to enter into the coast 
trade. So keen is the competition in O.is 
respect that a company will delay its 
own steamers in order to monopolize the 
lightering facilities and available labor 
and ships have been delayed four or five 
days at Mexican ports on this account.

Another official, speaking on this sub­
ject, says: “You will have a hard fight 
with the German and American lines, 
and will find that these own the port 
officials, who will probably, at first, do 
everything they can to_make things un­
pleasant for the ships’ captains, as they 
successfully did with regard to the An— 
glo-Chiiean steamers, thus forcing them 
to retire from the trade.”

As regards trade openings, it appears 
that all classes of canned goods, includ­
ing fruits, vegetables, meats, fish, also 
dried fish, machinery, mining and agri­
cultural, and other goods manufactured 
in Canada should find a good market in 
Mexico. But, as one of the British con­
suls in Mexico reports, it should be borne 
in mind that, the United States will not 
leave any stone unturned to prevent the 
successful issue of the establishment of 
trade relations between this country and 
Canada, and it is up to the latter to 
carry them through.

Another important point to be observ­
ed by those intending or hoping to do 
business with Mexico is to make them­
selves thoroughly"* familiar with the 
somewhat intricate customs regula­
tions as to consular invoices, etc. These 
must be carefully studied and " fully 
complied with if successful trading is to 
result. These regulations are now bejng 
revised, and care shonld therefore be 
taken to secure the amended regula­
tions.

DRASTIC INTERPRETATION

Of United States Immigration Regula­
tions Source of Annoyance.

It is an undoubted fact that many of 
the laws on the other side of the line are 
interpreted with great elasticity; but ap­
parently this cannot be changed against 
the interpretation of the United States 
immigration regulations. As is generally 
known these require anyone entering the 
United Spates, other than Canadians or 
Mexicans, to contribute the sum of two 
dollars each to Uncle Sam’s exchequer. 
The other day a—^German resident of 
Seattle came over to place his wife in. 
one^of the local hospitals, buf before he 
could return to the Sound he had to run 
the gauntlet of requirements, medical 
examination and all.
' That this is drastically overdrawing 
the real object of the regulations is quite 
apparent. According to a gentleman 
prominently identified with the United 
States immigration service, the intention 
of fhe Federal authorities in instituting 
the measure was*to keep out undesirable 
rtn migrante and not to affect travellers 
because they happened fo belong to the 
countries not exempt. Some time ago 
Mr, Reynolds, of London, England, pre­
sident of the Pacific cable board, who 
passed through here, had occasion to go 
to San Francisco. He was thunder­
struck when informed that he would have 
to undergo the regulation test directed 
against “aliens,” other than Canadian® 
or Mexicans. This is not a solitary ex­
perience, but one’ that frequently occurs.

AN EXPLODED MYSTERY. ^

Blqodstains*„a Smashed Transom, and a 
-x. Simple Explanation.

Itxwas reported- to thé* police Thursday 
that the entrancè to the store of the 
California Produce Company, on Doug­
las street, presented fhe appearance of 
haying undergone a visit by burglars. 
Detective-Sergeant Palmer and Copstable 
Glaynrds proceeded to the scen*f began 
an investigation, and thisjs what ;fhey 
found: Bloodspots just outside the door, 
which was partially opened; the transom 
smashed into a thousand fragments in­
side, and a frail of blood leading to a 
wash basin in the rear of the store. Here, 
indeed, was a bunch of cluas that warm­
ed the hearts of the investigators. But 
there was no evidence, outsidfe of the 
smashed fransom, of any burglary having 
been committed, as the interior of the 
store presented a normal appearance, if 
the blood stain* be expected. Plainly the 
usual order, in which the discovery of 
crime precedes the discovery of clues, 
was reversed in this instance.

Here was a fine, large field for,theory. 
Did someone push the transom through 
and then fall after it, injuring himself 
in some way, and was he so npset by 
the shock that he forgot to carry ouf Lis 
original intention, and instead made a 
dash for the washJjasin, as indicated by 
the trail along the floor? But fhpn again, 
if he had washed the g are away, how 
came the spots outside the door? The 
plot thickened and the ' sleuths were 
mystified. The sergeant* determined to 
interview the gentleman who manages 
the establishment, and called at his resi­
dence. When the latter came to the door 
the defective noticed that he had- sus­
tained an injury to his nose. 

n This was the hey to the situation, 
which the gentleman quickly explained. 
He said he was lowering the transom to 
admit more air when it* fell all the way, 
striking him on the nose. This account­
ed for the crimson trail to the washstand 
and the stains outside the door, as the 
victim of the accident had to secure 
medical assistance. Thus was a mystery 
robbed of its most fascinating elements 
by a prosaic circumstance. Just previous 
to the receipt of the report by the police 
a drunk was conveyed fo the station with 
one arm in a sling, and some of the offi­
cers were inclined to connect him with 
the fall through the transom.

After the meeting was called to 
order by President S. J. Pitts, the fol­
lowing report was submitted:
The Council of‘the Victoria Board of Trade:

Mr. Shallcross. chairman of the com­
mittee, explained that this matter had 
been exhaustively dealt with by the 
board, and there had been considerable 
correspondence with the deputy minister 
of marine and fisheries. Reports of the 
harbor committee had also gone into the 
question.

Mr. Marcon still thought the report 
should contain a reference to the sub­
ject.

Harbor Improvement.—The expenditure 
on the Improvement of the Inner harbor 
does not produce the best results owing to 
Its Intermittent character, and In conse­
quence the shipping and trade of the port 
Is being seriously hampered. Your com­
mittee would urge that a plan of improve­
ment should be adopted and prosecuted1 
until the necessary depth of water has 
been secured, as recommended In the re­
port annexed.

In view of the greatly Increased size of 
ocean steamers and the Important develop­
ment of the steamship communication, not 
only with the Orient, but with Europe, 
your committee would suggest that the at­
tention of the Minister of Marine should be 
called to the necessity of making such Im­
provements by building a breakwater to 
Brotchle Ledge as will provide harbor 
accommodation adapted more particularly 
to the needs of ocean steamers. The Im­
portance to Canada of having a port direct­
ly on the route between the Orient) and 
Puget Sound cannot easily be overesti­
mated.

Fisheries.—Your committee begs to refer 
to the special report hereto annexed, and 
they would especially call your attention 
to the recommendations regarding a separ­
ate fishery Inspector for Vancouver Island 
fisheries, the establishing of hatcheries and 
the protection of the deep sea fisheries.

Shipping of Seamen.—Your committee 
would recommend that greater facilities 
should be given for the procuring of crews 

/- for foreign-going ships as proposed In the 
special report attached} hereto.

Lights and Buoys.—The present light­
houses and buoys are^qulte -inadequate to 
give sufficient protection to navigation, and 
the Increasing amount of shipping In these 
waters makes lt of paramount Importance 
that further lighthouses should be provided. 
Special reports and correspondence are an­
nexed.

Lights of Victoria Çarbor.—The present 
lights at and about the entrance to Victoria 
harbor do not give satisfaction. The fog 
signal on Brotchle Ledge Is not sufficiently 
distinct to be a safe guide, and the light­
house at the entrance of the harbor Is not 
so placed as to fully answer Its purpose. It 
Is recommended that a lighthouse and fog 
signal should be placed on Trial Island, and 
that a lighthouse should be erected near 
the point called Nagel's Folly, northeast of 
Macaulay Point, the present light on Beh- 
ren’s Island being only maintained for har­
bor purposes.
