An “Unpleasantness.”

An unpleasant epirode in the history
of one of the small central American
states,—~Nicaragua—practically ended last
week. A few months ago the Nicuraguan
government treated a British vice consul
and a number of other British subjects
with great indignity, inclading imprison-
ment. = Satisfaction for the insult was
asked by the British government, - but
withheld, . largely, no doubt, because the
prass and a eertain class of public” men
in the United States encouraged the
offenders with the assurance that Englsad

would be prevented from enforsing her |-

demand. The sum of $75,000 was re-
quired by Britain as indemnity to the
vice consul who had been ill treated snd:
a certain time stipulated for its payment,

failing which Nicaragua was informed
that the demand would be enforced. Pay-

ment being withheld, Admiral Stephenson
proceeded to Corinto, one of its most
importaut ports, landing a foree of
British saliors and marines, taking pos-
session of the place and hoeisting the
British flag overit. This brought the

Nicaragusus tq their senses and they
have promised to pay the $75,000
next week, the payment being gnaran-
teed by the adjoiniagstate, of Salvador.

Frozen Fish from Oanada for England
vis Australis

The Vancouver Daily News-Advertiser
and the New Westminister Columbian
contain intéresting particulars of the
business done and plant employed by
the Texas Lake Ice company, the presi-
dent of which,Mr. Mulhall, is 8 Newcastle
man and is well known to many in that
town as well as Chatham. The News-
Advertiser of 17th April says :—

The trial shipment of frozen salmon,
comprising ‘one car load, which was shipped
for Euzope via Australia on November 16:h
last, by the Texas Lake Ice Co,, arrived at
‘ita destination on March 1st- in first-elass
condition and was rapidly disposed of by
the Company’s agents. On the strength of
this demand, Mr. Mulhall, the President of
the Compaay, reports that complete arrange-
ments have been made for heavier shipments
to follow thronghout the year. The ageuts of
the Company, who are gentlemen of wide
experience, with offices in London, Liver-
pool, Limerick and Sydney, are doing their
best to make these experimental shipments
a staple industry between British Columbia
and the Old World and are meeting with
gratifying suocess. The prejudice which
the public formerly entertained towards
frozen fish, is rapidly being dispelled and
the English and Scotch press have begun to
devote considerable attention to the subject.
A similar prejudice, it will be remembered,
existed in the case of the frézen mutton
trade between England and New Zealand,
bat with the acquisition of more accurate
information, the public learned to appreciate
this article at its true value.

. The visit to, Havre of President Faure
was the eccasion of 8 display of good fellow-
ship between the naval forces of the two
countries, H. M. S. Australia, which bad
been sent by the government to salute M.
