Against
the sale of tubercuious milk there
ale  very excellent laws in some
States of the Union, which are rigor=
ously enforced. 1n wome the laws
are less good, and in some there are
no laws at the present time.

In justice to farmers and dairymen
it must, however, be said that there
are many who do their very best to
protect themselves and their fellow=
en from the danger of tuberculosis.
They have their cows tested regular-
ly, destroy the animals which are

| As planned, it is to run from the june-
tion of the Kent Northern on the Inter-
oolopial Railway to Chipman, s crow-
line distance of nearly forty miles, and

construction through the Queens county
ooal fields to 8t Mary’s or Gibson,
The starting point on the L C. B
would be twentyseven miles from
where the Canads Eastern crosses that
line,and the proposed read would gradu-
ally trend towsrds the Cacads Eastern,
20 that its average distance therefrom
slong its total lesgth of mnesrly fifty
miles would be less then twenty-four
miles. We understand thst the newly
Wnulhh‘ldononppwu
being forty miles logg, but it is almost
forty miles as the crow flies from Kent

Chatham to Fredericton;. yet one bupn-

| dred and fifteen miles of reilway are

requived to connect the two places ; so
that, as we bave intimated, it msy be
assumed that the projected road will be
nesrer fifty than forty miles long, -
Aanother railwsy project, which will
probably find more general favor, and
which, should it materialiss, will be of
great benefit, not only to Queens, but
the other river counties, is that by
which it is sought to secare s line
salong the 8t John river to connect and
give acoommodation to the towns and
villages along the St John valley
which are at present without such
tacilities. It would sppesr that s road
such as that projected from Kens Juno-
tion through an unbroken forest of
nearly fifty miles”oould hardly be as
favorably considered as one required by
s vountry already settled, whose people
are without modern facilities of trans-
portation in the winter season.

Canadisns -are all held in ocunsiderable
esteem. The latter have been almost
ooknown outside of the provinee of
Quebec until the last year or two, bus
they sre now atiracting considerable
sttention. Under adverse circumetances,
such as scauty pascures, lack of proper
winter feed ana care, &o., they will prob-
ably yield a greater percentage of profit
than those breeds whigh have for genera-
tioos been accustomed to good fuod and
.eare. The Guernseys, although highly
thought of in the U. 8., have never gained
sufficient foothold in Canads, to euable
our farmers to judge their suitability tor
this country. Both they, and their close
relatives ‘the Jerseys, are especially
adapted for the production of fancy buiter
or cream for a high priced city trade, and
the majority of Canadian herds of these
two breeds, are, ‘I think, used forths
parpose. The Ayrshi and Hol
seem to be gaining in popularity among
the general dairy farmers who suppoit
the cheess factories and oreameries, and
with the dairy Shorshorns, are likely to
divide the greater part of the dsiryBeld
between them. The Holsteins are likely
to do better on the level lands, with Sush
pastures and plenty of winter fond, while
the Ayrshires should, I think, find more
favor on rolling or hully lands, because of
their great activity.

Bat, while certain well defined differ-
ences may characterize the various breeds,
yet it may be well to remember that there
is much greater difference between ingivi-
dual animals of the same breed than
bet #een different breeds, A guod cow is
» good cow no matter what her breed may
be. Therefore let esch man select the
breed that he considers best suited to his
conditions, énd stick to it. Let him buy,
or hreed to, the best available bulls of
that breed, and continue to grade up his
herd to a higher degree of excclience year
by year. The practice followsd by some
farmers of meing bulls frst of one breed
and then of suother, is fatal to all plans
of building up & handeome uniform snd

just what most farmers require. The
average man does not need pure bred
females ; in fact will do better with good
grades. The breeder of pure bred stock,
are, like the poet, born, not wade. He
must inherit & Jove for animals and an
aptitude for handling them, otherwise his
iovestment will prove uaprofitable, and
all his efforts » disappointment.

AS TO ACCIDENTS.

Pullman Car and Ocean Steamer
the Safest Places.

According to the experience of the
accident insurance companies, about
the safest place for a man to be is
in a Pullman car or aboard an ocean
steamer.

Contrary to popular belief the ma~
jority of accidents for which the in-
surance companies are called upon
to settle do not occur on railroads
or steamships. In fact, the propor-
tion of such accidents is small.

Experience shows that it is the
simple pedestrian who runs the most
risk outside the extra hazardous oc-
cupations, and oftenest applies to
‘the company which issued his policy.
The most recent figures of one acci-
dent insurance company show that
in 1900, 14,425 claims for accidents
were allowed and paid. Of this
number 1,606 were accidents to
pedestrians.

Horses and vehicles occupy a pro-

minent place as causing accidents
and to them 1,017 are attributed.
Pedestrians who are knocked down
by runaways and otherwise injured
by horses are taken from the pedes-
trian class and placed among the
victims of horses and vehicles.
Next to these in order of import-
ance comes the set of causes group-
ed 'under - the heading ‘‘At Home."’
In this class are placed 920 of the
accidents for which the company was
called upon to settle. It is to Dbe
remembered that many accidents
that really occur in and about the
house are not included in this class,
for there are burns and scalds, in-
juries from firearms and explosions,
bites of animals and foreign sub-
stances in the eye, which are other-
wise classified.

Steam railroads and steamships
are set down as being responsible for
only 299 of the accidents of that
year, and the small figures are the
more remarkable when it is remem-
bered that people are most likely to
take out accident insurance when
they go travelling.

At one time the bicycle got in its
work in a much more lively manner
than it does at present. During the
year under consideration 895 acci-
dents were attributed to that cause,
while for the three years immediate-
ly preceding, counting backward, the
company settled for 450, 556 and
884 accidents from this cause.

All accidents in factories, in the
erection of buildings, bridges and
other structures, accidents resulting
from the use of edged tools, those
met with by laborers and men at
work in the trades, &c., are grouped
together, and as might be expected
outnumber any other class. Tor the
past four years the total number of
all accidents for each year heing
nearly the same, the accidents in
this big class were 6,672, 7,047,
7,813 and 7.520. So it seems that
to the workingman and the laborer
come the largest risks and the grent-
est danger.
