GROVER GLEVELAND DIED VERY
SUDDENLY THIS MORNING

Had Been Suffering from Acute
Indigestion and Although
il for Some Time His
Death Came as a Great
Surprise

PRINCETON, N. J., June 24—Former
President Grover Cleveland died here
at 840 a. m. today. !

The following statement signed by
Doctors Jos. F. Bryant, Geo, D. Lock-
wood and J. M. Carnochan, was given
out: “Mr. Cleveland, for many years
had puffered from repeated attacks of
gastro intestinal origin. So he had
long standing organic disease of the
hea,l.‘t and kidneys. Heart failure com-
plicated with pulmonary thrombosis
and cedema were the immediate cause
of hls death.

GROVER CLEVELAND.

The passing away of Mr., Cleveland
was not immediately announced, but
was delayed until an official statement
had been prepared by the physiclans
who had been attending him in the
various periods of his iliness.

‘While Mr. Cleveland had been seri-
ously *{ll from time to time the an-
nouncement of his death came like &
thunderbolt to those who had bLeen
watching his {llness. Last night there
was a slight flurry among the friends
of the Clevelands that something seri-
ously wrong with the ex-president.
This was occasioned by a visit of Dr.
Bryant, of New York, Mr, Cleveland’s
physician for many years.’ Mrs. Cleve-
land later in the evening discussing Dr.
Bryant’s visits, sald ‘there was no oc-
casion for alarm, and that Mr. Cleve-
land was getting along nicely. This re-
assurance totally unprepared their
friends for the announcement of his
death, Mrs. Cleveland was at homge
when her husband passed awawy. Th
Clevelands came here from Lakewood,
where the former president lay sick
for many weeks, on Juns 1, and intend-
ed to go to their summer home as soon
as Mr, Cleveland had gained sufficient
strength to travel,

NEW YORK, June 24.—Mr. Cleveland
was 71 years old on Mareh 18 last., Dur-
ing the past winter Mr. Cleveland kept
close to his home in Princeton until the
approach of his birthday, when he went
to Lake Wood with his family. He was
a trustee of the Equitable Life Assur-
ance Soclety, of this city and up to the
time of his going to Lake Wood had at-
tended to correspondence in connection
with his duties for that society.

After he went to Lake Wood, however
he discontinued that work and it was
soon evident that Mr. Cleveland was
suffering from an attack of digestive
trouble which he had experienced many
times before. Mr. Cleveland was at-
tended by Dr. Jos. Bryant of this city
and Dr. C. Rowe Lockwood, a special-
ist in stomach disorders, was called in
to consultation. Dr. Bryant made fre-
quent visits to the distinguished pati-
ent at Lake Wood. Mr. Cleveland occu-
pied a suite of rooms on the second
floor of the L.ake Wood hotel at Lake
Wood and was constantly attended by
Dr. Gaudenier, the physiclan attached
to the house, in additioin to the visits
of Dr. Bryant. The fact that Mr. Cleve-
land remained at the hotel after it had
long been closed to guests and that for
many weeks no attempt was made to

AIRSHIP DOES ALL
KINDS OF STUNTS

Gount Zeppelin’s Contrivance
in a Successful Test

Saemnmmm—

It Seemed fo be Under Perfect Control,
and Spectators Were Greatly
Interested.

FRIEDERICHSHAFEN, June 24—
A second ascent was made last evening
by &ount Zeppelin in his new airship

side steering gear which has just been
installed. On the first ascent Count
Zeppelin declared that he was satisfied
with everything excepting the side
steering arrangement which had not
come up to expectations. This now has
been altered and the change has given
excellent results,

The test last night lasted -a little
over two hours, during which time the
most difficult manoeuvres were carried
out without 4 hitch. 'The great airship
first circled around the town of Fried-
richshafen several times. It then de-
parted at full speed towards Langen-
argen, where it crossed to the Swiss
gide of Lake Constance against a light
breeze. Proceeding back across the
lake to Lindau, the Count undertook
at a height of from three hundred to
six hundred feet above the surface of
the water, a series of manoeuvreg, in-
cluding sinking and rising, turning and
stooping, thoroughly testing the new
arranement of both the ascensional and
gide steering apparatus, which seeming-
ly worked in a most satisfactory man-
ner.

JAPANESE SHOULD NOT
LOCATE ON THE COAST

Baron Kagura WHI Advise His Gevernment
on Labor Condilions ' fn
America.

ST. PAUL. Minn, June 24—The Pi-
oneer  Press today prints an interview
with Baron Kagura-Tahahashi, who
has been investigating the Japanese
situation in the United States and
Canade for the Mikado's Government.
In the interview the Baron says: “It is
the desire of the Japanese Government
to thoroughly understand the position
of Americans on the Japanese ques-
tion. The Government well recognizes
some of its citizens have been the
cause of disturbances on this side
which have shaken the evenness of lo-
calities and disturbed our Government
too. My report will state to the Japan-
ese Government that the collection of
Japanese immigrants in the cities of
the Pacific Coast is detrimental to
friendly relations between the two
countries and is actually in some cases
an intrusion so far as concerns the Am-
ericans who labor, on the liberties and
rights of the 'people who already in-
habit this country, My report will ad-
vise that dmmigrants reaching the
coasts of America be dompelled to have
in reserve sufficlent money to take
them across the Rocky Mountaing and
into the agricultural regions of the
middle west.”

G. T. PAGIFIC HAS
ENTERED MONGTON

Temporary Track Was
Down Yesterday

Lots of Work Going on in the Railway
Town—Rushing Things on the
New L. C. R. Shops

Put

MONCTON, June 24.—The rails of
the Grand Trunk Pacific Railway have
entered Moncton, and the transcontin-
ental connecting the provinces by At-
lantic with the Pacific coast is no lon-
gor a matter of the future but of pre-
sent realization. Quletly and without
ostentation the rails of the new cross
continent railway were run into Monc-
ton im a day and now stretch to with-
in a few hundred yards of the I. C. R.
depot. Several surveys had recently
been made by G. T. P. emgineers, but
no one except the rallway canductors
knew exactly where the new line was
to be located. In a single day the rails
were laid and now a steam shovel has
been installed and is rapidly cutting
away the grade, while a donkey loco-
motive and string of cars is engaged
in carrylng away the earth to fill a
nearby hollow.’ Ralls run almost up
to the Intercolonial track and from
there will parallel the I. C. R. to the
depot. Work on this division of the
transcontinental is going ahead rapid-
ly. Close by where the steam shovel
of the raflway contractors is tearing
up the ground in readiness for per-
manent rails“of the transcontinental,
work on the I. C. R. new shops is rap-
idly going forward, and the Maritime
Provinces today probably presents no
busier locality than the west end of the
City of Moncton, where two great un-
dertakings, giving employment between
them to over a thousand men, are be-
ing rushed forward. 1In addition to
hundreds of men employed on the
buildings the railway has a large crew
at work levelling ground in readiness
for the new yards, and opening up new
streets. It is @ scene of tremendous ac-
tivity.

