HALIFAX, June 12.—Attorney Gen­
eral Longley, president of the Nova 
Scotia Historical Society, has received 
a telegram from the state department, 
Washington, announcing that a United 
States warship will be at Annapolis 
on June 20, to take part In the tercen­
tenary celebration of the landing 
there of De Monts, on June 1st, 1604. 
That expedition of De Monts was the 
first for colonization purposes in what 
is now British North America. The 
British flagship Ariadne will be there 
for the celebration and so will be the 
French cruiser Troude, permission hav­
ing been secured to land armed Jack 
tars from the American and French 
warships, who with the British will 
form a joint international guard of 
honor.

11 res, but have found no trace of HALIFAX, June 13.—'The oil tank 
steamer Pennoil, from Rotterdam 
bound for Philadelphia, reached port j 
this afternoon with broken rudder post 
and reporting a very hard experience 
in mid-ocean a week ago today. At 
the height of a heavy gale, when 460 
miles southeast of Halifax, the mis- 1 
hap occurred. The steamer became , 
unmanageable, and if assistance could 
have been secured the captain would 
gladly have availed himself of it, but 
there was none in sight and Captain 
Volga set to work with his engineers 
to effect repairs. A piece of angle iron 
was fastened to eaxih side of the rud­
der and a cross piece was attached to 
it, from which a four inch steel haw­
ser was connected with the steering 
gear through the hawse pipes at each 
side of the ship. This was done with 
a heavy sea breaking over the men. 
With this temporary contrivance the 
captain was able safely to steer the 
steamship to port. The Pennoil will 
likely go into dry dock.

Turning to the tariff changes Mr. 
Bell showed that in both woollens, 
twines and cordage there had been an

Mr. Emmerson Replies to Some 

Questions in Ottawa—Amounts 

Expended on New Bruns- 

' wick Wharves.

OTTAWA, June 8.—Replying to Dr.
Daniel of SL John, today, Hon. Mr.
Hyman, acting minister of public 
works, said the total amount expend­
ed to May 1st, 1904, In the construc­
tion and maintenance of the public 
wharf at Cole’s Point, Dorchester,
Westmorland Co., was $27,852.29, and 
that no returns as to the revenue up 
to that date had been received at the 
marine and fisheries department. The 
same minister further stated in an­
swer to Dr. Daniel that $25,466.25 had 
been expended up to May 1st, 1904, in 
the construction and maintenance of 
the upper or new public wharf at 
Hopewell Cape, Albert Co., and that 
the total revenue to the same date was 
only $54.

In addition to the above,- Dr. Daniel 
drew out the information that $11.162.24 
had been expended to May 1st in the 
construction of the old public wharf 
at Hopewell Cape, Albert Co.

Replying to Mr. I-efurgey, P. E. I., 
who asked, what is the local passen­
ger rate in effect on the I. C. R. system 
and (2) what is the through passenger 
rate per mile in effect from Montreal 
and Quebec to Atlantic ports, Hon.
Mr. Emmerson read the following 
statement :

1. The local passenger fares are bas­
ed as follows: The first class fare 
is three cents (.03c.) per mile up to 
100 miles; and from 100 up to 400 miles 
the rate per mile is lessened until 
400 miles is reached, when the rate is 
two cents (.02c.) per mile or $8.00 first 
class for 400 miles. This is the lowest 
rate per mile first class. For dis­
tances 800 miles and over the rate is 
two cents (.02c.) per mile first class 
For any distance over 400 miles, but 
under 800 miles (say 600 miles) the 
rate is based by adding the tariff for 
400 miles — $8.00 to the tariff for 200 
miles — $4.78, making $12.78 first class 
fare for 600 miles.

—Théophile Belanger was hanged this 
morning for the murder of his brother- 
in-law, Antoine Seguln, of St. Bus tache 
on February 12, 1908. Belanger went 
calmly to the scaffold and before 
mounting the steps said he was pre­
pared to die.

The drop fell at 8.02 a. m. and the 
doctor said that as soon as Belanger 
felt the trap fall, fright caused rupture 
of the heart. This is the first occasion 
In Canada In which a man who has 
been hanged showed no sign of life 
after the drop had fallen. All the vil­
lagers attended mass this morning, the 
hanging taking place while It was In 
progress.

The condemned man was a well-to- 
do farmer. Trouble had been brewing 
between him and victim for a long time 
over a board bill. The old trouble 
reached a climax a year and a half ago 
when Belanger attempted to force his 
brother-in-law to leave. Hie discovery 
that a life lease stood in the way evi­
dently impelled him to shed human 
blood.

According to his confession he shot 
Seguin as he was entering his own 
bam. Nobody saw the act or heard 
the shot, but suspicion pointed to Bel­
anger.

A painful episode of the case was the 
prisoner's declaration after his arrest 
that he shot 8egutn because the latter 
had dishonored Belanger’s grown-up 
daughter. The story was afterwards 
declared untrue by the accused.

