It is the most ngrthély wé
tropolis of Europe, being placed in the high lavtade
of nearly sixty degrees. It is a noble city, and one,
the sight of which well repays the task of visiting it
and its beauty is the more remarkable, on account
‘of the quickness of its glowth, which occupied a
shorter space of time than has been needed for the
erection of many single buildings. Withont doubt,
itia now entitled to rank amongz the finest cities of)
Europe. and in some respects it must be allowed to

FOUNDATION AND HISTORY. !

This modern capital 6f Russia was founded by
Peter the Great, whose “name, indeed, it bears.
The grand object of that celebrated monarch was to

. make his subjects a commercial people : for he was
fally sensible of their low rank in the scale of civi-
lized Europe, and well knew that nothing would

/ more strongly conduce to their improvemeant than

~~that intercourse with other countries which is con-
sequeft upon troffic. But, (o the attainment of his
. object, a free and uninterrupted communication
withthe ocean was essential; and this the Russians
had not. The sea which bounded their territory in
the cold regions ofthe north, wasshut up during
half'the year, besides being far distant and difficult
* of access at all times: and the Bultic wasin the hands

of Peter's most powerful enemies, the Swedes, whose
tanomn g, o4 VR e A b
whilg ot its waters in triumph.” "The

Czar resolved, howuser, to gain a footing upon this
4300l and it was not lofig before he accomplished his
‘ purpose.

At the [beginning of the 18th fcentury, he com-
menced a war against Sweden, énd in the course of
two years his efforts to drive her troops from the
provinces of Ingria aud Carelia, on either side of
the Gulf of Finland, were atteuded with considera-
ble success.  One of his exploits was. the capture of
a fortress on the north bank of the. lNéva, nexr to the
sput where St Petersburgh now «twds ; and when
this was accomplished, the czar culied a council of
war with a view te determine whether he shonld
strengthen the fortifications of this new congnest, or
look out for another position more extensive, and
less distant from the sen.. The latter course was
udopted, and.ghe choice fell upon-one of the islands;”
formed by the branches of the Neva, at the spot
where that river empties itself into the Guif of Fin-
land. The fortress which thus arose was named St.
Pgtersburgh ; and from this beginuing sprang the
present capital of the Russian empire

ed, were extremely great, and would certainly have
deterred a less obstinate wan from persevering in it.
