Joaguin Miller’s New Poems.

It is in England, rather than in America,
that Joaquin Miller receives his fall meed
of praise. His throbbing, spontaneous,
gorgeous-colored verse is too unconvention-
al to meet the full approval of American
readers. It is perhaps not <o remarkable
as some critics would have us believe, that
in literary matters the American public
should be more conventional,—I may even
say more prudish—than that of Great
Britain. The English reader is secure in
the antiquity and ripeness of his culture.
His position and the accuracy of his taste
he feels to be beyond question.  With con-
fidence, therefore, he is ready toadmire the
extremest novelty, if it strikes him as justi-
fied by its power or its beauty.  The
American reader, onthe other hand, still feels
the struggle it has cost his people to escape
their former limitations. License, undis-
ciplined thought and expression, erudity—
these he has had to contend with, in his en-
vironment and within himself. If he has
conquered them, it has been by means of
an exeggerated devotion to the proper, the
symmetrical. Hence the inevitable distrust
of what lacks the sanction of precedent. To
such a general statement as this there will
occur, of course, many cxceptions; but I
believe it is truc as the expression of a dis-
tinet tendency. The work of Joaquin Mill-
er is wanting in that nice repose, that kid-
gloved restraint, which it costs a new coun-
try such effort to attain; hence its beauties
are regarded with suspicion.
in its spontancous vigor, its contempt for
mere eleganee, it has been taken abroad as
characteristically Awmerican; and this has
been righteously resented. It is not strange
that Miller went abroad to find a right ap-
preciation of his genius.  In England he is
regarded as one of the very greatest of
American singers.

The volume before us* is made up of
two sustained poems, “The Sca of Fire™
and ‘“The Rhyme of the Great River,” hoth
in the poet’s most characteristic style
Miller is essentially a ger, a teller of
tales, and has little care for dainty conceits,
or for the weaving of intricate artificial
forms. His method is that of the minstrels,
who knew no need of haste and no dread
of reputation. The stream of his narrative
winds perpetually, and lingers in eddies
and pools. = The pools ave’ still, and filled

As in most of Miller's nareatives, the
story of *The Sea of Fire"” begins with a
burst of light, and flames across the view
like a metcor, with utter night before and
cafter it. It leaves one unsatisfied, cager
with questions. Tt leaves one moved, aware
of a strange new existence of which but a
dazzling glimpse has been revealed to him.
““The Rhyme of the Gireat River” is even
more disconnected and wayward than Mill-
cr has taught us to cxpect.  Miller's me-
thod of telling his story, by the presenta-
tion of a swift succession of vivid pictures,
to which one supplies the context for him-
self, scarcely permits of the introduction of
interludes and meditations.  Yet of such
this poem is full; and wonderfully lovely
they are, which still further distracts the at-
tention from the main.story. Perhaps it
would be fair to regard the poem as some-
thing distinctly broader than a mere story
—as a fragment torn bodily out of the life
ot the Enchantress City, New Orleans.
Certainly the very spirit of this city and of
its great river, and of all that south of
which it is the pulse, burns through these
passionate stanzas. A sense of mystery, of
the perpetual presence of the Divine in na-
ture, of devout but fearless reverence, per-

Oliphant asserts has taken place in his own
person we are to take Lis word. He
furthermore has discovered that the spirit
has a dielectric covering, which separates
it from the body, and the hody has its
diclectrie cutiele.” We exist, in fact, like
onions in concentric layers. In death the
two coverings are thrown off and the spirit
is emancipated. "I'his andmuch more enters
into Scientific Religion as Mr. Oliphant ex-
pounds it.—New York Sun.

