He-
bert and Emma Clouatre, after being
married by a Protestant minister, bad
lived together for a considerable time.
His Holiness, the Pope, in 1908, had
jssued the “Ne Temere” decree, pur-
porting to govern the marriage of Ca-
tholics throughout the world. Article
2 provided that only those marriages
are valid which are contracted before
the parish priest, or a priest delegated
by him. On November 12, 1910, Arch-
bishop Bruchesi jssued a decree declar-
ing the Hebert marriage null and void,
because the two parties were Catholics
and had been married by a Protestant
minister. The plaintiff then asked that
the eivil court should, “in consequence™
declare the marriage null and void, and
Mr, Justice Laurendeau confirmed the
decree of the Archbishop.
