Ottawa, Feb. 18.—After a holiday of 
three weeks the Senate resumed sit­
tings today. The U

Proceedings were brief. The chief 
item was a proposal to curtail appeals 
from the Canadian courts to the Privy 
Council.

Senator David moved the appoint­
ment of a committee to consider the 
advisability of limiting the right of 
appeal to the Privy Council to certain 
classes.’

He said a committee had considered 
the question last year and while it 
had gained much valuable lnformatioh 
it had been unable to complete its 
work before prorogation. He wanted 
the committee to, take up the subject 
and make a report.

He also 
suggested that Senator Glrrolr be ad­
ded to the committee.

Senator David agreed to this and 
also named Senator Bosjicfc as a mem­
ber of the committee.

The resolution carried.

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Ottawa, Feb. 18.—It was a case of 

satan rebuking sin In the House of 
Commons this afternoon when A. K. 
MacLean of Halifax moved his fa­
mous resolution respecting electoral 
purity. Mr. MacLean made a plea for 
greater purity in elections and an in­
vestigation of corrupt practices. He 
tpoke as one who knows and when he 
stated that there was no country in 
the Empire where elections are car­
ried on as corruptly as in Canada, 
there was a smile on the faces of most 
of the members on the government 
side of the house. Conditions, he said, 
were deplorable to which sweeping 
statement members of the opposition 
party nodded sage assènt. He quoted 
the English law under which a can­
didate is compelled within two months 
of his election to file a statement of 
his election expenses and expressed 
the thought that this law could very 
well be emulated In Canada with good 
effect. Candidates In Canada are sup­
posed to file a statement but it is not 
accompanied by a declaration and the 
penalty provided for failure to do so 
is not sufficiently stringent here. In 
England a member cannot take his 
seat until he has complied with the 
law and this section Mr. MacLean 
thought especially. worthy of emula-

Londou, Feb. 18—In order to regis­

of Maximo Castillo, the Mexican ban­
dit chief, charged with responsibility 
for the Cumbre tunnel tragedy, on 
American soli, has furnished a knotty 
problem for officials here. From the 
moment General Bliss reported today 
that Castillo and bis companions had 
been taken by the border patrol in* 
New Mexico, there were conferences 
and exchanges between the state and 
war department officials to determine 
what should be done with the prison­
ers, who are temporarily held) at Fort 
Bliss.

The two persons killed and a majority 
of the Injured were standing on the 
rear platform of the English Avenue 
car, whifch was telescoped.

Rain which froze when it struck the 
car tracks Is said to have made the 
rails so sleek that the motorman of 
the freight car was upable to stop it.

in Joint synod yesterday, an unusual 
proceeding. The Archbishop of Can­
terbury explained that the protest 
previously made was against the bill 
as a whole, this one being aimed at 
the particular provision whereby 
bishops and clergy of the Church of 
Wales will cease to be members of 
the convocation.

The Bishop of Oxford characterized 
these proposals In the bill which were 
made without the consent of the 
church as a serious vitiation of spir­
itual liberty. The Bishop of Hereford, 
one of the three bishops supporting 
the government, dissociated himself 
from the resolution, declaring that 
parliament had the right to legislate 
according to the will of the electors, 
he denied that there was unwarrant­
ed interference on the part of the 
state. This statement was made be­
fore joining the lower house.

At the joint meeting a resolution 
in the sense of the Archbishop ot 
Canterbury's remarks was adopted 
nem con. The consideration of a re­
port on changes in the prayer book 
in the upper house precipitated a ve­
hement protest by the Bishop of 
Hereford on the subject of ornaments 
and vestments. The report held that 
a change in the rubric In this respect 
was not desirable. He declared that 
the use of eucharistie vestments was 
an Invasion and wanted the house not;

cordingly. The Bishop of London de­
scribing the last speaker's attempt 
to make peace as an olive branch 
that fired the catapult said that In 
forty thousand churches vestments 
were used.

