London, Aug. 12.—Twenty-three persons, including 

nine women and six children, were killed and fifty persons 
were injured at Southend, in Essex, forty miles east of Lon­
don, by bombs dropped by German raiders today, says an 
official statement issued tonight. Considerable damage to 
property was caused at Southend by the nearly forty bombs 
dropped upon the town. Two men were injured at Roch­
ford, but four bombs dropped on Margate, in Kent did little 
damage. The latest statement follows : -

“Enemy raiders caused considerable damage at Southend 
where they dropped about forty bombs. The casualties thus 
far reported are :

“Killed, eight men, nine women, six children ; about 
fifty people were injured.

"At Rochford two men were injured but no damage is 
reported. At Margate four bombs were dropped. One unin­
habited house was demolished but there were no casualties."

Canadian Headquarters in France, 
via London, Aug. 12—(By Stewart 
Lyon, Special Correspondent of the 
Canadian Press)—Gas was again pro­
jected successfully early this (Sunday) 
morning into the enemy positions In 
the northern part of St. Laurent, 
where many dugouts and occupied cel­
lars were known to be. A prison*, 
who was captured on this part of the 
front, says that the recent gas attack 
resulted In over ninety casualties to 
men of his battalion alone. The Ger­
man mask does not seem to be a very 
effective protection.

Air Warfare Continues.

In a raid into Bel­
gium by airmen on this front 27 ma­
chines took part. The Germans used 
36 machines in a raid undertaken on 
the same day. The result of all this 
is a great increase in the use of 
searchlights and antl-aircraff guns of 
various sorts.

An uncanny effect is produced oy 
the searchlights turned upon every bit 
of cloud that comes sweeping over at 
a low altitude and that may provide 
concealment for "the terror that flies 
by night.” To their other activities 
our aviators add the pursuit of motor 
convoys in enemy territory. On Fri­
day an airman, by firing on a group 
of lorries, caused the leading lorry to 
swerve and crash into a tree.

In conversation with one who uas 
been following the mysterious mur­
der very closely, The Standard has 
reason to believe that the murderer of 
Harry L. Williams was so thorough In 
the forming of hie plans, and the ex­
ecution of the dastardly act, he did not 
after the deed was committed, tear oil 
a break neck speed, but calmly put the 
gun hack in his pocket and walked out 
the door closing it after him. and In 
order to evade pedestrians crossed tne 
street and escaped by way of Murray 
street, coming out on tlie Strait Shore 
road, then to parta unknown. And 
moreover," contended the party, "the 
criminal did not throw away his gun 
but kept It with him and he would not 
have hesitated to t*ke the life of an­
other man who attempted to obstruct 
him in his crime, or to apprehend him 
after he committed it."

Since It had been made known 
who the •'fugitive" was, the above con­
tention Is worth deep consideration.

The manufacturing industries of Canada are divided in the census statistics 
into fifteen,classes. One of these classes is under the heading Vehicles for Land 
Transportation. This class includes railway cars as well as automobiles, carriages, 
agricultural wagons, etc. This is a very important industry in Canada, with an 
output in one vear valued at nearly $75,000,000.

The postal census taken in 1916 showed that there were 464 companies in Canada 
making v ehicles, their total capital being $125.960.499 and their output worth 
$73,800,000. These industries employed nearly 37,000 hands and paid out over 
$21,000,000 in salaries and wages.

Since 1910 the capital in such industries has increased about three hundred per 
and the value of the output has increased by about $5,000,000. Included in the

The automobile industry in Canada has shown considerable increase; but while 
many of the United States manufacturers have opened branch factories in Canada, 
most of these branches are assembling plants. The number of firms actually making 
automobiles in Canada is comparatively few, but a large number of firms are assembl­
ing automobiles in Canada. One or two Canadian manufacturing plants have 
ceased making automobiles chiefly because the larger production of the United States 
manufacturers made it impossible for Canadian makers to compete with them in 
prices. Also since the outbreak of the war the Canadian manufacturers have found 
it more profitable to make other steel products.

One or two automobile manufacturers in Ontario and in the Maritime Provinces 
have ceased making cars, but the big assembling plants now located in the Dominion 
have resulted in greatlv increasing the automobile in use in every part of Canada.

The making of carriages and wagons has been a very prosperous industry in 
Canada. There are large factories making these in Ontario and Quebec and in the 
Maritime Provinces. The output of carriages and wagons from these Canadian 
factories is around $15.000,000 annually, and the pay roll is around $5,000,000 
annuallv. In addition to some dozen large factories there are large numbers of 
smaller factories scattered throughout the provinces, numbering altogether about 
300 industries. Despite the increases in the use of automobiles, there has been a 
continued demand for carriages and wagons, the demand being chiefly from rural

The bicycle industry suffered a relapse for a time, but there has been a considerable 
revival in the past year or two. Canada imports a large number of bicycles every 
year so that the actual output of Canadian-made bicycles is not very large. Most 
of the imported bicycles comes from the United States and England.

The importations of carriages and bicycles, etc., into Canada in 1916 were 
valued at $10,060.000,— evidence that Canada still buys almost as many imported 
vchicles as are made in Canada. This condition continues to prevail in spite of a high 
tariff on these products. The automobile imports have increased by leaps and bounds 
and the establishment of the v arious assembling plants has also increased the imports 
of automobile parts and accessories.

The total imports of vehicles into Canada in 1915 were valued at $8,500,000 as 
pared with $20.000.000 in each of the two previous years. The chief falling off, 

due largely to the war. was in automobiles and automobile parts. Import of auto­
mobiles fell off almost $3.000,000 and of automobile parts over $1,000,000. Imports 
of cars for the railways fell off from nearly $7,000,000 to less than $600,000. The 
following table indicates how the war affected the trade in vehicles.

1913 and 1914 were the largest years in the history of Canada in the total value 

of imports of this kind, exceeding $20,000,000 in each year.
In 1911 such imports were valued at less than $8,000,000.
The exports of automobiles from Canada are valued at around $2,500,000 

annually, while the exports of carriages, carts, bicycles, etc., are worth less than 
$500,000 annually. There have, however, been large exports in the past two years 
in cars, these being chiefly to Russia and France.

The war trade in vehicles for land transportation is larger than Canada s whole 
exports in vehicle were before the war. The war trade in vehicles in 1915 was 
valued at $16,955,000, being for that year one of the three largest of sixteen depart­
ments of manufactures in war trade.
