RADICAL DECENTRALIZATION IN'
RUSSIA'S RECONSTRUCTION IS
POLICY OF ADMIRAL KOLCHAK

Belleves the Local Government Should be the Real Founda-
tion of the Political Structure and the Central Gov't to
Exercise Functions of a General Character—The Most
Harmful Defect of the Old System Was the Directing
of the Details in the Most Remote Corner from a Centre.

Quris, July 235—(By the Associated
Press.)—Radical decentralization in
¢the reconstruction of Russia is the
asttled folicy of Admirar Kolchek, at
Omsk, according to Sergius Sasonoff,
Forelgn Minister of the Omsk govern-
ment. A detailed explanation of this
policy and a general outline of the
pelitical plans of the Kolchak govern-
ment was given today to the Associat-
ed Press by M. Sazapoff, who recent-
Iy returned from London,where he con:
ferred with British officlals. :

The statement, the Omsk Foreign
Minister said, was made because Ad-
mira Kolchak's reply to the Allies, in
which he promised autonomy to vari-
ous states that have broken away from
old Russia, has caused much discus-
alon. Heweaid he considered it deslrabie
to give his government's attitude to-
ward the various nationalities and sec-
tions seeking automomy v

The local government should be the
real foundation of the political struc-
ture, he said, and the cenmtral govern-
ment will exercise only functions of a
general character. He expressed the
belief that the future held more for
great political bodies than for the
emall ones, and that “nationalities now
animated with centrifugal tendencles
will certainly appreciate the benefits
of being allied with the big state with
all its promises of guardianship and
Possibilities of development.”

Laws regarding the status of na-
tionalities, Minister Sazanolf sadd,
necessarily will be incorporated in the
statutes to be framed for Russia by
the Constituent Assembly, if Admiral
Kolchek succeeds in reaching Mos-
cow. Consequently, he explained, Ad-
miral Kolchak's regulations for de-
cisions cannot be considered as final
umtil approved by the Assembly. How-
ever, he added, Admiral Kolehak con-
templaes radical decentralization in
Tacomstructing Rassia, which was
hopelessly decentralized under. the old
regimé. i T

ELEVEN BOYS OF
BOYS’ CLUB DROWN
NEAR SPRINGFIELD

Returning to Their Island
Camp from Participation in
Sports on Mainland Their

Springfiekl, Mass., July 25—Eleven
boys, all members of the Springfield
Boys' Club, were drowned this after-
noon in Big Pond, East Otis, when a
flat boat and several canoes in whigh
they were being towed, were tipped
over by the high waves. The boys,
who were in camp with fortytwo
other boys on the island, had been on
the mainland for athletic sports and
were being taken back for dinner.
About half way across, a high wlnd[
came up, causing a wave to partly fill
the flat boat with water. When the
launch towing them turned to go back
to the mainland, other waves quickly
filled the boat and it soon sank. Some
of the boys held on to the boat, but
when one of the youngsters lost his
hold, all of the others on that side of
the boat started to rescue him. This
caused the boat to turn over and all
lost their holds. Other boys, who
were following in canoes, paddled into
the struggling mass of humanity and
some of this craft was capsized also,
accounting for other drownings. One
of the four directors in the launch,
when he saw the panie among the
boys, jumped into the water in an
effort at rescue. He was soon pulled
down by the struggling boys and
drowned with the others. The only
body recovered up to six o’clock was
tkat of Walter Sears.

“However, self-\governmens must not
prejudice the unity or $re soveretgnty
of the state as & whole,” he sald.
“The essence of an autonomus ar
rangement is provincial government
with a local legislative assembly pop-
ularly elected as a basis. Provinces
will be determined on ethmographic
lines, .and their legislators will control
proviiicial and judicial expenditures
within their tefritory.

“One may enumerate control of
foreign relations, the army, the navy,
a unified money system, a state
flnance, high courts of fnstice, civil
and criminal codes, posts, telegraph
lines and other ways of communica-
tions as functions properly belonging
to the central govermment.”

Protection of the rights of minori-
ties throughout all Russia will be an
important feature of the allRussian
government's policy, the Foreign
Minister said.

IBULGARIANS

PROVED CRUEL
OPPRESSORS

During Their Three Years'
Occupation of Eastern
Macedonia the Population
Was Reduced 100,000 and
32,000 Died of Hunger.

Paris, July 25, (French Wireless Ser-
vice)—Bulgarian oppression to Bast-
ern Macedonda, during the period of
occupation of that territory, resulted
in the reduction of the population by
well on toward 100,000, and the death
w come 32,000 inhabitants in the
course of three years of hunger and
ill-treatment, according to the report
of an inter-Allied commission ,just
submitted.

This commission, comprising dele-
gates of the British, Belgian, French,
Serbian and Greek governments, ap-
pointed to enquire into charges of vio-
lation of the rights of nations by the
Bulgarian army in Eastern Macedonia,
fi at the time of the Bulgar-

, the population totalled
305,000 inhabitants, and is now redu
ed to 225,000, In addition to the 32,
000 who d the report states about
12,000 were deported to Bulgaria, 10,-
000 to 12,000 emigrated to Bulgaria to
escape famine and about 12,000 of the
deportees and emigrants died in Bul-
garia, and between 8,000 and 10,000 of
the 18,000 Musselmen enrolled i nthe
Turkish and Bulgarian armies have
not returned.

