'POLICE CHIEF
' SHOT AND KILLED

' Several Others Injured by Re-
volver Shots or Bayonet
Thrusts as Soldiers Charged
Mob.

BUILDINGS BLOWN
AT MAYNOOTH

Belfast, Ireland, May 16.—The
town hall and Court House at May-
nooth, 15 miles West-North West
of Dublin, were blown up early
Saturday morning by an explosion
80 heavy that it shook every house
in the town. The buildings were
the property of Lord Frederick
Fitzgerald. It has been rumored
that military forces would shortly
be housed in the town hall,

Belfast, May 16.—(By the Associat-
ed Press)—Londonderry experienced
@ night of terror, Saturday, part of
the city being for hours at the mercy
of riotous mobs. During the disturb-
ances Sergeant Dennis Moroney, Chief
of the Special Criminal Department of
the city was shot through the right
lung and died within half an hour.
Londonderry thus gains an unequivo-
cal of being the scene of the first po-
lice murder in Ulster since the open-
of the Association campaign on Janu-
ary 1, 1919. The other casualty in-
cluded James McCatferty, aged 18,
shot dn the chest; District police In-
spector P. McDonough, wounded in
the bead with a stone while leading a
police charge, and John McCallion, a
former soldler, wounded in the head
with a bayonet,

Air Thick With Bottles,

After minor disturbances -early - in
the night, the dll-feeling between the
Sinn Feiners and Loyalists flamed up.
About 10 o'clock the air was thick with
bottles, stones and other missles, while
revolvers were freely discharged.
When hostilities were in full swing,
forty-eight policemen, armed with car
bines, arrived in command of Inspec-
tor McDonough, who persuaded the
Loyelists to retire to their quarters
which was accomplished amid . sing-
ing, cheering and other manifesta-
tions on the part of the rival factions.
The Sinn Feiners continued their dis-
orderly demonstrations and the police
charged and scattered them into the
side streets. Many of them made for
the Quay near the Great Northern
Station. It was here that Moroney
met his end. Rioters entrenched
themselves behind railway wagons
and directed volleys of revolver shots
point blank at the police. This led
to a hot exchange of fire. Moroney
was struck, walked a few yards and
collapsed, exclaiming: “Boys, _I'm
done.”

A few yards from this scene Me-
Cafferty was found lying on a tram-
way line. He said he was on his way
home from the theatre when shot.

Troops Summoned.

During these happenings a Unionist
crowd literally took possession of the
thoroughfare in the neighborhood of
Carlisle Square, and stoned persons
belleved to be of different political
persuasion. The audience at the Em-
pire Theatre were stoned so furiously
when leaving that they had to return,
the doors being barricaded. Shortly
before midnight, troops were sunimon-
ed, and with their aid matters soon
quieted down,

SENATE ADOPTED
PEACE RESOLUTION

Declaring State of War With
Germany and Austria-Hun-
gary at an End.

Washington, May 16—With few
thrills and no hitch in the pre-arrang-
ed programme, the Senate adopted
Saturday, 43 to 38, the Republican
resolution declaring the State of war
with Germany and Austro-Hungary at
en end. The measure was in the
form of a substitute for the Peace
resolution, recently adopted by the
House, which dealt with Germany
alone. The two proposals will be
yedjusted in conferencé, beginning
next week, the result be endorsed by
both Houses and the final resolution
be sent to the President for signature,

That the President will veto it is a
foregone conclusion, unchallenged by
any speaker during the debate in the
House or Senate,

TORONTD WOMAN
THINKS BLUEBEARD

Harvey Was Her Second
Husband Who Deserted
Her Some Eight Days After
Marriage.

Toronto, May 16.—That her second
husband, whom she married last year,
and who deserted her some eight days
later, was none other than “Blue-
beard” Harvey, sentenced last week
to life dmprisonment at Los Angeles
for the murder of Lena Deloney, whom
he married, is the firm belief of a
Toronto woman, widow of a Fourth
Battalion officer killed in 1913 at St
Julien.

