William Ross Favors It. -

ROYAL SOCIETY
WILL MEET TODAY.

Some of the Royal Society fellows have’
already arrived, the majority will come at
nooh today and in the afterncon the
work of this society’s annual meeting will
be begun.

As the Royal Society of Canada which
meets in St. John today, is not very well
known here a brief statement of its his-
tory and objects may not be out of place’
to our readers. .

It was founded in 1882 by the Right
Honorable the Marquess of Lorne, then

governor general of Canada, on the model
of the Royal Society of England. It is
composed of four sections, as follows:
Section 1.—Litterature Francaise, His-
toire, Archeologie, ete. Section II.—Eng-
lish Literature, History, etc. Section ITI.
—Mathematical, QChemical and Physical
Sciences.  Section ¥ IV.—Geological and
Biological Sciences. Kach section was
composed at first of 25 members making
a full membership of 100. A few years
ago, however, the full membership was
increased to 120, or 30 to each section. Tn
addition ‘there are a few corresponding
members—men eminent in letters and -ci-
ences—residing in England, France and
the United States. Among these are His
Grace the Duke of Argyll, Right Hon.
James Bryce, M. P., and Sir Gilbert Par-
ker, London; Jules Claretiede I’Academie
Francaise, Paris; ‘Thomas Wentworth
Higginson, of (Cambridge (Mass.), Dr.
H. S. Scudder, and Dr. W. F. Ganong, of
Northampton (Mass.).

Kuroki and Oku Said to Be At-
tacking Russian General.

Battle Believed to Be Raging at Haicheng—-Russians Give Out
Terrible List of Casualties in Vafangew Battle---Viadi-
vostok Fleet Arrives in Home Port Again.

St. Peter-burg, June 20—The general
staff believes it probable that General
Kuroki and Oku are making a combined
attack on General Kuropatkin before he
is further reinforced. In order to do so
they must act before 'the rainy season,
wihich is imminent.
4The war office points out that since it
was General Oku and not General Nodzu
who . fought Lieutenant-General Baron
Stakelerg at Vafangow, and that since
General Oku has recently been directing
‘the siege opecrations aga'nst Port Arthur,
the siege seems to have taken second place
in, the plans of the Japanese.

There is a rumor in St. Petersburg to-
night that a battle at Haicheng is actually
proceeding and that there have been
heavy losses on both sides. There is, how-
ever, no confirmation of this rumor.

It has developed that the Japanese at
Vafangow had an accurate topographical
map.of the whole battlefield and that their
batteries were connected by telephone.

Terribla Losses of Russians

St. Petersburg, June 20—General Kuro-
patkin has telegraphed to the emperor un-
der date of Junz 18 as follows:

The Society’s Objects, |

The odbjects of the society may be brief-
ly told: T’'ts great aim is to encourage
research in literature, history, science and
all that pertains to Canada’s intellectual
and national development. The conditions
of membership are that Canadians engag-
ed in original research and who ‘have pub-
lished one or more original works may
be accepted as members. lihough this
rule may have had its exceptions in the
first year or two of the society’s history,
it is mow rigidly adhered to. Though
many prominent men mow doing original
work in Canada are not members of the
society it may be fairly presumed that
its membership embraces the great ma-
jority of those so engaged; and the pre-
sumption is that it will become more and
more representative, in the fufurg, of
Canada’s intellectual development.

Of the 120 members who compose the
society there will probably be nearly fifty
in attendanc¢e at this meeting. In addi-
tion, there will be delegates from wvarious

These delegates are admitted in
part to the privileges of the soeciety dur-
ing its meeting. .

When Peter the Great ruled Russia, one
of his designs was to plant his flag in In-
dia and win an all-Russian way to the
gea. That wae in 1713. British and Rus-
sian interests have clashed steadily ever
sice. Four years ago there was open Té-
joieing in St. Petersburg over every Brit-
ieh reverse in South Africa. The idea
that Britain’s feud with Russia must
ibreak out some time and be finally settl-
ed by the breaking of the power of one
of the combatants has long been a com-
mon ong? In his book on The World War,
Captain Niemann, the German who has
been pregicting.. the, destruction of the
Britisk Empire, naturally refers to the
Russias “‘ddvance, seeing in it hope that
the coifition’ he forecasts—Russia, France
and Gejmany—may ope day be effected.
Niemann’s is @ clear case of Anglophobia.
Yot aé ‘far as Russia is concerned, hatred
of the English is deep-seated and if it
works no great harm in time, that will
be because the Bear’s teeth have been
drawn. !

Recently a prominent St. Petersburg
pnewspaper was permitted to publish the
following: :

" “And these words are repeated by the
entire Russian Empire, by’ every eity, by
every hamlet, every soldier, every, Kussian
man. Animated with this sentiment, let the
whole Russian press speak out, and then,
perhaps, our diplomatists will be inspired
to talk with the English ministers in the
language of Enmglish cynicism, of smngush
impudence, and at every sound of such
language all Russia will stand up breast
to breast as one man for our adored mon-
arch, and will not recoil from any sacri-
fice when the struggle longed for by all
Russia has begun egainst her one secular
enemy.”

The foregoing represents the feeling of
official Russia. The Russian bureaucrats
see Britain behind Japan. The British re-
joice in the expcsure of Russian weakness
due to Japan’s aggressive campaign, and
believe, with reason, that when this war
is over, no matter who wins, Russia’s
rulers will hesitate to provoke another
and greater one for many years. And if

Japan wins there may be revolution, and’

there must be reform, in Russia, so ex-
tensive as to occupy her thoroughly at
home and perhaps recast her entire na-
tional system. The population of British
Asia is above 300,000,000; of Russian Asia,
less than 25,000,000. The British intend
to check Russian ambition in China, in
Manchuria, and permit no further ad-
vance toward India. Failure to do either
would be a menace to the prestige and in-
tegrity of the Bditish ‘Kmpire. {Lit§le
wonder the British are betting on
Japan.

Moreover,. far from endorsing the views
expressed in that paragraph, I hold on the
question the same opinion as that which you
express, and I have told so o the editor of
the Nationaliste.

The Nationalist contained an article in
which the execution of Belanger was
described as a munder, The hangman was
held up to public scorn as an assassin.
The article was one likely to promote
among ignorant persons maudlin sympathy
for those who commit the highest crime
known to the law. The Telegraph is glad
to learn and to announce that Mr. Bou-
rassa is neither responsible for mor buten
by any such pernicious tendencies as crop-
ped out in the journal with which his
name has been associated. His disclaimer
of responsibility for the Nationalist had
escaped us, and mews that he walks on
the sane side of the street; of public opin-
jon relating to law and order is welcome.

Of the Belanger case The Telegraph ex-
pressed the view that, while executions
are lamentable enough, a French saying
might well be recalled by those
whose tears flow too readily with
the assassin’s—‘“Messieurs the mur-
derers began it.” As Mr. Bourassa holds
The Telegraph’ opinion in these matbers

.and has informed the editor of the Na-

tionalist of the fact, it strikes us ‘there
is nothing more to be said, unless one
may express the hope that Mr. Bourassa’s
influence upon the Nationalist editor is
potent.

«fA STRATEGIC MISSION.”

