The Colorado Potato Beetle.

HOW TO DEAL WITH IT.

(Col. Standard, Pictou.)
“ London Purple” is highly recommended 

by some, and no doubt has proved effective. 
The following formula is given for its use : 
“ Mix into paste and then add water in the 
proportion of three gallons to each ounce or 
48 gallons to each pound. Stir well and ap­
ply by sprinkling with a whisk or fine water­
ing-pot. taking care not to deluge the plant, 
but only to cover it with a fine spray. A 
pound of London Purple costs le*s than a 
pound of Paris Green and is twice as bulky; 
but in the proportions given above it would 
not treat a given field any cheaper than Paris 
Green. It is sold cheaply on account of its 
being a waste product in the manufacture of 
some of the aniline dyes. Its active pro­
perties are due to the arsenate and arse ni te 
of sodium contained in it, and is just as 

! deadly a poison as Paris Green. According 
to the two greatest authorities on the ques- 

: tion in the United States, Charles V. Riley 
and Professor Wm. K. Kedzie of the Kansas 
State Agricultural follege. Paris Green is 
more effective and less likely to be injurious 
to the plants than that variable sort ol mix­
ture going under the name of London Purple. 
(See Scientific American, Aug. 19th. 18"6, 
page 3.) W. Saunders, Prest. Ent. Soc. of 
Ontario, says in 1875, “ Throughout Ontario 
this insect has not proved so great a scourge 
as was anticipated. We can only attribute 
this result to the persistent application by 
our farmers of that valuable remedy Paris 
Green. Notwithstanding the outcries which 
some have made against its use. general ex­
perience has decided immensely in its favor, 
and it is almost universally used.” E. 
Baynes Reid of London, Ontario, says : 
“ Wherever it has U cn properly used good 
results have invari tblv been obtained. It is 
of the utmost importance that the quality of 
the Paris G re. n should be good. It is some­
times so adulterated ns to be almost worth­
less. We are satisfied that every reported 
failure in the use of Paris Green as a remedy 
for the Colorado Potato Beetle, maybe traced 
directly to the inferior quality of the powder 
used.” Paris Green is sometimes adulterated 
with from 25 to 50 per cent, of Barytes or 
other cheap and harmless mineral. Double 
the quantity of such a material would then 
have to be used.

To manufacture tin* pure material the fol­
lowing receipt has been going the rounds of 
the press : “Dissolve two pounds of sul- 
phate of copper, blue vitriol, in gallon of hot 

I water, keeping it in a stone iar. Dissolve in 
another large jar one pound of white arsenic 
and two pounds of snleratus or pearl ash in 
44 lbs. ot hot water, stirring well until 
thoroughly dissolved. These articles, cost­
ing about a dollar, will make five pounds of 
Paris Green, costing at the store $2.50. It is 
usual to keep them in solution, and mix in 
proper proportions—one part of the former 
to five of thç latter as they are needed.” 
From experiments conducted in the Labora­
tory of the Pictou Academy, the above is 
not exactly correct. Scarcely two pounds of 
Paris Green wotVd result from the mixture, 
and the liquid remsining would contain a 
considerable quantity of a very soluble 
arsanite of potash or soda which would be 
injurious to plants. A better formula, we 
belie vex is the following: “ Dissolv - 2è 
ooumls of bine vitriol in an earthen-ware jug 
full of water, tnd l pound arsenic and 1$ 
pounds of potash in a jar containing 4 or 5 
gallons of hot, water, stirring until dissolved.
If the contents ot the two jars be mixed, a 
heavy green precipitate of Paris Green will 
fall down. Thi*. diluted with from 200 to 
250 gallons of water will suffice for nearly 
two acres of potatoes- For one acre one- 
half the quantity or a little more should be 
taken. For half an acre, a quarter of the 
vitriol solution and a quarter of the arsenic 
solution should be mixed and diluted with 
50 or 60 gallons of water. Some molasses 
added causes the liquid to adhere better to 
the leaves.

It is important to notice, however, that 
the Colorado Beetle has man> enemies, and 
some of them among the beetles themselves. 
The “ Lady Bird” beetles, the eggs of some 
species being near y as large as those of the 
potato bug, and not unlike them, are the in­
valuable allies of man if they are allowed to 
increase. The former must learn to discrim­
inate between friend and foe. The poisoning 
method kills them both alike. If our farm­
ers then can succeed by careful watching and 
picking at first, they will have numerous in­
sect assistants to aid them, and their victory 
will be less costly, and all the more complete.

and found their wants supplied by associa­
tion with ‘i General” Butt Hewson and 
Thoroughly Whitewashed Anglin, the al­
leged editor of the Tribune. This noble 
quartette, ijUis stated, weie closeted together 
for several ^jpurs, their mutual confidence 
being broughtro a close when daylight was 
peeping through the blinds and the last bot­
tle of green seal emptied. The result of this 
inspired confidence, was the article that ap­
peared in the Globe, entitled “ A Second 
Scandal.” The Globe has had already to back 
down on a couple ot its charges, and unless 
its depleted treasury will be able to stand a 
libel suit further retractions will take place 
in a few days. Mr. Anglin has already 
shown his hoof, but from one who has had 
so much experience in scandals, nothing else 
< ould be expected, as it is difficult to place 
one action of his of late years that was not 
prompted by som< motive of personal gain. 
Readers of rhe Globe have been finding 
fault with it for some time on account of its 
dullness, but they will have nothing to com­
plain of now on foaf, sgorp. as the wonderful 
genius of the editor frtyn the East will com­
pletely overwhelm the insipid efforts of his 
assistant from the West1, and to the milk and 
water of the latter will be added large doses 
of fire and brimstone by the former. The 
doctrines of predestination and future pun­
ishment were once looked upon as orthodox 
by Globe editors, but from the opening over 
here of the present editor, he neither be­
lieves in, nor fe.irs spiritual or bodily pun­
ishment, here, or in the mystic future.

