Sir,—In your issue of Septem­
ber 30th, the Rev. W. Brown 
and E- J. Grant bring three criti­
cisms against Rev. H. F. Waring’s 
book, “Christianity apd Its Bible,” 
which seem to me to' be most un­
fair.

Rev. E. J. Grant gives as his 
judgment that it would be exceed­
ingly difficult to learn from the 
book what Mr.’Waéfng believes, 
or whether he believes anything" 
that is worth while. It is very 
difficult to take such a criticism 
seriously. It is very difficult to 
understand the mental processes 
of a man who would make such a 
statement. Mr. Waring in his 
book teaches the reality, the awful­
ness of sin; He teaches regener­
ation and conversion. By regen­
eration meaning the coming of 
life from God. By conversion 
tfie corresponding flow of God. 
He teaches that man is saved not 
by morality nor by gdod works, 
but by faith. He teaches that 
Jesus is Saviour from sin, that 
through the saving power of His 
death upon the cross man is made 

i at one with God. He teaches the 
Fatherhood of God and the fact 
that through the aid of God the 
Holy Spirit, and through Jesus as 
Son of God, man in his childhood 
of weakness is brought to God 
the loving Father. Though 
doubtless he recognizes with prac­
tically all the Biblical scholars 
to-day the difficulty of harmoniz­
ing the accounts of the resurrec­
tion, he recognizes the truth in 
these accounts. Surely a man 
who believes these fundamental 
truths which I have selected at 
random from the book believes 
something that is worth while.

Dr. Brown has the feeling that 
many will be led into infidelity by 
the reading of the book. It would 
be an interesting psychological 
and possibly physiological study 
to get at the source of that feel­
ing. His feeling is so different 
from the feelings of. so many oth­
ers who have reviewed the book 
that I cannot understand the 
grounds for such an extreme 
statement. The Presbyterian 
Witness thinks “the ordinary 
reader will find much to strength­
en his faith in God’s word.” The 
Yarmouth Herald thinks that 
“many a troubled soul will find 
peace in the perusal of the volume. 
Many a skeptical mind adrift upon 
a sea of doubt will find safe an­
chorage here.” These are but 
samples of other reviews. I have 
met one man at least who occu­
pies one of the most important 
places in our denominational work 
not a minister who confessed to 
me that the book had been of 
great value in bringing him back 
to the faith which through intel­
lectual difficulties he was in dan­
ger of losing. My own confession 
is that on reading the book I have 
been much impressed with the 
deep religious spirit and triumph­
ant faith of the writer, and 1 have 
a strong conviction that it will be 
especially helpful to men and wo­
men who in this age of doubt have

To Be iOpened in Baptist 
Church For Men of the 

Town

BY UNION BROTHERHOOD.

Boys over Fourteen Years 
Of Age will also be 

Admitted.

The Union Brotherhood at 
their regular meeting on Sunday 
afternoon decided to open the 
robms in the basement of the 
Baptist church to the men of the. 
town on Thursday evening: *

The reading room will be sup­
plied with the St. John morning 
newspapers,, the Montreal Daily 
Star, and magazines. No conver­
sation will be permitted in this 
room. The room adjoining will 
be used for games of different 
kinds, including ping-pong, check­
ers and crockinole. The large 
room will be used for gymnasium 
purposes. A basket ball and 
punching bag have been secured. 
Parallel and horizontal bars have 
also been put up. It is hoped 
that in the near future other feat­
ures will be added. Mr. M, C. 
Hitchin, who has had considera­
ble experience in gymnasium 
work, has been appointed physical 
director, with Jacob Moores as 
assistant.

