The fire at Kingston, Ja., recalls memories
of the St. John conflagration in 1877, and in
some respects it was a more terror raising
calamity. It is generally supposed that it
originated in the act of an incendiary, an em-
ployee on the wharf of a Mr. Fuertado, who
had been dismissed for theft by that gentle-
man. There were 582 house properties
destroyed, which yielded a rental of $160.-
000. The value of the landed property des-
troyed is estimated at $2,500,000, and the
total loss at $15,000,000. 7,000 people were
made homeless, and several thousands moro
destitute. Capt. Williams of the West In-
dia steamer, “ Alvo,” who exerted himself
splendidly at the fire, gave a reporter of the
New York Herald agraphic viva voce ace
count of the appalling catastrophe. After
describing the terrible rapidity of the advanc-
ing conflagration, and the excitement of the
mixed populace, negroes, half-breds mongrels,
Spaniards, Portoguese, Jews, English and
Americans, who crowded the streets, he
said /—

“For a short time good order was pre-
served, but when it was evident that all the
southern part of the city was doomed a panic
set in and then the lower classes created a
pandemonium. The scene was not only ex-
citing, it was ternble. Buwlding after build-
ing went down, and presently otbers fur away
flashed into light as if given over to spontane-
ous combustion. Sparks and burning shingles
fell as thick as hail, and one’s life was in
danger in the open streets. All of this had
occurred within & very few minutes. We
had remained but a short time—just long
enough to take a good look at the situation—
when we rushed for our ships to get men to
keep the fire from going outside of its advanc-
ing lines. The wind was hauling around to

MUNICIPAL ACCOMMODATION.

The County Offices and Council
Chamber.

Within a few months, the lower flat of
the County Court House has been so com-
pletely remodelled, as to be quite unrecog-
nizable. Since the erection of the building,
that portion of it has been set apart for mar-
ket purposes, but the space thus given was
entirely beyond what was required, while
the municipal offices, and the Council itself,
were stationed in quarters altogether inade-

uate to their needs, and in the case of the
%agistnr, quite unsafe. With this know-
minently brought before them, the
Council of 1882 wisely decided to make such
changes and improvements in_the facilities
they possessed, as would provide ample ac-
commedation for themseleves and their offi-
cials, and thus the fitting up of the market
place for the purpose was commenced during
the present summer.

Aswe have said, the space set apart for
the market was much beyond what was ne- |
cassary, that department occupying the en-
tire lower flat of the building, which is 106
feet by 42 feet. The work was commenced
by the erection of a partition, cutting off 32
feet space in the end fronting on Queen St.,
for & market, and reserving the remainder
for offices, and a Conncil Chamber. The
market has been fitted up and enlatged by
the demolition of a useless stairway and ‘the
general retouching of the walls, ceiling and

illars, with paint and whitewash. On the
ower side a space is set apart for a waiting
room and Clerk's apartments, which is heated
by a register grate, supplied with heat from
the farnace in the cellar, at the other end
of the building, and referred to further on.

But it is in the other portion of the flat
that the greatest changes have taken place.
Entering from a side door in the lower side
of the building is seen a large and well-
lighted hallway running the whole width of
the building, except for a few feet at the
opposite end, where are the water closets,
heated and ventilated by an improved plan,
the suggestion of Mr. Peter Haining. The
cedlings of the hallway are nicely frescoed,
and the walls are painted a lavender tint.
To the left on entering, is the Council Cham-
ber, which is a commodious and neatly fitted
up room, much resembling the City Council

ber. Itis 42 feet by 21 feet, and at
the Qusen street i de is the platform for the
Warden, Sec’y-Treas,, and other officers,
raised 16 inches, and on either side are plat-
forms one half that height for visitors. The
auditorium in front will give ample room
for the members of the Council, who will
not be subject to the crowding and incon-
venience of the old Chamber. This is sur-
rounded by & neat railing, separating it from
the public accommodation. The Chamber is
v carpeted with old carpeting from the
Legislative Buildings. The walls are painted
slate color, and the ceilings, which are nicely
frescoed and corniced, are as white as snow.
The whole appearance of the Chamber is
tasteful and comfortable, and the members
of the new Council when they assemble will
no doubt be plenséd with the accommodation
and convenience they will find there.

On the right of the entrance to the hall-
way is the County Registrar’s Office, Where
Mr. Yerxa and his assistant, Mr. Robt. Moore,
find themselves very comfortably situated.
It is 14 ft. 5 in. by 22} ft. The walls are
painted a light slate, and the furniture is
arranged with an air of conveniencs, Im-
mediately to the rear is the searching room
and private office, 191 ft. by 14 ft. 5 m.
similarly fitted up, and adjoining this, is the
vault resting on solid masonry, 10 ft. deep
and surrounded by walls 18 in. thick, with
an air space of 4 in. It is 28 ft. by I2 feet.
The double doors are burglar proof of Taylor's
make, Toronto ; and shelving extending all
around and furnishes ample room for the
requirements. On the upper side of the
buildings are two rooms corresponding to
the Record Office and searching room, which
are set apart for the Auditor and Sheriff.
Adjoining the former’s, is another vault for
County papers, 15 feet by 12 feet. Double
doors open to the rear or river end of the
building, and will be thrown open in
summer.

The cellar gives plenty of accommodation
for the furnace, from which four main pipes
extend, providing excellent heating facilities,
sn ash bin thoroughly fire proof, and storage
for coal, wood, etc. The greatest precau-
tions are here taken, as well as throngout the
entire building, against fire.

The whole work has been done in a com-
plete and satisfactory manner, and reflects
credit upon the Committee in charge, and
the workmen employed.
