An official statement made public 
at Cape Town and received by the 
Reuter Telegram Company says 
that Windhoek, capital of German 
South west Africa, was captured 
without resistance by Union of 
South Africa, forces under Gen. 
Botha. The population of the 
town consists of 3,000 Europeans 
and 12,000 natives. Gen Botha’s 
troops took a considerable quan­
tity of railway rolling stock.

Last Obstacle to Lille.
"On the next sector, that of the 

Aubers ridge, the action has been 
of a quite different nature. Fol­
lowing up our quiet, but steady, 
progress around Armentieres and 
Houplines, both of which places 
are now under heavy bombardment, 
We were enabled to launch an at­
tack upon the ridge, the last ob­
stacle between us and the plains 
which lead to Lille, some five or 
six miles away.

"Swinging around at Fromelles 
to the left of our old Neuve Cha­
pelle battle ground, the horse shoe 
ridge here runs in a north-easterly 
direction and before Fromelles 
there lies a small wood, similar to 
Pietre wood, which proved a 
stumbling block at Neuve Chapelle. 
This was quietly captured by our 
Indian troops—Pathans and Gurk- 
has.

"We opened then upon the ridge

ourselves with the footing of the 
lower slopes of the ridge in the 
meantime. To meet our onslaught 
at Aubers the Germans have 
brought up great masses of men, 
and they had apparently been con­
centrating at Lille.

"Preceded by a terrible bom­
bardment, our troops delivered an 
attack upon the famous railway 
triangle west of La Bassee, where 
embankments had been converted 
into a strong, efficient fortress. So 
strong have they made their trench­
es with concrete and iron plates 
that it was found our artillery had 
really made very little impression 
upon them. Even wire entangle- 
mente were pretty nearly intact.

"The enemy also resorted to 
strategem. He left his two first 
lines empty of men and materials 
to undergo bombardment, which 
was therefore harmless, but he was 
waiting for our infantry in his third 
line. At the same time the now 
famous brick fields of this part of 
the country were veritable nests of 
machine guns."

Elimination of Breeding Places 
In Urged.

Elimination of breeding places 
for flies instead of waiting for them 
to grow large enough to be killed 
with swatters, is urged.

“The dirty, dangerous, disease- 
spreading fly already has made its 
appearance in small numbers and 
as the warm weather advances will 
he with us in countless millions. 
The fight of extermination should 
be started now.

“The most effective way to fight 
the dangerous house fly is to des 
troy the places wherein it breeds. 
When you swat the breeding place 
you are swatting flies by the whole- 
sale. If only a few persons in a 
neighborhood are careless about 
this important matter, the commun 
ity still will be pestered with flies. 
It is a great deal easier to remove 
the conditions that cause the flies 
than it is to try to destroy them 
with swatters and poison after they 
are with us.".

Here is a fly killing mixture 
which is recommended :

“To a pint of milk and water of 
equal parts add two tablespoonfuls 
of formaldehyde. Place in shallow 
plates with a square of bread in 
the centre of each place. The bread 
furnishes places for the flies to 
alight, and as it absorbs the mix 
ture the flies will feed from it more 
readily than from the edges of the 
plates. It is a good plan to place 
plates containing the poison just 
outside the kitchen door, where the 
flies usually swarm to get in. The 
flies seem to like it and it kills them 
quickly."

The Story of the Wooden Horse.
Long ago, about 2,000 years be­

fore Christ, was born, the men of 
Greece were angry with the men 
who lived far across the sea in the 
city of Troy. So the Kings of 
Greece called together the brave* 
of their warriors and set out in 
their long ships to punish the Tro- 
jans and destroy their city. But 
the walls of Troy were strong and 
the Trojans were brave fighters. 
And although the Greeks fought 
many battles, yet at the end of ten 
years they had not taken the city.

Then one of the Greeks, a very 
cunning man, made a plan by 
which they could get into the city 
without any fighting at all. A 
great wooden horse was built. It 
was hollow, and so large that a 
great number of soldiers could get 
into the body through a little door 
in the side. In the darkness the 
horse was filled with the bravest of 
the Greek soldiers.

Next day the other Greeks drag­
ged the horse up to the city walls. 
They pretended that they were 
tired of fighting, and were going 
to sail home, leaving the great 
horse to remind people of their 
brave fighting during the ten years. 
Then they went on their ships and 
sailed away.

The people of Troy stood on their 
city walls and watched the Greek 
ships sail. At last when they were 
out of sight behind the islands the 
Trojans, feeling safe, rushed out of 
their city to look at the monster 
horse. Some of them wanted to 
make a great bonfire of it to re­
joice at their victory, but at last 
they decided to take it into the 
city. As it was too large to go

German Shellproof Armored Car: Latest Enemy "Terror of the Road.”
A German land "Queen Elizabeth,” a super-Dreadnought of the road, is how one might describe 

the titanic armored motor-car seen in our photograph. The idea of such a Juggernaut of War may 
have originated in the recorded exploits of the Russian armored motor-care in one of the Polish fron­
tier engagements, when, at a critical moment, they dashed into the firing-line, and with their machine 
guns routed the Germans and decided the battle. The car has been described as armored with 
6-inch Krupp strel, and as being driven by three of the famous eight-cylinder 400-h.p. Dummkopf 
engines. It will hold a "crew” of 120. Its armament consists of two 4-7 quick-firers. Ite maximum 
speed on a good road is twenty five miles an hour.
