ner such further sum or sums as may be necessary to
enable thesaid Trustees to pay off the principal of any loan
which they may have bound themselves to repay at any
certain time, and which the funds in their hands, or which 10
may be in theirhands at such time and applicable to such
payment, shall appear insufficient to enable them to re-
pay : Provided always, that any sum or sums raised under
the authority of this section shall be applied solely to the
