GENERAL DECLARATION.

Af all fimes nothing can be more natural, and at this

time .jothing can be more reasonable, than that those who
have common rights to protect, and common interests to

defend, should act togetherandknow each other. It is by
division that the benevolent objects of true patriots are

frustrated, and their best and noblest efforts for the public

good defeated. In these disUnt butimporUnt amwndages
of our great Empire, it must be obvious to every loyal and
reflecting mind that a union of intelligence, an increase of

means, and a knowledge of each other are essential.

The Ix>yalOrange Association is formed by persons

desirous of supporting, to the utmost of their power, the

principles and practices of the Christian religion, to main-

tain the laws and constitution of the country, afford

assistance to distressed members of the Association, and
Otherwise promote such laudable and benevolent purpoaco

as may tend to the due ordering of religion and Christian

charity, and thesu^qutcy of 1«W| ordtr and constitutional

frecdoQi^
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Its members associate in honor of King William III.,

Prince of Orange, whose name they bear, and whose im>
mortal memory the^ hold in reverence, tending as he did,
under Divine Providence, to the overthrow of the most
oppressive bigotry, and the restoration of pure religion and
liberty.

They revere the memory of that Immortal Prince, not
only as a patriot, a constitutional monarch, and a hero, but
as a true Christian ; and hope, in the adoption of his name,
to emulate his virtues, by maintaining religion without
persecution or trenching upon the rights of any.

The Orange Association lays no claim to exclusive
lovalty, or exclusive Protestantism ; but it admits no man
within its pale whose principles are not loyal, and whose
creed is not Protestant.

Disclaiming an intolerant spirit, the Association de-
mands as an indispensable qualification, without which
the greatest and wealthiest may seek, admission'in vain,
that the candidate shall be deemed incapable of persecut-
ing or injuring anyoneon account of his religious opinions;
the duty of every Orangeman being to aid and defend all

loyal subjects ofevery religious persuasion in the enjoy-
ment of their constitutional rights.

The rules of the Association are open not only to the
members of the Association, but to the whole community

;

there is no reserve, except the signsand symbols whereby
Orangemen know each other ; and these mysteries are
essential to the proper qualification of the Brotherhood,
the recognition of the members, and the prevention of
intrusion and imposture from strangers and enemies.
The Association is general, not confined toany pirticular

eace, person or nation, but extends itself wherever a
ya! Protestant Briton is to be found, to the remotest corn-

' of the globe, for the establishment of Protestant faith
. ad British liberty to the latest age of posterity. The whole
Association^ is one neighborhood, within which'*every
Orangeman is at home, in the farthest parts of the world

;

and such is the mechanism of the Association, that while
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its operations are thus extended, its every movement is

alike felt and answered in every part.

The Association in these Provinces can never be sttp«

pressed but by means which would subvert the constitu-

tion, and annihilate the connection with the Mother Coun*
try.

In many ijuartei where the ne nature of the Orange
Association is not properly knc '

., its designs and objects
have by some been niisu-tderst ^J; and by others misrep-
resented. Prom the uame it bears—being connected in
everyone's mind with tV r> history of parties in Iteland

—

some are apt t • svppose I'v-ii its sphere is necessarily con-
fined to that ct. . :.try ; not reflecting that an instrument
which has been chiefly used there to suppress rebellion,

repel invasion, and secure domestic tranquillity, may be
found equally efficacious to lo^al men of all countries, in

protecting their lives, liberties and properties. The
Association is constituted upon the broadest principles of
national freedom. It takes its stand upon the glorious
principles of the Revolution of i68S ; it lays its foundation
in the field of British liberty ; it disdains the badee of
faction, and knows no emblem save " The Altar and the
Throne."

As the Prince of Orange was invited to Bngland by a
coalition of parties, who united from a common sense of

their sacred duty to preserve their religion and liberties,

so the Orange Association, named after that Immortal
Prince, invitej a similiar combination, and calls upon the
sons of Britain to lay aside political feuds, and, like their

illustrious ancestors, who signed and sealed the ^eat Cov-
enant of Freedom, to sacrifice every private consideration,

and establish a centralization of power to conserve the

ereat blessings and privir ges which we enjoy under Brit-

ish connection, upon such a basis as will enable every
limb and fibre to receive vitality and nourishment from
the parent stem.

Assented to April 24th, 1890.

AN ACT TO INCORPORATE THE GRAND ORANOB
LODGE OP BRITISH AMERICA.

Whc "as the persons hereinafter named have, by theii

petition, prayed to be incorporated under the name of

'' The Grand Orange lyodge of British America," and it

is expedient to grant the Prayer of their petition : There-

fore Her Majesty, by and with the advice and consent of

the Senate and House of Commons of Canada, enacts as

follows

:

(e) To enable the Association to establish a benefit fund,

from which, on satisfactory evidence of the death of a

member, who has complied \vith all its lawful require

ments, a sum not exceeding three thousand dollars shall

be paid to the widow, orphans, dependants, or other bene-

ficiary whom the member has designated, or to the per-

sonal representative or representatives of the member ; or

from which, upon the completion of expectancy of life of

a member as laid down in the said constitution and laws,

such sum shall be paid to himself.

