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ANNUAL REPORT.

The Executive Committee of the Church Association of the 
Diocese of Toronto, in presenting their first Annual Report, bog 
leave to congratulate the Association on the hearty unanimity 
which has characterized its labors, and on the success which has 
attended the means thus far employed in carrying out its aims.

The Church Association was lormed on the 19th June, 
1873, when thirty-seven clergymen and lay members of the 
Church of England, in the Diocese of Toronto, signed the de­
claration of its organization. So soon as its formation became 
known, additional members sent in their names and expressed 
their hearty sympathy with the purposes in view.

At the preliminary meeting held thereafter in the school­
room of St. James’ Cathedral, the Very l ev. the Dean of 
Toronto was called to the chair ; J. Gillespie, Esq., was requested 
to act as Secretary, and on the motion of the Hon. James Pat­
ton, Q.C., seconded by William Magrath, Esq., D.C.L., it was 
res dvcd that t.ic .tav.,„ of the *kSsocii*tiuii siiail be tuo vmirch 
Association of the Diocese of Toronto.

On the motion of the Hon. Vice Chancellor Blake, seconded 
by A. H. Campbell, Esq., a committee was named to draw up a 
Constitution and Rules for the guidance of the Association.

At an adjourned meeting held on the 14th August—the 
Very Rev. the Doan of Toronto in the chair—the Association 
was fully organized by the election of the following officers and 
Executive Committee :—

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Thereupon the Constitution and Rules were finally approved 
of and sent to press, and arrangements were made for preparing 
an address to the members of the Church in this Diocese, in­
viting their attention to her present state, the dangers besetting 
her, and the duties required of the members of the Church in 
Canada on her behalf. After much careful deliberation an 
address was prepared, approved of at a general meeting, and 
printed. The Executive Committee, in the fulfilment of the 
duties intrusted to them, aime; at giving it the widest cir­
culation. Up to this date 7,000 copies have been printed and 
nearly all distributed ; in addition to which it has been reprinted 
in leading papers in Toronto, Montreal, St. John’s, Newfound­
land, and elsewhere, so that its circulation thus far probably 
exceeds 25,000 copies.

The attention which this address excited has been proved 
in many ways. Members hastened to join the Association ; 
leading clergymen and laymen in other dioceses wrote expressing 
their hearty sympathy ; and among those the Deans, both of 
Montreal and Huron, sent in their adherence, the former with a 
liberal donation and the latter becoming a life member.

The importance of the movement thus inaugurated was 
further shown by his Lordship, the Bishop of the Diocese, issu­
ing a pastoral in reply.

The unfeigned respect which the members of this Associa­
tion bear towards their Bishop, alike personally and by reason 
of his high office, was manifested by their desire to obtain his 
countenance as their Patron. The same spirit has guided the 
Executive Committee in every allusion they have made to his 
Lordship’s pastoral. But they would have failed in their duty, 
alike to this Association and to the Church, had they neglected 
to correct misconceptions to which it Avas calculated to give rise. 
They accordingly prepared and issued an Occasional Paper, en­
titled “ What is Ritualism ?" in which they aimed at setting 
clearly before their felloAV members of the Church in Canada 
the real question at issue, and the dangers Avhicli have to bo 
averted. This paper has been welcomed by many as well suited 
to the times ; and of this already 7,000 copies have been printed, 
and the greater number put in circulation.

Since then three additional papers have been prepared and 
printed—one entitled, “Ritualists in oui Sunday Schools— 

What do they Teach ?" another, “ The Guild Chapel of the 
Holy Cross," containing a further exposure of insidious and 
Romanizing teachings carried on by unfaithful members of our
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Church. These papers have excited much controversy : but we 
trust have drawn the timely attention of many to evils calculated 
if left unchecked, to work the ruin of cur Church. Of those

he carried on on the scale already indicated without funds The 
liberality of the members has hitherto amply met all require- 
inenls and it will not be thought unbecoming, they trust if they 
reimnd the,members that the preparation and circulation of th 
Associations papers involves a large sacrifice of time and labor 
on the part ut those to whom this work is committed. All this 
including the preparing the papers, the writing and replyin-r to 
numerous correspondents, and addressing and posS many 
thousand copies ol the papers, has been cheerfully done,"and we 
doubt not members will be equally willing 
lands for further prosecution of the good work.

■ , !.1G Association numbers at the present time 525 members * 
including ten life members. To those they d mbt not fresh id 
ditions will continue to bo made ; and tneir hearty co-onmtion 
cannot fail to promote the objects which, under the Divine 
blessing, ,t n theanuof this Association to accomplish
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One other subject specially inviting attention is the propo­
sition which has been made inviting a union of the Church As­
sociation with the Church Union of Toronto. On the 4th of 
November a communication from that body was laid before the 
Executive Committee, setting forth that the object proposed by 
them was “ the combination of Churchmen of all shades of 
opinion in such works of piety and charity as must approve 
themselves to the understanding and heart of every member of 
our Church.”

They accordingly invited the Church Association to make 
“at least an attempt to act in hirmmy,” and askel for a com­
mittee to be appointed to confer with one of their own body. To 
this a reply was sent reciprocating kindly feeling, but pressing 

their notice the special distinctive object for which the Church 
Association had been formed, and asking them to state wh xt ob­
jections, if any, they had to the Constitution of this Association; 
and in what respect it would require to be modified so as to be 
acceptable to them. To this the Church Union replied, declin­
ing to state any objections to the Constitution, but pressing 
anew for a Committee of Conference. In reply, your Com­
mittee stated that while they still believed that their original 
proposal was the true preliminary with a view to any effort at 
united or harmonious action, they would not press it further ; 
and the President and three Vice-Presidents were accordingly 
named a committee to confer with any committee which the 
Church Union might name. The Church Union thereup in 
inated the Venerable Archdeacon Fuller, the Rev. the Provost, 
and the Hon. G. W. Allan.

The two committees held successive meetings, and received 
communications in writing, all of which have been communi­
cated to the quarterly meetings of this Association.

It is sufficient, therefore, for your Committee to state that 
the only definite proposals submitted by the Church Union, with 
the professed aim of begetting harmony of action between the 
two bodies, so manifestly pointed to the abandonment of the ac­
tive work of this Association in its appeals to the Church 
through the agency of the press, and in its efforts to expose and 
arrest growing evils before they come to a height, that they 
could not have approved of them without virtually abandoning 
the ends for which the Association has been formed. So little 
indeed did the members of the Church Union appear to realize 
the importance which this Association attaches to the timely 
coping with the evils which, owing to timid and temporizing
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counseis m England, now threaten the ruin of the mother Church
Ï ; ;thrr fina -etter they charge against this Association as
