Lest Wednesday evening the Evangelical 
Conferences, or the meetings of Protestants 
from all oonntrie*. were opened io this city 
in the Garnison Kircbe, a building capable 
of accommodating 4,000 persona, well lit 
up for this occasion, and provided with an 
ample carpeted platform, easy of aocese to 
the members. The number of perron* who 
have inscribed themselves as members of 
these Conference*—that i* to say, who 
either take active part or sympathise or in 
any way co-operate towards the object in 
view—amounts to 1,400 ; that i* exclusive 
of all those who have flocked hither merely 
to figure as audiences. The arrangements 
that have been made have as yet furnished 
me with no matter for unfavorable com­
ment ; the office opened for the members of 
the Conferences in the bureaux of the House 
of Deputies supplies every information ; as 
to hotel or lodging accommoda tion, the lat­
ter is in many cases furnished gratuitous­
ly, and nothing is lelt undone to facilitate 
the whole affair to strangers. The tick­
ets of admission for members are so inge­
nuously contrived as to contain on the vari­
ous sides of a folded map of -the town of 
Berlin all the necessary information as to 
the subject-matter of every day’s Confer­
ence, the names ol the speaker», preachers, 
and religious institutions of the city, and an 
indication where the members can best meet 
lor refreshment and mutual intercourse.— 
The long and beavily-laden railway trains 
daring the early days of this week proclaim­
ed bow numerous the intended visitors 
were ; the German that one hears talked in 
the streets near (lie Uarnfton Kircbe, each 
word planted slowly and painfully, like ill- 
fitted stones in a coarse mosaic, tells bow 
large a proportion of them consists of for­
eigners, while our own countrymen shine 
out, as usual, in that wonderful lingual pro­
duction they call French, for which we seem 
to have an exclusive right of infliction, but 
which right is most liberally and successfully 
infringed on. like most ol our patents, by 
our Transatlantic cousins.

The first meeting on Wednesday evening 
is opened by the Dom Clior singing the 

100th Psalm ; and as this and all the other 
psalmody introduced into the meeting is 
Tinted with the music and an English and 
’’rcnch translation of the text, it can be 

easily conceived what an effect this appro­
priate choir produced. The exercises of the 
evening consisted solely of leading portions 
Of Scripture and offering prayer m German, 
French, and English. Of the eloquent and 
fervent prayer put up by Pastor Kuntzel, 
from Elberfield, our countrymen who could 
follow him summed up their lull admiration 
by the exclamation, “ lie prays, like Spur­
geon.” Like those ol M. Fisch from Paris, 
and of the Rev. Baptist Noel, who followed 
each reading a chapter frem the Bible in 
bis own tongue, these prayers implored 
God’s blessing on the object of the meeting* 
—viz., the spread of brotherly love among 
all Protestants, the invigorating of the 
churches of the Protestants faith, and the 
extension of its truth over the whole world, 
together with a blessing on the King and 
bis family, and on the people mid capital of 
Prussia. The Hon. and Rev. Bapti-t Noel 
also included in his prayer our suffering 
fellow countrymen in India, and certainly 
nowhere else out ol Great Britain and Her 
dependencies can this prayer find such 

sympathy for the sufferers, or such 
deep execrations of the heathen miscreants 
who have so barbarously maltreated women, 
and children and unarmed prisoners. After 
further singing ar.d a closing blessing, the 
meeting separated, deeply impressed with 
this opening act.

The first Conference was opened oo 
Thursday by prayer, the reading of a por­
tion of Scripture, and by singin ; n hymn ; 
and then the Rev. Mr. Krumraucher, well 
known to the religious world in England, 
delivered an address of welcome, as full of 

n feeling that touched the heart as it 
distinguished for plain good sense that 

recommended it to the head. He hailed 
that day as the .lawn of confessional union 
within the Protestant Cmrch, as a scene 

ver yet witnessed on German soil, as 
weakening ol all the fractitious ram­

parts of exclusion that have hitherto kept 
nder men whose hearts were at bottom 

one in Christ After cursorily alluding to 
the opposition that bad been exhibited 
against these Conferences and the Evangeii 
cal Alliance, and the victory which a better 
knowledge of their nature had gained over 
the misrepresentations of their opponents, 
he pointed out the fresh objections that had

Alliance even had found it necessary to im­
pose upon itself, neither of them necessitat­
ed divisions and heartburnings, and be pray­
ed that all might become one flock under 
Christ it» shepherd.

After a pause for refreshments the repre 
■rotatives of the various distant bodies of 
religionists came forward to greet the meet­
ing. The Reformed Church in Elberfeld 
(Cekieistic) was the first. The new Am­
erican Minister just lately accredited In this 
Court, Mr. Wright, testifies to his own warm 
adherence to the principle» of the Evangeli- 
eal Alliance, which he characterised by 

Oar Christ, our Lord, oer Bible." Bishop 
Simpson, from the EpiaeopeUan Weafeyaw 
of the United State*, offered the aalotatfe"» 
of hie Connexion, and expressed their •'’lent 
desire that aU Christian» might be*me of 
eee heart and one eool Dr. Bofed, *» Am­
erican Presbyterian, presented an eddrew of 
greeting from hie co-religioni*t« with num­
berless signature, attached, and appeal» to 
that aa well as to tto number of Americans 
proem» and about to arrive as an evidence 
of the sympathy foil for this movement m 
the Celled 8lote». A Protestent clergyman 
from Hungary bewailed that his co-religi­
onists at home could only accompany this

