Wright, their diplomatic representative, ex-
pressed to the King the re be had in
presenting to him the little band of his
countrymen who had come so far across the
Atlantic to testify their sympathy in the pre-
sent movement, and their ardent de-
sire to see other Christians enjoying the
same amount of Christian liberty as they
themselves enjoy at home; to which the
King replied in a few kind words, addressed
to the Minister himself, and then bad the
most prominent members introduced to him.

No sooner had the King finished with the
American group, and Sir Culling Eardly
been called for representation to the King
a8 the spokeman of the English phalanx,
than our countrymen, with that vulgar pro-
W to mob royalty which we betray

at home and abroad, all deserted the
place ned them in the proceedings,
and, flocking after Sir Culling, enclosed the
group of King, chamberlains, adjatants, and
guests in one dense, hot mass, like a cluster
of bees.

Sir Culling Eardley thanked the King for
the opportunity thus offered them of meet-
ing together in his dominions, and alluded
to the bonds already existing between the
two pations,—common origin, common faith,
and that further bond about to be added by
marriage. Thanking the King again for
his many personal exertions in furtherance
of the cause, he preceeded 1o introduce the

The King answered, in English, by dis-
claiming any of the merit attributed of hav-
ing done much for the Alliance, bat it had
his hearty sympathy, and he rejoiced to be-
lieve that in the two days that had elapsed,
God’s blessing had rested on the meeting.—
He thanked the English gentlemen very
much for the interest they expressed with
regard to the approaching marriage.

From the Englisk station the King pass-
ed on eastwards to ‘the French group,
French Switzerland, German Switzerland,
Holland, Bohemia, Hungary, Southern,
Ceutral, and Eastern Prussia, terminating
with the deputies from the Russian provin-
ces on the Baltic, in all cases receiving the
thanks and the aspirations of each national-
ity, and such expressions of personal res-
pect as the feelings of each respective spokes-
man dictated. In the short replies which
the King delivered in Englisb, French, and
German, he made no attempt at oratorical
display, but spoke simply and unaffectedl
and most kindly to every one he recogni

- On bis return to the Palace the whole as-
sembly cheered both the King and Queen
repeatedly and continuously in multifarious
forms and manners, and immediately after-
wards broke up in all haste to enter the
trains, which wera waiting not far off.

No more agreeable duty could devolve
upon us than to turn our attention and that
of our readers to the characteristic features
of the Christian epistles which were ad-
dressed at the recent session of the British
Conference by that venerated body to the
various branches of the Methodist Church
throughout the world. Within a very nar-

row compass is compressed a truly great
amount of timely truth, and striking thought,
and stirring exhortation. Every topic on
which it would seem desirable to have an
explicit declaration of views exhibited re-
ceives due prominence, and is the subject
of no equivocal or temporary remark,—
Do we desire an estimate of those dangers
which mow pecaliarly beset the  Christian
Charch, and those difficulties which impede
its march to the triumph over the strong-
holds of Satan; and a clear avowal of un-
swerviog loyalty to the unadultered doc-
trines of the Holy Scripture? The Con-
ference writing to their Irish brethren say:

“The history of the Church of Christ
bas ever been a history of conflict. That
subtle and malignant adversary whose do-
minjon our blessed Lord came to overthrow
bas, in every age, sought not only to obstruct
the spread of the Gospel by outward perse-

Seripture, we
shall find that ‘the weapons of our warfare
are mighty, through God, to the pulling
down of strongholds.’”

It would be
far better to cleave to the old-fashioned seve-
rities of our fathers, than to adopt the lax
notions and habits of the day. Your zeal
in maintaining the sanctity and obligation of
the Christian Sabbath is most refreshing to
us. The organized opposition which is of-
fered to this and other Divine wstitutions
calls upon us to stand by old landmarks.
On the great questions of éhnstun doctrine,
it will not do for the churches to hold an
equivocal position. Our trumpet must give
no uncertain sound ; and we trust that you
with ourselves, will publish more faithfully
than ever the Gospel of our Lord Jesus
Christ,—the one Sacrifice and Oblation for
the sins of the world.

