THE INDIAN HAS BEEN REACHED,

A writer in an English journal having stated
that *‘ the average missionary seitles down 'safely
and comfortably upon the edge of _civilization,”
and that * the wily North American Indian " jis
still ** unreached ”’ by missionary effort. Mr. Ea-
gene Btock, the editorial secretary of the Church
Missionary Society, replies concerning some of the
agenta of this society : “.JLiet me just mention four
of these ‘average missionaries’ to the Red In-
disns. (1) William Cockran labored among them
for forty years, in the country now known as
Manitoba. He never once came home; and he
died at his post in 1865. (3) Abraham, Cowley
labored in the same district forty-six years, duri
which he paid two visits home ; and he died at his
post in 1887.