OF TEHERAN

or Wounded in
Engagement Between the
Russian Troops and the
People—The Shah Getting
Into Lots of Trouble

LONDON,June 23—A spscial degpatfh
from Teheran to the Times says that
the killed and wounded in yssterday's
ﬁghtins totalled 70, the casualities be-
ing heavy among the Nationalists. Se—~
veral deputies were Kkilled. The foreign
representatives are in no danger, as the
town is in the hands of the Russian
general, Laiskoff.

Gen. Liaskoff, according to this des—
patch, directed the Cossacks, the &il-
ahkar regiment joining in the fray.
Rifle firing lasted for two hours, after
the parliament building and adjacent
buildings were bombarded at close
range, and 300 defenders of the former
building eventually being scattered.

The shooting which followed the fir-
ing was indescribable and continued
throughout the day. The Times corres-
pondent states that the behaviour of
the troops, including the Cossacks, was
disgraceful, the, masqiie, the neighhor-
ing houses, the palace of Prince Zill-Es-
Sultan and the estate of Amin-Fd-Dow]
being entirely looted and partially de-
stroyed. i

In addition peaceful citizens were
held up and robbed. Twenty-four Na-
tionalist leaders, including Saysid Ad-
bullah and Sayyid Muhammed are pri-
soners in the hands of the Cossacks.
The destruction of the great Majliss
mosque has horrified the people and the
Shah will have extreme difficulty in
coping with the situation. :

WASHINGTON,June 23.—Quiet again
prevails in Teheran this morning, ac-
cording to a despatch received from the
state department this morning from the
American minister, Jackson, at that
city. The minister's despatch confirms
the report that artillery was used in
the severe fighting which has taken
place in Teheran between the political
socleties and soldiers of the Persian
government. A state of seige has been
proclaimed in this city. It is said that
foreigners are in no special damger.

PARIS, June 24—Special despatches
received here from Teheran say .that
the fighting began about 8 a. m., and
was provoked by a bomb thrown from
the roof of one of the buildings among
the Cossacks. The fighting continued
until late in the afternoon, many being
killed on both sides. The Shah sent
the Cossacks and artillery to surround
the parliament building as a result of
parliament’s ultimatum refusing to
hand over certain persons whose ar-
rest the Shah had ordered. An officer
accompanied by fifty soldiers requested
the assembly to surrender five men
who had been leaders in the agitation
against the Shah. This being refused,
the officer left men to guard the doors
while he proceeded to military head-
quarters for further instructions. An
hour or more later and hefore the
troops had taken any action, a homb
was thrown from a roof among the
Cossacks. It killed two horses and did
other damage and created a panic ow-
ing to the absence of the officers. The
latter hurried back and were fired at
while passing from the roofs of two
of the buildings. The Cossacks were
ordered to return their fire and there
was a lively exchangé which continued
for three hours. Later artillery was
sent into action and kept up shelling
the assembly Dbuilding for several
hours,

‘When all was over it was found that
the casualties on both sides were very
large. Apparently blank shells were fir-
ed at the ebginning as the damage to
the buildings was very slight for a son-
siderable time. A man who fought on
the roof of the parliament buildings
says that he and others fired steadily
into the troops until the ammunition
failed and the rifles were too hot to
hold.Ioventually a shell crashed through
the door of the parliament building and
the Cossacks charged, the occupants
of the buildings, fleeing to the ground
behind the house. The soldiers had no
gooner entered the place than they he-
gan to loot it, next turning their at-
tention to he neighboring shops and
the palace of Prince Zill-Es-Sultan.
Hundreds of people, it was stated, who
a few days before the parliament and
demonstrated against the Shah, now
proceeded to the work of demolishing
the building, with cries of “Long live
the Shah.” “We don’t want a constitu-
tion "

LONDON, June 24—A spsacial to the
Times from St. Petersburg sars that
the Russiian and British e
tives at Teheran have been instructed
to remind Prince Zill-Es-3ultrn of his
promise of loyalty toward the present
sultan. With the exclusion of this pos
sible danger of civil war it is hoped that
the situation will soon clear.

‘W oodstock Sessions

Speeches by Hon. Mr. Landry
and Others—Interesting

Discussions

WCGDSTOCK, N. B, June 23.—The
agricultura] comiaission helq its first
public meeting in the town hall here
1L:is afterncon with a fair attendance
of fzarmers and business men. Resides
the members of the commission, H. P.
Timmerman appeared to watch  the
prcceedings for the C. P. R. Mayer
Balmain occupied the chair, others be-
ing Donald Munro, M.P.P., George
Cartley, Wm. Flemming, Tappan Ad-
ney.

The pro-
ceedings were altogether informal.

After a few words of greeting from
the Mayor, Hon. Mr. Landry briefly
addressed the meeting, complimenting
the county as one of the beauty spots
of the province.

The commission had sent out a great
many circulars all over the province
asking information and from the re-
plies thereto and the results of their
own investigation he hoped to be able
to formulate an agricultural policy
which would be generally beneficial
and acceptable.

Commissioners Hubbard and Fisher
asked replied from several delegates
concerning queries in the printed
forms. There was a lengthy discussion
an apple growing and also an animat-
ed talk on sheep raising. It seemed to
be the opinion of the majority that a
compulsory dog tax should be en-
forced. ;

Lively Criticism on the King's Visit fo the Gzar by
the Labor Party. |

Furious scenes occurred In the
House of Commons at the conclusion
of the debate initiated by the Labor
members as a protest against the visit
of the King to the Czar.

The debate had been placid enougin
throfighout the afternoon, but after a
stirring speech by Sir Edward Grey in
support of tle Kings visit, Mr. Weir
Hardie rose to speak of atrocities fer
which the Czar's Government and the
Czar must be held responsible.

Mr. Emmott (the chairman): I must
ask the hon. member not to use the
word ‘‘atrocity” in this connection.

Mr. Keir Hardie: My difficulty is that
I know of no other word in the English
language which will express my mean-
ing. (‘“‘Hear, hear,” from the lLabor
members.)

The Chairman: I hope the hon. mem-
ber will withdraw the word.

Mr. Keir Hardie: 1 hope you will not
insist upon my withdrawing the word.

The Chairman: I must insist.

Mr. Keir Hardie: Then I must
cline.

Labor members shouted
cheers as he took, his seat.

The Chairman: If the hon. member
will not withdraw I shall be under the
painful necessity of naming him.

At this crisis Mr. Asquith came to the
rescue. He pointed out that it was not
out of order to describe a set of facts
as ‘“‘atrociony” That would be different
from applying the word to a Govern-
ment. In these circumstances, would
not the hon. member withdraw?