Old Portland church was the first to 
minister to the spiritual needs of the 
people of the north end in the long 
ago, and though fire’s ravages have 
laid It in ashes, and there have been 
other temporal difficulties warranted

! Provincial Lord’s Day Acts which have 
been passed since confederation, Invalid, 
on the ground that they constituted an 
.interference with the criminal code, 
and therefore dealt with questions that 
,come properly only within the jurisdic­
tion of the dominion law.

The effects of this decision are nat­
urally very widespread, but inasmuch 
as they have been clearly indicated In 
the Lord’s Day Advocate (Sept., 1903), 
It will be sufficient if attention Is 
briefly called to Its working In the pro­
vince of New Brunswick.

In our own province the effect of the 
I Privy Council’s decision is very seri- 
: ous; more so, perhaps, than In any 
other province, and we are thrown 
back upon the anti-confederation
(Lord’s Day Act, which, while fairly 
comprehensive, Is so worded that much 
would depend In proceedings upon the 
Interpretation of magistrates and
judges. For the information of the 
public we subjoin the act as it appears 
upon the statute book:

“Whoever shall openly desecrate the 
Lord’s day, commonly called Sunday, 
by shooting, gaming, sporting, playing, 
hunting, drinking or frequenting tip­
pling houses, or
(works of mercy or necessity except­
ed), shall for every offence pay a fine

Lord Minto was sworn in November 

11, 1898, but his appointment was made 
in the previous July. His five year 
term expired six months ago, and it 
is therefore no surprise, though it is a 
matter of general regret, that he and 
his family are soon to leave us. The 
name of his successor has been an­
nounced, and we may assume that the 
statement is probably authoritative. 
Earl Grey is a brother of Lady Minto 
and is not unfamiliar with Rideau 
Hall. His father was a general in the 
army, and in this he followed the tra­
ditions of the family, for the first earl 
was a distinguished commander in the 
American war. Before he succeeded to 
the title Albert Henry George Grey 
sat through two terms in the house of 
commons. The late earl, who died in 
1894, was one of the liberal peers, 
and the present earl was elect­
ed in 1880 and again in 1885 as a sup­
porter of Mr. Gladstone. In 1886 he 
voted against the home rule bill, and 
in the following election, contesting 
Tyneside as a unionist, he was defeat­
ed. He was not a candidate in 1892 
and two years later went to the house 
of lords. Lord Grey was largely inter­
ested in the South African enterprises 
of Cecil Rhodes and the Chartered 
Company. After the Jameson raid he 
was sent out to succeed Dr. Jameson 
as administrator of Rhodesia. This 
made it necessary for him to part with 
his interest in the Chartered Company 
and imposed upon him some serious 
duties. He arrived on the spot when 
the Matabele uprising was at its 
height, and the control of operations 
fell largely upon him. He is, we be­
lieve, one of the administrators of the 
Rhodes scholarship trust. The only 
son of Lord Grey has the title of Vis­
count Howick and is twenty-five years 
of age. Canadians will perhaps be 
more interested in his family of four 
daughters. The Grey estates in North­
umberland include some 17,000 acres.

Professor James W. Robertson was 
in the city yesterday on his return 
from Kingston, where he delivered an 
address and conferred with the trus­
tees of the consolidated school. He is 
of the opinion that the building there 
is much more expensive than was re­
quired for a school of that type. Sir 
William Macdonald, who pays for the 
building, will not complain, though he 
naturally desires to have the money 
contributed by him used to the best 
advantage. But Professor Robertson 
desires it to be understood that other 
districts proposing to consolidate need 
not suppose that it is necessary to 
spend so much. He considers that an 
outlay of $6,000 or $8,000 for building 
and equipment is sufficient for the con­
solidation of half a dozen rural schools, 
with provision for nature study and 
manual training. The opportunity is 
within the reach of all places where 
five or six school districts can be 
brought together.

Professor Robertson says that the 
school at Kingston will be fairly re­
presentative of one type. The Mac­
donald school in Ontario is in connec­
tion with the agricultural college. 
That of Nova Scotia is an illustration 
of the consolidation of a village school 
with rural schools, and is a complete 
success. The Prince Edward Island 
experiment is of another type. That 
at Kingston is intended to be an ex­
periment of the consolidation of the 
purely rural schools. It is carried out 
under disadvantages as great as are 
likely to occur elsewhere. The sections 
are not in the line of public travel. 
The people are on the whole intelli­
gent and desire a good education for 
their children. But they have not all 
been enthusiastic supporters of the 
plan, and some have yet to be con­
vinced of its merits, 
wealth is not large, the population is 
somewhat scattered, and some of th^ 
residents are connected by business re­
lations and lines of communication 
more with outside localities than with 
their partners in this school project. 
In short the conditions are such as to 
make the place a fair criterion of rural 
consolidation districts.

The school staff is, however, one of 
exceptional ability.