Everybody in “St. John knows John
O'Brien's Indian. Ten years of service in
the tobacco business have made him familiar
to all. He is now taken in the ordinary
course of 'things, and does mnot attract
special attention, except when he has re-
ceived 3 new coat of paint, or has a small
boy huddled in about his feet. It is
strangers arriving in the city that give the
Indian his due. Scores of raw countrymen
often stand with open mouth, looking at
the dashing wooden man, and others ask
a hundred questions about the Indian, such
as: ‘“Where did he come from? Who
does he represent? What is his name?
How tall is he ?” and so forth. And no-
body can answer them quicker and better
than John.

The Indian has a history. He does not
belong to this country, having made his
first appearance in public as the figurehead
of a vessel on the other side of the water.
The vessel was named after him, being
called the Indian Chief, and, by the ex-
pression on his face, it would seem as
though he fully realized the honor con-
ferred upon him, instead of on the ‘‘cap-
tain’s daughter,” as is usually the case.
John O'Brien’s Indian has travelled, and
has had his feet wet many a time; but he
gave up his roving life about ten years ago,
and has been pointing his hand in the
direction of Carleton ever since. During
that time he has had some curious experi-
ences. While the Northwest rebellion was
in progress, he was in constant danger of
bemg cxterminated by blood-thirsty and
intoxicated volunteers, but the Indian stood
outside the door as usual, saying nothing,
though people called him Pound Maker,
Crowfoot and other names that denoted
everything bad in the Indian line.

That he has been more than an ordinary
attraction has been proved time and time
again. A young man from Nova Scotia
made his second visit to St. John about a
year ago. Some time before that, he spent
a few days in the city, but the only thing
he remembered seeing was John O'Brien’s
Indiany which he recognized at once, and
almost wanted to shake hands with him,
though the Indian was about to receive a
coat of paint and was looking rather
shabby. i
Most people arriving at the depot from
the rural districts have parcels more or
lesy large.

Sawdust Turning Into Soil.

Did any, ot the Timberman readers ever
make a study of sawdust turning into soil?
Donbtless many have, in some measure,
given the idea a passing thought, but have
not watched the action of nature in resolv-
ing back again into its original elements
the capital she had lent out over a thousand
years ago, to build up the stock in trade of
a pine tree. The study is one of engross-
ing interest, and its results are well worthy
of a brief notice in these columns. Twenty-
five years ago, East Saginaw, Mich., was a
scattering hamlet, built here and there
among and along the edges of swamps and
bayous, bordering the Saginaw river. The
sawdust and debris of the mills were used
to fill up tbese inequalities, more for the
purpose of getting rid of the annoying ac-
cumulations, than from any well "defined
knowledge of the value of such material,
or its possible use as a future soil. From
year to year the work went on. The
swamps .and bayous were filled up,
and soil was spread on top of the
sawdust of variable thicknesses, from six-
teen inches to two feet. Strange as it
may seem there was no settling of the
ground, and heavy buildings were erected
upon the soil thus made. These buildings
are the best in the city, and show no
cracked walls. Sewers are dug through
what was formerly a bed of sawdust, and
while traces of the original material can yet
be found, still there is a clear evidence of
the transformation process going on, beheld
in each shovel of matter thrown out. It
would be difficult to fully and clearly ex-
plain this process. It looks as though the
exudations rising up from beneath the over-
lying debris are continually acting as dis-
tilling elements, by which the granules of
sawdust gather to themselves earth incrus-
tations, and finally become a homogeneous
conglomeration of original soil, without
undergoing action of decomposition. This
hypothesismay not be any clearer than mud,
but it is certain that one of the finest and
most substantial cities in Michigan, rests
secure today on a bed of sawdust, which
latter has resolved itself into its original
elements within a quarter of a century.
Can any one account for this?>— The Tim-
berman, Chicago.

Children Who Have Passed Their Exami-
nations Take a Longer Vacation.

Two results are visible at present from
the carly holding of the school examina-
tions. Many of the pupils who have graded
arc taking a longer vacation, and those
who are kept at school by their parents
have lost, to a great extent, their interest
in their studies. These results are impor-
tant, and show plainly that a great mistake
has been made.