/ London, Feb. 18.—In the course of 
a lecture at King’s College on the sub­
ject of responsible government in the 
Dominions, Professor Sidney Low cal­
led attention to Interesting features 
of overseas as compared with Imper­
ial government. He contradicted the 
supposition of some writers that tho 
constitution of Canada was like that 
of the United States, skying that in 
spite of the federal arrangement the 
Dominion was more like the mother 
country in regard to the complete re­
sponsibility of the executive to the le­
gislature. Dealing with the powers of 
the Governor-General he said the law 
was vague and did not defend his 
authority, the British North America 
Act being almost silent on >the sub­
ject. The lecturer showed that while 
tiie old idea was that the governor 
could withhold his assent to legisla­
tion or acts which he considered in­
imical, events such as the South Afri­
can deportations and the Natal insur­
rection of 1906 required him to ac­
quiesce in the action of the executive 
and leave the ministers to Justify 
themselves before parliament. The on­
ly exception would be where wider 
Interests of the Empire were involved. 
Formerly the governor could veto a 
bill, he still could in certain colonies, 
but in Canada never did. In matters 
such as the franchise and advanced 
sociar and economic legislation Prof. 
Low said the overseas parliaments led 
while the mother country followed. 
The Dominions would become great 
experimental laboratories of social re­
form.
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gated by the American and Canadian 
transcontinental railroads and British 
shipping interests.

Washington, D. C., Feb. 18.—Dele­
gates from practically every state, 
province and territory of the North 
American continent were arriving In 
Washington tonight for the 
tlon of the Supreme Council, Knights 
of Pythias, which begins sessions here 
tomorrow to continue until Saturday 
night. The calling to order of the con­
vention will, mark the opening of the 
celebration of the Golden Jubilee 
memorating the foundation of the 
Order of the Knights of Pythias here 
fifty years ago, and similar celebra­
tions will be held by local councils in 
more than 7.000 cities, towns and vil­
lages of the United States and Canada.

The convention will be addressed by 
several high officers of the federal gov­
ern ment^ Including Secretary Bryan, 
and the delegates will be received by 
President Wilson at the White House.

I Sir Charles Rivers Wilson, former 
president of the Grand Trunk railway, 
was born In London eighty-three years 
ago today. He was educated at Eton 
and Oxford, and at twenty-five became 
a clerk In the treasury. Later he was 
private secretary to two secretaries 
of the treasury, Wilson and Hamilton, 
and to two chancellors of the ex­
chequer, Disraeli and Lowe. In 1873 
he was appointed comptroller-general 
of tixe national debt-office, and three 
years later he was made a British 
government administrator of the Suez 
Canal Company. In 1878 he was vice- 
president of an international commiss­
ion to inquire into and propose rem­
edies for the financial disorders in 
Egypt, and was also finance minister 

of the Khedive.
Khedive appointed him, In 1880, pres­
ident of the Internation Commission 
of Liquidation. His abll^y as a finan­
cier had by this time become recog­
nized all over the empire and In many 
foreign lands. He assumed the presi­
dency of the Grand Trunk In 1895, and 
in that capacity, during the following 
decade and a half, he worked unceas­
ingly for the development of the sys­
tem and the prosperity of Canada.

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ELECTORAL REFORM. under the seal of legal safety will 
probably be demonstrated during the 
debate.Whether the junior member for 

Halifax, Mr. A. K. MacLean, was or 
was not sincere when he introduced 
his resolution In the House Com­
mons yesterday afternoon, dealing 
with the necessity of improving the 
Canadian election laws and providing 
stronger and more stringent penalties 
for corrupt practices, he at least fac­
ed a government that was entirely 
sympathetic. Possibly it may appear 
peculiar that a follower of Laurier 
and Pugsley should move to impose 
more severe punishment for corrupt 
electoral practices, especially when it 
is considered that Sir Wilfrid s elec­
toral agent in Soulanges, Mr. J. O. 
Mousseau, has recently been charged 
with grafting in the Province of Que­
bec and consequently his election 
methods may at least be open to sus­
picion. but such was the case. Mr. 
MacLean, as will be seen from refer­
ence to The Standard's news columns,

TO AID MIXED FARMING.

While the new grazing regulations 
adopted by the government at the 
cabinet council on Saturday last are 
of little direct importance to the peo­
ple of the Maritime Provinces, yet on 
the principle that anything designed to 
aid in tlie development of one part of 
Canada holds an indirect value for 
the whole a brief resume of the chan­
ges the government has authorized 
and their effect upon the farming in­
dustry of the Canadian West may be 
of more than passing interest.