The Bublgarian starvation policy was
organized and carriea out by devious
means, the report continues, and cruex
devices were employed to suppress
she Hellenic element. The deporta
tions are declared mot to have been
prompted by reasons or safety, but of
a desire for extermination, more than
one quarter of the men deported dy-
ing in consequence of hardships, bear.
ings and various tortures. The Bul-
garians are also charged with plunder
ing, the demolition of buildings, and
the carrying away of children with a
view to demationalizing them.

SUPPLY OF WATER

There Will be no Water on
City High Levels from 2.30
This Afternoon Till Sunday

Evening.

All residents of the high levels of
the city, that {8 Mount Pleasant, Doug:
las avenue, and Leluster street, should
store a supply of water this morning,
for at half past two this afternoon
the city’s source of supply will be
changed from Lake Latimer to Little
River, and that will mean that there
will be no water on the high levels.

The reason of the change over s
that the water department has oomi
pleted the work of layjug the big new
main around Lake Fitugerald, and s
ready to make oconnections 'with the
present main pipe.

Southern
markets for fish are very poor; there
iz not at present the usual guantity
going forward. This, of course, may
ouly be a temporary lull. It may be
that very shortly export business will
improve. But as for imports, the out-
look is not promising; for it will prob-
bly be some time yet before the
balance of trade between the two coun-
tries has reached a condition where
Canadians will not be penalized on
every dollar’s worth of purchases made
in the United States.—Maritime Mer-
chant.

His subject, which was announced
as “Sixteen Months in Sixteen Min.

as “A Mad, Wild Ride Into Czecho-

The speaker, who served five months
overseas with the French army at La
Yiavre and other points, and eeven
menths with the Italians, Canadians,
Americans, New Zealanders, Austral-
iins, and BEuglish, thinks that the
{Czecho-Slavs deserve a place as third
among the great armies of the Allies.
Czecho-Slavia, he stated, should be
considered the little aister republic of
the United States and Canada. It had
acted heroically during the war, and,
though sorely torn by the great strug-
gle, was the only country is Europe
that did not ask for financial aid.

The country was made up mostly of
Bohemians, who were used as shock
troops by the Austrians, 30 per cent. of
thc army being killed in the first three
weeks of war.

After the fighters had gone to the
frcnt, the older men and the young
feliows organized the Bohemian Na-
tional Council, and, recognizing that
!xhc Allies were fighting for the same
[cause for which they had struggled
;fu\" over 400 years, urged their men in
the field to desert to the side of the
Allies. The result of this appeal was
socn made manifest, when some 50,000
Czecho-Slavs deserted to the armies of
the Italians, another 50,000 took the
cause of France, 300,000 went from
Bohemia to Russia, and when the

borne 67 1-2 per cent. of the taxation
Iu Austria and contained’ forty per
cent. of the grain in Austria, sixty per
cent. of its coal, ninety per cent. of
its sugar and eighty per cent. of its
iron. Its right to existence as a separ-
ate nation was undoubted not only
from these figures but from its valiant
deeds in war.

FROZEN DESSERYS,

Even without an fce aream freezer
some excellent frozem desserts can be
made for the home table. The equip-
ment necessary is an airtight mould or
pail with closely fitted cover and an
outer receptacle tp hold equal parts of
ice and salt. The flavored cream is
placed in the inmer receptacle amnd
left in the ice pack for three or four
hours, when it will be found of the
right comsistency to serve in mdivid-
ual cases or to'use as the centre of a
fancy form of ice cream, the outer
layer being of a different mixture,
frozen more solidly im a negulation
freezer.

As whipped cream s the principal
ingredient in this type of umstirred
frozen desserts, the texture is umilike
ordinary. fce cream. In this class are
included the desserts for which a high
price is asked at fashiomable hotels
and restaurants, syen as parfait, bis-
cuit glace amd mousse.

The differentigtion of these words 18
worth remembering ag each accurate-
1y describes the particular dessert to
which it is applied. Thus parfait is
said to have been named by a French
confectioner who had been experi-
menting with whipped cream and ice
cream in combination. “Parfait!” (per-
fect) he exclaimed at last, when just
the proper mixture had been arrived
at, and this. panticular form of froe-
»n sweet has ‘borne that name ever
since. Biscuit glace appears in indi-
vidual ‘paper cases of the size of little
biscuits with a sprinkling of maca-
Mousse takes its name from its moss-
Mouses takes its name from its moses-
like texture.

French confectioners often comococt
& delectable parfait by beating into
ice cream half the quantity of sweet
ened and flavored whipped cream and
then repacking the mixture until firm,
and the ingenius home caterer can do
the same. Allow half & pint of heavy

A gemeral rule is: To
each pint of cream, stiffly whipped,
add four tablespoonfuls of sifted pow-
dered sugar. Flavor to taste, turn in-
to an ice cold mould and let it stand
untouched in salt and ice for three or