It is also her firm belief that a ham
mer found in his trunk, bearing stains
apparently blood-rust, was the! wea-
pon with which he disposed of some
of his victims,

According to this lady, the descrip-
tion of Harvey and facts brought out
at his trial tally exactly with the de-
scription of her second husband. He
used a different name,

“He was about six feet tall and
claimed to be sixty years of age. He
had false teeth and scars on the left
leg at the knee and ankle. He told
me he had mever known any parents.
He spoke with a slight accent, claim-
ing to be Danish. He always slept
with a revolver under his pillow,” she
said.

EXAMINATION OF
. NEWMAN CLARK

Alleged * Slayer of Phoebe
Bell Will Take Place Last
Week of May.

Frederidton, May 16.—The prelimin-
ary examination of Newman Clark,
charged with the murder of Phoebe
Bell at Grand Falls on March 26th,
will take place at Grand Falls the last
week in May, it was learned today.
The case of Peter Dubois, whom Clark
named as one of his “kidnappers”
when he escaped from the hospital at
Grand Falls after the murder, will be
taken up at the same time.

Clark is in Victoria County jail, at
Andover, still suffering with badly
frosthitten feet, while Dubois is out on
bail. The date for the preliminary ex-
amination was arranged by Attorney-
General Byrne, and Hon. W, P. Jones,
K. C., of Woodstock, who is appearing
for Clark.

KING ADDRESSES
ORD MAYORS ON

Reconstruction of the Terri-
tial Army, Setting Forth
Dependence of Empire on
Volunteer Citizen Army.

London, May 16—(By €anadian As-
soclated Press)—The King at Buck-
ingham Palace yesterday, received
Lord Ldeutenants of Counties, Lord
Mayors and Lord Provosts o whom
His Majesty had issued his call for
the reconsiruction of the Territorial
Volunteer Army,

The King said in part:

“The formaltion of a volunteer citi-
Zen army is indispensable to the safe-
dom of the Empire. No more valuable
proof of our peaceful strength, and the
soundness of our national life and
character could be given to the world.
Betting an example to many nations,
and giving proof of our confidence and
good will to the whole world, we have
abandoned the principle of compulsory
military service to which we were
forced to resort in the hard times of
the war, and have returmed to the
purely voluntary system. The founda-
tions of that voluntary principle musy
be a territorial army, strong enough to
enable the regular forces to move
about the Empire as circumstances
require. It must be strong enough,
also, if new damgers of & most serious
kind confront us, to eecure us a
breathing space necessary to enable
the full strength of all the peoples of
the Empire to be organized for fts de-
fence.”

It has been asserted, recemtly, that
recruiting for the territorial army has
been proceeding elowly throughout
the country. Winston Churchill, Sec
retary of Stale for War, when ques-
tioned in the Comvmons, gave a qualifi-
ed assertion that the position was
turning out satisfactorfly,

Fundamental ' Principles In-
volved in Reparation De-
mands Made of Germany
for War Claims.

AND EXPERTS WILL
MEET IN LONDON

To Fix the Amount of In-
demnity, Details Concern-
ing Payments, and Report
to Conference.

Hythe, England, May 16.—(By The
Associlated Press)—Premier Liloyd
George, Premier Millerand and their
advisors conferred here this morning,
the meeting lasting until nearly one
o'clock. After the conference Premier
Millerand and his suite left for home.

An officlal statement fssued at the
close of the conference said.

“The British and French govern
ments vecognized on the one hand
that it is to the general interest that
reparation for losses and damages
caused by the war should be secured
a8 soon as possible, and, with this
dbject in view, its NeCessary resources
would be made effectively awvailable
without delay, and, on the other hand,
that it Is desirable Gerfany should ibe
put in a position to regain her finan-

cla] autonomy by speedy fulfilment of
her obligations.

Solve Difficulties.

“The two governments are further
of the opinion that, in order to pro-
vide a solution of the economic difficul.
tles which are gravely weighing upon
the gemeral situation ef the world,
and, in onder to mark a definite begin-
ning of the era of peace, it is import.
ant to arrive at a settlement which
chall embrace the whole body of the
International liabilities which have
been left as a legacy of the war, and
which shall, at the same time, emsure
& parallel liquidation of the inter-Allied
war debt and of reparation of the
debts of the Central Empire,

Experts to Meet.