A helter-skelter retreat may be “a
strategic mission,” it seems. This descrip-
tion of a retreat, at all events, is used by
a Russian correspondent of the Associated
P:'-es? who witnessed the fighting at Va-
fangow. A retreat may well reflect credit
upon commander and soldiery.” He is, as
the old saying mns, a good general who
knows how to retreat. As Russia has had
to conduct many retrograde movements
her lack of good generals who know how
has been very noticeable. The Russian
commander who attempted to hold the
Yalu did not know how to retreat. He
lost his guns, and he exposed his disor-
ganized troaps to fearful punishment once
they ook the road to the rear. The Rus-
sian commander at Nanshan, who knew
how to fight, did not knmow how to re-
treat. He, too, lost his artillery, and the
guns were greatly needed for the defence
of Port Arthur.

These circumstances make it appear

‘strange that accounts of the campaign,

coming from Russian sources, so fre
quently insist that the retreat was mas-
terly, conducted like a parade, and all
that. Concluding a vivid if somewhat con-
fused narrative of the defeat at Vafan-
gow, the correspondent rites: “The
main force then began slowly to retreat
towards Kantsialin (thirty miles north of
Vafangow) and at about 1 o’clock had
accomplished its strategic mission.” This
reminds one of General Kuropatkin’s plan
to “lure the Japanese on.” “The battle,”
says the correspondent, - “has deflected
considerable Japanese forces from Port
Arthur” FEvidently. Too many for the
good of the Russian reliéving force, but
not enough to in any way assist the be-
leaguered garrison. “The Russian shells
and bullets mowed the Japanese down
like wheat)” he writes. “The whole val-
ley was bestrewn with their corpses, and
the River Tassa ran red, but it was with
Japanese more than Russin blood.” Tor
all that enough Japamese were left alive
to pursue the routed enemy until the Rus-

So it goes. The Russian censors appar-
ently permit no story to pass them which
is not made as favorable as possible to
the Russian cause. The result ds, some-
times, that the work of explaining is a
trifle ovendone. These Russian press
agents, verily, do protest too much.

THE WAR DRAMA. .

While the Japanese plan is not yet
wholly clear it is known that the fighting
at and mear Vafangow last week was
much more severe than was at first re-
ported, and it becomes increasingly plain
that the driving northward of the Rus-
sians from behind Port Arthur will de-
velop into a concerted Japanese attack
upon the extreme right of General Kuro-
patkin’s forces. In this movement Gen-

eral Kuropatkin = must close  up
his long line, therefore, and fight
a general engagement, or risk ‘having his
several divisions beaten in detail.

The Japanese are full of surprises. At
a time when St. Petersburg insisted upon
"a diversion «in’ favor of the Port Arthur
garrison, if not a sustained attempt to
force General Oku to raise the siege, the

‘number of troops Japan had
landed to invest the city ~was
not  known. The Russians  evi-

dently believed the besieging dorce so
small that it might be harrassed with im-
punity by 15,000 men menacing its rear.
After some days of fighting concerning
which we had at first somewhat confused
accounts, it is seen that General Oku’s
force is so great that he could hurl 30,000
men against the Russians in his rear. Not
content with holing them in check thirty
or forty miles above Kinchow, he detaches
practically. an entire army corps
and 100 guns, to sweep them from
their entrenchments at Vafangow, drive
them northward routed -and demoralized,
and follow them in force enough to co-
operate in any movement General Kuroki
may elect to make agaiwf: the extreme
right of the Russian position whose centre
is at Liao Yang. Anud all the time Gen-
eral Oku retaing at Port Arthur itself an
army of investment which be regards as
sufficient for the capture ‘of the fortress.

This revelation of force by the invaders
.indicates that the fate of the growing
army of General Kuropatkin now hangs in
the balance. With the northward move-
ment of General Nozn at the heels of the
Russian brigade smashed at Vafangow, it
becomes likely that General Kuroki will
move . without waiting for. the reduction of
Port Arthur. General Oku will take Port
Arthur, no doubt. He has a free hand
‘now that his rear is no longer menaced,
and his siege guns should soon be at
work.

While the attack upon and defence of
the great fortress will hold public atten-
tion the fate of the great Russian force
about Liao Yang is a matter of much
greater importance. The Russians now
admit that they lost fifty-seven officers
and 1,500 men in one day’s fighting last
week. They say the Japanese loes was
twice as heavy. General Oku says his
casualties were only 900. The Jap-
anese have shown that they do]
not reckon the cost when “ they
regard the taking of any position as
necessary. There i no doubt that their
success was complete, and that is what
counts.

The sinking of Japanese transports by
the cruisers of the Vladivostok squadron
leads to St. Petersburg dreams about a
junction of the Vladivostok and Port Ar-
thur divisions and a paval battle in which
the Russians might win back command of
the eastern seas. It is not likely that Ad-
miral Togo will permit even a torpedo
boat to leave Port Arthur. His force is
big enough to whip both squadrons to-
gether, but it is simpler to whip them
singly, and no junction is now possible.
The ships in the bharbor are doomed as
is the city. The only open question about
them is whether they will be sunk by
the Russians themselves or sent
out to inflict what damage they
can upon - the -Japanese fleet* when
it becomes plain that Port Arthur
is about to be taken. It is not likely that
Skrydloff, when he ventured out of Vladi-
vostok, had any definite idea of effecting

a junction with the Port Arthur squad-
ron. The best he hoped for, in all prob-
ability, was to create a diversion for
moral effect, and in that he was highly
successful. Tokio sérves notice upon Ad-
miral Kamimura that it must not occur
again.

RULE OR RUIN.

The Dundonald-Fisher cuntmvefsy en-
ters a new phase with the publication by
Lord Dundonald of a two-columnn exp'an-
ation of his position ana attack upon the
administration which dismissed him. The
government which has done and is doing
more than was ever done by any previous
government to adequately prepare this
country for its own defence without
plunging the country into the expenses
and- excesses of militarism 1is, evidently,
to be assailed for not immediately adopt-
ing a scheme of defence involving the ex-
penditure of $12,000,000, and seeking in
vain to effeat at one stroke that which
must be effected by the yearly extension
of the plan mow being followed, Lord
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Pandonalkd ‘says ~that Canadians, it bhey
believe the present preparations for. war
in Oanada are sufficient, “‘are living in
fool’s paradise.” FHis essay on the mili-
tary weakness of the confederation will
be read with interest by such persons or
peoples as may have designs upon our
peace, if any such there be.

The essay, however, will not startle
Canadians or give them amy information
which they did not already possess. They
have been told repeatedly what there are
in Canada only 40,000 rifles and practical-
ly mo modern field guns, and that it
would be utterly impossible, with the
armament mow on hand, to efficiently
equip 100,000 men if they weré called to
the colors by some sppreme emergency
tomorrow. (The country knows that, and
it has supponted the present government.
in its determination %o increase the ex-
penditnre for militia purposes, and great-
ly strengthen our eystem of defence. ane
people who pay the bills would not have
sanctioned the tremendous expenditure
‘Lord Dundoneld would have had the gov-|
ernment make in furtherance of the plans
which he devised. A more moderate
scheme was of necessity adopted for the
present, and while there was 1o attempt
at concealment of the facts, meither was
there any frenzied advertising in detail of
the weakness of the country such es must
follow Lord Dundonald’s manifesto anl
the disoussion which will come in it8
train.