Transplanting.

“ There is a principle in transplanting cab­
bage and othergueculent plants which is un­
known, or oyérlooked by many parties. 
They seem of the opinion that the sooner a 
plant is reset after being taken from the seed 
bed the more sure it is to live. A moment’s 
thought will show the fallacy of this idea ; 
if it does not, a little practice will.

The plant gets its supply of moisture and 
sustenance from the soil by means of numer­
ous small mouths at the extremities of fine 
rootlets. When the plant is removed from its 
seed bed, more or less of these are of neces­
sity broken, and the evaporation is continual- 
ingoing on from its leaves more or less rapid­
ly according to the degree of heat and sun­
light it is made to stand. If transplanted at 
once it follows that the plant must of neces­
sity wilt badly, and if the weather is hot and 
soil dry it may never survive. It. however, 
on being removed it has its roots ‘ puddled’ 
in muddy water and is then laid in a cool, 
moist place, in from 12 to 48 hours numerous 
small white rootlets will be formed, the leaves 
will stiffen up aud every energy of the plant 
is set at recovery. In other words the plant 
is convalescent, and if given half a chance 
for its life will commence growing with re­
newed vigor. For these reasons, plants 
which have been well packed and transport­
ed considerable distances by express will 
often wilt less on setting, and start to grow­
ing sooner than those which are reset at once 
when taken from the seed bed.”

Spend Wisely.

Look most to your spending. No matter 
what comes in, if more goes out you will al­
ways be poor. The art is not in making 
money, but in keeping it; little expenses, 
like mice in a barn, when they are many 
make great waste. Hair by hair, heads get 
bald ; straw bv straw, the thatch goes off the 
cottage; and drop by drop, the rain comes 
into the chamber. A barrel is soon empty, 
it it leaks but a drop a minute. When you 
mean to save, begin with your mouth, there 
are many thieves down the red lane. The 
ale jug is a great waste. In all other things 
ke<*p within compass. Never stretch your 
legs further than the blankets will reach, or 
you will soon be coid. In clothes choose 
suitable and lasting stuff, and not tawdry 
fineries. To be warm is the main thing; 
never mind the looks. A fool may make 
money, but it needs a wise man to spend it. 
Remember, it is easier to build two chimneys 
than to keep one going. If you give all to 
back and board, there is nothing left for the 
savings bank. Fare hard and work nard 
while you are young ; and you have a chance 
of rest when you are old.

“ The total debt and liabilities of Canada 
in 1867 was $93,046,051, and the total avail­
able assets $17,317,410. On July 1st, 18^2, 
the total debt and liabilities had swollen to 
$205.365,261. The available assets had in­
creased to $51,703.601. Thus while the 
United States have been reducing their debt 
and reducing their taxation we have greatly 
increased our debt and our taxation.”

The above extract we take from the Globe‘ 
which never tires of detracting this country 

i by odious and unfair comparisons with the 
United States. It is worth while once again 
exposing the suppressio veri of which the 
mouthpiece of the Liberal party is guilty. 
The net debt of Canada in 1867 was $75,728,- 
641; in 1882 the net debt, less debts of the 
provinces assumed, was $133,209,310. an in­
crease in fifteen years of $57,480,669. In that 
period three provinces, one acquired by pur­
chase, have been added to the Dominion, the 
population has increased more than 690,000, 
and when we acquired the Northwest Terri­
tory, and when British Columbia and Prince 
Edward Island joined the Dominion, it be­
came necessary to make due provision for 
the peace and good government of those pro­
vinces and territories. As the public in­
terests demanded the extension of the mail 
service and greater postal facilities, and as 
public works admittedly necessary or impor­
tant were constructed, the demands on the 
Treasury became proportionately numerous 
and heavier. The interest on the debt in 
these fifteen years has been reduced from 
5.21 per cent, to 3.82 per cent. Then as to 
taxation : The average rate of taxation from 
1>74 to 1878 was $4.88 per capita; in 1882 
the taxation was only $4.75 per capita, a 
reduction of 13 cents per head of the popu­
lation last year, in which period a reduction 
of $1.734.129 in the net public debt was ef­
fected. The Public Accounts show that the 
increase in the public debt occurred prin­
cipally during the regime of the Liberal 
Government. Omitting the increase arising 
out of the assumption of the debts of the 
provinces in 1872-3, because it involves no 
new burden upon the people, and is simply 
a transference of obligation, we find the In­
crement under the administration of the 
several governments since Confederation to 
have been as follows :—

As soon as he had 
received this answer Vereschajin returned to 
Paris. On the following day a chamberlain 
of the emperor called at the hotel where 
Vereschajin had been staying while in St. 
Petersburg, and asked for the artist. “ He 
has left here,” he was told. “ What,” ex­
claimed the horrified courtier. t% he is gone, 
and the Czar is waiting to-day to receive 
htm I Did he leave no message?” “Oh, 
yes,” the proprietor of the hotel replied, “ he 
left word if anyone called for him, to say he 
had no time to wait/’

It thus appears that of the total increment 
of $57,4^0,669 in the public debt since Con­
federation. $34.665,223, or nearly two-thirds, 
occurred during the administration of the 
Liberal party. If there is any condemnation 
to be passed because of the increase in the 
debt it certainly will not fall upon the Con­
servative party.

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EDITORIAL CORRESPONDENCE.

IT. B. and. P. E. I. Conference.
St. Stephen, June 30. 

Dear Advocate.
The Tenth annual Session of the N. B. 