It was thought at first desirable 
to restrict the rooms to the Broth­
erhood and any friends whom 
they x may invite. While this 
might have a tendency to build 
up the membership of the Broth­
erhood, it was afterwards felt 
that it would be apt to give it a 
sectarian basis which would not 
be desirable, and so after some 
discussion, by an unanimous vote, 
the Brotherhood decided to make 
the rooms absolutely free to all 
men regardless of creed. The 
expenses of the work will be met 
by the. regular Sunday contribu­
tions of the Brotherhood. If 
these are not sufficient a supper 
or entertainment will be given oc­
casionally to help out. It was 
also decided after considerable 
discussion to allow boys over 
fourteen years of age to enjoy the 
privileges of the rooms. This 
will be tried as an experiment 
and if not successful the rooms 
will be opened to men only. The 
rooms for the present will be op­
ened every Monday and Thursday 
evenings from 7 p. m. to 10 p. m. 
It is hoped that in this way the 
Brotherhood will be able to help 
a number of men in the town who 
have no place to spend the even­
ings. It aims to do somewhat 
the same kind of work that is be­
ing done by the Everyday Club of 
St. John, which is so free from the 
sectarian spirit that tit is patron­
ized equally by Catholics and 
Protestants alike. It may be said 
that Rev. P. J. Stackhouse, the 
teacher of the Union Brotherhood 
was one of the executive that 
founded the Everyday Club of St. 
John, and is still a member of 
that executive.

HIGH PRICED TAILORS
Strange as ic may seem, it is 

true, nevertheless, that the women 
of wealth, while they buy many 
useless things, nevertheless are as 
keèn after low prices as their poor­
er sisters. Time was when a so­
ciety woman would have scorned 
to have her clothing made by any 
one one except a tailor recognizing 
as catering only to the fashionable 
set. Now women like Mrs Stuy- 
vesant Fish, Mrs Astor, Mrs Goe- 
let of New Yoik and many others 
have all their garments made in 
the side etieets. They have found 
the prices less where the rents are 
lower, and as the wardrobes of all 
are extensive they have saved hun­
dreds of dollars each year. The 
customers of the highly expensive 
women’s tailors now are mostly 
women on the .fringe of the social 
set, actresses and those who have

GENERAL LINES THE SAME.
Tailored costumes, whether

light or dark, are made up oh much 
the same lines. Skirts are decided­
ly longer than they weré a yea^ago, 
and while some of them are plain, 
depending for their smartness up­
on cut and finish, others ate trim­
med with stitched bands or with 
pipings- Plaits aie deeper and 
used in many ways. Sometimes 
but one deep box plait down the 
front of the skirt is used, amt the

side and back gored breadths are 
trimmed with bias bauds. Again, 
the entire skirt may be laid in deep 
side plaits, verging toward a cen­
tral plait, or there may be clusters 
of plaits at front and back and 
plain sides.

Hip length coats and coats ex­
tending to within a short distance 
of the knees are seen in about 
iequal numbeis ana they aie loose, 
semi or tight fitting, trimmed or 
plain, according to the material 
employed and the figure of the 
wearer. While many uf the natti­
est tailor mades are absolutely 
plain, especially when made up in 
the checked and striped materials, 
in the smooth faced cloths bias 
bands piped or heavily stitched are 
frequently used. Stitched bands 
of striped materials may be made 
wonderfully effective by making 
the lines run-diagonally or horizon-, 
tally around the skirt bottom or ‘ 
over the shoulders of the coat and 
across the top of the hip pockets 
and around the sleeves. Buttons 
appear conspicuously on some of 
the newest serge and cloth costum­
es, notably on the half fitting coats 
of knee length, where they define 
the side seams and run from the 
cuff halfway to the elbow,

A FASHION FORECAST.
In sleeves the wrinkled mousque­

taire will be much in evidence, for 
a time at least, on new gowns, and
the coats for cold weather will have
fall length sleeves, and these will 
find favor, as they are sensible and 
the only comfortable mode when 
biting winds rage. /

No matter what the size of one’s 
muff, there is more or less exposure 
of the wrists and consequent chill

with the three-quarter or half length 
sleeves. For warm weather they 
are ideal, cool and also pretty, so 
they will probably come in again 
for next Spring and summer.

The new plum and purple shades 
are to be the leading colors for 
some weeks to come, but it will 
not be long before they will be 
common and something else will 
take their place in the wardrobes 
of the modish world.