(f) To secure for its members such other advantages as

are, from time to time, designated by the constitution and
laws of the Association.

2. Thehead'office of the Association shall be in the City

of Toronto, or such other place in Canada as is from time

to time determined by the Association.

3. Subject to the constitution and laws of the Associ-

ation, lodfges under the names of Provincial Grand Lodges,

County Lodges, District Lodges and Primary Lodges may
from time to time be established under the title designat-

ed in the warrant constituting such lodges ; and the said

lodges, if established within Canada, may themselves be

anabecome bodies corporate under such provisions and
conditions and with such powers as the Association by its

constitutionand laws from time to time determines; provid-

ed always that such powers shall not be in excess of those

conferred on the Association by this Act ; and each of such

agents' fees, and office expenditure of Secretary and

receipts from monthly assessments, and special assess-

ments when necessary and duly made by the Bxecutive,

and all death benefits must be paid out of same.

42. The reserve fund shall be composed of the surplus

derived from monthly assessments over what is required

for payment of death claims, and interest thereon, and ata

amount equal to five per cent, from each and every assess-

ment. When the Executive think that the reserve fund
is sufficient to warrant tlieni in making provision for

death benefits; out of the same without affecting the

stability of the Benefit Fund, they may dispense with
payment of one or more assessments, and pay the same
out of the reserve fund.

Auditors.

43. Two Auditors shall be appointed annually, one by
the President, and one by the members of the Benefit

Fund, at the annual meeting, who shall audit the books
of the Benefit Fund, and make their report thereon not

later than the 15th day of January, in each year. They
shall be paid for their services such sums as shall be agreed
upon between tlic E)£ecutive and themselves.

5eal.

44. A seal shall be procured, of a design selected and
approved by the Executive, which shall be attached to all

certificates of membership or other official documents,
save and except the notices to members.

Madlcal Officers.

45. A Medical Officer shall be nominated by the District

Master fur each District upon the request of the Msrter of

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a Pnmaiy Lodge, or the Agent for such district, and in
case that the District Master has not so appointed, or
where it may be necessary that additional examiners are
required, the A^ent shall have all the powers of the
District Master in so appointing a Medical Officer or
Officers, and such appointment shall be subject to the
aporoval of the President, and shall, whenever possible
or advisable, be a member in good standing of the Loyal
Orange Association. Heslnllm aSi caae9 faea recvtarir
qualified practitioner.

46. The Medical Officer shall carefully examine all can-
didates who appear before him, and make full reports to
the Medical Referee upon the forms supplied ; for his
services he shall receive the sum of |2.oo, which shall be
paid by the Benefit Fund.

47- Not more than one Medical Officer shall be appoint-
ed in each District, except in cases where, in the opinion
of the Bxecutive, it would promote the best interests of
the Benefit Fund to appoint more than one.

Certificate.

48. The Secretary shall furnish each memljer of the
Benefit Fund with a certificate of membership, signed by
the President and countersigned by the Secretary, with
the seal of the Benefit Fund attached. On payment of
the insurance stipulated, it shall be surrendered and de-
livered to the Secretary by the beneficiaries or represent-
atives trf the deceased member. Such certificate shall be
filed by the Secretary in his office.

49. After three years' duration all certificates shall l)e
indisputable, and payment shall be made without further
evidence of age, except in cases of fraud, death by suicide,
or at the hands of the law, or in cases otherwise provided
for by these rules.

50. Wherever the words *' Orange Mutual Insurance
Soaety," or •' Orange Mutual Benefit Society of Ontario
Welti" Af^peai* in tile certificates of membership now ia**
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ned, ox xieieafter to be issued, such words shall be taken
and construed as, and shall mean the " Grand Orange
Lodge of British America Benefit Fund."

51. The members of the Orange Mutual Benefit Society
of Ontario West who were in go<^ standing in that Society
on the first day of January, 1893, shall be held to be meni-
beni.in good standing in this Benefit Fund on the said first

day of Jannary, 1893, and the certificates of membership
now held by them shall be acknowledged by this Bene^
Fund, to the same extent and subject to the rules of this
Benefit Fund, in the same manner*as if such certificates
had been issued by this Benefit Fund.

Residence.

52. Should a member change liis place of residence, he
^lall, previous to so doing, notify the Secretary of this
Benefit Fund of his intention to remove, and of the place
where he intends moving to ; and the Secretary may, after
consultation with the Executive, forthwith notify him of
the number of calls necessary for him to pay in advance,
in order that his representatives shall be entitled to l)ene-
fits should he die during such change of residence ; the
member so removing must, except as provided for in Rule
5, also continue in active membership with the Orange
Lodge of which he has been a member, or within ninety
days from change of residence become cnnnecled with an
Orange Lodge working under a Grand Lodge recognized
by the Triennial Council wherein the member may reside.
He must, except as provided for in Rule 5. also vdthin
ninety da3rs, furnish the Secretary of this Benefit Fund
with a certificate signed by the Worshipful Master and
Secretary, showing that he has joined such Orange Lodge,
which certificate shall also be sealed with the seal of such
Orange Lodge.