Augustine— • In necessariis unites, in dubiie 
libertin, in omnibus caritas." Sit Culling 
Esixlfry then pronounced his thorough con­
currence in all that Lad been put forward by 
Hof-Prediger, Krummacber ; he bewailed 
the doctrinal differences that existed be­
tween Germany and England, and felt con­
fident that his countrymeu would not be 
wanting in endeavors to promote unity be­
tween them. In the name of oar common 
Saviour he accepted and returned the hearty 
greeting that baa been extended to hie coun­
trymen, not only by the clergy, but also by 
the laity ; hut to one name in particular he 
desired to express the deep gratitude they all 
owed, to the king of Prussia, who, in the 
face of great difficahies and much opposition, 
had remained true to his original convictions, 
aod thus successfully carried out the grand 
idea of which he was the originator—via., a 
meeting in Berlin of Protestant Christiana 
from all countries. Mr. Smith, the Secreta­
ry of the Independent Denomination, follow­
ed, and made some happy allnsioos to the 
approaching union ol the two royal families 
of Great Britan) and ..Prussia, which, like 
Sir Calling’s tribute to the King of Prussia, 
produced a visible sensation of gratification 
■mong the number assembled. A gentle­
man from Scotland and a German clergy­
man from Australia followed the above, anj 
the whole series of greetings was closed by 
a French Reformed Minister, Grandnier, 
who, In addition to the current topics or the 
day and occasion, alluded feelingly to the 
hospitable reception that his countrymen 
and co-religionists bad met with in Promis 
at the time of the revocation of the Edict of 
Nantes. The meeting came to a close not 
from all the deputations having laid their 
say, hot from the time being exhausted.

The evening meeting of that same day 
was devoted to two discourses, by a Prus­
sian theologian, Dr. Jacobi, and Dr. Merle 
D’Aubigné, the Genevese historian of the 
Reformation, haring for their subject “ a 
comparison between these Conferences of 
Protestant Christians of various countries 
and the assemblies of the early Christian 
churches." To attempt a sketch of the* 
would onlylbe very unsatisfactory, even while 
engrossing too much ol your space, and, as 
thoee particularly interested in these pro­
ceeding will have opportunities ol reading 
the details in specifically religious periodi­
cals, I can pass on cursorily to mention that 
the next morning meeting was devoted to 
discourses on the “Unity, in spite of the di­
versity of Protestant Christians." The* 
discourses were preceded by a short address 
from the Rev. Mr. Jenkinson, of Battersea, 
who read a letter from the Archbishop of 
Canterbury, declining on the ground of offi­
cial duties the invitation to attend these 
Conferences, and the offer made him by the 
local Committee of a furnished house to be 
placed at his service for the term of hia 
stay here. It may be mentioned that the 
writing of letters decliuiog to take any active 
part In anything seems to be the peculiar 
form of participation which the dignitaries 
of our Episcopal Established Church seem to 
have reserved for themselves, for, although 
an English Archbishop can convene a meet­
ing of friends of the Evangelical Alliance at 
an Archiépiscopal Palace and call upon 
Dissenters to put up prayer in hie presence, 
and an Irish Bishop can invite a member of 
the Alliance to come over to Ireland aod 
enlighten hie clergy on the soigeot of Ihe 
Alliance at his pastoral visitation, and even 
give that member of the Alliance a seat 
within the altar mils for the better execution 
of hie errand, still when they are invited to 
do something in furtherance of Ihe great 
aim and object “ they will with one accord 
begin to make excow,’’ and write beautiful 
letters to show bow entirely they give their 
hearts while they refuse to lend a hand.— 
The Baptists, on the other hand, who* seal • 
and prominence in the Evangelical Alliance 
have contributed greatly to make it distaste­
ful to the- Lutheran Church, have shown 
rare and praiseworthy self-denial in keeping 
in the background and resigning all promi­
nence to members of the church.

It was at this morning’s (Friday’s) Con­
ference that ihe King had signified bfe in­
tention of being present, and he according­
ly returned to Sans Souci from the won mm 
vres one day earlier than he would other­
wise have done; hot, ms it eventually tran­
spired, be was withheld by health consider­
ations from making thia supererogatory ex­

iled special traertion. He, however, provided special trains 
for such of the members of the Conference 
as would come down and see him at Pots­
dam, and accordingly no le* than 900 ad­
venturous Protestera, ol whom the English 
mastered over 280 and the Americana be­
tween 40 end 50, arrived in doe cour* at 
the New Palace at Potedam about foot 
o’clock, when they fraud abundant refresh­
ment and attendance awaiting them in the 
rococo saloons of that favourite abode of 
Frederick the Great A» the moment ap­
proached when Ihe King wae expected to 
appear, the* 900 black crate and White 
cravats were marshalled according to na­
tionalities outside the Palace, so as to form 
the are of a circle the chord of which was 
described by the external estrade on which 
the fairer aod brighter-clad sex reposed In 
oooMfoos superiority and advantage of posi­
tion.

westerly group, assisted by Chevalier Bun- 
«en, who has never ceased to remain m con­
stant and most intimate correspondence 
with the King since his recall from London, 
and at his most pressing invitation has come 
up to Berlin lor the first time since then to 
be present at these Conferences.