Never did: Sovereign perform a more right
royal act than that which is desfined fo embla-
zen imperishable npon the records of Church bis
tory the name of Frederick William of Prussia.
The sun of the 8th of September last went down
upon a scene in the brilliant capital of Berlia
unique in the history of the world. On the
evening of that day there met in the Garnison
Kirche an ecumenical assembly of Evangelica!
Protestants; not gathering' to decree new dog-
mas of faith, or to enter on exciting disputations,
but to exhibit on a magnificent scale a noble de-
monstration of the unity of the faith in the bond
of peace. The spectacle was indeed a glorions
one, which the noble army of early evangelical
reformers would bave delighted (o bebold, but
they died without-the sight. How, for instance,
would the Catholic bearts of Wesley and Whit-
fleld bave thrilled Bad they been of that goodly
company to which the eloquent Krummacher
gave the happily conceived and bearty greeting:
“Let them welcome the fire of France—the
martyr-spirit of Italy—the world-sabduing apos-
tolic courage of England—the doctrinal com-
pleteness, the morality, and purity of Scotland—
the sobriety of Holland. Let them welcome the
Methodists and that spirit of love which united
them together—the Independents, with their
spirit of self-denial—tbe Baptists, with their spi-
rit of discipline—the Episcopalians, with their
love and revererce for the Church as a Divine
Institution—the Moravians with their large-
heartedness and readiness to see in every Chris-
tian a brother and a friend.” That this great
gathering of Christians took place in the capital
of Prussia by the special invitation of Frederick
William, and that 1ts meetings were beld under
bis kingly countenance and protection, will be a
record to his prawse throughout all generations.
Greater is the admiration we feel for this Protes-
tant monarch when we learn that in espousing
the cause of the Evangelical Alliance be follow-
ed the dictate of his own understanding and con-
science in opposition to the views of councillors
and clergy of his Kingnom. He has chosen the
right patb. Kings and Queens when they rea-
lize their bigh vecation to be nursing fatbers
and nursing mothers to the Church of Christ as-
sume the truest and most glorious of the prero-
gatives with which they were entrusted ; as when
clothed upon with the garment of holiness, they
are arrayed in the brightest and most enduring
robes of royalty.. '

Without these influ-
ences all would be barrenness and desola-
tion ; the fence of discipline would give way
before the pressure of worldliness; and
mere numerical increase and external pros-
perity would only render an early decay
more palpable, and hasten and aggravate an
irreparable ruin.”

The question of Kducation is everywhere
occupying attention. * There is no work
more sacred,” say our fathers, “ none more

Black’s beautifal
garden too, which has the admiration
of passers by, was well'nigh'ri ‘owing to its
near vicinity to the fire. There happened to be
a ball at Admiralty House, and the first alarm
brought all the naval officery; fromi the Admiral
to the younges: Midshipman, to the scene of the
fre. As the night was &' fearful one, the wind
Vouing a gele and the  rain pouring in torrents,
e gentlemen, in their ball costume, soom aj
in even & ‘midre sorry plight -than the
fremen. and -other citizens who had . been
juned out of their beds. The yenerable
popristor of the burnivg buildings might
pave been seen, in the midst of the storm,
. oftenfimes knee deep in mud, assisting with his
own bands to move and work the engines. . The
firemen and others who bad aided in the attempt
to put down the fire, were tdken into his house
and provided with refreshments.

We believe that no doubt rests in apybody’s
mind that this is the work of an in¢endiary ; and
itis the second’ attempt tbat bas beem made,
within less than three weeks, to burn Mr Black’s
buildings. This time the infernal attempt bas
been only too successful. Mr. Black is, without
exception, the very last man in Halifox whom
ve should have supposed could bave an enemy
whose animosity would lead him to perpetrate
uch an act. His spotless integrity, generots
sd kindly heart, have won for him the affection
and esteem of all classes in (he community ; but
it seems that there is some villsin with whom
soch estimable qualities count as nothing. Mr.
Black's case excites very general y ; and
every one seems to join in the earnest wish that
the aathor of his misfortune may be discovered
aod brought to justice.”