Mr. Keir Hardie: I do not desire to
prevent a division, and therafore I will

de-

Jetiant

sacrifice my convictions and withdraw.

the word so far as it applies to the
Czar and his Government.

SOCIALIST'S WRATH.

Mr. Hugh Lea, the Radical who cf-
ten has violent things to say, spoke
next, to an intermittent accox\pani-
ment of “Divide, divide.”” As soon as
he sat down Mr. Victor Grayson Was
on his feet, apparently rather excited.
But Mr. Henderson, the chairman of
the Labor party, had risen in front cf
Mr. Grayson to move that the qusstion
be put.

Uproar at once broke loose amid the
Labor party. ‘“No, no,” cried some;
others called on Mr. Grayson to con-
tinue. “Mr. Chairman,” shouted the
voung Socialist. In the noise he was
unheeded, and then it was noticed that
the motion for the closure had been
accepted by Mr. Emmott, and had been
taken by him as agreed to.

Mr. Grayson, it will be recalled, hes
the advantages of membership of the
Independent Labor Party, but retains
his independepce. It is gaid that the
Labor leaders resented his breaking
through the official selection of speak-
ers.

Pale with passion, Mr. Grayson shook
his hand towards the - chair. *Mr.
Chairman,” he exclaimed, “I have as
much right to speak as others.”

With arm extended, Mr. Grayson was
a picture of frenzied excitem=nt, “I
refuse to be closured,” he screamed.
Many cries rang tkrough the House,
Mr. Will Thorne, the burly Socialist,
seated by the side of Mr. Grayson, v as
almost as excited as his companion.
“It's a dirty shame,” he roared. Mr.
Grayson shook a trembling fist towards
Mr. Henderson, sgix feet away. “Hen-
derson, my friend, he did it,” he ex-
claimed.

LABOR PRAISE OF KING.

“The influence exercised
by previous visits the King has paid
abroad has been beneficial. Sir Charles
Hardinge is going with the King, but
in so far as he takes any part in dis-
cussing diplomatic affairs he does it
under instructions from Ine. Cabinet
responsibility is fully maintained.

«No negotiations are on foot for any
new treaty or convention with the
Russian Government, and none will
pe initiated during this visit. But
that the wvisit will have a political
effect, and is wished to have a politi-
cal effect, is perfectly true.

«BEverything in Asia since the An-
glo—l{ussian Convention has gone to
aamonstrate that, had we refused to
negotiate with Russia, the events
which have taken place in Persia and
on the Indian frontier would have
hrought the t¥o countries measurably
nearer a conflict.

AIRSHIP FLEW
WITH 12 ABOARD

et

Gount Zeppelin's New Balloon
Proves a Success.

Attained Speed of 31 Miles and Returned
Without Difficulty. to the
Starting Point.

L)

FREIDRICHSHAVEN, June 23. —
Count Ferdinand Zeppelin made his
first flight in his new airship last even-
ing. A half hour's  manoeuvring in
the air fully established the stability
and dirigibility of the balloon, which
executed circles and short turns at
full speed in a most satisfactory
manner,

A large number of army officers, mi-
litary aeronauts and foreign balloon-
ists reached her a few days ago to wit-
ness the experiments of Count Zeppe-
1in, which, however, were postponed
until yesterday on account of unfav-
orable weather conditions.

Only seven minutes were mnecssary
to bring the airship from the floating
shed. Then amidst deafening applause
from the enormous crowds on the
shores of lake and aboard the swarms
of steamers, motori boats and row-
boats, the gigantic balloon rose in the
air 300 feet and sailed off towards the
 Town of Constance, the speedy raging
rowboats and’ steamers following in its
wake. Several of the speediest boats
that started before the balloon was
sent away were overtaken with the
utmost ease by the airship, which at-
tained an estimated speed of 31 miles
an hour. Shortly after the start, the
direction was changed and , sharp
turns and circles with a cirfumfer-
ence of several thousand yards, were
made, the airship answering the helm
with absolute accuracy.

Later the airship was sent over an-
ic>the1' straight stretch at a high speed
! and then was returned to the shed,
having remained in the air, in all,
‘about an hour and a half, no diffi-
| culty being encountered in the return
to quarters. :

Aboard the two platforms of the
airship during the flight were twelve
persons. On the front platform were

Count Zeppelin and Capt. Hacken,
the latler steering; Captain Lau, of
| the general staff; Chief Engineer
Duerr, Baron Von Bassus, and three
mechanies. The rear platform accom-
modated Count Zeppelin’s son, Major
Von Hesse, Chief Enginer Kober, and
Director Uhland.

Count Zeppelin on landing said that
he was satisfied with everything with
the exception of the side steering ar-
rangement, which had not fulfilled his
expectations. This, he said, must be
altered before a long journey was un-
dertaken, which was unlikely before
a fortnight at least. Another trial
ascent will be made on Tuesday next.

DORMANT BANK
BALANCES BILL

$500,000,000 Unclaimed Se-
curities in British Banks.

B e

Act Being Pressed Ia Commons 1o

.Compel Banks fo Disclose
‘Al Information.

et

LONDON, June 23.—Commoner Bot-
tomley is working hard to secure 2
second reading at the present session
of the dormant Bank Balances Bill. It
is well known that large sums of
money have. been lying for a long time
unclaimed in various banks, and the
object of the bill is to compel the banks
to aisclose the dormant securities and
unclaimed deposits, with the view of
their being utilized by the State after
a certain time. The banking interests
are naturally protesting strongly
against this measure, claiming that
the matter is g private one between
their clients and themselves. Mr. Bot-
tomley declares that these unclaimed
secumdties amount to $500,000,000. He
says that the unclaimed dividends of
the Bank of England and other banks
amount to $10,000,000, which represents
an enormous capital. - A well known
banking authority, a member of the
Institute of Bankers, states that of his
own knowledge of 14 banks their un-
claimed wealth is over $20,000,000,
while the amount of unclaimed gov-
ernment stock alone in the Bank of
England approaches, if it does not ex-
ceed, $20,000,000. It is common know-
ledge that over $10,000,000 lie unclaimed
in another bank. 'This does notginclude
the contents of the sealed boxes.

Mr. Bottomley says: ‘“The banks ad-
mittedly use these dormant balances
and many of them do not deny that
their palatial buildings have been built
with such money.”

THE WORD “BLIZZARD.”
e ]

“Blizzard” is an American word,
says the Chicago News. The date and
circumstances of its origin are obscure.
Though it was first cammonly used by
the American newspapers as a good
word for a snow squall in the winter
of 1880-81, it is said to have been
known to the west in that sense nearly
twenty years earlier. From an Eng-
lish writer of 1834 this sentence is
quoted: ‘“A gentleman at dinner. asked
me for a toast, and, supposing he
meant to have some fun at my ex-
pense, I conclud®d to go, ahead and
give him and his likes a blizzard.” Here
blizzard might well mean a metaphor-
ical volley, which would square with
the evidence of a correspondent of an
American paper who recalled that in
the forties a blizzard was a particular
kind of volley—a rattling one, fired in
quick succession, as opposed to a si-
multaneous “broadside” — affected by
sportsmen on the Atlantic coast who
shot at flights of migratory birds from
behind screens.