WÔÔ'dSTOCK, June 13,—George Gee, 

under sentence ot death, whose execu­
tion is set for July 22nd, takes matters 
very coolly in his cell in the jail. There 
is nothing of a boasting or braggart 
spirit, only he seems to take his fate 
as inevitable and has evidently decid­
ed that his days are few and he shall 
make the best of the short time he has 
left to him. He eats very heartily, 
sleeps well, and has gained in weight 
since his confinement.

Gee has nothing of the appearance 
of a murderer. He is a good looking 
young man, with clean cut features, 
large grey eyes, and a rather well 
shaped head.
His visitors are few, and only upon 
special provision are they allowed to 
see him, outside those who are con­
nected in an official way. Every night 
Constable McKinnon sleeps in an ad­
joining cell. He says Gee is keeping 
up simply wonderfully. A petition has 
been gotten up, which will be forward­
ed to Ottawa early next week, asking 
that the sentence of death be com­
muted to imprisonment for life. The 
petition has been signed by something 
like 400 u- - pie and many more names 
could be secured did time permit. 
Among the names are some of the 
leading people of Woodstock and of 
the county. The counsel who were 
engaged in the defence, Messrs. Hart­
ley and Ketchum, will attach to the 
petition the ground upon which clem­
ency is asked and they hope that these 
grounds will have some weight with 
the minister of justice. It may not be 
generally known that the surgeons who 
perform an operation upon a person 
who has been wounded are very fully 
protected under the provisions of the 
Criminal Code. It is there set forth 
that if a wound of a dangerous nature 
is inflicted from which death results, 
the person inflicting the wound, kills

the person wounded, although the im­

When the witnesses came to Wood- 
stock to attend the trial the general 
opinion was that they were rather a 
good looking lot of people.

He had every 
opportunity for the play of his evil 
nature and his evil nature soon got 
the mastery. He was infatuated with 
the girl he shot. He had taken her to 
hie mother, thinking she would stay 
there while he was away in the woods. 
He came back and found her living 
•with Benny Gee, her brother-in-law, 
whose wife had left him. It is said 
he found them In compromising cir­
cumstances, 
nerved him to the awful deed he com­
mitted. Unfortunately for him these 
afforded no excuse, indeed the first 
supplied the motive. Hi» haste to get 
the doctors after the shooting was at 
least a good trait, and better still was 
his care for Bennie's little children 
who were with him in the house, for he 
said he would have flred through the 
house had it not been for them. He 
awaits his fate, whatever it may be, 
stoically. His nerve will not forsake 
him. He appears to be sorry for his 
deed in a way, though he may regard 
his action as meritorious, inasmuch as 
the girl is saved from a fate

Earl Grey Appointed Gov­
ernor General of 

Canada.
He is a Brother of Lady Minto and 

Was In Canada a Few Years

Ago.

LONDON, June 11,—It Is announced 
that Earl Grey, lord lieutenant of 
Northumberland, has been appointed 
to succeed the Earl of Minto as gover­
nor gênerai of Canada.

Albert Henry Grey, fourth Earl Grey, 
whose appointment as governor gen­
eral of Canada Is announced, has had 
already some colonial experience, hav­
ing been administrvtor of Rhodesia 
for two years, from 1896 to 1897.

He was born November 25, 1851, 
and is a son of General Hon. Charles 
Grey.

He was educated at Harrow, Trinity 
College, Cambridge, where he was 
senior law history tripos in 1873.

He entered politics in 1880, when he 
was elected liberal M. P. for South 
Northumberland. For the short par­
liament, 1885-6, he sat for Tynside divi­
sion, Northumberland, and since 1899 
he has been lord lieutenant of North­
umberland.

Earl Grey is a brother of Lady Minto, 
and came out to Canada a couple of 
years ago, when he visited Rideau 
Hall for several weeks. He has one 
son and five daughters.

HYGIENIC BAKERY.
The real damage began at the 

Hygienic bakery, No. 134 to 138, where 
all that is left of that thriving Indus­
try is a mass of charcoal and black­
ened ruins. The whole plant, build­
ings, machinery, ovens and all 
swept by the flames, and in a very few 
minutes from the time it caught the 
building was a total wreck. E. J. 
Hieatt, the proprietor, who lived up­
stairs over the bakery, is an English­
man and has been here for some years.

Mr. Hleatt’s three little children wère 
saved with difficulty, being taken out 
In their night clothes.
Insurance, but his loss Is a bad blow. 
Mr. Hieatt has rented the Bryden place 
on Union street and will begin opera­
tions today.

A. D. Smith cared for Mr. Murdoch af­
ter the latter was conveyed to the 
dentist’s office in a wagon.

Only Saturday he had received 
a new lot of.goods, consisting of ori­
ental trinkets, direct from China, on 
which he paid freight and duty to the 
amount of over $300. Fook Wah, who 
lived In a room over his store, feels 
his loss very keenly, and Sunday 
morning could be seen digging in the 
ruins for any remains of his cash box 
which contained $260 In gold and bills. 
He succeeded in finding a roll of char­
red bills, which will probably be re­
deemable.