ProGress’ representative called upon
several teachers in the schools, this week,
and obtained their attendance average dur-
ing the weeks June 4-9 and June 18-25.
The decrease is very noticeable. In one
building alone the number of school days
lost was about 200. In another building
the decrease was even more noticeable.

«Every boy cannot be a news agent,”
said the manager at St. Johnto ProGRESs,
+Of all the St. John boys who have been
in our employ only one has made a good
agent. He was too good and did not last
long. St. John lads haven’t enough ‘gall.’
‘We get our best agents from Montreal, and
have one from Prince Edward Island. The
boys we employ here seem to be content to
earn just enough to keep them, while the
upper province lads try to make all the
money they can and as they get 25 cents on
every dollar they take in, the wages they
make are pretty large.”

To be a good agent'a boy must be sharp,
have a good memory of faces and be able
to tell by looking at a man just what he is
likely to buy. Before selling anything the
agent walks through the train and takes ob-
servations. By the time he reaches the
end of the train he has a pretty good idea
how much money he is goingtotake in. He
does not base his calculations on the num-
ber of passengers on board, but on the kind
of people they happen to be. The agent
always knows the local passengers by the
amount of baggage they carry and the
serious way in which they do everything.
He never expects to sell them anything, ex-
cept perhaps the St. John papers.  The
person who has travelled a long distance is
more jovial and seems to take things easy.
Their personal appearance generally gives
an idea of what they are likely to buy.
The commercial men are noisy, make them-
selves known to everybody, find out all
about the town from the agent, and if he
has visited the placebefore ask about every-
body they know, especially the agent who
was on the train when they came round
last. The train boys like the commercial
men, beeause it is seldom they get off with-
out buying something.

The boys always have a good idea of
what kind of 2 book a passenger is likely

* to buy, and they generally suit theix men.

3

They always give a minister such books as
The Pearly Gates, Self Help or T'he Way
io Hearen. One boy was somewhat taken
back wien he handed a clerical-looking
man the latter book, and was asked how
people “get there,” by train or boat. The
train boys =ay that clergymen sometimes
ask for novels, and they have known them
to buy and read detective stories.

An old news agent told ProGress that
he always knew a politician the minute he
saw one, as they loock ‘‘sharp,” and go
about as if they owned the car. He gen-
erally handed politicians = such works as he
gave to ministers, or the latest novel.

Young women always buy love stories,
while elderly ladies generally throw them
to one side and censure the boy for selling
such “‘stuff.”

News agents seldom lose any books on
the trains, although some passengers will
try to conceal them. Women, the boys
say, have to be looked after more than men,
as they will put the books on their laps and
throw a shawl or light wrap over them, and
the agent will be obliged to ask for the
book or money. Some young women
leave the cars with books in their lands,
and when the agents ask them for the
money, say they thought the  hooks were
given away.

The train boys say that they can always
tell Prince Edward Island girls when they
see them. They are always very giddy.
The boys supply them with prize packages,
and collect after the contents are disposed
of. The girls, in many cases, think the
agent has been treating them and pay with
reluctance.

Lord Stanlev’s Jumbo.

One of the carriages of Lord Stanley
which arrived on Saturday from Quebec
and remained at the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way depot until today, is an impressive ve-
hicle. The bottom of the carriage is simi-
lar to the ordinary turnouts used here with
a covered top, but it is hung in a peculiar
way. There are four high steel springs at-
tached to the axles of the vehicle. The
body of the carriage does not rest on these,
but on leather straps which pass between
them. The steel springs resemble hoops,
somewhat flattened. In front of the body
of the carriage is a high seat for the coach-
man fully five feet above the main part of
the vehicle, and behind is another seat for
the footman away up in the air, higher than
the front seat. he whole carriage is
gorgeously gotten up. The wheels are
massive with silver plated caps for the hubs
and the body and boxes are emblazoned
with the Stanley coat of arms. The ap-
pearance of the vehicle created much in-
terest at the depot.