The regulations adopted on Satur­
day will apply to the three prairie pro­
vinces and it is expected will do much 
to stimulate mixed farming. Former!' 
a farmer or stock raiser desiring to 
engage in ranching could obtain n 
very considerable portion of land but 
in future the maximum territory to be 
assigned to any one under lease will 
be one half section. Applications for 
grazing land will only be granted after 
thorough Inspection by government of­
ficials, the purpose of the Inspection 
being to determine whether the land 
applied for can be classified as graz­
ing or as agricultural lands. In the 
event of farmers whose lands adjoin 
grazing lands expressing their desire 
to use such grazing land as a commons 
for the joint use of all concerned it is 
provided that no leases for that land 
shall be issued, this regulation being 
intended to promote the growth of 
agricultural and stock raising com­
munities through the West. Lessees 
must fence all the areas they obtain 
under lease. The new regulations will 
have especial significance in the coun­
try west of the Calgary-Edmonton aud 
Calgary-McLeod railways iu what is 
known as the foothill country where at 
the present time large areas of graz­
ing land are held under leases. The 
lessees of these lands, however, have 
expressed their willingness to surren­
der them, or a part of them as soon 
as the smaller farmers In that coun­
try acquire stock.

It is the intention of the interior 
department that such areas shall be 
held as commons for the use of all 
farmers in the vicinity and in order 
to guard against the leasing of areas 
too large for the legitimate use of the 
cattle men a section Is provided un­
der which every lessee rhust Hfcve at 
least one horse or head of cattle or 
five sheep for every thirty acres ap­
plied for. Even in this event the in­
spectors do not surrender all the gov­
ernment's rights to regulate the use 
of the land and where they believe an 
area will carry mois stock than the 
lessee has placed upon it they shall 
fix the number they think should be 
grazed on each area. Twenty-five per 
cent, of the required stock must ho 
placed on the land the first year of 
lease on each leased area granted and 
at least thirty per cent, of all stock 
must always be breeding stock.

The greatest feature of the new 
regulations is ‘he impetus they will 
give to the ranching industry in the 
Canadian West and the consequent in­
crease in the number of beef cattle 
raised on the acres in portions of the 
country where it may not be deemed 
advisable to engage In agriculture. An­
other feature, and in the minds of 
many the most commendable one is 
the new rules will tend to the develop­
ment of mixed farming by making it 
easy for farmers who now engage ex­
clusively in grain growing to carry 
live stock as well. By this means the 
danger of a general depression In any 
year wlieu the wheat crop should be 
short is greatly reduced.

It was stated shortly after the pre­
sent government took office that it 
was the intention to administer the 
affairs of Canada in the interest of all 
the people. The adoption of new graz­
ing regulations, which will have the 
effect of dividing some of the vast 
areas now held under lease in the 
west, is a wise policy as it guards 
against that time in the future when if 
the Canadian development continues 
at its present ratio good land in tlie 
West will not be as plentiful as It is 
now. For that day, the government 
intends the people of Canada shall be 
as well prepared as wise legislation 
can provide.

LABRADOR.
The first men to attempt permanent 

settlement under the British flag 
Labrador were George and Willi 
Cartwright. -Their name and tame are 
perpetuated at Cartwright, one of the 
chief ports of Labrador, by a square 
tombstone. George was the greater of 
the two brothers. He was the man 
who made modern Labrador possible, 
and w ho wrote a history which is still 
a model as a description of life and 
conditions in labrador before I)r. 
Grenfell came to relieve the dark and 
dreary lives of the Inhabitants and the 
fishermen. George Cartwright died 
ninety-five years ago today, as is set 
forth in . tlie inscription on his tomb­
stone, in which he Is described as 
"Captain In His Majesty's 37th Regi­
ment of Foot, Who, in March, 1779, 
made a settlement on the coast of la­
brador."

The report of Messrs. F. P. Gutell- 
us and George Lynch Staunton, the 
commissioners appointed to investi­
gate the charges that vast sums of 
money had been wasted or stolen in 
the construction of the National 
Transcontinental Railway, has been 
submitted to parliament, and now, iu 
the qujet days, before the debate on 
tlie document there is ample opportu­
nity for calm reflective consideration 
as to the course the government can 
pursue in the matter.