“Accordipgly, experts fromm each of
thie two countries will be charged to
prepare immediately for examination
by their govermments proposals for
fixing the mimimum total of the Ger-
man “debt, which.shall be capable of
acceptance by the Allies, and, at the
same ‘time, be compatable with Ger
many's debt which will be best cal-
culatéd to assure realization of the
general views aebove expressed, and
to establish conditions for division
between the Allies of the payment
made by Germany in accordance with
agreements which, in the case of cer-
tain Allied countries, have already
been arrived at, and which remain
to be definitely settled in the case of
the other Allled countries.”

Premier Lloyd George “was not
sufficiently well to accompany M.
Millerand to Folkestone, but the ut-
most cordiality marked their good-
by. M. Millemand expressed his hearty
thanks to Sir Philip Saseoon, at whose
residence the conference was held,
for his hospitality.

Andrew Bonar Law, the government
leader, arrived at Twthe Saturday
morning and attended the.conference.

The Central News says that an
agreement was meached on the coal
question at the Franco-British con-
fevence in Hythe, by which France
will receive 45 per cent. of the coal
exported from England. The rate
will remain unchanged, the Central
News adds, but by a scheme of re.
arrangement of freightage certain
economfies will be effected.

THIS MAN FROM PROVINGE

York County Farmer Going
to Maine Where There Are
Facilities for Marketing His
Crop.

Fredericton, May 16.—Declaring
that he is leaving New Brunswick be-
cause of the failure of the Government
to provide suitable roads for the farm-
ing districts, Sylvester Moore, of
Scotch Lake, one of the leading farm-
ers of York county, has purchased a
farm of 175 acres at Skuhegan, Maine,
for $10,460 and is going to sgell his
farm at Scotch Lake consisting of
400 acres.

“I have no.fault to find with this
country and I would like to stay here”
said Mr. Moore, when asked this
morning why he was leaving this pro-
vince, “but the Government will not
provide proper facilities for reaching
the markets in New Brunswick, so I
am- going ‘where they do have the fac-
ilities. It is more than 10 miles from
my farm at Scotch Settlement to the
railway ‘on the eastern side of the St.
John River, and the roads are not
such that I could economically mar-
ket the .produce of my farm; the St.
Joba Valley Railway 1is only five
miles away, but it is on the other side
of the river. I am going to take a
berd of pure bred Ayrshirg cattle to
Maine with me and engage in mixed
farming.”

& keener vision than their fellow-men,
and the poet at his best presents the
voice of God to man. Truth wedded 10
rhyme and music must always h1ave
great appeal, and poetry is said to te
the only art which has ever saved civ-
{lization. In the Divine economy there
is & special place for the poet to fIl
and it will be a sorry day for au ration
when the helghts reached by poets are
made light of. To live by prose alone
would be difficult, and it is not rignc
to close one's ears to the music ot the
spheres. In these sermons, Mr. Legate
stated, he would try to show what con-
tribution the poets make to the truth
as it is in Christ Jesus.®

Taking this verse as an example, he
showed how the High soul climbs the
high way because the high soud must
ever seek God. Even if it slips back it
still continues to climb, “ will lift up
mine eyes to the Hills” belng its
motto. In the line, “The Low soul
gropes the Low,” hear a compassionate
note for those who are staggering
blindly down the slope. God forbid
that we should be too censorious. One
thousand per cent. of those who go
wrong do so because they do not know
how to go right. The proportion of
Those who deliberately chose ~the
lower plane, the preacher sald, he be-
lleved was very few. In between the
misty flats, in the valley of indecisiony
drift the others—forgetting that drift-
ing leads to the loss of all that makes
lite worth living. Crowds are there
hesitating.

To all comes the old appeal of the
prophet, “Consider your ways.” Take
stock, ask yourself where you are go-
ing. There is a note of hope in this,
The choice is yours. You can decide
for yourself, but remember that choos-
ing is not merely thinking you will go
this way or that way. Choosing ie
acting; it is carrying out an under-
taking. To get the strength to climb,
the wisdom and strength of Jesus
Christ is needed, and no soul can reach
the heights without His assistance and
except through Him.

JIPAN AND RUSSIA
SIGN AGAEEMENTS

With a View to the Restora-
tion of Friendly Relations
and Prevention of Future
Conflicts.