Lord Dundonald’s latest utterance, like
much that has been put forward by the
politicians who hope 'to use him as a club
with which to pound the government, is
an attempt to shift the ground of diseus-
sion. . Lord Dundonald was dismissed be-
cause of the speech he made at Montraal
and 'his conduct after he was officially
asked for an explanation of his attack up-
on Hon. Mr. Fisher. He should have re-
signed before he mede that speech. He
has not yet/shown any evidence that his
dismissal was npot wholly justified, nor
can he show any. That is the main ques-

The defence of Canada is another ques-
‘tion, Lord Dundonald has raised it in
& manner and under circnmstances which
will of necessity focus much public: at-
tention here—and beyond our borders—
upon it. A distingunished and Joyal sol-
ier of the Bmpire, accustomed to think
of some enemy as likely to be encountered
nexb year or next week, might well feel
profound anxiety Jest forces so great as
those lying dormant in the unorganized |
reserves of Canada he left too long with-
out an effective nucleus of organization.
He might well be impressed with the
paucity of our arms as compared with the
vastness of our interests, He might very
properly regard it as'a work of high im-
portance and pressing urgency to create
here a fighting machine as large and as|
effective as a peaceable and peace-loving
country could afford, as a war insurance.
He woould, with every excuse, insist that
since “we are ‘o, go,in for soldiering at!
all, we shomld have a compact orgamiza-.
tion armed in respect of rifles end field
guns as effectively ‘a8 are the best troops
in the world.

But a distinguished and loyal soldier
should ngt have followed up his abortive
attempt to dictate to the government of
this country by taking the world into ‘his
confidence regarding our military weak-
ness, and proclaiming his belief that we
owé our mational existence to the forbear-
ance of our neighbors.

Had Canadians depended upon the for-
bearance of their meighbours there would
be no Canada today. A soldier so well
acquainted with history as is Lord Dun-
donald might well have spared us—and]
the world—any such remark. Such por-
tions of his reports as were withheld
from publication were in the judgment of
the department so withheld in the public
interest. The higher authority simply
overruled the officer commanding the mil-
itia ‘and it would have been better had
Lord Dundonald learned wisdom and fol-
lowed the example set for him.

“Rule or ruin” is the motto which the
general has adopted. He could not rule
the government, so he attempts, as a
parting shot, to make injurious capital
against it"by proclaiming that it has pre-
vented him from drawing a line of bayon-
ets and Maxims around our borders at an
immediate expense which was out of the
question. The government, as a matter
of fact, has increased the militia expend-

itures as rapidly as was advisable. There

will be a further increase. Canadians will
regret that so valuable a soldier as Lord
Dundonald chose to commit official sui-
cide, but few among them will believe
the perils of the Dominion are in any
appreciable measure increased because he

- sheathes his sword and abandons this be-

nighted country to its fate.

THE WHEAT CROP AND 600D
TIMES.

The wheat area in Manitoba and the
Territories this year is greater than that
of last year by about ten per cent—3,420,-
000 acres in all. Last yeat’s crop in Mani-
toba was 40,116,000 busheis. The increase
in the area planted should mean a total
crop in Manitoba alone of moye than .50,
000,000 bushels. But the Mamitoba aver-
age last year was only 16.42 bushels an
acre, while in 1901 it was 25.1 and in 1932
twenty-six bushels, Those who are
now attempting to estimate this year's
crop say with reason that it may safely
be predicted that the average yield will
be much greater than last year. If we
reckon this year’s yield at twenty-six
bushels to the acre the crop in Manitoba
and the Northwest would be nearly 90,-
000,000.

year. the erop would be 56,000,000 bushels.
It 'the yield per acre were midway be-
tween that of last year and that of 1902
the crop would reach 73,000,000 bushels,
which in itself would be tremendous. There
is much reason to hope it will reach those
figures. If it does even the spectre of
“hard times” will disappear for some time
to come, One or two bumper crops would
give the country an immense and imme-
diate impetus, stimulate wheat growing,
increase the already great immigration,
and push the country a long way toward
the day, 'when it could supply, all Britain’s
demands for breadstuffs.

With but a emall fractiofi of her wheat
eountry, under cultivation, and unbounded
room for development in that direction,
Canada may confidently count upon un-
paralleled ‘development in the West. At
this time, then, & glance at our mearest
neighbors and greatest competitors in re-
gard to wheat may be of interest. The
Boston Herald, in an editorial on the Am-
erican wheat outlook, indicates that the
United States must expect a decreasing
wheat crop hereafter. The Herald’s state-
ment that the wheat export of the Ameri-
cans must be much less hereafter is par-
ticularly interesting to Canadians, [The
Herald says in part:—

“It may, be too soon to draw positive
deductions from this experience of a few
years; but it is mot improbable that the
zenith -of the United States s a wheat
and oats raising country hes been reached,
while it is clearly probable that this
zenith has been. passed for the United
States as a wheat and oats exporting coun-
try. As our people are growing in num-
bers at the rate of at least a million a
year, the domestic demand for wheat and
odts must ‘grow in corresponding ratio.
We cannot afford to export, as it is eaid
Russia thas, the grain which our own peo-
ple meed for their every-day wants, and
thus no one meed be surprised of in ten
years from this time it is found that thuz
land in the United States devoted
wheat growing is considerably smaller
than at the present time, and that our
exponts of wheat have fallen to a fraction
of the wolume of these shipments during
the last few years. Twenty years from
this time we may mot only have ceased to
be & wheat exporting country, but may
in some degree be dependent upon foreign
countries for our supply of this ferm of
breadstuff.

“Qf ‘course a good deal depends upon
the market price of grain as to whether
or not it is found profitable to raise it.
It is assumed that we have enormous traets
‘of uncultivated land in the United States
which could be devoted to the work of
producing wheat and oats; but seemingly,
the trend of emigration by farmers from
the United States to the Canadian north-
west would imply that the undeveloped
land in this country is not of a character
which lends iteelf to successful wheat
growing. There are abandoned farms in
New England which, if the West ceased
to be a great shipper of wheat, mighit
again .be. used for wheat growing, as. they
were two or three generations ago. But

these emall farms, even if they were ubil-]

ized, would mot greatly increase the crop
output of the country.”

Already Winnipeg handles more grain
than . Chicago, and more is shipped from
Montreal than from New York. Whea
is King, and his throne is to be and to
remain in the Canadian West.

HOW 1S IT HERE ?

What of the life preservers on the river
steamers and the Bay steamers and even
the ferry boat? Are they like those on
the General Slocum of which the New
York Evening Post says:—

“Pumps and fire hose failed to work,
not a boat was lowered, not a life-raft
floated, the life-preservers dragged down
those who wore them What help came
to the fated vessel was from outside, and
accidental. Mhe General Slocum, bearing
the inspecbors’ certificate of full equip-
ment, had no effective means of saving
her own hull from fire or the Life of a
single passenger from drowning. We are
not writing at random in this matter;
we have talked with those who drew
ashore bodies actually weighted down by
the life-preservers that Inspector Lund-
berg declares in an interview were ‘in
good condition. We know that these life-
belts, when thrown into the water, sank
like stones; when ripped open displayed
a mixture of soggy cork and glue; no more
buoyant than so much dirt.”