& P. E. I. Conference of the Methodist 
Church of Canada is now in session in 
this pretty little town, which gives so 
much evidence of the good taste of its 
people, in extensive tree planting, many 
of the streets being beautifully shaded 
with many varieties of trees, while not a 
few of the residences, some of them cost­
ly, are surrounded with well kept grounds 
in which shrubs and flowers of almost 
every hue, are seen in great profusion. 
In these laudable attempts to improve 
where Nature has already done her part, 
the New Brunswicker has evidently fol­
lowed the example of the neighboring 
city of Calais, which with its well kept 
roads, handsome residences, beautiful 
gardens and streets shaded by regular 
lines of stately trees, is exceedingly at­
tractive, especially to the strang r who 
takes in the scene and contrasts it, per­
haps, with his own native town or other 
places where the same excellent taste is 
not evidenced. Calais, which deserves 
the title of the garden of Maine, is sepa­
rated from St. Stephen by the St. Croix 
river, which is not nearly so wide here 
as is the Miramichi at Chatham or New­
castle. The close proximity of the 
American and Canadian boundary lines 
gives ample scope for the operation of 
the smuggler and many stories are told 
of daring exploits and well planned 
schemes to defraud the revenue of the 
two countries. A large staff of officers 
is kept on duty here, who keep a sharp 
look out upon teams crossing the bridge 
and the boats crossing the river. But 
sometimes these officers are outwitted. 
One story is told of a well known opera­
tor who endeavored to run over a lot of 
raisins to the American side. He had 
just landed one box on American soil, 
when a detective appeared on the scene, 
with the exclamation, “ Now I have you, 
sir,” when the other coolly lifted the box 
down into the boat again, with the re­
sponse “Have you,” and then returned 
to the Canadian side, leaving the officer 
somewhat chagrined, and doubtless wish­
ing that he had waited until he could 
have made a faise in full. But smugglers 
do not always succeed in escaping the 
clutches of the detective, and many a 
prospective “ make” is spoiled, subject­
ing the operator to considerable loss.

THE ST. STEPHEN METHODIST CHURCH

in which the Conference is being held is 
a handsome brick structure, costing be­
tween twenty and thirty thousand dollars. 
It occupies a central position, and is the 
fourth erected by the congregation. It 
was dedicated the last time the Confer- 
ference held its annual session here in
1876, at which time the Rev. Robt. Dun­
can was President, and Rev. Howard 
Sprague, A. M., Secretary.

The church has been carrying a debt 
of about $6,000, the interest of which has 
been regularly paid by the ladies of the 
congregation. The earnest wish has 
been to have this debt wiped out before 
the Conference met this year, and efforts 
have been made in this direction. After 
the usual service on Sabbath evening, the 
Rev. Robt. Duncan entered into a 

HISTORY OF THF, CHURCH

from the time the first church was built 
in 1790. That church, he said, was torn 
down to make room for a more commo­
dious structure, in 1806, which remained 
until 1869, and was then removed to 
Water street, where it was utilized as a 
furniture factory, and was afterwards 
destroyed by tire on the 14th of May.
1877, during what is known as “ the great 
conflagration.” As soon as the old build­
ing was removed, the congregation en­
tered upon the erection of

A HANDSOME BRICK EDIFICE, 
which was finished in 1870 or 1871, cost­
ing $20,000. This church remained until 
the winter of 1876, when a fire broke out 
in a store near by belonging to the late 
George Maxwell, from which the church 
caught, and was destroyed, nothing be­
ing saved, a portion of the walls only re­
maining. Among the furnishings of the 
church then destroyed was a very fine 
pipe organ imported from Boston at a 
cost of $2,000, under the direction of 
Prof. Adams, an Englishman. There was 
no insurance. This was a great blow to 
the congregation, the church being al­
most clear of debt, but with a zeal and 
an enterprise which speak volumes for 
the liberality as well as the determination 
of the people, work on a new church 
was commenced almost before the smoke 
of the ruins had disappeared. This 
building, the present handsome brick 
edifice, cost in the vicinity of $25,000, 
and is s lid to be the best building of the 
kind on the river, the only exception be­
ing the hands ime and more costly Con 
gregational Church (a wooden structure) 
on the Calais side.

Zachariah Chipman, Esq., a leading 
member of the church, also spoke briefly 
at the meeting, at which he gave renewed 
evidence of his generosity in church 
matters, by offering to'contribute two 
dollars for every dollar raised among the 
congregation. At the close of his re­
marks the subscriptions began to flow in 
pretty quickly, and in the course cf an 
hour a very handsome sum was realized. 
Just before the close of the service Mr. 
Chipman further stated that if the con­
gregation would raise $1500, or in the 
near vicinity of that amount, he would 
pay the balance of $3500—that is, inde­
pendent of Mrs. Chipman’s generous do­
nation of one thousand dollars. The 
whole sum was raised the debt is wiped 
off, and the energetic ladies of the Church 
will now be able to concentrate their ef­
forts in a new direction. The Metho­
dists have reason to be proud of their 
stately edifice, which is a monument of 
their enterprise, as well as an evidence 
of what can be done, by well directed 
efforts amidst difficulties and discourage­
ments.

THE CONFERENCE.
The Stationing is one of the most im­

portant of the Committees of Conference 
as by its decision rests the fate of the 
clergymen with reference to the circuits 
they are to occupy during the ensuing

On Tuesday evening the Missionary 
Committee met. The laymen present 
elected W. E. Dawson, Esq., of Char­
lottetown, the lay representative to the 
General Board of the Missionary Society.

A vote of thanks was passed to Rev. 
Robt. Duncan, lor the faithful and pains­
taking manner in which he had attended 
to the duties of Secretary-Treasurer.

THE FIRST CONFERENCE SESSION.
The Conference opened at nine o’clock 

on Wednesday morning, Rev. J. S. 
Phinney, president, in the chair. The 
session opened by singing hymn 753, 
“ And are we yet alive?” The Secretary, 
Rev. Mr. Weddall, read a portion of 
Scripture. Rev. F. Smallwood and Rev. 
Dr. Pickard offered fervent and appro­
priate prayers.