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You’ve seen elephants tied in 
the circus or the menagerie 
Around one hind le§ there is $ 
strap or chain, very powerful, fas­
tened to a ring in the Vail or to a 
stake in the ground‘d The ele­
phant, thus fastened stands swing 
ing his head, usually with the cap­
tive toot tilted backward. . That is 
his life and he gets used to it He 
gets so thoroughly used to it\after 
a while that it is not necessary to 
bind him with real iron chaW at 
all In India thousands of Ae- 
phants are employed in the army, 
in agriculture, lumbering, etc. 
The mahouts, who care fot the 
big beasts have great respect for 
them, but they also understand 
the elephant's ' weakness. Long 
ago one of these Indian elephant 
keepers who had mislaid the chain 
to tether his elephant, thought he 
would tty an experiment, He 
took a handful of straw, fastened 
it into a rope, tied it around the 
elephant’s leg. and waited to see 
what he would do* The slightest 
pull of the big foot would have 
broken the flimsy binding. But 
the elephant never tried to break it. 
He said to himself: “Here I am 
tied up as usual. There’s no es­
cape. I must stand here until the 
thing that controls mo comes to un­
tie me in the morning.” All the 
elephant keepers know now that 
you can tie an elephant with a wisp 
of straw just as well as with a 
chain strong enough to hold a hu 1- 
dred elephants. If the average 
human being should see a big ele­
phant tied with a straw, reaching 
his trunk forward eagerly, never 
realizing that he could break his 
bonds, he would smile at the poor 
elephant and pity his ignorance. 
What would the poor elephant 
think if he could see the average 
human being, also fastened tight by 
his bands of straw? What about 
the habits which hold us and which 
we imagine to be too strong to be 
broken? How many of us are 
tied up and fmade wretched by any­
one of a dozen foolish, harmful hab­
its that spoil our lives? We have 
been tied up for a long time, and, 
like the foolish elephant with the 
straw around his leg, we think that
we, are tied forever. Anyone of 
us could break away, tear himself 
free with one honest effort, At 
this particular time there are hun­
dreds of thousands of men worried 
by their own extravagance and the 
extravagance of their families— 
only a habit, a band of iftraw. 
They could break it if they would, 
and by breaking it they might 
save themselves and their families’ 
anxiety and humiliation in the fu­
ture . But, they stand there like 
the elephant and think that they 
can’t get away. It is so with all 
our vices except those which abso­
lutely destroy the nerve tissue. 
The latter are in a separate class, 
for they tear down the power of 
the will. But even those stronger 
bands can be broken by the man 
who will break them. Even a re­
maining fràgment of the will is 
stronger than a habit. A sick ele­
phant could break a chain of straw. 
A nerve-weak man can break the 
hold of habit if he will try. What 
petty, feeble bands of straw hold 
many of us! We smoke too much 
and we think we can’t stop it, We 
spend money in gambling, and we 
allow that vicious band to hold us, 
year in and year out. We acquire 
habits of extravagant talk, of exag­
gerated statement that bring con­
tempt upon us, and we haven’t the 
energy to step over to the other 
side, the truthful side, Personal 
vanity, foolish living in all its de­
tails—those are the straw chains 
that hold us human beings. AH 
that we need is one effort, one* pull 
to be free. About ninety-nine out 
of one hundred of us stand still, 
tied fast, hopeless, k resigned, 
through habit. Habit is*a power-

ul master, powerful, chiefly be- 
Buse we don’t fight against him. 

Our will are free, pur minds 
are free to use them if we will. 
But the centuries of superstition 
and dull thinking behind tie us 
down. And the habit of. standing 
still, mentally, acquired in our own 
life-time ties us down. We are 
free to explore the regions of new 
knowledge and of new thought. 
But the great majority of us. like 
the poor old elephant, stand still, 
gossiping, idling, waiting quietly 
in the same old intellectual spot 
for the end of a life that is without 
meaning because it is without pro­
gress. tDo you know any man in 
a rut?

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ÛÔRtf BREEDING
(The Farming World)

The wotk of com breeding , in 
Canada, though limited chiefly to 
Southern Ontario, has made mater­
ial advance during the past year.
Not only has the number of grow­
ers largely increased, but the gen­
eral public is beginning to realize 
more than ever before something 
of the nature and importance of 
this particular branch of work, 
and as a result the demand for 
specially grown seed corn has in­
creased . Keeping in touch with 
the individual growers, we have 
been able to notice a substantial 
growth of intelligent interest on 
their part, until we now feel as­
sured of the success of the work 
and what it will mean to the Pro­
vince . Moreover, the actual in­
formation that has come back to

39 from the work carried on by the 
iff-rent growers, has added very

materially to our present know­
ledge of the problems of corn breed­
ing, and we are thus enabled to 
work to much better purpose.