52. (a) EveiT member of the Benefit Fund shall, on or
before the ist day of December in each year, notify the
Financial Secretary of the Primary Ix>dge to which he
belongs that he is a member in good standing in the lUdd
Benefit Fund.

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Special Occupatioa.

53. No member shall engage in any dangerons or haZ'
ardous occupation, such as the use of or manufacture of
^upowder, dynamite, gun cotton, or in naval or submar-
ine occupations, without first notifying the Secretary ;

and the Executive shall immediately consider the case, and
notify the member so engaged whether or not his policy
shall remain valid, and what extra rate shall be paid dur-
ing continuance of such dangerous or hazardous occupa-
tion.

54. No alterations or amendments shall be made to the
rules of this Benefit Fund unless agreed upon by a major-
ity of those members present at a meeting to be held as
hereinafter provided.

55. Amendments to these rules may be made at any
annual or special meeting of the Grand Orange l«odge of
British America, notice of the proposed amendments hav-
ing been previously sent to the ^retary at least thirty
days before the meeting. All amendments to be adopted
by a two-thirds majority of the members of the Benefit
Fund present at such Grand Lodge meeting, and provided
that by the unanimous consent ot the members present at
any such meeting, an amendment may be made without
such notices.

56. Certificates for |2,ooo or f3,000 shall not be issued
until the Executive so decide after a majority vote of the
insured members present in favor of so doing shall be
passed at any annual session of the Grand Orange IxNlge
of British America.

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RULES
FOR THK GUIDANCB AND WORKING OF A

ROYAl SCARLET CBAPTER.

I. All Charters for holding Royal Scarlet Chapters shall
be issued by the authority of the Grand Orange Lodge of
British America.

7. Charters shall be issued only to County and District
Orange Lodges; but no Charter shall be issued to a
County Lodge in which there are two or more District
Lodges. In dpecial cases (provided always that the con-
sent in writing of the District Chapter has been obtained
by him) the Grand Master may, without fee, grant a dis-
pensation to a District Lodge to unite with a District Chap-
ter regulariy chartered. So long as such Dispensation
shall prevail, the District so uniting shall be under the
jurisdiction of and responsible to said Chapter ; but said
District Lodge may exchange the Dispensation for a
Charter upon payment of the usual fee, and its members
shall forthwith be transferred to the new Chapter. Also
that in the case of isolated Primary Lodges, the Grand
Master may issue Dispensations to such I^mary Lodges.

3. Charter shall not be used outside the territory for
which they were issued, and shall be countersigned by the
Grand Master of the Province in whose jurisdSotion they

n
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4. Applications for Charters for a County shall be made
bv the Conaty Lodge, and recommended by the Provin-
«uil Grand Master. Applications for a Charter for a
District shall be made by the District Lodge, and shall be
recommended by the Connty Master and the Provincial
Grand Master. All applications shall be made to the
Grand Secretary on the form annexed to these Rules.

5. The fee for a Charter shall be six dollars (|6), and
for the renewal of a burnt or defaced Charter three dollars

($3), which amount must accompany the application.

'

6. All Chapters shall open on the fourteenth day of
the month, and shall close on the twenty-first day of the
month.

7. The Chapter shall be opened, conducted and closed
in accordance with the Ritual, and seven Companions
hall form a quorum.

8. No one shall be admitted to a Chapter unless he has
been exalted in a Chapter holding a Charter from the
Grand Lodge, nor shall anyone be permitted to enter a
Chapter who is not in connection with an Orange I^odge,

and in possession of the current Orange Annual.

9. The Master shall be designated the " Worshipful
Companion in Command"; the Deputy Master, "Excel-
lent Companion"; the Chaplain, "Companion Chaplain";
the Secretary, " Companion 6cribe ' ; the Treasurer,
"Companion Treasurer;" the Dir^tor of Ceremonies,
*• Sir Herald Knight at Arms" the Tylers, " Inward and
Outward Heralds."

10. The Master of the Lodge to whom the Charter has
been issued shall be the " Worshipful Companion in

Command."

11. All the Officers of the Chapter, including the Wor-
shitrfttl Companion in Command, shall be elected by
ballot at the first meeting of the Chapter after the AnniuU
Meeting of the County or Disf^ct Lcxlge.
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12. In the absence of the Worshipful Companion in
Command, the Excellent Companion shall preside ovet
the meeting w the Chapter ; and in the absence of both,
a Companion selected by the Companions present shall
preside, and the Excellent Companion's chair shall be
filled in the same way.

13. Chapters shali have the power to make By-laws for

"

their internal government, but all such By-laws must first
' be submitted to and approved by the Grand Master.

14. Chapters shall have power to impose dues upon
their members either for benevolent or-other purposes.

15.' No Companion shall hold intercourse with, or have
any communication with any Chapter, Lodge, or body of
men calling themselves Scarlet Ktiights, unless the same
shrill be authorized by the Grand L(^ge.

16. No person shall be admitted a member of a Chapter
except by exaltation or by a certificate issued by a Chap-
ter under the authority of the Grand Ix)dge of BriClsh
America.