On the port of the Américains Mr. 
Wright, their diplomatic representative, ex­
pressed to the King the pleasure be had in 
presenting to him the little bend of his 
country men who had come so far across the 
Atlantic to testify their sympathy in the pre­
sent greet movement, and their ardent de­
sire to see other Christians enjoying the 
same amount of Christian liberty as they 
themselves enjoy at heme ; to which the 
King replied in a few kind words, addressed 
to the Minister himself, and then had the 
most prominent members introduced to him

No sooner had the King finished with the 
American group, end Sir Calling Eerdly 
been called for representation to the King 
as the epokeman of the English phalanx, 
than oar countrymen, with that vulgar pro­
pensity to mob royalty which we betray 
both at home and abroad, all deserted the 
place assigned them in the proceedings, 
sad, flocking after Sir Culling, enclosed the 
group of King, chamberlains, adjutants, and 
guests in one dense, hot mass, like a cluster 
of bees. The Queen, who was looking on 
from the estrade, and from whose recollec­
tions the events of 1848 seem not yet defac­
ed (it was at just such a peaceful and joyous 
meeting as this that the so-called Revolution 
broke out,) gave evident signs of apprehen­
sion, which, however, diminished gradually 
as she saw that nothing worse came of it

Sir Celling Esrdley thanked the King for 
the opportunity thus offered them of meet­
ing together in his dominions, and alluded 
to the bonds already existing between the 
two nations,—common origin, common faith, 
and that further bond about to be added by 
marriage. Thanking the &ing again for 
his many personal exertions in furtherance 
of the cause, he proceeded to introduce the 
Hon. Baptist Noel, Sir Edward North Box- 
ton, Mr. Finch, the Treasurer of the Alli­
ance : the Rev. Dr. Steane, Hon Secretary 
of the Evangelical Alliance, and Secretary 
of the Baptist Union : and the Rev. George 
Smythe, Secretary of the Congregational 
Union.

The King answered, in English, by dis­
claiming any of the merit attributed of hav­
ing done much for the Alliance, but it had 
hie hearty sympathy, and he rejoiced to be­
lieve that in the two days that had elapsed, 
God’s blessing bad rested on the meeting.— 
He thanked the English gentlemen very 
much for the interest they expressed with 
regard to the approaching marriage.

From the English station the King pass­
ed on eastwards to the French group, 
French Switzerland, German Switzerland, 
Holland, Bohemia, Hungary, Southern, 
Central, and Eastern Prussia, terminating 
with the deputies from the Russian provin­
ces on the Baltic, in all cases receiving the 
thanks and the aspirations of each national­
ity, and such expressions of personal res­
pect as the feelings of each respective spokes, 
man dictated. In the short replies which 
the King delivered in English, French, and 
German,, he made no attempt at oratorical 
display, but spoke simply and unaffectedly 
and most kindly to every one he recognised. 
On bis return to the Palace the whole as­
sembly cheered both the King and Queen 
repeatedly and continuously in multifarious 
forms and manners, and immediately after­
wards broke up in all haste to enter the 
trains, which wen waiting not far off.

I have been deeply interested also in my 
perusal of the Provincial Wesleyan, which 
you have so kindly sent me, end to find 
such frequent reference to perdons and 
places with which I here been familiar. 
It brought tears of joy from my eyes on 
reading in the obituary of one of your num­
bers during the Conference of the happy 
death of Bro. C. Newcomb, of Cornwallis, 
after thirty-six years of fidelity to the 
Church of Christ. I had several preaching- 
places in that township—one on the top of 
the mountain. Several were brought to 
God, and a few not a little persecuted. The 
Bordens and Newcomb» were cordial friends, 
and the kind Mr- Harrington took me to hie 
home and gave me the first .piece of lend on 
which a Wesleyan chapel there stood.— 
That Circuit at that time included Horton, 
Windsor, Falmonth, Mount Denson, and 
Cornwallis, dec. In Horton, Colonel Crane 
greatly encouraged the Missionary, as well 
as other friends. He gmve A100 for the 
erection of the new chapel, and an acre of 
land on which to remove the old chapel, to 
be converted into a mission-house. Both 
were accomplished, and many adults bap­
tized, who entered the Church on the pro­
fession of faith in Christ. I laboured there 
three years, the first alone; the second, 
with the Rev. John Marshall; and the 
third, with my brother-in-law, Mr. John 
Pope. These were happy days. We were 
there much strengthened by the piety and 
real of oar dear friend and Bro. Mr. Andrew 
De Wolf, in whose boose I used to preach, 
and who a few years since visited me in 
this country, to my great joy and comfort. 
Such interviews are cheering, and impress 
the mind with the thought of what Heaven 
must .be, when we shall meet from various 
climes to part no more. I also read in yonr 
paper some time since of the happy death 
of Bro. J. Northop, but he most have died 
some distance from his native place, as I 
was not familiar with its name, and the 
writer professed not to be able to give any 
account of his conversion to God. I found 
the family in Falmouth, not far from the 
residence of Mr. and Mrs. Rathbnn, in whose 
dwelling we osed to preach. It was under 
that roof that Mr. Northop was brought to 
God, when preaching on a Sabbath morning 
from 2 Cor. v. 20.

Mr Dear Brother,—It w»;s , high 
gratification to me to meet yM Bro- 
Pickard at the Liverpool Conference, mod 
to hear from yonr lips sUtemeots so inti- 
mately connected with the scene, of my 
early labours, and so interesting as to the 
present prosperity of tbe work Qf God, and 
tnis pleasure was greatly increased by hav­
ing the opportunity of enquiring after old 
mends with who J had taken sweet coun­
sel ; but it w»> pleasure mingled with cor­
responding solemnity to learn that many 
had fallen “ asleep in Jesus." I well re­
member the times which Bro. Pickard re­
ferred to in his speech in tbe Conference, 
when I used to frequent his father's house, 
take him by the hand, and talk to him about 
Jesus, and I can never forget the names of 
Pickard, Clark, Denton, Gill, Blair, 
others of the Fredericton Circuit.