The advastage of fall plowing may be
enumerated as follows: 1. ln the sutumn,
the tesm baving become inured to work
during the summer, is more vigorous and
better prepared for labor 1han in the spring ;
and otber farm work is less pressing in its
demands upon the time and auestion than
in that bustling period. Let all ihe plowing
be done which is possible in the fsll, and
still the spring wou!d give abundant employ-
ment to the farmer and his teams, in draw-
ing manure, cross-plowing, cultivating, har-,
rowing, elc.

2. In the fall, low, moist lands are gene-
rally in better condition for plowing than
in the spring-time. We say generally, for
this season low, moist . lands are decidedly
moist at present. Still, we cannot hope for
any betier state very early next year; and
if plowed as they should be, wet lands will
suffer very little from water through the
winter.

3, Stiff, neavy soils, plowed in autumn,
undergo, by the action of water and frost, 3
more thorough disintegration—clays are
pulverized and crumbled, and beavy loams
and hard-pan laods are acted upon in like
manner, and with like benefit.

4. Heavy, cosrse swards, full of renk
weeds and grasses, can be better subdued
by plowing in tne fall—their roots are more
apt to die out, 20d far less liable to sprout
again than when plowed in the spring. The
turf is better prepared, by its more advanced
state of decay, for the use of the crops which
may be sown or planted upon .

The principal objections to fall plowing
are these :

1. The loss of that fresh friable condition
readily permeable to air and moistere, and
the consolidation of the sail by long expos-
ure to changing and stormy weather. This,
on soils of a hight charscter, is a very seri-
ous ot'?'cetioo to plowing in autuma,

2. The loss of vegetable matter, and the
gases of the same, while in the state of de-
cay, is anoiher disadvantage. The latier is
but a small loss, if the work is done late in
the fall; but often, on hill-sides, s large
part of the soluble and floating organic
matter is washed away by the heavy rawns
of winter sad spring-ime. The soil is enn-
solidated by the same influcnces, Heavy
swards thas situated would sustain less in-
jory thao light swards or stubble lands.

The advantages and disadvantages of this
practice may be appropriately followed b,
the brief directions for pa[otu’»ing the -otk,-

1. Do it in the best manaer.

2. Throw up low lands in narrow beds,
and cut across furrows and drains sufficient
to carry off at once all surface water. . ‘This
obviates one great objection to fall plowing.

3. Piow deep and narrow lurrows, sach
will best secare the action of the amelior-
ating influences of frost upon the soil. A
rough brokenjsurface is better than a smooth
one.—Rural New-Y orker.