British Projects for the Nationalization of
Manufacturing, Buying and Selling
—Big Congress in Session.

LONDON, June 22—Some 1,500 dele-

gates representing 2,500,000 members of
various cooperative organizations
throughout the United Kingdom are
holding their annual congress at News=
rort in Monmouthshire this week.
. Little attention is attracted by tlie
cooperative societies of this country,
vet these 2,500,000 members with their
families include nearly 10,000,000 inen,
women and children, almost one-fourth
of the total population of Great Britain
and Ireland. Leaders of the cooperative
movement, which is strongest in the
north of England, are working for the
welding ‘together of all the cooperdtive
societies and associations into c¢ne
great national cooperative society. '[his
would mean the nationalization of,
manufacturing, buying and selling
among 10,000,600 people.

The sales of cooperative associations
total nearly @ZO0,000,000 a year; they
yield a profit of about £20,000,000 an-
nually. This is largely distributed
among the members in dividends, in
the provision of libraries, _educational
classes, lectures on social, economic
and industrial subjects and entertain-
ments pf an amasing and instructive
character. Retail societies which have
a membership of over 2,000,000 devote
2% per cent. of thelr profits to the
maintenance of educational facilitizs
for their members and the members’
children.

While local cooperative societiss, re-
luctant as yet to give up their auton-
omy, are nct quite at one with the no-
tion of nationalization, there is an vn-
dercurrent of opinion at work toward
that gigantic end. It is planned by
those in favor of the proposed develop-
ment that a cooperative council, whigh
would beécome a sort of cooperative
parliament, would be formed of - 150
members; these ivould be divided into-
committees whose special functions
would be the control of buying and
selling, production, property and huild-
ings, banking and finance, law and
parliamentary work, stock taking and
‘valuations, insurance and old age ren-
sions, - housing, ~ congress, confersnzes®
ind general propaganda, journalism
and literature, direction and control of
education, foreign relations

One of the most important features
of a national cooperative society would
be the accumulation of funds for the
extension of productive works and the
spread of cooperative ideas and aims.
It has been estimated by J. C. Gray,
general secretary of the Cooperative
Union, that #£5,000,000 could be saved
annually out of the present profits of
the movement. .

SALEM IS A FAST ONE

Broke all Records in Her Class During
Trial Trip off Maine Coast.

v,

ROCKLAND, Me., June 23.—A new
record for vessels of her class was es—
tablished by the new scout cruiser
Salem today, when she made a run
over the measured mile course off this
port at the rate of 26,885 knots an
hour, in the course of her screw stan-
dardization tests. The bhest previous
record was 26.07 knots, made by the
Salem’s sister ship, the Chester. The
Salem’s average speed for her five
best runs was 25.95 knots, as compared
with 95.1 by the Chester. The Salem
was built for the United States Gov-
ernment by the Fore River Shipbuiid-
ing Company of Quincy. Mass, and is
fitted with the American style of tur-
bine engines, while the Chester has the
English type of turbines, and the Bir-
mingham, a sister ship to the Sand-
wich made a lower rate of speed than
either in her official trials, has recipro-
cating engines.

The Salem was sent over the course
20 times a day, but her record time was
made on the ninth run. Her displace-
ment today was 3,782 tons, her

speed, 24 knots an hour. The action of
the Salem appeared ecasier than that
of the Birmingham. After the speed
tests had been concluded, anchor tests
were held in 30 fathoms of water and
are said to have been satisfactory.

SLEEP ONLY A HABIT,
AYS EDISON, AND THERE
1S NO PRODF WE NEED IT

“After ail, sleep iz only a habit:
there is nothing to prove that men
really need it,” Thomas Edison sald
the other day. ‘“Men first learned to.
sleep because when darkness came they
had nothing else to do. Through the
ages their descendants, doing likewise,
made sleep a custom — a matter of
course. But If men had always lived
in a land of perpstual light and sun-
shine, I don't suppose we would sleep
at all.”

The famous inventor backed up the
idea by telling of a practical test. It
was not his own ability to lve with,
little sleep. As is well known, Mr.
Edigon limits himself to four or five
hours’ sleep in the 24. He said he had
not slept more than five hours in a
night for 40 years. In much of that
time he averaged only four hours. Nor
was it the case of his wife, which he
mentioned incidentally. Mrs. Edison,
he said, sleeps only five hours in a
night, and the habit seems to agres
with hér. The test he described in-
volved nearly 100 men of average phy-
sioue in Mr. Edison’s laboratory. {

‘“The test was made,” Mr. Edison
said, “while I was experimenting with
my assistants at Menlo Park. I limited
each man to four hours’ sleep in the
24. They kept it up for two years. It
did not seem to hurt them.”

“Were they aided by special diet or
treatment to make up for the loss of
sleep?” .

$No, except that there were four
meals a day instead of three. We had
breakfast, dinner and supper in the
day time, as usual, and an extra sup-
per at midnight. There was nothing
peculiar about the food. The meals
consisted of the meats, vegetables,
bread, and the rest which ordinary
people eat.

“Fach man was assigned to four
hours in the 24 hours in which he was
entitled to sleep. When the time came

|l he went to our bunk house, near the

laboratory, tumbled into one of the
bunks, and was sound asleep in a mo-
ment. He didn't get his full four hours
elther, for we would call him g trifle
ahead of time. I suppose he slept
three hours and 99 per cent. of the last
hour.

* “What was the effect of cutting down
their sleep? For the first week or so
it was hard—very hard. They would
come back to work limp and ‘heavy
footed, their eyes sometimes looking
as if they had been drinking heavily.
The old habit of sleeping which men
had followed for s0O many years was
tellifg on them. The habits were hard
to break. But after the first week or
so, the reduction in their hours of sleep
seemed to make no difference in their
work or mental capacity. Indeed, they
gained in agility. They seemed to be
lighter on-their feet.

FOUR HOURS ABSOLUTE REST.

“There is this significant point in
such a test: The men who slept four
hours in the 24 had absolute rest. The
person who sleeps too much not only
experiences a heavy feeling in the
body, but usually does not enjoy abso-
lute u-nfonsciousness while he sleeps.