The report will doubtless be given 
wide publicity and circulation, but it 
is rather doubtful if the government 
van take steps to punish the offenders 
through the medium of criminal pro­
ceedings. While there is abundant 
evidence of graft, rake-off and waste, 
and while the report has amply justi­
fied the appointment and work ofi the 
commission of enquiry, the conditions 
under which the former contractors 
worked were so lax, the contracts so 
wide open and permissive and the in­
terests of the people so utterly ne­
glected by the commission under 
whose supervision the work was car­
ried on that it is doubtful If the men 
who made fortunes without earning 
them violated any law under which 
they can now be brought to account. 
Everything they did, no matter how 
reprehensible It now appears, was per­
mitted or winked at by those in au­
thority. those watchdogs over tlie pub­
lic treasury who slept while legalized 
plunder was being carried on all 
around them

For the past few days the rumor 
has been current in Ottawa that the 
Liberal Senate, realizing tlie effect 
the report will have on the country, 
may attempt to neutralize It some­
what by a counterblast enquiry of 
its own. The futility of this is ap­
parent when it is remembered that 
the commission, whose report is now 
before parliament, in the course of the 
enquiry, just concluded, has worked 
for two years and a half, and during 
that time visited every foot of the 
railway and based its findings on solid 
and incontrovertible facts. With this 
in mind It can be seen that no com­
mittee sitting in Ottawa could cover 
a fraction of tlie investigation carried 
on so thoroughly by- the gentlemen 
signing the report. Neither can the 
conclusions reached by Messrs. Gu- 
telius and Lynch-Staunton be success­
fully refuted.

WRECK DAY.
For many centuries the nineteenth 

of February was considered by seamen 
to be the most unfortunate day of the 
year to be out on the ocean. It was 
asserted—and not without some de­
gree of truth—that wrecks more often 
occurred on that date than any other. 
Within the last century the truth of 
this belief has often been demon­
strated.

On the nineteenth of February, In 
1860, there were three disastrous 
wrecks and many minor ones. The 
steamer Ondine was lost through a 
collision with the Heroine, near Beach- 
ey Head, and half a hundred persons, 
Including the captain, went down with 
the ship. An American emigrant ves­
sel, the 
rocks off

the desirability of improving the Do­
minion Elections Act.” said Hon. C. J. 
Doherty. He pointed out, however, 
that there was the danger of making a 
law so severe as not to have public 
sympathy on the side of its enforce­
ment.

“A committee such as was asked 
had been appointed In 1903 but had 
resulted in nothing and so had a com­
mittee of 1906. The Minister of Justice 
was. however, disposed to follow the 
course of 1906 and move a resolution 
for the appointment of a committee 
later on.

The minister referred to the small 
number of election contestations 
ried to their final conclusion. In i 
respects it might be said the very 
severity of the present law defeated 
its purpose.

Its conception in the dramatic and 
thrilling story of the friendship of two 
Pythagoreans—Damon and Pyth'.as, in 
Syracuse. Sicily, during the reign of 
Dionysius the elder, 406 B. C.

A young school master, Justls Hen­
ry Rath bone, read the story in the 
drama of John Banin, an Irish litter­
ateur, who put the incident into dra­
matic form in 1821. Young Rathbone 
was so impressed with the story that 
when he moved to Washington in the 
latter part of '63 tp become a govern­
ment clerk, he resolved to write the 
ritual of a new fellowship and base it 
on the friendship of Damon and Pyth­
ias. This was during the crisis period 
in the nation's life; the Civil War had 
been in progress for nearly three 
years, and there was a great need of 
new alignment of the brotherhood of 
man. Rathbone, on February 15, 1864, 
read his ritual to four fellow clerks, 
and another meeting followed four 
days later with thirteen government 
clerks present At this meeting, in 
Temperance Hall, Washington Lodge, 
No. 1, Knights of Pythias, 
tuted and a new chivalric 
projected into the life of the nation. 
Of the “original thirteen” two—Ab­
raham D. Van Derveer and EdWârd S. 
Kimball—are living and retain their 
membership in the order. It was at 
first thought that the order should be 
confined to Washington, and its mem­
bership restricted to government 
clerks; but the principles it enunciat­
ed and tiie friendships it exalted were 
needed elsewhere; and the new socl 
ety began to grow until at the close 
of fifty years it is exceeded In mem­
bership by only two others,—one cen­
turies old and the other soon to cele­
brate its centennial in this country.

Cover PointPutting the “Fizz* In Physical Culture.