San Francisco, Cal, May 13.—The
Military Commissions of Japan and
Russia, whiich have been negotiating
in Vladivostok with a view to the me-
storation of friemdly tions and the
prevention of future conflicts, signed
an agreement on April 29 last, aceord-
ing to a statement given out last night
Consu]l General

The agreememnt was embodied in 10
{articles substantially as follows:

1. The authorities concerned on

James Walker, by the chairman of the
chunch trustees, F. Neil Brodle, prior
to which C. B. Allan fn & short address |
spoke of Dr. Walker's connection with
St. Andrew's.

The tablet consists
of a brass shield mounted on an oak
base, The inscription, in large black
lettering, reads as follows:

“In memory of James Walker, M. D.
Born in St. John, N. B., Dec. 2lst, 1829,
Died Jan, 14, 1914. One of the leading
physicians of his native city. A life
long member of St. Andrew’s Church.
He was elected elder in 1885 and by
hie generosity during his lifetime was
of great assistance to this congrega-
tion. This tablet Is erected to his
memory in appreciation of his splen-
did generosity.”

IFTER HIONG THD
YEARS IN MODNTANS

Deserter from 84th Division
U. S. A. Surrenders Him-
self to Military Authorities.

Chillicothe, Ohio, May 16—After
nearly two years of hiding in the caves
iIn Hocking Valley, near Adelphia,
Ohlo, in the fear that he would face
e firing squad If discovered, Carl Am.
erine, 24, a dewerter from the B4th
Division, late yesterday guve himself
up to Military aeuthorities at Camp
Sherman, near here, & hecame known
Saturday.
Amerine, attired in the uniform he
wore when he left Camp Sherman,
and unkempt from long months spent
in the hills, expressed relief to mili-
tany authorities thet his worry was
over.
Amerine, who had been drafted in
1918, left the camp in August of that
year to pay a visit to his wife and
infant baby near Adelphia, he sald. He

POTATO GROUND
GOOD INVESTMENT

Need Plenty of Plant Food to
Give Best Result—Spray-
ing Important Aid in In-
creasing Production.

Potato ylelds depend very largely
on plantfood supply. Extensive invest-
igation in farm management AImMODg
400 potato farms in New Jersey shows
thet “profits are greater with each in-
crease of potato yleld per acre. Men
and horses handle as many crop acres
on the heavy-yielding farms as upon
the light-yielding farms.” these find-
ings are of special interest to New
Brunswick potato growers since po-
tato prices rule high Cost of produc-
tion is also very high, Why not make
your farm and labor count for all pos-
sible in your potato ylelds this year ?

Potatoes thrive on a sandy to gravel-
ly loem soil This is a type of soil
that must be heavily fed, if it is to
do its best The potato crop also re
pays abundant feeding Since potatoes
contain 8o much starch, they are great
lovers of potash. On normal potawo
soil without manure you should apply
from 760 to 1,000 lbs. of high grade
fertilizer per acre in order to get the
best results. With a good dressing of
manure this application may be re-
duced to 600 or 600 Ibs. per acre. The
analysis we would advise ¢hould range
not less than 4 per cent. ammonta, 6
to 8 per cent. phosphoric acid and 4 to
6 per ceat. potash.

Besides fertilization, the soil should
be thorcughly tilled, should contain an
abundant supply of humus and pota-
toes of high yielding sype should he
planted. Numerous diseases and im-
sects prey upon the potato. These
must be controlled by spraying if best
results are to be obtained.

LARGE AMOUNT
RUSSIAN WHEAT
Available for E:;)rt if Trans-
portation Can be Arranged

for.

Before the war, Russia was one of
the prineipal wheat exporting coun-
tries, sending out annually, approxim-
ataly one bundred and fonty milliom
bushels of wheat, compared to aver-
age exports, in the years 1005-1014,
of one hundred and ten million bush-
els of wheat and flour from the Undted
States, and seventy millions from Can-
ada. Western and Central Europe
drew from her a good pontion of their
imported cereals, and had to offset the
loss of these supplies partly by re
duced consumption, partly by buying
larger amounts from North America,
where the bumper crops of recent
years have made fdncreased exports
possible, The Western Hemisphere
has had, in fact practically a corner
on wheat. Unless Russian supplies
are forthcoming or the western crops
are unusually large, wheat 18 likely to
be scarce and dearer in the 192041921
season. The quantity of Russia’s an
nual contribution has w strong influ-
ence on wheat prices, and has, there-
fore, always been of great Interest to
this country,

The average reports on comditions
In Russia have not been of a nature
to encourage belief in the existetnc
of a large wheat supply there. These
reports, however, have apparently not
glven an wecurate view of the actual
situation.