A PLOT FOILED,

No ome in this country was aware that
Canada or even a clique of Canadians
had been plotting against Newfoundland,
but something of the kind must have been
going om, for the St. John's Evening Tel-
egram, after comsiderable stealthy scout-
ing in the undenbrush, leaps upon the
plotters: and belabors them, meantime
emitting raucous ciies of triumph or alarin
, or both, It appears that the Canadian
(Mub of Toronto had hitched a line to
Newfoundland, and was about getting the
windlass started to warp the Ancient Col-
ony into the seething waters of Confeder-
ation when the Telegram man emecrged
from concealment and chopped the rope.
Some of the plotters talked too much, or
the capstan creaked, or there was a
traitor’ in camp. Anyway the plot has
been foiled and the Telegram, as foiler-in-
chief, serves notice upon ull concerned
that Newfoundland stays where she is as
long as the cod is king. Te quote a few
Spasms:

Iord Dui-
ferin was a governor-general with his
powers strictly limited, and yet his thumb-
mark is plain on many a page of our his-
tory. His successors have exercised in-
fluence social rather than political, and
Earl Grey should be able to wield the
social sceptre avith suceess and distinet on.
He is not a sportsman like Lord Minto,
s0 we need not expect Grey Cups at the O.
J. C. meeting. If, however, there should
be an unexpected political storm, Earl
Grey will be a capable man at the wheel.

Earl Grey is best known as tne founder
of the Public House Trust, which aims
to control the retail liquor traffic pof Eng-
land, and eliminate many of its unpleasant
features. So far the trust has 130 licenses,
and year by year the number is increasing.
Each public house run by the trust is made
into a miniature hotel, and is not a mere
drinking saloon. Non-alcoholic beverages
and more solid refreshments are served, as
well as the ordinary beer, spirits and wine.

“pass between Khangma and Lbassa is 16,-
900 feet above the sea level, which is
higher than any mountain in the United
Siates, Alaska being excepted. There
fore, Thibet is well called the roof of the
world.

It may be ex-
pected, therefore, that, under his orders,
Gen. Macdonald will only proceed when
he is prepared to hold every foot of the
road that must comnect his advance guard
with the Indian frontier. That will take
a large number of men and an immense
number of animals for transport service.
The Indian troops are admittedly far
superior to the Thibetans, both. as re-
gards disciplinge and armament, but even
so, overwhelming numbers may play a
part. In the engagements so far the Thi-
betans have shown. bravery, and in their
last attack on the position at Khangma
they lost 116 killed, while only one of the
Indian troops defending the position lost
‘his life. 7The bravery shown indicates
plainly that, before Lhassa can be occu-
pied by a British column, there will be
desperate encounters that may -eause a
theavy loss of life on both sides. Further
than that, the country is so wild that the
advancing column can anake but slow
progress, even ‘when unimpeded by the
foe. Whatever is to be done must be
accomplished during the swnmer and fall,
for a winter campaign in such- altitudeés
would appear to be almost impossible.

A Flash of Glory That Comes With the
Scarlet Tanager.

———"

* Tropical is the word that rises to the lips of
those who see the the splendid scarlet tana-
ger of these parts, the most gorgeous bird
that wings the fields aud woodlands of the
North. As a maiter of fact, the tanager is
en estray from the tropics, and there even
yet he passes his winters.

When you see this glorious hird for the
first time in the season about mid-May you
may recognize in him a visitor from Central
or South America. Most of his brethren live
the year round within the tropics or-in the
sub-tropical belt, and it is said that less than
half a dozen varieties of his kind come as
far north as the United States, and only
two varieties are known to visit Canada.

Dangerous Travelling.

To the Editor of The Telegraph:

Sir,—Kindly allow me a small space in your
valuable. paper as I wish to give the public
some important information concerning
travelling on the river.

It is certainly ridiculous the way inewhich
passengers and their baggage are handled.
One Saturday I had occasion to take a trip
up river and accompanied by a friend left
by stéamer Elaine at § p. m.. There were
on board about 200 passengers, a good many
of whom were women and children.

After leaving Indiantowa the first thing
was a head on collision with the tug boat
Champion, smashing the guanrd in and some-
what jarring the Elaine. All went well then
until we reached Sand Point. At this place
the wind was blowing very hard and the sea
rough. There being no wharf the passengers
were conveyed imn an open boat, one man |
Teaching 'the small boat on his hands and
knees. The others were rapidly put down by
the rough hands of the help. At Westfield
the steamer was driven' bhard against the
wharf and here the pmssengers were told to
hurry up and their baggage was thrown :on
the whartf.

There was also a lively time at the Public
Landing where a great mumber landed. At
this place it was almost impossible to .go
below. the deck. Bundles of shingles, pieces
of scantling, boards and planks were thrown
from. the deck and strewn in all directions
among the people on the wharf. Omne lady
came very near being struck' with a plank.

'When the steamer reached Crawford’s Point
where I was to land, they steamed with
force into the side of the small boat which
came out to receive the passengers. ‘Bags
of feed and other heavy articles were thrown
down into the bottom, rendering it impossible
for anyone to secure a seat in safety. How-
ever, one man got ino the small boat, which

chance was he saved from falling into the
water by the boat tender. As for myself
I was obliged to go to Brown's KFlat on the
no effort being
made to secure my landing. .

There should be a ocareful investigation
of matters of this sort and the public given
an opportunity to trayel with safety.

When passengers go on the river by steam-
er they do not go for the purpose of macing
other boats or breaking records. This was
the case Saturday. Thanking you for your

That # is unsafe fer a hero to get into
a school higtory umtil after he is dedd
has been demonstra‘ed several times since
the war with Spain, but that the school
arithmetic, as well as the school history,
may tbe biased, is a new danger.

The latest trouble with the scheol his-
tory is found in Kansas. When Frederick
Funsten swam the ‘Bagbag river in the
Philippines in the face of w hot fire from
the enemy—acconding. to the cable de-
spatdhes—the Kansas school commission
hastened to enroll that he:oic fent upon

the pages of the school histories, Since
then ithe Kansas youth has read and studi-
ed and rocited the story of fhe swimming

of voluriteers came to be a brigadier gen-
eral in the regular army.

Wihen a sub-committee of the state text
book: commiszion got together the other
day, however; it determined to change
history. Mhis commititee had discovered
that two privates, Trembey and White,
swam the Bagbag under ithe hot fire from
the ‘enemy, and decided that the heroics
should go o them. Therefore, they have
ordered Gen. Funston expunged from the
Kansas history.

“We are tired,” said one of the com-
missioners, “of seeing the mis-statement
that Funston ever swam ithe river paraaed
before pupils in Kansas schools. It will
be stopped now while there are men alive
in the state who know it is not true.”
-The embarrassing part of sappressiug
this incident is that for several years a
large number of Kansas students have
been patriotically graduated in the belief
that General Funston swam the Bagbag,
and lhave gone forth into the world tirmly
fixed dn that belief. If Kansas is o con-
tinue to change its text book hicroes there
is no telling what confusion will result in
the future when students of one year clash
with #hose ef anather on historie fact.