The Conference proceeded to the elec­
tion of President. At the first vote fifty 
seven ballots were cast; Rev. S. T. Teed 
received twenty-four, Dr. Stewart 
twenty, the balance being divided be­
tween Rev. Messrs. Reid, Cowper- 
thwaite, Burwash, Lodge, Shenton and 
Com ben. On second ballot Mr. Teed re­
ceived twenty-nine, Stewart twenty-six. 
The former was declared elected.

The President elect was cordially wel­
comed to the platform by the retiring 
officer. Rev. Mr. Teed said he hoped 
the brethren would exercise indulgence 
towards him, feeling as he did consider­
ably disconcerted to find himself placed 
in so honorable and exalted a position. 
The position to which the brethren had 
called him was one to which he had 
never aspired. His highest ambition 
had been to perform the ordinary work 
of the Methodist minister and to do it to 
the glory of God, and as far as possible 
to the satisfaction of the brethren. He 
aspired to nothing more than this, but 
as the brethren had so kindly placed him 
in such an honorable position he expect­
ed and he knew he would have their 
sympathy and support as well as their 
prayers. It would be his earnest endea­
vor to discharge the important duties of 
President conscientiously and faithfully, 
and with all the ability God had given 
him.

[The worthy president, for whom the 
deepest respect is entertained by the 
brethren, was received on trial in 1856 
and was ordained in 1860. His appoint­
ments have been as follows ;—1856, Guys- 
boro and Canso ; 1857, Margarie ; 1858, 
Sydney; 1860, Greenwich ; 1861, Three 
Burin. Newfoundland; 1866, Grand 
Bank; 1869, St. John’s ; 1872, Baie de 
Verte ; 1874, Fairville ; 1876, Portland ; 
1879, Chatham ; 1882, Tryon. He was 
financial secretary of the St. John district 
from 1876 to 1878, and was chairman of 
the Miramichi district from 1879 to 1882. 
He was delegate to the General Confer­
ence at Hamilton in 1882.]

Rev. R. W. Weddall was appointed 
Secretary, Rev. John Read, Journal Sec­
retary, Revs. Geo. W. Fisher and Thos. 
Hicks, assistant Conference Secretaries, 
and Rev. W. Harrison, assistant Jour­
nal Secretary.

A Public Missionary Meeting was held 
in the evening at which addresses were 
delivered by Reverends Thos. Marshall, 
D. D. Currie and E. Evans, and Hon. 
Mr. McQueen, of Westmoreland.

Thursday, June 28.
At the morning session, after singing 

hymn 418 and reading of Scripture, ex- 
President Phinney engaged in prayer, in 
which he referred in touching terms to 
the death of Rev. Mr. McKeown and sup­
plicated the Divine blessing upon the 
widow and her children amid the fervent 
responses of the brethren present.

Bro. A. D. McCully, A. B. B. D., was 
reported for ordination after usual ex­
amination.

Bro. Thos. Pierce, having travelled 
three years, was recommended to remain 
on trial another year.

Bro. Jas. W.Tait, having travelled two 
years and passed the necessaiy examina­
tion, is granted permission to attend the 
Sackville institution for two years.

Bro. A. E. Bell, having travelled two 
years and passed necessary examinations 
is recommended to remain on trial.

Bro. Geo. F. Dawson, having travelled 
■ me year and passed satisfactory examina­
tion, as also Samuel Howard, were re­
commended to be continued on trial.

Two candidates for the Ministry were 
received on trial, Bros. A. P. Taylor, of 
Apohaqui, and Robt. Clements, of Al- 
berton, P. E. I.

To the question—Who have died since 
the last conference, the name of the late 
Hezekiah McKeown was brought np. 
The Conference rose and sang the 368th 
hymn,

“ Hark a Voice divides the sky,
Happy are the faithful dead,” etc., 

followed by touching prayer by the Rev. 
John Clark, A. M., the scene being most 
solemn and impressive, the brethren 
earnestly responding as the soul stirring 
supplication went up to the thtone of 
Grace for the Divine blessing to rest up­
on the bereaved family.

The following memorial was read and 
on motion of Rev. Mr. Currie, seconded 
by Rev. Mr. Shenton, was carried :

“ Hezekiah McKeown was born in Nic- 
caux, Annapolis County, Nova Scotia. 
He was converted during his residence 
as s student in the Methodist University 
at Middletown, Connecticut. In the year 
1853, he was received as a probationer 
for our ministry. In 1857 he was ordain­
ed. He was stationed on the Mugquodo- 
boit, Liverpool, Burton, St. Stephen, 
Carieton,(St. John), Avondale, Newport, 
St. Stephen, (a second term,) Wood- 
stock, Fredericton, Chatham, Exmouth 
street, St. John, and Sussex circuits. 
He was seven times elected chairman of 
his district. At the annual conference 
of New Brunswick and Prince Edward 
Island, for 1879, he was elected its presi­
dent. He was a delegate to the first gen­
eral conference of the Methodist Church 
ol Canada, held in Toronto in 1874. He 
was an effective pulpit and platform 
speaker. He did not aim so much to 
paint in words whereby he might weave 
pictures of surpassing beauty, as he did 
to awaken men’s consciences and to save 
souls. He loved the Sabbath School and 
evinced a deep interest in the children of 
his congregation. He was eminently 
successful in directing those services 
which we call special services. His la­
bours in the church to promote revivals 
were abundant. In revivals he would 
bring out the whole strength of his vigor­
ous and emotional manhood. On many 
of his circuits he was permitted to rejoice 
in seeing many souls gathered into the 
fellowship of his church as the fruit of 
his ministry. He was ardently attached 
to the church in all its great essentials. 
During the last year or two it was mani­
fest to those with whom he was most in­
timately associated that his health was 
becoming impaired. He was appointed 
to the Sussex Circuit at the last confer­
ence (1882), and continued in the lull and 
vigorous discharge of his pulpit and other 
duties qntil and including the Sabbath 
next preceding bis death. On the night 
of his release from his earthly labours 
he retired to rest in apparently his qsual 
health. A few hours later it was mani­
fest to Mr. McKeown that he was seri­
ously ill. The family and physician were 
hastily summoned. The tjme for his de­
parture had come. After having fallen 
into his first slumber of that night his 
consciousness came not to him again. 
At four o’clock of the morning of Satur­
day, Oct. 14th, 1882, he exchanged the 
life of hjs earthly pilgrimage for the 
eternal life of the heavenly country, in 
the 54th year ol bis age and in the 30th of 
his ministry.”