The system of corn breeding 
which has been adopted by the As­
sociation and which may be found 
io the second Annual report, page 
59, under the section entitled 
“The Row System,” has for its 
basis the ear-row test. Each row 
of fiPy or more hills in the plot is 
planted with corn from a separate 
ear, which arrangement gives each 
ear an opportunity to show the 
breeding which is behind it and to 
which it owes its excellence. The 
amazing variation in the product­
ive capacity and vigor of each ear, 
as revealed by this system when 
carefully carried out, has gone far 
to promote a greater interest in 
the work Iu all the plots oper­
ated with according to this system, 
a decided variation was found to 
exist between the different rows in 
respect to vigor of growth, yield, 
etc. By this arrangement, the 
best rows may be located, and the 
best plants within these best rows 
chosen as mother plants from 
which to select the se?d ears for 
the plot of the following year.

Since the Dent varieties cannot 
be matured to good advantage iu 
the more northern dairy districts, 
it is necessary to send south for the 
seed, and during the past year 
there has been an increased de­
mand for seed which is of known 
origin and which has received 
special care according to the regu­
lations of our Association." Where 
corn is grown for grain id the cool­
er regions of the north, the ea:ly 
maturing Flint varieties are grown. 
Of this class of corn we now have 
several varieties represented, al­
though the King Philip, Long­
fellow, Compton’s Early, and 
Salzer’s North Dakota, are most' 
popular. While earliers strains of 
the Dent varieties might be de­
veloped for the shorter seasons 
yet this practise has not been re­
commended, since early corn is 
believed to be antagonistic to large 
yields. This in the single-eared 
Dent varieties is particularly

noticeable. Flint com, on the 
other hand, may easily pioduce 
two and three ears par stalk; and, 
as a result, a hill of three stalks of 
Flint corn may be made to closely 
approach in actual yield of grain a 
hill of three stalks of the single-ear 
bearing Dent types, according to 
the Connecticut Agricultural Ex­
periment Station, furthermore, the 
feeding value of Flint corn was 
found to be higher than that of the 
Dents. While we have not ad-
vised that the Flint varieties . sup­
plant the Dent varieties, yet we 
have endeavored to point out that 
each had its own particular place 
and that each is capable of being 
proved very materially. Our 
Flint com may be classified into 
three types. Tlfcse are the long 
sight-rowed type, the short eight- 
rowed type, and the twelve-rowed 
typp. There are m»ny variations 
within each of these §types as re­
gards shape and color of ear ard 
number 01 rows of kernels.

A careful study of the corn 
crop in Canada seems to demon­
strate that wherever corn is to be 
it is always advisable to adopt a 
type which can be relied upon to 
mature thoroughly in the district. 
Otherwise the seed will have to be 
often changed as a result of non­
maturity of the crop, which fact 
leaves no chance to improve the 
variety by means of aelection.

It will not be until a year from 
now—the fall of 1908—if not later, 
when the Intercolonial authorities 
put on better motive power on the
Canada Eastern branch of the road. 
Before the heavier locomotives can 
run over the line there must first of 
all be heavier steel to carry them. 
The bridges at Doaktown. and
Boiestown are being replaced with 
heavy steel on£s which will carry 
any train which will come over the 
branch and by the time cold weath­
er comes there will be about 60 
miles of 6r pound rails laid.

The present rails on the branch
are 56 pounds to the yard, and 
next summer the rest of the branch 
will be covered with the 67 pound 
rails, so that it can reasonably be 
Supposed that by next fall the line 
will be ready for heavier locomo­
tives which are needed to handle 
the traffic.

This season new water tanks 
have been erected at Loggieville, 
Chatham. Junction, Blackville, 
Boiestown, Cross Creek and Gib­
son. „

Each of these tanks have a cap­
acity of 50,000 gallons, which is 
sufficient for twenty locomotives' of 
the size now in use on the branch. 
The tanks have been placed on con­
crete foundations, while the tubs 
are of white pine.