SECOND NOTICE.
No more agreeable duty could devolve 

upon us than to tore our attention and that 
of our waders to the characteristic features 
of the Christian epistles which were ad­
dressed at the recent session of the British 
Conference by that venerated body to the 
various branches of the Methodist Church 
throughout the world. Within a very nar­
row compass is compressed a truly great 
amount of timely truth, and striking thought, 
and stirring exhortation. Every topic on 
which it would seem desirable to have an 
explicit declaration of views exhibited re­
ceives doe prominence, and is the subject 
of no equivocal or temporary remark.— 
Do we desire an estimate of those dangers 
which now peculiarly beset tbe Christian 
Church, and those difficulties which impede 
its march to tbe triumph over the strong­
holds of Satan ; and a clear avowal of on- 
swerving loyalty to the unadultered doc­
trine* of the Holy Scripture ? The Con­
ference writing to their Irish brethren say:

“The history of the Church of Christ 
has ever been a history of conflict. That 
subtle and malignant adversary whose do­
minion onr blessed Lord came to overthrow 
has, in every age, sought not only to obstruct 
the spread of the Gospel by outward perse­
cution, but also to pervert its essential and 
distinguishing truths, and thus to deprive it 
of its power and efficacy. In the present 
day, the forms of error against which we 
have to contend are numerous and ensnar­
ing. We have not merely to mourn over 
open and unblushing infidelity,, and a cold 
and callous indifference to spiritual things 
on the part of multitudes : we have to weep, 
also, over perversions of Christian truth, 
which are no less artful and insinuating 
than pernicious and destructive. There is, 
in particular, a system which professes to 
honour Christ a* the Root and Life of hu­
manity, and which dilates on man’s unioe 
with him, bat which denies the doctrine of 
the atonement in its true and proper form, 
and thus takes away the only foundation of 
human hope. For where, according to the 
plain and explicit teaching of holy Scrip­
ture, ran sinful man find refuge, except at 
the foot of the Cross, where Jesus, oar Re­
presentative and Substitute, endured for os 
the penalty of sin, that we might be accept­
ed in Him, and yet the law be maintained 
la all its aathority and sanctity, and the 
highest ends of a moral administration be 
seeored ? And then, on the other hand, 
there is an elaborate scheme of sacerdotal­
ism and sacramental salvation, which denies 
tbe method ef justification by personal faith 
in the Redeemer's sacrifice, and essentially 
alters the character of Christianity, while it 

to combine all who bear tbe name of 
Christ in one grand ecclesiastical organiza­
tion, dictating their belief, and subjecting 
them, in all that concerns their religions life, 
to the authority of a human priesthood.

You, beloved Brethren, are more espe­
cially brought into collision with this last 
farm of error in its foil and perfect devel­
opment. Of the Papal system—so subtle

er may be the forms of error 
against which either we or yon have to con­
tend, we would hot for a moment yield to 
discouragement or fear. The Redeemer, «ton 
whose glory we seek to -how forth, and 
whose kingdom we aim to establish, leads 
os forth to conflict, and succours us from 
his Father’s throne. Distrustful of our­
selves, we have strong confidence in Him.
We knew that “ the troth as it it in Jeans ” 
shall stand, and that the living energy of 
tbe Holy Ghost shall make it effectual and 
saving. Onr decided and cherished convic­
tion ie, that the pretensions of all false sys­
tems are to be chiefly met by the clear, dis­
tinct, and earnest setting forth of evangelical 
troth in its simplicity and fulness. There 
is a power accompanying the announcement 
of the sacrifice and priesthood of Christ, and 
of the method of salvation through an ap­
propriating trust in His blood, which is never 
vouchsafed even to any other truth. The 
Holy Spirit honours the work of Christ ; and 
while we exhibit Him to tbe faith and hope 
of men, basing all our statements on the 
inspired declarations of holy. Scripture, we 
shall find that 1 the weapons of our warfare 
are mighty, through God, to Che pulling 
down of strongholds.’ ”

To the Australasian Wesleyan Confer­
ence they say : “ We need not remind you, 
dear Brethren, ol the perils by which the 
pure religion of the Gospel is beset in a 
new land teeming with enterprise. The 
tendency to throw off the restraints of the 
past, and to encourage the wholesale intro­
duction of the novel, together with the ab­
sorbing greed of gain, imperil the princi­
ples of Christian morality. In such circum­
stances, we pray that you may have grace 
to declare the whole counsel of God, and to 
advocate with unyielding fidelity that parity 
and strictness of life without which the influ­
ence of religion upon the outer world must 
ever be feeble and incomplete. It would be 
far better to cleave to tbe old-fashioned seve­
rities of oar fathers, than to adopt the lax 
notions and habits of the day. Your zeal 
in maintaining the sanctity and obligation of 
the Christian Sabbath is most refreshing to 
ns. The organised opposition which is of­
fered to this and other Divine institutions 
calls upon us to stand by old landmarks.
On the great questions of Christian doctrine, 
it will not do for the churches to hold an 
equivocal position. Our trumpet must give 
no uncertain sound ; and we trust that you 
with ourselves, will publish more faithfully 
than ever the Gospel of our Lord Jesus 
Christ,—tbe one Sacrifice and Oblation for 
the sins of the world. Ever may the min­
istry of Wesleyan Methodism, the wide 
world over, be distinguished by an earnest 
proclamation of Ihe Tree and foil salvation 
of the Cross !”

Satiefied on the subject of doctrine do we 
wish for an utterance on that of discipline ? 
The letter from which we have just quoted 
presents the following paragraph : “ It is 
most gratifying to us to be assured of your 
firm attachment to the constitution of Wes­
leyan Methodism. l>ur system is not to be 
regarded as an experiment It has been 
tried as by fire, and it has stood tbe fiercest 
tests. Its principles, in all their integrity, 
have survived the most painful dispensation, 
—have proved our strength, under God, in 
the beat of trouble ; and we cherish them as 
a sacred trust, and rtjoice that you sympa­
thize with os in tbit feeling. There may 
be in oar system certain minor and non-es­
sential points, which, in their bearing upon 
the claims of a new country, are open to mo­
dification ; but we firmly believe that the 
great principles of Wesleyan Methodism are 
adapted uctvery clime, period, and circum­
stance. The presence at onr Conference 
of representative* from the Conferences of 
Ireland, France, the Canada*, Eastern Bri­
tish America, the United States, and Aus­
tralasia, as well as Irom Mission stations in 
all part* of the world,—all expressing unal­
terable attachment to the system,—is to us 
a magnificent proof of the universal fitness 
of the economy of Methodism.