Al
ter saving Benares the gemeral arrived at
Alishabad, and superseded Colanel Simp-
son. Alier csnnonading Darsghung, be at-
tacked and burnt the lower part of the city
on +he 14ih of June.
The head qusrters of the Moulvie were
in the higher part of the city st the old M-
bomedan gardens. There the prisoners of
+he mutiners were confined, and amoug
them were the native Christian teachers be-
longing to Mr. Hay’s mission establishment.
On the 17ih of June Colonel Neil, with
about 500 Europeans and 800 Sikhe, com.
pletely defeated the Moulvie snd bls 4,000
troops. The natve Christians kuew from
1he manner in which the mutineers return-
ed to their bead quariers—bloody, bhurnied
and dispisited, that they had mes with a de-
feat, and tbey counselled one another and
their families to keep up their spirits for
they knew that the defested mutineers
would not stand another battle. Sureenongh
on the morning of the 18th they evacuated
the place, and the native teachers were lib-
erated.
Ms. Hay is decidedly of opiuion that
Delhi will not be takeu before November
or December. He basvisited Delhi. The
fort is built after the native fashion. Heavy
wos would scon batter down its walls. Un-
ortunately the guns sent to baiter them
down were capiured by the rebels at Phil-
our. When Mr. Hay left Alahabad the
Eoglish troops before Delhi were scarcely
able to hold their own; sithough always
beating the mutineers in every atiack they
had shightly veceded from their original po-
sition, It takes nearly 50 days for troops
1o get 1o Delhi from Calcutta. Mr. Hay
was 17 days getiing 10 the lauer place from
Allshabad. He got down 1o Calcatta in 8
steamboat. While he was'on the voyage
Sir Norman Leslie and otber officers were
massacred near Dinapore by Sepoys belong-
ing to the very regimenis, the mutiny of
which was announced on Monday by elec-
tnic telegraph. ‘I'be assassine of Sir Nor-
man Leslie were caught, tied up from the
backs of elephants 10 a gallows and thea
swung of. The soldiers of their own regi-
menis were made executioners, and it was
boasted at the time that one of the assass-
ins was hung by his own father,in order to
show the loyalty of the regiments-

Mr. Hay says that many old East Indians
foretold that these troops would uitimately
matiny, and that there could be no doubt
they sympathized with the assassins of Les-
lie_ and his brother officers. Their turning
executioners, and a father hanging his own
son, were only a blind. They were biding
their time. Mr. Hay thiuks the news of the
mutiny at Dinspore is bad news, because it
shows that the commnuication between Cal-
cufta and Delhi may be interrupted. There
is one thing, however, 10 be considered;
the mntineers have no guns in the neigh-
bourhood, and they have a very wholesome
dread of the steamers passing between Cal-
cutta snd Allahabad, sll of which carry
guns. He thinks also thai the telegraph
dispatch on  Monday did not -contsin good
news generally from lndia. - It can hardly
be said  that Central India is (ranquilized:
it must be only small portions of it. The
mutinies at Dinapore and in the Bombay
Presidency are omi of evil. He was
iwenty days in Calcutia be‘ore he left for
Eogland ; during that time there had been
two or three panics there, and persons liv
ing in the outskirts had taken refuge in the
forts and on board the ships. Confidence,
however was restored when he lefi, owing
chiefly 10 1,700 troops from China that
were landed (rom the [Himlaya.

[t was at one time lully expected that the
native Mahommedan servants would rebel
in Calcutta. Numbers bad been saying
to the European children of whom they had
the charge that all the bouses in Calcotia
would soon belong 10 the natives. A econ-
verted Brabmin had been accosted by natives
who did ot know of his goaversion, and
was 1nld that there would pe a general ris-
ing in Calcutta, and that the troops would be
sssisted by the native servants n driving
ont the Eoglish. About 5,000 (resh troops
had arrived, and been sent up the country
since the mutiny broke out. They go up
by steamers as far as Allahebad, which is
situated at the junction of the Jumns and
the Ganges. Mr. Hay, as he was proceed-
ing 10 Caleutia, met General Havelock and
bis forces going up the country. He coun-
siders that Agra must have fallen by this
time, unless relieved.

Mr. Hay thinks the issuing of the greased
cariridges 10 have been a great mistake.
The iotelligent leaders of the mutineers
well understood that the greased cartridges
were withdrawn, sad that the Government
explanations were satisfactory ; but the illit-
erate natives never were convinced that the
outrage on their religion was discontinued
It was also an error to sentence the 80 high
caste men at Meerut to five years’ imprison-
ment for refusing 10 use the cairidges. They
were all native gentlemen belonging to a
cavalry regiment.

Mr. Hay believes that four
of bie brother American missionaries, with
their families, dear iriends of his, and with
whom he were massacred at
Fettyghur. It is possible that some men
who sre now missing mey (urn up again,
bat no woman could live in the jungle in
consequence of the intense heat at this time
of the year.