“I rememher the case of my wife
some vears ago. 1 was sleeping four
hours a night—no more. She said she
wanted her full eight hours’ sleep. In
that eight hours she would dream. She

would wake up several times of a
night. Her rest was by no means com~
plete. :

“I persuaded her to give only five
hours to sleep in the 24. She trained
herself to do so. Her rest became in-
tense, absolute, without” dreams «r
moments of awakening. Ever since the
has allowed herself no more than five
hours’ sleep in the 24, Does it hurt her?
Well—this with a satisfled laught—"‘my
wife looks so young she might be her
daughter’'s sister,

“Should it be put to a test,” Mr. Edi-
son continued. “I think you would find
that if the time lost in awakenings ard
dreams were measured, the person who
thinks he is having his full eight hours’/
of sleep is not having more than five
or six.

DIET MORE IMPORTANT THAN
SLEEP.

“Can you prove it?”’ Mr. Edison re-

plied. “I don’t think so0.”
; In Mr. Edison’s opinion.a careful diet
was more important than sleep in pre-
serving a man’s strength and prevent-
ing the decay of old age.

Prof. Metchnikof’s idea is a big one
in this connection,” he continued.
“Prof. Metchnikof, you know, is 2 bi-
ologist at the Pasteur Institute, in
Paris. His theory is that sour milk pre-
serves life and has much to do with
eradicating disease from the body.

“Old age, as he sees it, is caused Ly
the presence of poisonous bacilli in the
humamn system which continue to in-
crease as the years go on until the tox-
ic conditions cause death. There is a
saying that a person will live five tin.es
the number of years he or she has at-
tained when . fully developed. But
there’s nothing in that idea. With what
‘facts does Prof. Metchnikof back up
his theory.

‘“He found a district in the moun-
tains of Bavaria, where the number of
aged people was very unusual. Some ¢f
them lived to be 104, or even 105 years
old. In the Bavarian village it was not
exceptional to find three or four who
had lived to be 100. :

“He found that the diet of tgese old
people condlsted largely of sour milk.
The same longevity did not exist in
neighboring districts where the m'k
was not so much used. Dr. Metchniikof
formulated this theory:

“The sour milk entering the intestines
—the reservoir of the body—created a
lactic acid in which the poisonous bac-
illi poison. The system fres of them,
the hostile acid gradually expelled the
poison. The system free of them, the
body continued in an ideal condition
wquld be'to eat just enough food Lo keep
up a man's strength so that there
would be nothing left to nourish the
poisonous growths in the lower inies-
tines.”

“NO THIRD TERM" |
AN UNWRITTEN LAW

Although the Chicago Republican
Convention remsined firm in the face
of hysterical efforts to stampede it,
and in the end nominated Secretary
Taft, it is a fact that President Roose-
velt could have had the nomination if
He had so desired. It must be a mys—
tery to many people why and Ameri-
can citizen, let alone one of Theodore
Roosevelt’s temperament, should re-
fuse a chance to be President. The
truth is that there is a generally ac-
cepted tradition to the effect that no
man should he President for three
terms, and while technically, Mr.
Toosevelt has been chief executive for
only a term and a half, he felt himself
bound not to take advantage of what
might be termed a quibble.

THE UNWRITTEN LAW.

The constitution of the United
States is a written document, and it
contains no reference to the matter
of a third term: but there is growing
up in that country an unwritten con-
stitution also, and it is this unwritten
constitution that declares eight years
long encugh for any President. It was
in the time of George Washington, the
first President, that the precedent was
established. George Washington refus-
ed a third term, but there s reason to
believe that he did so more because he
felt himself unjustly treated hy his
colleagues, than because he considered
a third term improper in itself. More-
over, the father of his country mey
have had misgivings as to his election,
had he consented to run again, and he
prudently killed the third term move-
ment before it was out of its infancy.
Since that time only one president of
the United States, with the exception
of Mr. Roosevelt, has taken such a
hold on the hearts of his countrymen
as to warrant a movement to give him
a third nomination.

GRANT, THE HERO.

President was Ulysses S.
Grant. After the Civil War Grant
was the national hero. In 1868 and
again in 1872 he was the unanimous
choice of the Republican party, and on
each occasion he was elected by an
overwhelming majority. His second
administration was mared by several
scandals, but, according to Frederick
J. Haskin, in the Newark Evening

That

News, popular opinion did. not hold

Grant responsible. The blame was put
on his colleagues, with whom Grant
relations were strained, and with the
public U. 8. Grant remained the one
great big man of the Union. Strange to
say, the Southerners also approved of
their conqueror, for his magnanimity
at the surrender at Appomattox they
could not forget. They, like the North-
erners, did not hold Grant personally
acountable for the ‘‘carpet bag” ero.
So, when he left on his famous tour of
the world, after his second term of of-
fice, there was no reason to believe his
hold upon the imagination of his
countrymen was not as firm as ever.

THE MBEN WHO HATED BLAIN.

That tour, moreover, served to siill
further popularize him, for wherever
he went he was treated almost zs a
royal visitor, and the Americans caw
their own estimate of this herc approv-
ed and certified by the nations of For-
ope. Therefore, when ne returncd on
the eve of the campalign of 1839, all the
omens were propitious. The General
appears to have demurred at first to
becoming a candidate, but his scruples
soon vanished, and he announced his
willingness to stand. The announce-
ment found a hearty response from the
people, and there can bhe little doubt
that they would have <olocted bhim
again, if the opportunity nad present-
ed. There remained, however, the poli-
ticians at Washington, with ‘whom
Grant was not strong. There remained
also the fact that the managers and
advisers of Grant were using him
merely as an instrument {9 dastroy
John G. Blaine.

“THE MAN FROM APPOMATTOX.”

Grant’s  chief backer was Roscoe G+
Conkling, of New York, one of the
ablest politicians the country iias de--
veloped, and Conkling hated Blaiue
with all his strength. His nom!nating
speech is reckoned only second to
Col. Robert Ingersoll’'s nomination of
Blaine four years before, in which the
celebrated “plumed knight” phrase cc-
curred. Conkling began his appeal in
the words:—
‘““When asked

from

Our solo reply shall be
He pomes from Appomattox, ! .

And its famous apple tree.”

His eloquence caught the couventioft.

but his hatred of Blaine caused Conk-
ling to go too far, and his conclud-
ing sentences made every Blaine man
in the hall grit his teeth. The bhallot-
ing began, the first vote showing Grant
with 304 and Blaine with 284. (Graat
needed only 74 votes more, but vote af-
ter vote was taken and he could never
rise above 313.

THE FATEFUL INTERRUPTION:

The third man was John Sherman,
of Ohio, whose supporters were ied
by James A. Garfield, the Governor of
the State. Garfield saw that Sherman
could not be elected, and it was plain
also that Blaine and Grant could de-
strov each other. Garfield made an ap-
peal for harmony. “What do w§
want?”’ he demanded, and was about
to answer ‘‘Peace,” when someone
shouted out “We want James A. Gar-
field.” Up to the thirty-fourth ballot
Garfleld got only one vote. Then Wis-
consin gave him 16 more, making 17,
upon which Garfield arose and pointed
out that his name was not properly be-
fore the convention. The chairman rui-
ed hilm out of order, and then the
stampede began, and although the gal-
lant 306 stood firmly by Grant, he was
beaten, and the tradition that no Pres-
ident should have ' a third term was
firmly established.