A newspaper man who was once un­
der my care flatteringly described me 
as "The man who puts the fizz’ iu 
physical culture." It would be highly 
immodest in me to mention this cir­
cumstance, except that the phrase so 
aptly describes the quality needed in 
exercise, whether at home or in a 
•‘gym." Physical training must have 
“fizz,” life, vivacity and what the 
French call esprit, to be fully effec­
tive. Mechanical motions, repeated 
over and over again, lack of effective­
ness, and soon degenerate into mere 
drudgery. Heavy work makes a man 
and develops certain muscles at the 
expense of a general development. 
Very light work, while necessary to 
the weak and undeveloped "new be 
ner." is good up to a certain point, 
and after that it is worthless. Some 
people take up a'bome course in physi­
cal trainiug and experience 
efit at first, 
same exercises 
month after month, apd are surprised 
that the gaiu in health and develop­
ment ceases, 
taught a child to say "a, b, c," indefin­
itely, the pupil would become so famil­
iar with those letters that he would 
become indifferent, and Intellectual 
etagnatlon would set in. Of course, 
no teacher would do that, but, after 
the first three letters were mastered 
would continue with the remainder and 
would then instruct the child in the 
formation of the letters into words. 
It is the same with physical education. 
The muscles and organs soon become 
accustomed to'certain movements and 
interest and development can be main 
tained only by proceeding with the 
test of the alphabet. What develop- j 
ment can be maintained only by 
reeding with the rest of the alpha 
What baseball fans call "ginger” and 
"pep" are requisite to keeping up in­
terest in exercise, and without inter­
est and enjoyment physical culture is 
as futile as trying to iuject an educa­
tion into a mind that Is determined 
not to receive it.

An examin­
ation of thirty-four per cent, of New 
York's school children shows that sev­
enty-two per cent are physically de­
fective. Mr. Brown points out that 
there are less than a hundred physi­
cians to look after the physical wel­
fare of 825.000 school children—that 
New York annually spends $49 on the 
mental education of each child, and 
forty-four cents for the health supervi­
sion of each youngster. He declares, 
arid rightly, that ill health is the larg 
est.elnlge agency ‘‘contributing to the 
destitution in a community,” and adds:

“The real wealth of a nation is not 
determined in its counting houses nor 
In ihe enormity of its natural resour­
ces. but in the production of a race 
stury in body and keen in intellect."

Certain colleges In Bengal have re­
cently ben dlsaffllated from the Uni­
versity of Calcutta, and this action 
bas been attributed to the desire on 
the part of the government to exer­
cise a kind of political control 
education.

The issue was raised in the legis­
lative council by the Hon. Surendra- 
nath Banerjea, one of the ablest de­
baters and politicians in Bengal, who 
called for papers with reference to the 
case of a particular college, and beg­
ged the government to take the pub­
lic into its confidence. The motion 
was supported by most of the Indian 
members of council, but was opposed 
by the government and rejected on a 
division.

In replying to Mr. Banerjea on be­
half of the government, Sir Harcourt 
Butler, the minister of education, re­
pudiated the idea that the government 
had a prejudice against this particu­
lar college, that the government wish­
ed to burrow in secret, or that it had 
any other aim in view but the inter­
ests of education. It was not possi­
ble to produce the papers asked for, 
because many of them were confiden­
tial, the opinions of men who, when 
they were asked to give them, 
in the belief that they would b 
ed confidentially. In conclusion he 
said:

"I wonder whether people realize 
the enormous changes that are com­
ing over our educational system, and 
the necessity for recasting our Ideas 
with regard to them. What may have 
sufficed hitherto will not suffice much 
longer.

sion of the different concerns. In each 
concern which is taken Over a direc­
tor will be named from one of the 
former holders.

When asked If the company had its 
eyes on any plant In St John or any 
of the Maritime Province cities, Mr. 
Pond said that they were open for ne­
gotiations in this city, but that at pre­
sent they had no plans under consider­
ation.

The company which 
largely, American capital has a strong 
financial backing and several promin­
ent Bostoh men are among the direc­
tors. The concern holds $600,000 bonds, 
$600,000 6 p. r„ preferred stock and 
$1,000,000 common stock, and Is al­
ready operating extensively through­
out New England.

Besides the plant recently acquired 
in Yarmouth this company is now op­
erating In Derry, New Hampshire, 
Jeffrey. New Hampshire, and at Troy 
and Fitzwllliam also in New Hamp­
shire. Among the prominent directors 
are Clifford A. Plumber, Newton P.

Owing to the lack o? a quorum, the 

city council did not meet yesterday 
afternoon.