A special British mission was re-
cently sent to South Russia to investi-
gate cereal produciiom and supplies,
for the Informaition of the
Supreme Economic Coumeil. Thelr
official report, which {s  publish-
ed by the International Institute of
Agriculture at Rome ,sums up the situ-
ation as follows:—

Taking into account the wheat yield
of 1919 and stocks from previous har
vests, and allowing for the quantities
required for consumption in South
Russia, there remains a surplus avail-
able for expont abroad; this surplus
is estimated as approximately not less
than 15000,000 quintals (55,000,000
bushels).

These supplies are located mainly
in the Ukraine, where the 1419 crop
15 estimated at 331,000,000 bushels, 60
million bushels over the 1909-1913
average,

Central and Northern Russia are
short of supplies, but the breakdown
of internal transportation facilities
makes it impossible to ship to them
the surplus crops of the South.
Though the milways are no longer
effective, the rivers still provide a
means of transportation. The Don,
Dneister and Dneiper all run through
the main areas of the wheat belt to
the Black Sea or the Sea of Azov. If
the exportable surplus can be moved,
via these, to the port of Odessa on the
Black Sea or to (Rostov on the Sea of
Azoy, tranwpomt from there to West-
ern Buropean markets would present
no great diffoulty.

FRANCE’'S REVENUE
SUFFICIENT TO PAY
ALL EXPENDITURES

Country Depends on German
Payments for Cost of
Reconstruction.

Exchange Will Retake Its
Normal Course, Says French

Minister of Finance.

Parls, May &-—Francois Marshal,
French Minister of Finance, speak-
ing at a luncheon given him by Eug-
lish and American journalists today,
announced that France was now in a
position where - the Governmental
fncome would pay all its disburse
ments with the exception of what was
needed for the devastated reg.
tons. This, he sald, was owed by
Germany, and that under number eight
of President Wilson's fourtean points,
and that under the Treaty of Peace,
it was an inter-Allied affair to see that
this was paid.

He resented the idea that France
was not doing all ghe could to bet-
ter her economical and flnamclal sit-
uation, He said that Parliament had
voted eighteen bilion francs In new
taxes.

“At mo moment of the war did our
Alles and comrades doubt our coun
age. We ask them today to have full
confldence in our determination, in our
loce of work and in our respect for a
peace of justice.

“France will occupy her normal
and permanent expenses by means
which appear to her as most efficac-
ilous and just, without asking help
from abroad. Our budget will - sup-
port our expenses of war and our ex-
penses of peace, but besides these ex.
Penses our treasury faces exceptional
and extraordinary charges, 1 refer to
the cost of the recomstuction of our
liberated regions, of the reparation of
the damage caused by the Aaggressor,
These expenses belong to Genmany, it
ts she who owes them. And these
costs should not in any way fall ex-
clusively upon French taxpayers.

“All those who wish to examine
our flnancial situation in the light
of this truth, will see that, far from
being bowed down with a crushing bur-
den, France can, with relative ense,
balance her permament expenses. Her
resources and riches will take care of
the future

“As for the problem of the liber
ated regions and of the German in-
demnity that is an tnter-Allied quos-
tlon, even an International ques
tiom.

“Bverybody Is worrying about the
world’s economic troubles. They will
be solved, and exchange will retake
its mormal course. The commercial
equilibrium of the world will be
re-established only when the activities
of production can be fully resumed.The
day when France can produce all the
sugar ¢he mneeds and nearly all of
her coal and wheat, the welght of our
needs will no longer be felt tn  the
world market. The discount of the
franc in relation to the pound sterling
and dollar will then cease.

“Therefore the restoration of rich
provinces is to the interest mot only
of those who have seen their homes
and property destrayed, but to those
who fought by our side on these do-
vastated plains in the common bat.