A general
revision of all text books séems to be tle
only solution.—(liicago Inter-Ocean.

No sooner had the wind and
snew abated, than a dense fog sprang up
which hid us entirely from the main
land. The surface of the lake was neither
sotid enough to walk on nor liquid en
ough to flcat a raft. Both these misfor:
tunes were doubtless due to the great in-"
ternal heat of the earth. :
. It seemed strange that those in the
camp had not ncticed the rising of the
water and realized our danger. But they
were either too much occupied with the
the care cf their own lives to nctice the
cause, or else there was no one able to
make, use of the dynmamite and firing ap-
poratus. Cagtain Thorlassen said that the
latter was probably the case. That most
of the men we left behind were too ill
to move a yard, and he was positive that
rot one cf them could have explained {0
an Asturnian in his own langnage the use
of an electrical instrument.

But in these conjectures he was mis
taken. On the fourteenth day from the
deéath of Charles the Red, a low  boom
came through the fog, and then another,
and still another, until we counted. . ten
reports. We watched the lake anziously.
[t had now crawled more® than six feet
ap the walls, and in spite of all our cf-
lorts, the countyard was sgveral -inches
deep in a slush of ice and water. For three
hours we watched the sutface by the light,
f a large oil lamp. The result was dis:
wppcinting. The lake cqutinued to rise.

Hcur after' hour, and day after day,
-ame_the sound of blasting; but the water
still crept up the wall. The courtyard was
submerged to a depth of ten feet. We
were driven to the upper parts of the
building. And sleping walls and cracked
lcors alone stcod between us and death.
Fortunately, the earthquake shocks had
neaged, or 1 believe the whole fabric
mnust have crumbled to the ground. As it
was, there nvere places in the rooms
where no man dared to walk, and stones
in the wails that a boy could have pushed
into the dake below.

Count Guy of Marmorel, Sir Thule de
Brie, and mgst of the Asturnians, re:
mained hopeful.  Our dynamite had be:
come a sort of fetish to them, and they
were convinced that nothing on earth
could withstand it. But we, who had
fathomed the limitations of modern
science, knew that the -most ingenious
and powerful device of man is often help-
loss against the great forces of nature.
The mcst magnificent piece of machinery
that man has devieed—a modern hbattle-
ship—is a toy in the clutch of a tornado.
In this case I calculated that there were
two thousand pounds of dynamite in the
camp, or within reach of it. Used by un-
skilful and ignorant workmen, it would
prokably have only the effect of half that
amount. Still, it was a formidable’ weapon.
But none of us knew how formidable an
adversary it had to meet. NoO one had
seen the gorge of the Pasquerelle since
the earthquake had commenced. The
blinding snow or dense fog had refused
us a single glimpse of the mainland. For
aught we knew a million tons of ice
might have been heaped up in that ra-
vine, and for aught we knew the very
mountains might have “toppled across the
rath of the river, and formed a barrier
that all the explosives of the world would
be powerless to move from its path.

A week passed, and still the sound of
hlastjng continued, and still the water
rose outside the wall. At least a hundred
of the Asturnians had attempted to
escape from the death that was creeping
so close to them. In the dense fog they
tried to cross the choas of ice and water,
some on foot and some on rude rafts,
composed of boards and tables. More than
half of them perished within a bow-shot
of the walls. Their screams and cries came
to us muffled through the mist. Most of

covered half the distance between the
castle and the shore. It would have becn
a foolhardy attempt in the broad sunshine,
but in the twofold darkness of night and
fog, it was ahlmost certain death. .I af-
terwards learned that a single man reach-
ed the mainland.

Before long the lake was within ten
feet "cf the top of the walls. The sound
of blasting “had ceased and we felt that
we were abandoned to our fate.

A single glimpse of the stars, or even
the dim shadow of the,land, would have
put a gleam of hope into my heart. But
the cloak of that awful mist and dark-
ness added fresh terrots to death. It was
suffocating and overwhelming. A man
felt inclined to beat against it with his
hands and try to tear it apart. A few
feeble oil lamps glowed here and there
throughout the castle, but they only
served to accentuate the darkness. The
oil was running short, and orders nvere
given that lights should only ibe used
where absoultely necessary. The men
cowered in groups in the gloom. Wher-
ever there was the faint gleam of a lamp,
they clustered thick together like flies.
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They cursed God, and the man who had
led them into this death trap.

The supply of food still held out,though
we were now on half rations. There was
no dying of thrist, and it was quite pos:
sible that we could hold out another fort-
night. But the water seemed to be rising
very rapidly—perhaps the earthquake
had opened cut fresh springs—and in an-
other week it was only two feet from the
parapets. The lowest part of the castle
was totally submerged and we.were now
crowded together more clesely than ever;

Not an hour passed without some fatality.

Men greping in' the darkness . stumbled
over _the edge ‘and vanished through the
‘thin ice. I think some leapt out to death

of their own free will, preferring that to.

the last struggle for existence. We rescu-
gd a few, but many never rose to the sur-
face, and it is probable that several per-
ished unnoticed in the blackness of that
awful night.

I had no deubt in my own mind that
death was only a question of time. I cals
culated that in three days the water
would rise above the battlements, and
cnly leave half of a broken tower. for
two thousand men to cling to. For myself,
I regarded the prospect with a numbed
and equable mind. The future held noth-
ing for me but misery, and there was a
fierce joy in my heart that Count Guy of
Manmorel would also perish, and thé
Prineess be freed from ? her promise
There would be others to take our places,
and she would not be without advisers.
Lord Fulk of Brabancon, and the Lord of
‘Marmontier, great soliders both, and wise
statesmen. She would attain the desire of
her heart and he crowned Queen of
Asturnia. But shé would pay no price for
it but the lives of those who had won it
for her. y X - 7

CHAPTER XXXIIIL
The Torrent.

On March 31, five of us stood on onc
;£ the towers of the castle; Coumt Guy
of Marmorel, Sir Thule de Brie, Sir Hugh
Je La Perche,” Sir Otto Thorlassen, and
myself. The- chamber beneath our feet.
which we had appropniated for our own
private use was now full of water to the
ceiling, and we had heen forced to take
cefuge on the roof. A small lamp flick r-
3d in the gloom, but the light was mat
sufficient for'me to see my companions’
iaces. Their. bodies loomed strange an'
gigantic in the yellow mist. No one
spoke, and there .was almost complate
silence in the castle. Ceccasionally a mui-
ded wvoice would come through . the fog
from ‘some distant wall,' or we could
hear the faint clash of ammor as a man
noved on his hands and kmees along the
flat stone Toof. Most of the memn were
worh cut and adleep, But we five, .in
whose hands lay the direction and man-
gement of the whole force, did not .are
to close our eyes. Half an hour before
we had held the lamp over the ' patapet.
it was four feet in height, but so deep'y
eastellated _that the bottom .of the ent
brasures were but a foot above the placc
on which we stood. The water was with-
in an inc¢h of these embrasures, and on-
or two large blocks of ice towered above
them. :

I leaned over the-edge and looked out
into the darkness, revolving many things
in ‘my mind, as a man will do who bas
to meet death with no means of resistng
it. Nothing was visible beyond our own
little oasis of yellow light. If any other
laraps were lit in the castle, their flamcs
were swallowed up in the bilackness.
Within that oasis itself all was dim and
shadowy.