Several of the clergymen bore testi­
mony to the earnestness and faithfulness 
of the deceased in the Master’s work.

Friday, June 29.
Conference Accepts the Basis of

Union.
Yesterday was a regular Held day 

among the brethren. During the morn­
ing session it was decided to make the 
question of Union the Order of- the Day 
for the afternoon, and as this was looked 
upon as the most important question to 
come before the Conference this session, 
it was very natural to find a deep inter­
est manifested by the party leaders and

their followers. Dr. Pickard gave notice 
of a resolution expressing the advisability 
of accepting the basis, Dr. Pope, on the 
other side, expressing his intention of 
moving an amendment to the same. 
During the morning session a telegram 
was read informing the Conference that 
the Conference ol Newfoundland had ac­
cepted the Basis of Union by a vote of 
26 to 3, an announcement which was re­
ceived with loud and long continued ap­
plause.

In the afternoon, after devotional ex­
ercises, Dr. Pickard moved his resolu­
tion, and in a practical speech, gave his 
reasons why the Basis should be accept­
ed. The motion was seconded by Rev. 
R. Duncan.

Dr. Pope moved an amendment, the 
closing sentence of which reads, “ Re­
solved that while cordially approving, 
and most earnestly desiring the proposed 
organic union, this Conference, * * *
deems it neither necessary nor safe to 
adopt the basis of union presented by the 
Union committee. The mover made an 
able speech in support of the amendment.

A lengthy debate followed, lasting un­
til 10.20 p. m., in which Dr. Stewart, 
Reverends Dobson, Evans, Marshall, 
Narra way, Sheptou and Read participa­
ted. There was some good speaking on 
both sides, the debate being conducted 
most harmoniously. When Mr. Read 
had finished, amid cries of “ question !” 
“question!” th : President put the 
amendment, and amid an impressive 
silence, the names were called and count­
ed. The amendment was defeated, yeas, 
28, nays 40. The original motion was 
then put and carried by the sffme vote 
reversed. Conference then adjourned.

Of the six Conferences, five have de­
cided lor the Union and one against—the 
London Conference, which recorded a 
majority of 13 against the basis. The 
majorities in favor are—Montreal 14, 
Toronto 100, Nova Scotia 3, Newfound­
land 23, N. B. & P. E. Island 12—total 
139.

That the Union will be consummated 
is now almost certain, but it is not at all 
unlikely that the General Conference may 
make some changes in the Basis, particu­
larly when it is remembered that the 
Union Committee rather over-stepped the 
limits prescribed by the General Confer­
ence in matters relating to the Basis of 
the Union.

Saturday, June 30.
After devotional exercises, a communi­

cation was read from the Dominion Al­
liance for the total suppression of the 
liquor traffic, requesting the ministers 
of the Conference to preach a sermon on 
Temperance, on the 3rd Sunday in Oc­
tober. The request will be complied 
with.

Secretary Weddall read report of 
Special Committee convened at Moncton 
in December last, held to free the Con­
ference from the damaging reports con­
cerning the disposal of certain property 
in the vicinity of Moncton. At this meet­
ing some of the brethren implicated ap­
peared, showing how they had been 
drawn into the matter, which they did 
not look upon at the time as anything ap­
proaching a lottery. Others stated their 
regrets by letter, all of which were satis­
factory to the committee.

During the discussion on this report; 
it was urged that if any of the brethren 
who had unwittingly committed the er­
ror had not explained their position, or 
who may still hold property obtained in 
such way, be requested to appear at the 
bar of Conference and make necessary 
explanations. Some of the clergymen 
implicated expressed their sincere re­
grets that they had unwittingly been 
drawn into committing the error. They 
had not the faintest idea that the transac­
tion had even the semblance of a lottery.

Prof. Burwash deeply regretted that 
any of the brethren had been led unwit­
tingly to take part in the affair. It was 
most unfortunate, had done no little in­
jury to the church, and should be 
thoroughly cleared up before the Confer­
ence rose. This view being concurred 
in by other brethren on motion, a com­
mittee was appointed, consisting of Rev­
erends Dobson, Evans and John A. Clark, 
before whom two of the brethren who 
had not made satisfactory explanations 
as to their connection with the matter, 
are to appear.

Bro Alonzo D. McCully, A. B., B. D., 
candidate for the Ministry, underwent a 
theological examination at the hands of 
the President and the Rev. H. Daniel, to 
the satisfaction ol the Conference. Dr. 
Pope, said that after the able manner in 
which the candidate had passed the ex­
amination he had mnch pleasure in mov­
ing that he be received into full connec­
tion and ordained. Carried unanimously. 
The candidate had previously passed a 
most satisfactory and creditable examina­
tion before the Board of Examiners, mak­
ing an average of 858 in his subjects, 
1,000 being the highest possible marks. 
The candidate is a brother of Mr. Mc- 
Cullev, teacher.