And turning to the answer to the Can­
adian Address we find : “ Ever continue to 
uphold the discipline which was bequeathed 
to os by our fathers ; and ever seek, even as 
now you do, to experience those mighty influ­
ences which, descending on the Lord’s vine­
yard as refreshing showers, make it to flou­
rish and be fruitful. Without these influ­
ences all would be barrenness sod desola­
tion ; tbe fence ol discipline would give way 
before the pressure of worldliness ; and 
mere numerical increase and external pros­
perity would only render an early decay 
more palpable, and hasten and aggravate an 
irreparable ruin.”

The question of Education is everywhere 
occupying attention. “ There is no work 
more sacred,” say our fathers, “ none more 
spiritually remunerative, none more abso­
lutely needful, than the godly and Christian 
education of the young." “ We rejoice,” 
they write to the Irish Conference, “ that 
your attention continues to be directed to 
educational efforts. We are more than 
ever convinced, that it devolves upon us, 
as a branch of Christ’s Church, to take 
oar full share in tbe work of educating the 
children of our country. Nor shall we 
ever depart, we trust, from the principles 
which we have avowed before tbe world, 
that the great facts, and doctrines, and pre­
cepts of Christianity must be interwoven 
with the whole system of instruction, if the 
character of our youth ta to be formed 
aright, and a course of intellectual and 
moral training is to secure its designed re­
sult.”

And then admiration is freely expressed 
of the zeal of our brethren in Canada, in 
promoting the religious education of all 
classes of Canadian society. “ The Bible 
has its right place in yonr schools ; and to 
read and expound the Bible, without re­
serve or compromise, will lend to hallow 
every domestic rotation. By tba blessing 
of God, which is never withheld from those 
who teach the Divine statutes to their chil­
dren, and strive to briog their children to 
the Lord Jesus Christ, such teaching can­
not hot strengthen tbe foundations of society, 
and insure for Canada a moral distinction 
like that which bas rested on Great Britain 
from a very early period of Christian his­
tory until bow. For it must be remember­
ed that the Bible was read by the people of 
Christian Britain, and thus became part of 
the law of Saxon England ; and that in ful­
filment of Hie gracious promise to honor 
them who honor Him, God has continued 
to os, their children, a heritage of honor to 
the present day. Cherish the same gift ; 
impart it to your children ; watch over its 
transmission with ooelombering jealousy.— 
And that will rave your children both from 
the taint of Popery and tbe mockery of 
Secularism.”

The Evangelical Alliance at 
Berlin.

Never dkL Sovereign perform a mere right 
royal act than that which is destined to embh- 
zen imperishable upon the records of Church bis 
tory the name ol Frederick William of Prussia. 
The son of the 8th of September last went down 
upon a scene in rbe brilliant capital of Berlin 
unique io the history of the world. On the 
evening of that day there met in the Garnison 
Kircbe an «ecumenical assembly of Evangelic»1 
Protestants ; not gathering to decree new dog­
mas of faith, or to enter on exciting disputâtieos, 
but to exhibit on a magnificent scale a noble de­
monstration of Ihe unity qt the faith in tbe bond 
of peace. Tbe spectacle was indeed s glorious 
one, which the noble army ef early evangelical 
reformers would have delighted to behold, bet 
they died without the right. How, for instance, 
would tbe Cutholie heart* of Wesley and Whit­
field have thrilled had they been of that goodly 
company to which the eloquent 
gave tbe happily conceived and hearty greeting: 
* Let them welcome the fire of France—the 
martyr-spirit of Italy—the world-sabdeiog apos­
tolic courage of F.nglsad—the doctrine! 
pletenesa, the morality, and purity of Scotland— 
tbe sobriety of Holland. Let them welcome the 
Methodists and that spirit ef love which united 
them together—the Independents, with their 
spirit of aeffdenial—tbs Baptists, with their spi­
rit of discipline—the Episcopalians, with their 
love and re rarer ce lor the Church m a Divine 
Institution—the Moravians with their large- 
heartedues* and readme* to see in every Chris­
tian a brother and a friend.” That this great 
gathering of Christians look place in tbe capital 
of Promût by the special invitation of Frederick 
William, and that it* meetings were held under 
hi* kingly countenance and protection, will be a 
record to bis praise throughout all generation». 
Greater i« the admiration wo tael for this Protes­
tant monarch when we War» that 
tbe can* of the Evangelical Alliance he fallow­
ed tbe dictate of his own undemanding sod era­
se ie nee in opposition to the views of councillors 
and clergy of his King nom. He ha* chosen the 
right path. Kings and Queens when they rea­
lize their high vacation to be nursing fathers 
and nursing mothers to the Church of Christ as­
sume tba truest and moat glorious ol tbe prero­
gative* with which they were entrusted ; as when 
clothed upon with the garment of hoi in am, they 
are arrayed ta the brightest and most enduring 
robes of royalty. •