A railway official, who bid away in a
bungalow for five days, and dusiog thet
time 100k nothing inside his lips bui water,
escaped with his life. Al the non-combai-
sois were ordered out of Allababad by
Colonel Ne¢il. The Europesn troops are
now much impeded in proceeding up the
country from Calcutta in consequence of
the camping stations baving been destroyed
by the mutinerrs.

Mr. Hay proceeds to New York in the
Argo. He seems to have a most intimate
knowledge of everything relating 10 the
mutiny; be proposes drawing up 4 state-
ment during bis voyage 1o New York.

The Bombsy Times of the 15th of Aug-
ust contains the lollowing acconnt of the
mutiny io thet presidency, the vative troops
in which bad previously been faithfal :—

“ We have remarked that mutiny is no
longer confined to the Bengal army. The
infection hes reached our own presidency—
our own troops. lp consequence of the
more scrupulous withholdiag of intelligence
on the part of Government, the community
is kept in a constant state of painful sus-
pense and of liability to slarm and panic.

We know that mutiny hss broken ont in
the 271th Bombay native infantry stationed
at Kolapore. The only particulars that
have reached us regardiog it are, that a por-
tion of the regiment mutinied on the Buck-
ree Eed the 1st instant. When the officers
were assembled in the billiard room afier
mess, a Jemadar rushed in and gave them
warning that the men were coming to fire
on them. They immediately repaired to
the place of rendezvous previously appoint-
ed; but three young officers, ignorant of
the place or bewildered in the darkness,
went astray, and were 1aken and murdered
by the mutineers. The mother of the Je-
madar, an old woman, went td the house of
Major Rollsnd, the commanding officer of
the regiment, at the same time thst the Je-
madar wen! 10 the mess room, 10 warn the
ladies of their danger, aud afford them an

portunity of making their escape.
npNo .ooo’et bad the ladies effected their
escape ihsn the house was surrounded by
the mutineers, Dissppointed of their prey,
they revenged themselves on the faithful old
woman—her fidelity cost her her life. A
psumber of the rebels were seized ; the rest
made their way to other paris of the country.
They have since returned, and there has
been obstinate fighting there; bat we have
not learned the result. Belgaum, Dharwar,
Rutnagherry, Sattara, and other places were
thus thrown into great excitement. Our
reports from those places: are, however, so
conflicting that we do not feel justified in
atlempting any siatement regarding them.
The Collect.r of Sattara, Mr. Rose, a man
in every respect equal to the ion, has
thougbt it advisab'e to send rhe ex-Ranees
and the adopted son of he late deposed
Rajsh to Bombay, snd they are now in con-

the Indisn navy. A plot was discovered at
Poonah, concerted between the Moulavies
of Poonah and Belgaum, for the massacre
of 1he Europeans and Christians ol those
stations.

Letters were intercepted at the Poonsh
pust-office which contained ful detarls of
the conspiracy, and which enabled the au-
thorities, timely advised, to shun the coming
evil. ‘The Moulavie of Poonah, and several
accomplices from that station, are now pris-
oners on board the hon. company’s frigate
Akbar, awaiting their trial at the next crimi-
nal sessions for high reason. Arrests have
also been made at Belgaum snd Ahmedoug-
gur ol persous implicated in this Mussulman
conspiracy. Matters had proceeded so far
ju Poonah that srrangements had been made
and materials prepared for blowing up the
srsenal. The community of that station
bave suflered grest anxiety for many days.

T'he authorities have disarmed the natives
of the Cantonment Bazaar ; but left those
of the city, the mosi to be suspecied, io pos-
session of their arms, from the principal out
stations the women and children ‘are being
sent to Poonah snd Bombay, aunder military
escort, Our own city is perfectly quiet,
and our citizens free from any serious ap-
prebensions of evil. There was a consider-
able ~slarm, occasioved by reporis of the
worst eharacter, at the time of the Buckree
Eed; but those who experienced it have
beeu fully reassured. _