SOUTH AFRIGAN CONFEDERATION

A resolution of gieat impo-tance to

the British Empire as well as to the
future of South Africa, -vas adopted
the other day by the delegates from
Britain’s self-governing colonies in
that part of the world who have heen
assembled at Pretoria in an inter-
state Customs ani Railway Confer-
ence. The aim of the résolution was
to bring about the prompt establish-
ment of a South African federation
analogous to the Dominion of Canada
and the Australlen Comomonwedlth.
On the face of things the Pretoria
conference seems likely to have a
speedier and a no less far-reaching
effect on the political relations of Bri-
tain’s self-governing colonies in South
Africa, for the delegates to it are com-
posed of ministers and high officials
and therefore represent in an unusual
degree, the preponderant party, which
so far as three of the four colonies
are conceraed—to wit, Cape Colony,
the Transvaal, and the former Orange
Free State—is that of the Boers or
Afrikanders. Thers was no vague-
ness or ambigulty in tho expressed in-
tentions of this party. .Thé arinounce-
ment made by thé conference ‘was
that the delegates had agreed upon
the principle of closer uhion, had un-
dertaken to submit to their respective
parliaments certain resolutions em-
bodying that.principle and that they
would recommend their pariiaments: to
appoint forthwith delegates fo a na-
tional convention, whose business it
would be to frame g draft federal eon-
stitution. There is no doubt that the
parliaments of the three self-govern-—
ing colonies which are controlled - by
Boer ministers will quickly carry out
the plan proposed at Pretoria. It  is
only in Natal that opposition must be
expected and it is not for Natal's in-
terests long to held out aaginst the
project of South African gonfedera-
tion.

The national conwention is to con<
sist of delegates proportioned numer-.
ically to population, namely, twelves
from Cape Colony. eight from het
Transvaal, and five each from Orangai
River Colony and from Natal. It in‘,
also proposed that the delegates shalg";
vote by head or individually, and no#.
according to state. It may be thaf,
Natal will refuse to enter the coming
national conference unless her demand
that each of the four colonles shalf
have an equal voice, is granted. It.
would seem that such a concession:
might safely be made in view of the:
fact above mentioned that the Boer or!
Afrikander element is dominant in the
three other colonies.

That the ministers of Cape Co
the Transvaal and the Orange River
Colony have already -definite concep—
tions of the features which they think
the draft scheme of confederation,
should contain, is evident from their/
avowed intention that the project of’
unification shall undergo no extensive
parliamentary discussion until the na~
tional convention shall have drawn up
the proposed organic law.. Of course,
the state legislatures will have to be
asked to give their assent to the ap-;
pointment of delegates, but it is un-
derstood that outside of Natal the re-
quest will be purely formal and  ac-
quiescence perfunctory. Even - when
the draft constitution is submitted to
the colonial legislatures, 1no powsar of
amendment will be conceded to ‘them.
but they will be called upon either to
accept or reject the proposed federa-,
tion poicy. So great is the pressure that
ministers are able to apply that no-
body doubts their ability to secure &
prompt adoption of the new scheme of
confederation, so far as all the South
African self-governing colonies are COn"
cerned, except Natal.

BRIDGE GAN BE
RAPIDLY FINISHED

OTTAWA, June 23.—Henry Holgates,
C.E., chairman of the Quebec Bridge
Commission, examined before the spe-
cial commons committee investigating
the financial relations of the Quebec
Bridge Company with the government.
practically foreshadowed the govern-
ment policy in respect to the recon-
struction of the bridge. Mr. Holgates
recommended that the bridge be built
under the supervision of a commission
composed of three expert engineers se-
lected by the government without re-
gard to nationality, from the most em-
inent engineers in the world. A chief
engineer and competent stafl should
be given charge of the work of prepar-
ing plans and of construction. Mr.
Holgates further stated that no man
could now say what would be the cost
of the new structure, or if it would be
pos:sible to use the present plers. The
brigge, he said, was, from an engi-
neer's ‘standpwint, the greatest under-
taking ever attempted.. Experience
which had now been gained and re-
sults. of the experiments which would
be carried on during the next year or
so would, he belisved, demonstrate
that there was no reason why the
bridge should not be rapidly and eco-
nomically built. -

A lively
chase followed and the horse crossed
the bridge at a fast clip, followed at a
distanee ' by Cameron. The enraged
husband finally overtook the carriage

and running to the horse’s head grasp-
ed the bridle, bringing the animal to
a standstill. He then commanded his
wife to get out of the carriage, but at
this moment Coleman is alleged to
have drawn a revolver and pointed it
at Cameron's head. He said he would
blow Cameron’s brains out if he did
not let go of the horse’s head, but did
not carry out his threat.

Abouc a year ago Cameron had trou-
ble with Coleman, but the matter was
hushed over and nothing further was
heard regarding it.

Yesterday Sergt. Campbell arrested
Coleman on & warrant issued by Mag-
istrate Ritchie, and the man was taken
to the police station. He refused to
give the police any information regard-
ing himself, and in consequence found
himself in a cold cell somewhat sooner
than otherwise might have happened.
Coleman is charged on the police books
with having pointed a firearm at Wil-
liam A. Cameron without lawful ex-
cuse.

Bill to Prohibit Use of Tobacco by

OTTAWA, June 24—In the Commons
this morning, Hon. Mr. Fielding stated
that the question of instituting a gov-
ernment inspection for the banks ol
Canada was an important one and well
-worth study. However, the financial
minister by no means agreed as to
what the results would be. It would be
studied in time for the general vevis-
ijon of the bank act for next session
though the government did not think it
would be possible to introduce a m=2as-
ure this session.

The bill'to restrict the use of tobacco
to persons over 17 years of age was
given three readings ' without discus-
sion.

He explained that the pay-
ments of bhounty on lead would here-
after begin when the market price had
falien to 14 pounds, 10 shillings a on
instead of 12 pounds 10 shillings basis,
avhich had prevailed for five years.

WWhen the bounty had been introduced
five yvears 270, it had been stated not
more than two and a half wmillions
would be paid.