I turned my eyes towards the place
where our camp had stood when we last
saw it. For a while I lid aside the self-
ish thoughts of my own life #ad death,
and wondered how the Princess had fared
in this wviolent outburst of Nature;

faint breeze against my cheek.

Then, looking shorewards, I saw the
darkness swiftly changing to a dull pall
of iron grey. A few moments later it
changed again to a faint white haze. Then
there came a long gust of wind, and the
sea of vapor began to whirl and slit and
roll away in all directions. I caught a
glimpse of a single star through a gap.
A minute afterwands. thete was a wide
white aircle in the mist Jow on the hori-
zon. And then the haze was thinned and
scattered in all direotions, and we stood
in the glorious light of a full moon. T
offered silent thanks to heaven. At least,
we could have one glimpse of the earth
and sky before the end came.

We all orcwded to the edge of the bat-
tlement, and drank in the scene before
us with the eagerness of men who had
not seen more than a yard in front of
them for a month, and who have but lit
tle time in which to see anything at all.
In less than five minutes every man in
the whole castle was awake and on the
walls.

It was a strange and terrible sight that
was spread out before us in the brilliant
moonlight, Death had up to mow lurked
in the shadows and silence of the fog.
Tts presence had been felt and heard, but
only dimly seen. Now, for the first time,
it stood gaunt and naked in the moon-
light. A great lake of broken ice and
water stretched to the dark cincle of the
hills beyond. The surface was no longer
a sheet of black firm ice, but a treacher-
ous and shifting mass of small floes, and
slush, and pools of water. The faint
breeze that had risen up moved the floes
to and fro, and it was evident that from
the castle to the shore there was scarcely
a square yard of foothold. Straight be
fore us, and half way up the hills, there
was a large cluster of lights. A thin line
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camp, and I could see ‘that it had been
moved further up the mountain side.

I Jooked
carefully through the glasses and handed
them back to Captain Thorlassen.

;‘We}l,” I said; “wtat do you make of
it o N

“They have tried to rescue us,” he an-
swered abruptly. “They are still trying- -
working perhaps night and day. That
thin black line is  composed of pine
trunke. They have been constructing a
floating bridge over this quagmire of ice
and water, in the hope that they might
reach us. The idea was excellent. It is a
pity they have been so slow.” /',

“I will wager that they have dome ail
that men can do.” I replied. As I spoke
[ heard the faint splash of running water,
and looking down I saw a small cataract
rippling over the edge of the embrasure.

“We shall get our feet wet,” Captain
Thorlassen said, with a grim smile. “l
think the time has come to risk it.”

“Risk whait?”

“The passage of that ice.”

“Impossible,” I exclaimed.

“It has beem till now. But it is'a datfer-
ent matter in the light. Give me a plank,
a ‘chair, a table, or anything, and T'll
risk it.”

Others were going to risk it, too. Af-
ter all, it did not matter in what partic-
ular place ome - was drowned. Every
piece of wood in the castle had been care-
fully removed and preserved. Count Guyr
had forescen the time wisen they might
stand between us and death, and had
not even allowed them to be used as fuel
These were nut emough to go round, and
the men- began to fight for pieces. The
clamor of their voices was deafening, and
there was the alash of swords and lahces
and the repont of one or two rifles as the
men came to -blows.

Then suddenly the whole sky flamed in-
to a roof of fire, and there was silence,
and every face was turned up to heaven
with “blinking eyes. Three seconds later
there was:a report like the explosion of
a thousand tons of dynamite, and a tel-
rific shock threw us on our faces. Hun-
dreds of t¢he men were hurled from the
walls, and as I staggered to my feet, 1
saw their black forms swirled by me in
a foaming torrent of icé. and water. The
surface of the lake had changed into a
boiling roaring river. In a sppond we
were up to our waisks in water, and borne
against the far side of the parapet.

Therc were some iron rings ind stamch-
ions let into the stone;, and we clung to
them for very life. Small pieces of ice
came ringing against omr armor use blows
from an axe, and beating the breath out
of our bodies. If the opposite parapet of
the tower had not held, we should have
been crushed to death. As it was, only
«the small pieces got through the embras:
ures, and the larger blocks of ice bezen
to pile against it, and form some st
of protection from the food. The rest
of the castle was swept clean from eni
to end. The waters sluiced and whirled
over it like a millrace. Writhing and
shrieking men went spinning past us like
corks. We managed to save five—two of
them English sailors—at (e -risk of our
own lives. It was doubtful if we ‘had
given them a much longer lease of life.
The parapets were two feet thick, of solid
Patone, mortised with iron; the walls be
neath were six feet in thickness, but the
strain on them wust have been terriric.
We saw the brokem half of the castle-
keep crumble away like a house of carls,
and in five minutes our little tower was
the only thing that stood above the
wabers.

Ottawa, June 19—(Special)—The state-
ment issued by Lovd Dundonald makes it
perfeatly clear that the incidemt in con-
nection with the orzamization of the 13th
Scottish Dragoons was only a side issue
and that his real difference was with the
minister of militia and the Canadian gov-
.ernment. 7

The trouble stanted, according to Gen.
(Dundonald albout as soon as he came here,
as he complains that his report of 1902
and part of his report of 1903 were not
published. i .

There are too many colonels, he says,
in the “ondnance corps. His recom-
mendaticns were not carried out.

“There s not a gun to protect the
Northwest, anf} Canada is living in a
fool’s paradise.”” Such iz a bnief summary
of the gemeral's statement.

In the first place the colonsls of the
ordnance corps are scatitered from the Pa-
cific to the iAtlantic, which is as care
fully excluded from the general’s letter
as his Monitreal speech had omitted the
fagt that Mr. Fisher was acting m'nister
of militia when the name of Dr. Pickell
was out off the Hhst.

As to guns to protect the Northwest,
the mounted police has mot so far failed
in thejr duty. If Lord Dundonald wanis
to establish battéries ulong the boundary
line to exclude the thousands of settlers
who are pouning into the Northwest
from the United States he will be getting
nid of what is very irritating to Conserv-
ative politicians.

As to Canadians living in a fools’ par
adise, they may be left to look after that.

The tenor of Lord Lundonald’s state-
ment is to make it clear that he was the
proper party, mot the minister of militia.
to take charge of the militia.

R port on Defsnces Always Kept Secret.

As to the suppression of reports, one of
them related to the defences, which are
always kept secret and the other to a
scheme which dnvolved more than $12,-
000,000 which the government could not
recommend o parliament.

The opposition in parliament was kept
fully informed about the unpublished re-
ponts. «Col. Hughes, Col. Tisdale, Mr. In
gram and others referred to them last ses-
sion. Col. Tisdale pointed out that the
‘report was nct confidential and that it
should be published.