Wild Birds.
In taking a walk through the country 

lanes or green woods in this vicinity, at 
this season of the year the number and 
variety of our wild birds are very nu­
merous and appear to be on the increase, 
as we never saw so many flitting about 
as at the present time, the bushes and 
trees being joyous with the song and 
twitter of these little warblers. Year» 
ago the scarcity of small wild birds was 
particularly noticeable to visitors from 
other countries, but of late years there 
has been a great change in this respect. 
It is not caused, we think, by their being 
heretofore protected from injury from 
the youthful gunner or nest robbing 
urchin but let us hope that iu the future 
they may so continue to increase and be 
protected from injury, by the aid of these 
who love to hear these feathered songs­
ters make spring joyous with their music. 
The course pursued in St. John a few 
days ago, was a commendable one, and 
worthy of imitation, as at the City Police 
Court, a youth was fined 85.00 and costs 
for taking a robin’s nest from a tree in 
the Old Burial Ground, and therebjgcaus- 
ing the death of three young birds. The 
Police Magistrate, in giving judgment, 
stated that though in the present instance 
he would only impose a light line, here­
after the full penalty of $50 would be en­
forced against all found guilty of offences 
of this nature.

‘ ‘ Such a barbarous practice as snaring 
thistle birds at this season, when they 
are caring for their young, is unfortunate­
ly too common in the city and vicinity, 
and it is to be hoped that all good citizens 
will second Mr. Wetmore’s efforts to im­
press on our youths the inhumanity of 
such actions and to bring adult bird-mur­
derers to justice.”—ffeios.

“ New Found’Zeal ”
The editor of the Advance in his last 

issue has an article under the above title 
the purport of which is to draw atten­
tion in some manner to the official acts 
of Mr. Barker, but he has so far stretch­
ed his imagination that he or no one 
else seem to know what he is writing 
about. Will he explain what he ^driv­
ing at. He makes some allusion to 
“ certain kinds of wood used by lumber­
ers, which heretofore escaped stumpage 
tax are liable to.pay one-half of their 
market value to the Department.” What 
does he mean, and what has he reference 
to also when he asks “ how it happened 
that Seizing Officer Barker, up to a few 
months age, neglected certain portions 
of his duties which he is now generally 
believed to be overdoing.'’ Mr. Smith 
would like to have deposed u]l officers 
appointed by the former Government, 
whether or not they perform their duty 
faithfully is of no consequence, hence 
the ambiguity of the article above re. 
ferred to.

The Warden read a note from the Secy. 

Treas. regretting his inability to attend 
this meeting of Council owing to illness. 
His son, Mr. Chas. Thomson would take 
down the minutes and with the assist­
ance of the Auditor would be enabled to 
attend to the business before the Council.

Coun. Adams very much regretted the 
sickness and inability of the Sec’y-Tr., 
and thought the best way would be to 
adjourn until after dinnehand during the 
recess the proper steps could be taken to 
legalize the record. It was necessary 
that the bondsmen of our present Secy.- 
Tr. consent to the acting of a substitute 
in his place. Conns. Bamford, Fish, 
Cameron and others ventilated their 
opinions on this matter. The Warden 
read the law in reference thereto, show­
ing that the Secy.-Tr. could appoint a 
deputy and was responsible for his acts, 
but tlïe"bondsmen of the Secy.-Tr. were 
not liable for the acts ol the deputy un­
less they give their consent to his so act­
ing. On motion of Coun. Morrissey the 
Council adjourned until two o’clock to 
enable the consent of these bondsmen to 
be obtained for the acts of the deputy 
appointed by the Secy.-Tr. Carried.

Afternoon Session.
Council met at 2 o’clock with tile Sec’y-Treas pre-

oluved that minutes of last meeting lie read. The 
Sec'y Tread, proceeded with the reading of the min­
utes, but his medical adviser, Dr. Smith, interfered 
and said that in his weak state Mr. Thomson was 
endangering his life.

Coun Saunders moved and Coun McNangliton sec­
onded that minutes lie considered read and adopted, 
The Warden ruled their motion out. Minutes were 
then read by Mr. Charles Thomson, and on motion 
adopted.

Coun Adams moved and Coun Ryan seconded 
that the Sec’y-Treasurer be excused from his duties 
in connection with the present sitting of the Coun­
cil. Motion carrried. The Sec’y-Treasurer briefly 
thanked the Council.

On motion John Cassidy was appointed constable-
Coun Morrissy presented a petition from Archi­

bald Wright, praying for relief of income and poll 
tax. Coun Loggie moved petition be received, sec­
onded by Conn Cameron. Coun Cameron moved 
petition be granted, seconded by Coun Robinson. 
Coun Fish did not see why Wright should beexempt- 
ed while there were others equally and more de­
serving who annually paid their taxes. He thought 
some consideration should also be shown to these 
people.

Coun Adams' said it was the duty of the Assessors, 
not of the Council, to deal with this matter. He 
would not vote for the motion unless more proof 
that it was absolutely necessar}' was forthcoming.

Coun Morrissey wanted to know who the people 
were to whom Coun Fish referred. Let him produce 
them. Wright had lost the lingers of his right hand, 
had an abscess on his shoulder, and was incapacitated 
for work for three weeks this spring and could not 
reasonably be expected to pay such an amount of 
taxation. Let the petition be fairly and honestly 
dealt with.

Coun Bamford wished to known whether Wright 
had applied for relief to the Parish Assessors. He 
understood that was the proper way of dealing with 
such matters.

Coun Morrissey said Wright was perfectly willing 
to pay his real estate tax, he only asked for exemp­
tion from the income and poll rates.

Coun Fish did not expect matters to be so warm. 
He said he knew several people who were even more 
crippled than Wright, though he did not feel at 
liberty to mention their names before the Council. 
They had never been exempted and he would pay 
Wright’s taxes himself rather than have the matter 
pass the Council.

The motion was put to vote and lost by the casting 
vote of the Warden.

Coun Morrissey brought up the matter of Mrs. 
Wheeler’s lease. She had paid $30 per year for eight 
years, and after that $38 per year for twelve years. 
She now wished in view of making improvements on 
the property to either purchase the lease or effect a 
long lease.