We bare copied from tbe correspondence of 
the London Times a pleasing account of tbe 
proceedings of this assembly in the first few 
days of its transactions. It has tbe advantage of 
being Irom tbe pear of in impartial if not ap .un­
friendly witness. He does net scent to have 
looked eagerly 1er points deserving ot special 
commendation, bat it is gratifying to find him 
opening with the announcement, which he makes 
in all simplicity, that there is nothing which re­
quires Irom him an unfavorable comment. Tbe 
Timer itself with its usual boldness, but with less 
than ils usual ability, brings its battery of sneers 
to bear upon tbe Conference : “What is the 
good ” it asks “ ol preaching charily one year at 
Paris, another at Edinburg, and a third at Ber­
lin ?” Tbe question as a taunt is silly, but tbs 
answer is simple. Whit good ? Much every 
way. The truth «Maine a higher prominence— 
receives fresh power. In some thought is routed 
and enquiry stimulated. Others who have yield­
ed the cold assent of intellectual conviction to 
tbe truth you urge are are now impelled to re­
duce to practice the doctrine they have only ad­
mitted in theory. Then ; new light is flashed 
upon abounding error, new inspiration is givra to 
tbe efforts of Christian* by that power which the 
personal communion of sympathetic souls evokes. 
Let any one who doubts that practical good has 
resulted from ibe operation of the Alliance con­
trast the condition ol tbe Evangelical Cburcbe* 
of Christendom in their relations with each other 
now, with what it was not many years sgo, and 
we have no fear of bis continued scepticism.

We will not further discuss the advantage* 
which flow Irom the existence at inch an organi­
zation as tbe Evangelical Alliance, aa oar 
bod intent of the Christian love of the nineteenth 
century—our reader) do not need much 
this point—but commending to general perusal 
the letter of tbe Times’ correspondent we 
add a paragraph Irom onr valuable contemporary 
the Watchman :—

“We observe that already involuntary tmtiaro- 
ny is borne to ihe acts of the Conference and its 
General Committee on Christendom. The in­
terview of tbe deputation with the Emperor 
Alexander, in tbe prmenos of the King ol Prus­
sia,—the object being to obtain a removal ol tbe 
prohibition ghich the late Csar Nicholas placed 
upon the Bible Society is hi* dominions, and 
upon the circulation af the Scripture in the mo­
dern Russian tongue,—has struck onlookers as 
being a proceeding neither superfluous nor un­
worthy of eo Evangelical Conference. It is ad­
mitted that the varions Reports presented from 
all quarters on the religions condition of Eu­
rope “ will be found full at information even to 
tbe polititioa, since in I greet number of in­
stances it is impossible to understand the pofitiaa 
of a State, and tbe tendencies of a nation, with­
out thoroughly understanding its church and re­
ligion.” So there is something practical here, 
evm in a secular point of view. We have no 
doubt that when these Reporta are published 
they will be acknowledged to abound with inter­
esting information and valuable laggtiatiniia — 
Tbe down-trodden communities of Protestants in 
A natria, and some unjustly persecuted dénomi­
nations in Germany and Scandinavia, have look- 
ed to the Conference at Berlin for sympathy 
and an appeal for redress ; tbe two Evangelical 
Churches in Sardinia have received from it ad­
vice in their unfortunate differences ; a Mission­
ary returned from Fnttygbur has made use of

• Cardinal Wiseman coolly meant» the polpit
at Salford to draw from the Indian mutiny_
what argument should you think ?—an argument 
oo the aide of the Papal States and Napl* 
versus Piedmont; and we suppose versus Eng­
land, too ! What «houId we my, i» tbe Cardinal's 
ingenious comment, il the leaders of this mutiny 
escaped to an independent State in India, the 
Sovereign of which refused to give them op, on 
the ground that they were political refageea. 
who had only fought for a change of Govern, 
ment to Hindustan '—the retort, of eoerm, being 
that European countries ought * tbs am rule 
to give up the Roman and Neapolitan refuge*» 
Now, it would be perfectly easy to reply here, 
first that these Indian mutineers are not only 
rebels but atrocious criminals as trail That 
one foot immediately of itself sweep* away the 
Cardinal’s analogy.

Fall Plowing.
The id ramage of fall plowing may be 

enumerated as follows : I. In the autumn, 
thg teem having become inured to work 
during the sommer, ie more vigorous and 
butter prepared for labor than in the spring ; 
and other larm work is leas pressing in its 
demands upon the lime and illumine than 
in Ikal bustling period. Let all ibe plowing 
bo done which is possible in lbs tail, and 
Mill the spring would give abundant employ­
ment to the fanner and bis teams, in draw­
ing manure, crues-plowing, eultiraiing, bar-, 
rowing, etc.

2. In the fall, low, moist lands are gene­
rally io better condition for plowing ibun 
in the spring time. We say generally, for 
this season low. moist lands are decidedly 
moist at presem. Still, we cannot hope for 
any better ante very early next year ; and 
if plowed aa they should be, wet lauds will 
suffer very little Irom water through tbe 
winter.

3. Stiff, heavy soils, plowed in autumn, 
undergo, by the action of water and from, a 
more thorough disintegration—clays are 
pulverized and crumbled, and heavy loams 
and bard-pen landa are acted upon in Ilka 
manner, and with like benefit.

4. Heavy, coarse awards, fell ol rank 
weeds and grasses, can be better subdued 
by plowing in toe fall—their roote are more 
apt to die oui, and far less liable to sprout 
again than when plowed in the spring. The 
turf ie better prepared, by its more advanced 
mate of decay, for the use of the crops which 
may be sown or planted upon it.

The principal objections to fall plowing

1. Tbe loss of that fresh friable condition 
readily permeable to air and moisture, and 
the consolidation of the soil by long expos­
ure to changing and stormy weather. Tbia, 
on soils of a light character, is a very seri­
ous objection to plowing in auiumu.

2. The lose of eegeiable minier, and the 
gases of the same, while in the state ol de­
cay, ia another disadvantage, The latter ia 
but a email low, if tbe work w done late io 
Ike fall ; but often, on bill-sidee, a large 
part of ibe soluble nod floating organic 
matter ia washed away by the heavy rains 
of winter end spring-time. Tbe «oil is con­
solidated by the same influence». Heavy 
awards thee situated would sustain lew in­
jury tbao light swards or stubble lands.