SUDDENLY THIS MORNING

take the former President to his home
in Princeton, only a short distance
away early made it evident that Mr.
Cleveland’'s condition was regarded as
very zerious. On May 1, a report be-
came current which was said to have
come from an official of the Equitable
Life Assurance Society that Mr. Clev-
eland was suffering from cancer of the
stomach. This was promptly denied by
Mr. Parker, the secretary of the trus-
tees of the ‘Equitable Society who af-
terwards acted for Mrs. Cleveland in
issuing statements of the condition of
the former President. Mr. Parker said
that Mr. Cleveland was suffering from
one of his periodical attacks of stom-
ach trouble and that was all. Mr. Cl2v-
eland remained at Lakewood for sev-
eral weeks thereafter and constant re-
ports of improvement in his condition
were issued from the hotel. About a
month ago he had sufficiently recover-
ed to be taken to his home in Princeton
making the journey in an automobile.
Yesterday it was reported again that
Dr. Bryant had been called to Mr.
Cleveland’s home in Princeton. Inquir-
ies made as to the reason for this visit
krought raassuring answers and it was
not publiely known until the announce-
ment of his death™ today that Mr.
Cleveland’s illness had again assumed
a critical phase. The news of his death
therefore, came with great unexpected-
ness to the public ai it is 'believed to
many of the friends of the ex-Presi-
dent.

PRINCETON, N. J., June 24. — Drs.
Bryant and Lockwood who came here
from New York early yesterday even-
ing remained at the C{gveland home all
night as was their cuStom when they
visited Princeton. While Mrs. Cleve-
land did not wish to alarm her friends
last *night by telling them that her
distinguished husband was again quite
ill, and in fact assured them that he
avas doing well, it became known to-
day that he took a slight turn for the
worse during the afternoon. There was
nothing alarming in his condition, it
was thought by the physicians, and the
former president passed a fairly good
night notwithstanding the oppressive
heat.

When Doctors Bryant and Lockwood
visited their patient they found him
“indisposed’” as one of them told it.
This was before 8 o’clock. Shortly after
that hour Mr. Cleveland seemed to fail.
The physicians recognized immediate-
ly the sympatoms. Immediate arrange-
ments were made to combat the attack.
With every resource at hand the phy-
sicians worked over their patient. Fin~
ally he lapsed into unconsciousness
and the end came at 8.40 o’clock. It is
believed that the terrific heat of the
last few days contributed in a great
degree to the sudden death of Mr.
Cleveland.

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“TIPS” AS WAITERS' WAGES.

Views of English Restaurant Proprietors
and Their Employees.

LONDON, June 23.—I had just fin-
ished luncheon, and was sitting back
comfortably, wondering whether I
should put two lumps of sugar-into
my coffee, when it suddenly struck me
that the walters were a very nice-.
looking, even distinguished-looking, lot
of men.

My thoughts were running on wait-
ers, for I had been reading the report
of the law case in which it was decided
that a waiter’s tips must be considered
to form a regular part of his wages.
A man employed by ,Spiers and Pond
was killed in the performange of his
duties. His family claimed compensa-
tion at the rate of 35c. a week, con-
tending that his wageés were made up
as follows: Pay, 12c. 6d.; food equal
to 12s. 6d.; tips, 10c.

The employers said the tips had
“nothing to do with the case,” but the
Court of Appeals decided otherwise.
Now the waiters have a legal charter.
They are entitled to thelr tips. The
threepence or sixpence which you give
your waiter is not a private matter
between you and him. It is a pay-
ment upon which both he and the res-
taurant proprietor reckon.

Waiters are paid at rates varying
fram 4e. to 168, with their food thrown
in. Judge Russell, who originally tried
this tipping court in his county court,
and whose decision has now been re-
versed, sald he thought 2Bc. a week
(half of it taken out for food) was a
very fair wage. Did he consider that
out of his 12s. 6d. a week the waiter
had to pay rent for his home and keep
his family and provide for his own
clothes? Even on 22s. 6d. a week, this
would not be easy. On 12s. 6d. it would
be impossible upon any decent scale.

A waiter nowadays must wear &
good suit and good .boots. He must
have clean linen, and look “well-
groomed,” to use the lady novelist's
phrase. What a remarkable contrast
the modern waliter is with the type
of waiter which comic- artists and
novelists used to delight in drawing.

He is, indeed, becoming so intelli-
gent, so steeped in modern views, that
he is inclined to object to the tipping
system altogether. At least, that is the
tendency among these who are em-
ployed at restaurants eof the ordinary
kind. They want. to be paid a fair
living wage without being dependent
upon tips.

At establishments like the Ritz, the
Carlton, the Savoy, on the other hand,
the waiters seem to be pretty well
satisfled with existing conditions.

‘Suppose,” said my waliter the other
day, in his soft, forelgn voice, when I
had lured him into conversation on the
subject, ‘“‘suppose a Waiters’ Union
fix a regular wage. I then get the same
as if T was at a restaurant in the
Strand or Plccadlily Circus. Now I get
nmuch worse. Here the gentlemen give
me, as a rule, twopense for every shil-
ling they spend. If a gentleman spends
156 shillings, for example, he gives me
half a crown. At the other restaur-
ants not so fashionable the average is
only one penny per shilling.”

“But woujdn't the smart places pay
better wages than the others?”’

“Not if a union rate is fixed. A me-
chanic gets th,e same money for certain
work, whether he does it for a small
employer or.for the largest in the
trade. No, I am better off as we are
now.”

That is all very well from the wait-
er's point of view, but how about the
public? Well, apparently the present
systeni is as good for them as any
other would be. i

“If I were to pay my waiters a liv-
ing wage and try to stop tipping, I
should be bound to put up my pricas,”
declared the proprietor of a Targe Ox-
ford street restaugant. *“And then
what would happen? My patrons would
not only pay more for their food; they
would also before long find they would
have to tip almost as much as they dc
now.

“You can’t stop tipping. Some peo-
ple will always do it—it may be out
of generosity, or from ostentation, or
from a desire to be specially well at-
tended to. And where one does it
others must follow. The result of the
change would not make any difference
o me, It would merely benefit the
waitdrs at the expense of the custom-
ers,”

“Ther. at present a stingy cyftomer
actually defrauds - the waiter 6ut of
part of his wages?”

The restauranteur
shoulders.

One of the waiters here was a stal-
wart in favor of a “living wage.” He
disliked the uncertainty of dﬁepending
for a large part of his income on tips.
He pointed out that at certain sea-
sons custom fell off and the waiters
suffered. He insisted on the indignity
of “cadging.”

“If a regular charge were made for
attendance,” he said, ‘it would not
be so bad. Regular customers look at
it in that way, and tip a fixed sum as
a2 matter of course. But a good many
seem to think we ought to be as grate-
ful to them as if they had given us
something for notbing. I can tell you
we earn all we get twice over. It's a
hard life is a waiter’s, and it ought
to ba well paid without any uncer-
tainty.”

Yet so long as certain people insist
on tipping even when they are asked
not to, the present system will con-
tinue, unless, indeed, the waiters
should become self-respecting enough
1o refuse tips. But that kind of self-
respect is not too conimon in any case.