Sir F. W. Borden said that the report
might not have been marked confidential,
but the minister was the best judge
whether it was confidential or not. The
report was a scheme of defence which
should not be published to the world. Be-
sides ‘this 'he made a special report involv-
ing a very large expenditure. That re
port was handed to-the minister twenty-
four hours before the whole report had i
go to the printer. He had not read or
submitted it to his colleagues, and there-
fore could not publish it. There were
parts that would be published, but as it
involved a. heavy expenditure which the
government had not decided to make it
would be highly improper to print it.

Mr. Ingram complained that the report
was not made public and Col. Tisdal: went
‘on bo say that the majorgeneral was not
an officer of the department, but com-
mander of the militia.

Sir F. W. Borden—de is an officer of
the Canadian government.

Mr. Tisdale—He is, but the minister
said he was an officer of the department.

Sir F. W. Borden—Well, if he is, he ie
certainly not controller of the depa:tment;
not the ‘“‘boss” of the department—not
now at any mate.

Col. Tisdale—I laid it down before and
I do it now that the general is under the
minister. The minister is under our sys-
tem responsible. His position is politi-
cal.
Sir Fredermick Borden—That is right.

Dundonald issues Statement.

Toronto, June 19—(Special)—Lord Dun-
donald has given out a signed statement
regarding his recent actions. In this state-
ment, which totals up over two columns
of newspaper print, Lord Dundonald takes
the ground that he and the ministry dif-
fered on a matter of military policy. This
is the important feature of his state-
ment.

He lays stress upon the suppression of
part two of his report of 1902. This con-
tained a description of the condition of
the militia and an outlineé of a compre-
hensive scheme for reorganizing the force
upon lines suitable to the country. “This
part,” he says, “was fully intended by
me for publication. It contained nothing
that could be described as a military
secret. It covered matter such as is con-
stantly made public in Great Britain and
the United States. In my judgment it
was information as to the actual condition
and possibilities of the militia which it
wae desirable for the people of Canada te
know.”

He declares that his hands have been
crippled in his efforts to promote the effi-
ciency of the militia. “It may be a mat-
ter of indifference to some whether the
militia lack guns, rifle ammunition, equip-
ments and all that is necessary to make a
fighting force efficien«* It may be a mat-

A Noble Protest.

He denounc-
ed the invasion as “cruel, wanton, sense-
less and wicked.” He said: “We have
Heard gérat lamentations about the dis-
grace of our anms on the frontier. Why,
sit, the disgrace of our arms on the fron-
tier’ ig' terrgstrial glory in comparison
'with ‘the disgrace of the attempt. Mr.
Spiaker, when I contemplate the char-
zotet and consequences of this invasion of

anada, when I reffect on fts criminality
and its danger to the peace of this once

" happy cotntry, I thank the great Author

and Source of all Virtie that, through
bis grace, that section of country in which
I have the happiness to reside is in so0
great 4 degree free from the iniquity of
£his transgression. 1 speak it with pride;
bhe people of that section have done
fvhat they could to vindicate themselves
from the burden of this sin.” It must be
gaid -to the credit of New England that
§t refused absclutely to send any troops
40 aid in the invasion of Canada,
‘After .the fall of Bonaparte there was
feason to apprehend that the British
administration, triumphant over its gigan-
tic foe, its army and mnavy released from
the incessant service of so many years,
might. concentrate the whole of the em-
pire upon the Power which it regarded as
& volunteer ally of its mighty enemy, and
administer an exemplary chastisement.
No doubt many Englishman felf with Sir
Walter Scott that “it wak .their business
to give the Americans a fearful memento
ﬁat the babe unborn should  have . re-

embered.”” But, happily, the Powitish

Those Baundary Divisivns.

At amy rate the British ministry were
content to treat with the American com-
missioners at Ghentand and make a peace
-V\_r,hich left untouched the pretended occa-
sion of the war, or the acquiring of a foot
of Canadian territory, but which deprived
the United States of the valuable fishing
privileges on the shoes of the Gulf of St.
Lawrencé, which they had previously en-
joyed. The sebtlement of the Maine
lboundry and the Oregon boundry ques-
tions showed American hatred of Britain
“to be chronic. /The question finally resolv-
ed itself whether to fight Canada and
“wrest from her the enormous wheat fields
now being developed, or to fight Mexico.
The result was the Mexican war, one of
:the most unjustifiable wars ever entered
into by any civilized nation. By this war
the United States nearly doubled its area.
I have mentioned these cases to show
M. Thomson that there is no use of mak-
ing.a trea.“ty unless you have the power
to inforce ‘it, especially 'with the United
States. Consider the hundreds of treaties
made with the Indians, only to be imme-
diately broken, because the Indians had
not the power of enforcing them. Truly
it is a “Century of Dishonor.” The first
treaty the United States made, to which
it owed its very existence, was broken at
thé first opportunmity, but which the
United States had to pay dearly for. I
refer to the treaty made with France dur-
ing the days of the Revolution, and by

means of which American independence

was secured. We had agreed to assist
France in foreign complications, in which
she might be involved, and, furthermore,
to proteat her possession in the West In-
dies. When the time came for putting
those pledges into force the United States
wefused to act. American statesmen did
not care to throw their country into tne
vortex of a great European war as the
friend or champion of French Revolution.
These were the “foréign entanglements”
that Washington afterwards cautioned his
countrymen against entering into. = The
United States rémained meutral and in-
different, and did not give that assistance
which they had agreed to by treaty, while
England eeized the larger part of the
French ‘West Indies which the United
States had agreed to protect. The ¥rench
in retaliation ordered its cruisers to take
or destroy all vessels carrying the United
States flag wherever found. Eight hun-
dred and ninety-eight vessels valued at
$12,676,000, were taken or destroyed. This
was the origin of the “French Spoliation
Claims.” When called upon to settle
them, the French minister replied “that,
in performing her part of the Franklin
treaty of 1778, France had spent $28,000,-
000, and had sacrificed the lives of thou-
sands of its people simply| for the purposé
of gaining independence for the United
States.

«All that it had ‘asked was the friend-
ship and assistance of the United States
in the manmer provided in the treaty. In-
stead of meeting their treaty claim and
requiting the generosity of France in the
way such conduct deserved, the United
States had ignored its obligation, and now

 came forward and advanced a petty claim
 for money, utterly forgetful of how much

France had sacrificed in her behalf.” As
might be supposed, there was no answer
that could be made to this assertion, and
hence a mew treaty was drawn up, in
which ‘the two states agreed to renounce
respectively whatever wclaims one might
have against the other. [This treaty was
vafified by the Senate and promulgated
by President Jefferson December 21, ‘1801,
thus relieving France of all responsibility
for the damage caused by her cruisers
prior to 1800, and throwing the responsi-
bility of liquidating these demands upon
the United States government, a responsi-
bility it succeeded in avoiding for nearly
a hundred years, till at last it became
an historical disgrace to our government.
During Cleveland’s administration some of
these claims were paid to the grand ohil-
dren of the original claimants where satis-
factory proof could be obtained that they
were entitled to sainé€.

Perils.of Independence Now.