Coun Adams thought the Council had better grant 
her the lease is in case of purchase fche land would 
have to be sold by auction and she might not be able 
to bid it in against outside competition.

Coun Bamford suggested a committee be appoint­
ed to investigate the matter and report what course 
the Council should adopt.

Coun Morrissey moved, seconded by Coun Fish, 
that Thos. Halloran be appointed a Surveyor of Lum­
ber for the Parish of Newcastle. Carried.

Coun Fish moved, seconded by Coun Ryan, that 
Benjamin Lovell be appointed à Surveyor of Lum­
ber for the Parish of Newcastle. Carried.

Coun Morrissey wished to draw the attention of 
the Council to the manner in which the Constables, 
especially those in Newcastle, performed their duties. 
They retained the money given them on account of 
poor rates, school taxes, executions private bills, and 
there was no mode of getting at them. The Magis­
trates could or would do nothing. Some action 
should be taken, as matters stood it was disgraceful.

Coun Saunders thought a bye-law had been passed 
last January that the Constables should give bonds 
for the performance of their duties.

Coun Morrissey understood the Magistrates had 
never demanded bonds, but sworn the Constables in 
as the}' applied.

Other, business was done, and then the Council 
adjourned for Committee work.

Death of Sir A. J. Smith.
We regret to learn that on Sunday 

evening last, at live minutes past eight 
o’clock Sir Albert James Smith died at 
Dorchester, Westmorland Co., and his 
remains were to be interred in Dorches­
ter Cemetery yesterday. The deceased 
gentleman was born in Westmorland 
County in 1824, studied law and was call­
ed to the Bar of Ne* Brunswick in Feb.. 
1847. He was elected to the N. B. Legis­
lature in 1852, and held several offices In 
the New Brunswick Government prior to 
confederation. At the first general elec­
tion for the Dominion Parliament he was 
elected to represent Westmorland and 
held his seat until the general election 
last year when he was defeated. He held 
the office of Minis ter of Marine and Fish­
eries during the term the Grit Govern­
ment was in power, succeeding Hon. P. 
Mitchell in that office. He was only fifty- 
eight years of age. He leaves a wife who 
is in very delicate health, and one child, 
a boy, not yet fourteen years of age.

Chatham Notes.
DRowned.—A lad of 10, named 

Thomas Cains, was drowned off Ritchie's 
wharf here, about 4 o’clock on Thursday 
afternoon. It appears that he was un­
able to swim and jumped off the wharf 
into the swift current, which soon car­
ried him to a watery grave, his comrades, 
instead of getting a boat or trying to 
rescue him, came up town to give the 
alarm so that by the time the scene of 
the accident was reached, it was too late 
to render any aid, as he had sank. ^ His 
body was grappled for uy Mr. Kelly, 
who succeeded in finding it, about 7to’- 
clock. An inquest was held by Coroner 
Fallen and a verdict of accidental drown­
ing was rendered. The lad was a na­
tive of Bathurst but had been living in 
Chatham for some time past.

No doubt a repetition of the same ac­
cident will be recorded before the season 
is over, unless some measure is adopted 
to prevent boys from swimming off 
wharves where the water is so deep and 
swift. A line should be Imposed upon 
every one who are seen swimming in the 
place just referred to, as there are plenty 
of places that afford better bathing fa­
cilities, and that do not expose a person’s 
life to such danger.

Delays in Transportation.
Some of our exporters of fresh fish 

complain, and not without good reason, 
in reference to changes made in the time 
table of the Intercolonial Railway with­
out notice of such changes being previ­
ously given.

For instance a number of boxes of fish 
were sent to Derby Siding and Chatham 
Junction on Monday of last week, the 
day the new time table came in force, to 
catch the freight train, when to the sur­
prise of the shippers the train was found 
to have gone some three hours before. 
This disappointment must have been 
general at a good many stations north, 
as at night when the express train going 
south arrived and these parties endeavor­
ed to have their fish forwarded to there 
destination by express, they were again 
disappointed as the express car was al­
ready filled with all the freight it could 
carry and the fish was again left, and in 
consequence some persons were put to 
considerable loss and inconvenience, 
having to take their fish home again and 
do the best they could with them. If 
the hours of depar ure of the freight 
trains were added to the time tables now 
published, and such advertisement in­
serted a week previous to the change 
coming into force, such unfortunate de­
tention of so perishable an article as 
fresh fish would not have taken place and 
much loss and disappointment thereby 
prevented. Fishermen from the lower 
portion of the county who shipped their 
Ush to catch the freight train on Monday 
and rested content will no doubt be great­
ly disappoiuted to learn that their fifteen 
cases of fish remained at the junction un­
til the following day. These things 
should not be, and a few days previous 
notice of the changes to be made would 
have prevented the delay.

Dalhousie Matters.
We are glad to know that the pros­

pects for improvement in the town of 
Dalhousie are looking up. The work of 
surveying and locating the Branch Rail­
way is being proceeded with and it is 
expected the station will be located in 
the centre of the town, and continued to 
the Public Wharf and a deep water ter­
minus.

The new hotel at the Point is now in 
course of erection and when completed 
will be a great inducement to visitors to 
put up during the heated term in this 
charming region, where sea bathing can 
be enjoyed at all states of the tide, and 
some of the finest fishing grounds on 
this continent are within easy reach. 
We have no doubt that this house, when 
completed, will be occupied by a large 
number of visitors.

In consequence of thèse long looked 
for improvements business is expected 
to rapidly improve by the expenditure of 
capital iu this needed public work, and 
the erection of this fine building, as well 
as the large expenditures from visitors 
when this fine hotel is fully occupied. 
The people also look for a large and in­
creased business with the lower ports on 
the Quebec side of the Bay as soon as 
the railway is finished. We hope these 
anticipations will be full) realized.

Marriage of Mr. Luttrell.