Tbe advantages and dieadvauiages of this 
practice may tw appropriately followed by 
the brief directions for performing tbe work.

1. Do it in the best manner.
2. Throw up low lauds ia narrow beds, 

and eut across furrows and drains sufficient 
to carry off at once all surface water. This 
obviates one great objection to fall plowing.

3. Plow deep and narrow lurrowa, such 
will beM secure the action of ibe amelior­
ating influences of frost upon the rail. A 
rough brofcuojeurface ia better than a smooth 
on».—Rural iVrie-Y orktr.

Before 
i— jjj «b» prwanna el tbe mayor he, by • 
mot effort, csngkt a «word that was wish- 
Se He reach, and made a cut at one af the 
Sikbr. Brasier gpd all the Sikhs fell epo* 
him, and the former wrested tbe «word 
from the priraoer’a bend; bet the enraged 
Sikhs, while tbe chief yn prostrate, placed 
their heels on hie head and literary or ashed 
out bis brains, and tbe body was thrown 
outride tbe galea there. It was owing to 
General Neit'e gallantry that all ihe Euro­
pean* in Benares were not miaeicred. Af­
ter airing Benares the general arrived at 
Allahabad, and superseded Colonel Simp- 
»oo. After eaenonadmg Diraghung. he at­
tacked and burnt iba lower part ol tbe city 
oo »he I4ib of June.

Tbe head quarters of the Moulvie were 
in the higher part of the city at tbe old Me* 
homed* gardens. There the prisoners ol 
• he mutinera were confined, and among 
them were tbe oaiite Christian teachers be­
longing to Mr. Hay’s mirsiou establishment. 
On tbe 17th of June Colonel Neil, with 
about 50(1 European» and 800 Sikhs, com- 
pleleiy defeated the Moelvie aod bis 4,000 
troops. Tbe native Christiana knew from 
ibe manner in which tbe mutineers return­
ed to their bead quarters—bloody, burned 
aod dispirited, that tbe» had met with a de­
feat, end they counselled one another and 
their families to keep up their spirits for 
they knew that tbe defected mutineer* 
would not Maud another battle. Sure enough 
on the morning of ihe 18th they evacuated 
the place, and the native teachers were lib­
erated.

Mr. Hay is decidedly of opinion that 
Delhi will not be taken before November 
or December. Ile.bsa visited Delhi. The 
fort is built after the native fashion. Heavy 
iuni would soon baiter down its walls. Ua- 
orluoaiely the guns sent to batter them 

down were captured by the rebels at Phil- 
ir. When Mr. Hay left Allahabad the 

English troops before Delhi were scarcely 
able to hold their own ; although always 
beating ibe mutineers in every attack they 
bad slightly receded from their original po­
sition. It takes nearly 50 days for iroopa 
to get to Delhi from Calcutta. Mr. Hay 
was 17 dey» galling to the latter plane from 
Allahabad. He got down to Calent ta in a 
steamboat. While lie was'on the voyage 
Sir Norman Leslie and other officers were 
massacred near Dioipore by Sepoys belong­
ing m the very regiments, the mutiny ol 
which wm announced on Monday by elec­
tric telegraph. Tbe assassins of Sir Nor- 
man Leslie were caught, lied up from the 
backs of elephants to a gallows and then 
swung off. The soldiers ol their own refi­

lls were made executioners, and it was 
boasted at the time that one of the assass­
ins was bung by bia own father, in order to 
show tbe loyalty of tbe regiments-

Mr. Hay says that many old EiM Indiana 
foretold that these iroopa would ultimately 
mutiny, and that there could be no doubt 
they sympathized with the assassins of Les­
lie and bis brother (.fficera. Their turning 
executioners, and a father banging hia own 
son, were only a Mind. They were biding 
iheir rime. Mr. Hay thinks ihe news of ibe 
mutiny at Dinapore ia bad news, because it 
allows that the ctunmnuiciiion between Cal­
cutta and Delhi may be interrupted. There 
is one thing, however, to be considered ; 
Ihe mntineer* have no guns in the neigh­
bourhood, and they have a very wholeiome 
dread ol the steamers passing between Cal­
cutta and Allahabad, all of which carry 
guns. He think» also that tbe telegraph 
dispatch on Monday did not contain good 
news generally from India. It can hardly 
be aaid that Central India is iraoqeilized; 
it must be only small portions of it. 
mutinies at IHnapore and tw Iht Bombay 
Presidency are ominous of evil. He was 
■waniy days in Calcutta be'ore he left for 
England ; during ibal time there had beau 
two or three panic* there, and persons liv­
ing io the outskirts had taken refuge in the 
forts and on board the «hips. Confidence, 
however was restored when be left, owing 
chiefly io 1,700 troops from China that 
were landed from the Himlaya.

It was at one time fully expected that tbe 
oative Mabommedan servants would rebel 
in Calcutta. Numbers had been saying 
to the European children of whom they bad 
the charge that all the houses in Cal cotta 
would soon belong to tbe actives. A con­
verted Brahmin had been accosted by aatives 
who did not know of his conversion, aod 
was told that there would ^e a general ris­
ing in Calcutta, and that the troupe would be 
assisted by the native servants in driving 
ont the English. About 5,000 fresh troops 
bad arrived, and been sent op the country 
since Ibe mutiny broke out. They go up 
by steamers aa far as Allahabad, which is 
situated at tbe junction of tbe Jomna and 
the Ganges. Mr. Hay, as be was proceed­
ing to Calcutta, met General Havelock and 
bis forces going op tbe country. He con­
siders that Agra must have fallen by ibis 
time, unless relieved.