UNITED STATES ON BAD
TERMS WITH VENEZUELA

e

Minister Has Left the Counfry—Other
Nations Are Aiso Having
Trouble.

'

CARACAS, June 22—Via Willemstad,
June 23—The members of the American
legation are awaiting the arrival of the
United States gunboat Marrietta at
Porto Cabello, the warship having
been ordered there for the purpose of
transferring them to the United States.
Jacob Sleeper, who has been acting 2s
chargs d’affaires since the departure of
the American minister W. W. Russell,
and Lieut. Francis A. Ruggles, the mil-
itary attache, withdrew from the lega-
tion at Caracas on Saturday and pro-
ceeded to Porto Cabello. The interests
of the United States were placad in
charge of the Brazilian legation as ti
representatives of the European na-
tions are having considerable fricrion
with President Castro’s government.

The American consular agent,” John
Brewer, remains here in charge of the
archives.

President Castro returned here sud-
denly a few days ago, after a long ab-
sence in the interior and his arrival at-
tracted much attention. All kinds cf
rumors are current and the withdrawal
of the representatives of the United
States is not quite understood by Ven-
ezuelans. It is probable, too, that there
will be an early rupture with Holland,
and there are reports that a yevoiution
against the administration ¥s being or-
ganized in Colombia. As matters now
stand, the United States, France ard
Colombia practically have no relations
with Venezeula. Great Britain and Hol-
land have serious questions pending
with the government, Germany alone
having no dispute.

Before his withdrawal from the lega-
tion, Mr. Sleeper sent a note to the
government asking for passports. This
note’ was answered in very considerate
language and the American charge was
informed that passports were unneces-
sary, inasmuch as he personally was
personna grata, and that diplomatic
immunity would continue until he was
on board the Marietta, there being no
question of war involved. The rom-
munication to Mr. Sleeper extended to
him the cordial wishes of the adminis-
tration for a happy voyage.

The recent diplomatic friction be-
tween Venezuela and Holland over the
closing of Venezuelan ports to Dutch
vessels and President Castro’'s decree
prohibiting the transhipment of cargo
in the island of Culacoa ed a cri-
sis several days ago, when the president
received a note sent to him by the
Dutch Minister J. H. Reus, protesting
against government hers being with-
drawpn, no advices had beep received
at the Venezuelan legation Jate tonight.

The present situation, in diplomatic
terms, is known as a state of expect-
ancy. The questions in dispute between
this country and Venezuela has been in
the hand of the solicitor of the state
department for the past fe wdays but
no satisfaction has been given *he Am-
erican representatives by President
Castro. The plague which exists. in
nearly all of the Venezuelan ports may
have induced Mr. Sleeper to obtain a
leave of absence at this time. Second
Assistant Secretary of State Adee, is
acting in the absence of Mr. Root and
Mr. Bacon, the first assistant.

It is understood that the real issues
between the United States and Vene-
zuela are the outcome principally of the
American claims against that country,
growing out of the cancellation by the
government of that country of various
concessions to American corporations
and individuals which have been the
subject of a speech to congress by the
president.

The inability of the United States to
meet the obligations without resort to
certain compulsory measures which
might involye war is bellevéd to be the
true explanation of the course of the
State Department in terminating diplo-
matic relations with Venezuela. The im-
mediate effect of this action is to leave
Venezuela to various European powers
which feel that they have a just grie-
vance against that country which must
be redressed. |

To the Star:

The compulsion of the rigid adher-
ence of teachers to the hard fast, and
ill advised rules laid down by the Su-
perintendent and Principals of the pub-
lic schools of St. John, has frequently
been the cause of the ruin of many a
bright and clever, but excitable and
nervous child between the ages of six
and ten. To plead the cause of nany
anxious parfents I will give an exam-
ple. A week ago, my younger girl, aged
eight, had the misfortune to awake cne
morning just too late to get to her
school punctually by 9 a. m., conse-
quently so great was her terror (it is
surely a sin for any school on earth.to
make a rule the enforcement of which
creates terrorism in the child) at the
mere thought, that she rushed down-
stalrs in a half dressed condition,
threw herself upon a chair and went
into a paroxysm of hysterical tears cry-
ing out: “There now I know Miss ——
will put me down at the bottom of the
class and I have worked so hard to get
to the top. I just hate these schools
and will not go any more.” -But this
only inadequately describes the pitiable
state of mind and body my poor little
girl seemed to be thrown into, and at
the sight of which I experienced a deep
pang of grief, as any parent imight
“.'ell do, for I instinctly felt that this
tiny mite knew, too, what true, hard
brain work meant, I could see deep
down into her little heart how she had
struggled with her little problems, and,
consequently valued the results. Of
course there was but one outcome of
my soHloquy. I instantly decided not to
let this sensitive little plant enter that
school again and risk the damping of
her soul’s sweet ardency, such a keen
little intellect is too precious to be at
the mercy of the too young and inex-
perienced teachers of the lower grades.
I maintain that it constitutes a very
grave error to take away a child’s po-
sition in her class for the usually ex-
ocusable offence (and very often not the
child’s fault at all) of being a few min-
utes late. Except for the abstinate na-
ture of the school trustees, I would say
much more, but I feel it is useless to
cast pearls before swine, sorI will cen—-
clude withi the suggestion that they
read an article in “World Wide” for
June 20th headed ‘“Public School In-
struction,” by Luther H. Culick. It
might possibly do them good, for the
benefit of the public I will quote just a
few of this clever writer's lines, to-
wards the end of his article he says:
“We know that nervous diseases
among children are increasing. We be-
lleve that these disorders are related
to the increased tersion upon c¢hildreén.

employing an expert to ascertain the

Carefaker at Lake Robertson Tells How
He Was Beaten by Three Men.

Ieitch
threw complainant on the grouad and
hit him on the face. Johnson also
caught hold of Sproul and told Leitch
to beat him. He then told them to
&et up and fight fair,

Johnson called on Wm. Robertson to
help part them, and Robertson sang
out: “No. @Give it to him, George.”
After a short time they were separat-
ed. Complainant said his ears were
cut and bleeding and his breast was
bruised black and blue, where Leitch
assaulted him. He called on Dr. Chris-
tie who attended him.

Dr. W. A. Christie gave egidence that
he examined ecomplainant’s breast and
found it discolored. One of his ribs
was injured and he complained of
pains.

The complainant was recalled and
said he had stopped the men from
fishing on the lake, as he was ordered
to do so by the Director.

To Mr. Campbell. Complainant said
that Leitch and Robertson had been
working for Johnson, and whistled af-
ter his wife. On the Saturday previous

he called for Leitch and asked which |

it was, he or Robertson, who whistled
after his wife.

Henry Thomson, a colored man, who
lives at Loch Lomond, said he was
working at Mr. Johnson’s and saw.
Leitch strike Mr. Sproul. Sproul’s face
was covered with blood.