Perhaps Mr. Thomson will see from the
foregoing examples that there would be
little use for Canada to make a treaty
with the United States without_the power
of enforcing same, and we can see very
easily what such a treaty would amount
to, for singular as it may appear, in the
very mext column in the Transcript to
Mr. Thomson’s arcticle is one by Burton
Kline, in which the prediction is made
that the United Staes will annex Westérn
Uanada; that is to say, the Texan-Mexi-
can scheme 'would be worked over again.
American settlers would enter Canada,
Vote themselves into the United States,
and if Canada objected, Western Canada
or the whole of Canada would be taken
by force of arms is mecessary. This spirit
is manifested by the following motice
which usually heads the editorial column
of a Boston daily paper: “Our Greatest
Duty. The thought of every public man,
year in and year out, should be direct_ed
to this, our greatest national economic,
political and military safety: The Aeq_m-
sition of Canada.” Sometimes it 8 varied
with the statement that “We want Can-
ada; it must ‘and shall be ours.” This is
the way that the burglar and highway-
man reason. Does Mr. Thomson think
that a rich and undeveloped country .w_ivth
a boundry line of 3,000 miles,, containmg
a population of only 6,000,000, would be
safe from a country on the other side of
the line, professing such sentiments as the
foregoing, with a population of 80,000,000,
and of unbounded resources, unless it 8
supported and defended by one of the

most powerful nations of the world? Any|

candid person knows full well that Can-
ada as an independent mation could not
retain its independence until it had ac-
quired a much larger population than 16

ABOUT THE GEES.

Some Lurid Fiction and the Senti-
nel’s Comments Thereon — Says
Gee Settlement People Are Up to
Date, and That They Have Been
Grossly Misrepresented.

. Following the river woad two miles
from the little town of Bath, Carleton
county, one reaches what is locally called
Hartt’s Corner. From there two miles
of hard uphill climbing through a country
of great rocks and boulders, then four
mile¢ of bouncing over an old corduroy
Toad will bring one to a small settlement
known as the Canaan settlement.

Here, living at yvariance with all the
Jaws of God and man, is a tribe of peo-
ple, who, bearing a common name as well
as holding, common possession of a great
many other things, are called Gee.

Their houses consist of small huts con-
structed in all sorts of ways of logs and
‘old boards, windows stuffed with rags in
lieu of glass, and doors hung on bits of
harness leather are to be seen on every
side, .

As all pretence of the marriage cere
mony is done away with in this com-
munity, it is impossitle to speak of any
such thing as family life. The people live
together in groups, mixed in all sorts of
ways. It is not an uncommon thing to
come across a person whose grandfather
and father are one and the same. A
young man wishing to take unto himself
a wife simply arranges the matter with
the girl in question, builds a new shack.
and the setting up of a little whiskey
completes the ceremony. During the sum-
mer months all are kept busy with the

ipicking of strawberries, blueberries and |

raspberries. These they bring,in and ex-
change at a station on the railway line
for cloth, clothes, groceries and hard-
ware,

“In conversation with a lad about 14
years of age it was learned that he had
never had a shoe on his feet, had worn
moccasins in winter and gone barefooted
from April to November. The dealers at
the depots, where the berries are shipped
to the American menufacturers, whence
they reach the markets in the form of
syrups and jams, find these people slip-
pery customers to deal with. .A man
must be all eyes, for if once out of sight
he is gone for good. }

“Ag far as appearance is concerned, the
Gees are not extraordinary. The men are
large of build, and it is unusual 4o find
one whose face has ever felt the touch
of a razor. The women and girls are of
bu{xom build and have a profusion of dark
hair,

“The possession of firearms by these,
pecple is a noticeable feature. Nearly
every man and boy in the place owns a
gun or an apology for ome. Game laws,
if they are aware that such things exisi.

L must be a continual subject of jest, for
they are paid no respect whatever. Small

pieces of ground around the' houses are
cultivated and enough meadow hay is cut
to koep a few cattle and the few horse:
the community is proud to own. Beyond
this the amount of work done is abso-
flutely nil. As far as personal possessions
are concerned, what one owns all use.

Che Foo, June 21—After spending Give
days in a Ruesian prison I was released
and put on board a Chinese junk and zent
to this place.

The stories of starvation in Port Arthur
spread by the Japanese are untrue, stores
and supplies are constantly arriving at
the besieged city from Chinese ports. ~ae
Japanese blockade is ineffective. The gar-
rison consists of between 50,00 and 60,000
troops. The health of both soldiers and
cividans is good. .

The damaged battleships have all been
repaired and the harbor entrance is cleared
of obstructions. . !

Immense new forts have been construet-
ed and in my opinion the place is in no
immediate danger of falling into the hands
of the Japanese.

The Japanese attack by land and sea
made on the 8th was éasily repulsed. I
was the first correspondent to enter Port
Arthur sinee the blockade began.

JAPAN'S CUSTOMERS.

PRSI

From Whom She Buys, to Whom She Sells’
and How Much.

The United States is Japan’s largest cus-
tomer. . The value of exports from Japan to
her most-important customers in 1902 was:
To Germany, 4,737,000 yen (a yen equals 49.8
cents); Italy, 13,287,000 yen; British India,
13,337,000 yen; Great Britain, 17,846,000 yen;
Hong Kong, 25,876,000 yen; France, 271,283,000
yen; China, 46,838,000 yen; and to the United
States, 80,233,000 yen. Thus the United States
takes as much of the products of Japan as
all of Europe and nearly twice as much as
China, Japan’s second largest customer. In
imports the United States stood second in
1902, and at the end of 1903 was but $1,227,000
below Great Britain, which still holds the
lead. For 1902, the latest year for which the
imporf figures of Japan are available with
reference to all countries, the imports from
leading countries, stated in the order of
magnitude, , were: From British India, 50,-
9,7,000 yen; from Great Britain, 50,364,000
yen; from the United States, 48,653,000 yen;
(ihm, 40,591,000 yen; Germany, 25,813,000
yen, and from France, 4,746,000 yen. In 1903
the imports were: From India 70,095,000 yen;
Great Britain, 48,737,000 yen; the United
States, 46,273,000 yen, ‘and ‘China, 45,468,000
yen.

The United States has made much more
rapid gains in the imports of Japan than
any of her principal rivals. Comparing con-
ditions in 1902 with those of 1890 for ex-
ample, the United States shows a gain from
6,874,000 yen in 1890 to 48,653,000 in 1902,
while the figures of imports from Great Brit-
ain were, in 1890, 26,619,000, and in 1902,
50,364,000 yen; from dGermany, in 1890, 6,-
875,000 yen, and in 1902, 25,813,000 yen; from
China in 1890, 8,850,000 yem, and in 1902, 40,-
519,,000 yen; and from ‘British India, in 1890,
8,911,000 yen, and in 1902, 50,977,000 yen. Con-
sidering only the five principal countries
from which Japan’s chlef importations are
obtained, the United ‘States has made much
greater gains than any of the others. It
will alsa be seen from these figures that
the chief rivalry for the classes of merchan-
dise for which the United States is seeking
a market in Japap is between the United
States and the United Kingdom, the class of
goods imported into Japan from China being
chiefly non-competitive so far as relates to
the United States, while in the case of India
the sole article is cotton, of which Japan
takes freely from India in years of large
supplies in that country.—Harper’'s Weekly.