Mr. Richard Luttrell, one of tho best 
known railway men in this country, was 
married in this city last evening to Miss 
Kate Luke, daughter of Mr. Miles Luke, 
of Brampton. The ceremony took place 
at therresidence of Mr. Alex. Whyte, 7 
Victoria avenue, porth, where Miss Luke 
has been living for several years—Mr. 
Whyte being her brother-in-law. The 
ceremony was performed by Rev. A. 
Langford, assisted by Rev. V. Emery, a 
cousin of the bride. Mr. and Mrs. Lut­
trell have started in their wedding trip, 
which will extend to Boston, New York 
and other eastern American cities. They 
will make their home in Port Huron, 
where Mr. Luttrell has secured a com­
modious and elegant residence. The 
bridegroom is well known to Hamilton 
people, having been G. T. R. agent here 
prior to the amalgamation with the Great 
Western. He now fills one of the most 
important and responsible positions on 
the Grand Trunk—that of Local Super­
intendent of the Western Division.

Railway Changea.
The Chatham Advance says ; “ The 

Intercolonial authorities have determin­
ed to withdraw their agent from Chat­
ham, leaving the Chatham road to itself 
entirely. The ; ■•’w arrangement is to take 
effect on Monday next. Mr. J. D. Mc­
Neil, the station Agent at Chatham, is, 
we believe, to no to the audit office, 
Moncton. Mr. Watson Searle is te go 
to Chatham Junction. Mr. D. T. 
Johnstone, Jr., of Mr. Snowball’s office, 
who has had a good deal of experience 
as a railway accountant, is to take 
charge of the Chatham railway business 
at Chatham Station.”

In reference to the above item the 
Chatham World says :—

“ Why the Change is Made.—The 
apparent dissatisfaction of the Branch 
management with the pooling arrange­
ment, indicated by constant demands for 
concessions of one kind or another, fair­
ly worried the Intercolonial management 
we are told, into putting an end to the 
joint arrangement for the freight and 
passenger business. The Intercolonial 
officials are to be withdrawn on Monday, 
and Mr. D. T. Johnstone, Jr., will be­
come station agent. The Branch Rail­
way will probably get ont through 
tickets of its own in a few days.

Architecture.

Rewarding a hard-working Pastor.
At a late meeting of St. Andrew’s 

Chnrch Trustees, Chatham, it was un­
animously resolved that, considering the 
successful pastorate of the Rev. E. 
Wallace Waits during the past year, his 
stipend be raised from 81000, to $110C, 
dating from last April. This is in addi­
tion to free manse, etc.

It was also agreed and determined that 
the present manse be enlarged and im­
proved by adding another story, with 
pavilion roof, enlarging the windows 
and giving the out-buildings a general 
repair, at a cost of some $1400. When 
the improvements are made this will be 
one of the handsomest manses in the 
Dominion. The work is expected to be 
completed in October next. The com­
mittee appointed to carry out the pro­
gramme consists of Messrs. Henry A. 
Muirhead, W. Wyse, Wm Fenton, John 
Johnstone (Chatham) and Peter Loggie. 
— World.

At the Encoena held at the University, 

Fredericton, on Thursday last the pro­
ceedings were most interesting. The 
announcement was made of the “L. A. 
Wilmot Memorial Scholarship” funded 
by Mrs. Wilmot for three years. The 
Lieut. Governor in presenting the Lorne 
medals, said several happy things to the 
winners, and his pleasant remarks elicit­
ed much applause. The lion, degree of 
LL. D. was conferred upon Hon. Mr. 
Elder, who thanked the Senate for the 
great honor conferred upon him.

Among the honor lists we are pleased 
to see the names of some of our Miramichi 
young men. In the junior class, in 
Science, Mr. Robert Nicholson’s name 
appears. In the same class, in French, 
that of Mr. Michael Quigley, both of 
Newcastle. In the Freshman Class, in 
French, the name of Mr. Joseph Hays, 
of Nelson, appears. We congratulate 
them on their good standing.

York Circuit Court.
Judge Fraser presided at the recent 

June term of the York Circuit Court. 
In his address to the Grand Jury he said 
“ he had very great pleasure in be­
ing able in a very short time to release 
them from further duty. It was very 
gratifying to find in such a large county, 
with a city of 7,000 or 8,000 inhabitants, 
the High Sheriff enabled to present a 
clean sheet to the presiding Judge. He 
considered the County now in a very 
favorable condition, and he hoped in a 
short time to see the completion of a 
work he had very much at heart—the 
construction of the Miramichi Valley 
Railway and the bridge across the river.”

The Grand Jury presented an address 
to Judge Fraser to which he briefly re­
plied, after which he was presented with 
a pair of white gloves by Sheriff Ster­
ling, there being no criminal case on the 
docket.

Cholera.

London, June 2g^The doctors at 
Damietta refuse to t55rm the foreign 
Consuls of the number of deaths oc­
curring there. Steamers which sailed 
lor Alexandria on Tuesday were 
crowded with refugees from Damietta. 
All the steamer berths tor a week to 
come have been engaged.

London, June 28.—There were four 
deaths at Port Said yesterday and 
there are 180 refugees from Damietta 
in quarantine in the vicinity of Port 
Said. News has been received at 
Alexandria that 73 persons at Damiet­
ta died between 6 a. m., and 11 a. m., 
yesterday. No confidence is placed 
in the sanitary cordon aronncl Dami­
etta, which is composed of Egyptian 
soldiers. A number of refugees from 
the infected district arrived at Alex­
andria yesterday. The epidemic is 
reported at Rosetta.

The Italian Government has ordered 
all vessels arriving at Italian ports 
from Egypt to be quarantined ten 
days. The French Government has 
issued a similar order.

Berlin, Jane 27 —The German 
Government will probably send me­
dical experts to Damietta to investi­
gate and report whether the malady 
now existing there isfe-i^le cholera 
or only cholera morbus.