Mr. Hay thinks the issuing of the greased 
cariridgei to have been a great mistake. 
The lotelligeot leaders ol Iba mutineers 
well eoderstood that the greased cartridges 
were withdrawn, aod that tbe Government 
explanations were satisfactory ; but the illit­
erate natives never were convinced that the 
outrage on their religion was discontinued 
It was also an error to sentence the 80 high 
e» ie men at Meerut to five years’ imprison­
ment for refusing louse the eairidges. They 
were all native gentlemen belonging to a 
cavalry regiment. The Sepoya would have 
greased the cartridges themselves, and used 
sheep’s fat, a material which scarcely a Ma­
bommedan or Hindoo would have scrupled 
to use. Tbe color of the paper of tbe car­
tridge» being different Irom that which had 
hitherto been used, and the paper being 
greasy, exeiied suspicion and alarm.

Mr. Hay says thaï the British Govern­
ment should have declared itself a Christian 
Government, li should not have persecut­
ed the natives in order to make them Chris­
tiana, but it should have set its face again» 
east* as much aa against widow-burning. 
The Government relied upon keeping alive 
ihe ignorant prejudice of Hindoos and Me- 
hommedins, and preserving its authority by 
balancing race against race and religion 
against religion, and ihe mutiny shows that 
ha scheme had signally failed.

The miaetonery school* were twice as 
crowded as ihe Government schools. In, 
the former the Bible and catechism were 
tee8fo, and the schools commenced aod 
•“fled with prayer. From Ibe latter, until 
ver y recently, the Bible wee excluded. The 
Moran and ihe Shaeter were in the Govern- 
ment school»; but no professor wae eeer sl-

of tbe year.

A railway official, who bid away in a 
bungalow for five da»*, and dosing that 
time took ranking inside foa lips but water, 
escaped with his life. All tbe non-combei- 
ante were ordered out of Allahabad by 
Colonel Neil. Tbe European troops are 
now much impeded in proceeding up the 
country from Calcutta ia consequence of 
the camping stations having been destroyed 
by the meiioerra.

Mr. Hay proceed* to New York in the 
Argo. He aeeroa to bare ■ meet intimate 
knowledge of ererylhieg relating to the 

luuny; be proposes drawing op ■ state­
ment during hie reynge to New York.

The Bombay Times of the 16ih of Aug­
ust contains the following account of the 
mutiny ie that presidency, the native uoops 
in which bad previously been kiibfol :— 

We have remarked that mutiny is no 
longer confined to the Bengal army. Tbe 
infection bee reached our own presidency— 
our own troops. Io consequence of tbe 
more scrupulous withholding of intelligence 
on the pert of Goteremeol, tbe community 
is kept in a constant state of paiofnl sus­
pense aod ol liability to alarm ond panic.

We know that mutiny kas broken ont in 
the 27th Bombay native infantry stationed 
at Kolipore. The only pailieelara that 
have reached ns regarding it are, that a por­
tion of tbe regiment mutinied on the Buek- 
rre Eed ibe 1st instant. When tbe officers 
were assembled in tbe billiard room after 
mess, a Jetnadar rushed in end gave them 
warning that the men were coming to fire 
on them. They immediately repaired to 
the place of rendezvous previously appoint 
ed ; but three yooog officers, ignorant of 
the place or bewildered in tbe darkness, 
went asirey, and were taken and murdered 
by the mutineers. The mother of tbe Je­
madar, an old woman, went to the bouse of 
Major Rolland, the commanding officer of 
Ihe regiment, at the same time that the Je 
madar weni to the mess room, to warn the 
ladies of their danger, aud afford them 
opportunity of making ibeir escape.

No sooner bad tbe ladies effected ibeir 
escape iban the bouse was surrounded by 
1 lie mutineers. Disappointed of their ptey, 
they revenged themselves on tbe faithful old 
woman—her fidelity coat her her life. A 
number of tbe rebels were raised ; tbe rest 
made ibeir way to other parts of tbe country 
They have since returned, and there bee 
been obstinate fighting there; bat we have 
not learned the result. Belgauin, Dharwar, 
Rutoagberry, Sattare, and other places were 
thus thrown into great excitement. Our 
reporta from those places are, howe'er, so 
conflicting that we do not feel justified io 
attempting any »lelement regarding them. 
The Collect.* of Satlara, Mr. Rose, a mao 
in every respect equal 10 the occasion, has 
thought it advitsb'e to send the ex-Raoeee 
aod ihe adopted ran of tbe late deposed 
Rajah to Bombay, and they are no# in con­
finement ou Butcher’s Island—1 depot of 
the Indian navy. A plot was discovered at 
Puonah, concerted between tbe Moelaeiee 
of Poonah and Belgaom, for the 
of ihe European* mad Christians ol those 
stations.

Letters were intercepted at the Poonah 
post-office which contained tu I details of 
the conspiracy, aod which enabled the au­
thorities, timely advised, to shun tbe coming 
evil. The Moulavie of Poooeb, and several 
accomplices from that station, ere now pris­
oner» on board the boo. company’s frigate 
Akbar, awaiting ibeir trial at the next crimi­
nal sessions for high treason. Arrests base 
also hern made at Belgium and Ahmedoog- 
gur ol persons implicated in this Mussulman 
conspiracy. Matters bad proceeded so far 
in Poonah that arrangement* had been made 
and materials prepared for blowing up the 
arsenal. Tbe community of that ftalkm 
base suffered great anxiety for many days.

The authorities bave disarmed the nuises 
of the Cantonment Bazaar ; bet toll those 
of the city, the most to be suspected, io poe- 
seasion of their arms, from tbe principal oui 
station* the women and children are being 
sent to Poonah and Bombay, under military 
escort Our own eiiy is perfectly quiet, 
and our citizens free from any aenoes ap­
prehension» of ceil. There was a consider­
able -alarm, occasioned by rrporu of the 
worst character, at the lime of the Buckree 
Eed; but those who experienced it base 
been fully reassured.
