THE AGGIDENT
PROVES FATAL

Engineer James Colling Died—
Was Fatally: Injured a Few
Weeks Ago Near Folger.

Many regrets were expressed when
it became known that James Col-
lins, one of the best known C.P.R.
engineers in this district had pass-
ed away in the Hotel Dieu in Kings-
ton on Sunday afternoon after two
weeks Of patient suffering.

How to Plan Your Work and
Work to a Plan.

EVERYBOLY GROW EATABLES

First of Series of Timely Hints—Get
Your Ground ‘Ready Now, but
Don’t Be in Too Much of a Hurry
to Put in the Seed.

(By ' 8, C. JOHNSTON, Vegetable
Specialist, Ontario De;‘ar.:n“nt of
Agriculture, Toronto.)'

At ne time in many years has the
necessity” and importance of the
home vegetable garden been so clear-
ly shown as for this coming summer:

vegetable foodstuffs. Every . city,
town, and village dweller has an op-
portunity to help this great work,
in that there are bundreds of avail-
able plots now practically unproduc~
tive which/ could be made grow
vegetables . and thus add to .the
wealth of the country.

Vegetables an Important Food.

Vegetables should form an import-
ant portion of the daily food of the
aveérage human being,for they possess
qualities which we are told are essen;
tial in the proper digestion of the
heavy foods, such as meats. To help
you do your part in your backyard
this column will discuss some of the
practical problems in connection
with vegetable growing during the
next few weeks.

All backyards cannot be prepared
in one year to grow vegetables of an
excellent quality. Some portion of
the yard, however, may be devoted
to this purpose, or, if it is convenient,
there are usually many vacant lots
which are not too far from one’s
place of abode which possibly could
be devoted to the growing of veget-

ables.
Some  Essentials.

First of al it is essential that the
vegetable garden, no matter how
small, be planted accordihg to some
plan or rule. No one attempts :to
build a house or to set out a peren-
nial flower border without using
some drawing or ¢hart to go by. Why :
should the vegetable garden ‘be treat~

bered in laylng out the garden that—

(1) .Tall plants will'be most effcc-
tive if placed: behind “low ones, ‘not
intermingled with them.

(2) All plants = closely allied
should be grown ‘together, not in the
same row, but in rows adjoining one
another.

(3). The fences may be decorated
with vine crops which may be sup-
ported on the fences by means of

(4) .All quickly maturing veget-
ables should be planted in a portion
of the garden by themselves so that
they may be harvested and the
ground used for other crops later
on.

The work of planning the garden
to determine what vegetables .and
how much of each: is to be grown
will be influenced by one’s individ-
uval tastes. © Oné should grow 'an
abundance of such crops as one con-
sumes the most.

Secure Seed Now—-But Plant Only
When Soil is Ready.

The backyard gardener should de-
cide very early which crops are 'to
be grown and should purchase his
seed as soon as possible. It must be"
remembered, however, that much of
this' seed. may be wasted if it is
planted too early in the season. The
soil must. be warm to receive the
seeds,s and amateur gardeners mnst
have patienee until it is certain that
good growing weather: is really here.
It is possible in ordinary seasons to
plant some vegetables in April, and:

THREE CANARIAN SOLDIERS ES-
CATE FROM HUN PRISONS

Reach London and Tell of the Priva-
tions and Snﬂerlngs ‘Which
Prisoners of War Undergo

London, April 9.—Three Canadian
escaped soldiers have reached Lon-
don—Ptes. H. S. Kenyon, of Van-
couver, captured at St. Eloi, April,
1916; G. Langalis, from Montreal,
captured April, 1915, and B. B. Gray
Mounted Rifles, from the west, cap-
tured at Ypres, June, 1816,

“In one prison four of us,”” Kenyon
said, “were put in dark cells, 7 feet
by 12. The ¢ells were filthy. They
turned ‘on ‘steam till the place was
so unbearbly hot we had to ‘take
off all our clothes and lie on the
floor. - ‘Even then we could hardly
breathe. For the first 24 hours of
this: agony we had neither food nor
water. : Then they gave us each a
ration to-last three days.”

There is plenty of work to be done
on'the farm a1d good wages will be
paid, but those who desire to assist’
must not expect the farmer to do
all the work and the paying-too.

The hostility of the Railway Com-
mittee, the law’s delays, . postponed
or juggied appropriations, have all
been worked by the Hearst Govern-
ment to keep Sir Adam down and
the monepolist corporations up.

000, and of one per cent. for each ad-
ditional $5,000,000, was imposed by
the Hearst Government. This is the
regular course of events. It was so
with prohibition and woman suffrage, '
and it is equally so with nickel, Lead-
er Rowell proposes, Premier Hearst
disposes, and if it is a case of taxes
on a wealthy corporation, imposes,
when it is no longer possible to get |
out of it.

Under the new #itX¥ the Nickel
Trust will pay the Hearst Govern-
! ment one million dollars a Year in-
stead of the $40,000 it has been get-
ting off with. As the tax is retro-
active to 1915, the Niekel Trust will
hand over three million dollars to the
Hearst Government during the cur-
rent year. In a  word, Ontario’s
losses are compounded at that sum.
If the Nickel Trust paid at the same
rate fer the twelve years that the
Conservative Government has beea
winking the other eye, it would en-
rich - the Provincial Treasury by
twelve million - dollars instead ' of
three million dollars.

The: farmiers have it hard en-
ough without being bothered with
any such class of help, as. bad as
they need it. A good many people
think it does not cost the farmer
anything to live, while on the other
hend it costs him just as much as
any other person. He simply en-
joys the convenience of having the
things he is able to produce by the
sweat of his brow, which he would
be obliged to purchase or go with-
out if he were nct able to produce
it. Anything he uses for his own
table, even though he may have pro-
duced it, would bring him in so
much cash if it were sold. So it real-
ly becomes a clear case of getting
the cash or not getting it. He real-
ly has the advantage of having the
pr duce, provided he qId not have
the money to buy it, but his laber in
growing it has gone a long way to-
ward buying it.

It is this belief wupon the part of
so many laborers which has caused.
them to always want as high wages
from the farmer, including board,
as they are gettiag in the towns and
cities and boarding themselves.  If
they get two dollars -or mere a day
in town and board themselves, they
want the same wages and board in
the country. Now this'will not work.
If this is the kind of help the ecities
propose to send out, the farmers do
fiot want them -as the service they
| would. render . would not pay the
' farmer to have: them. If board is

worth four or five dollars a week ‘in
town it is worth just as much in the]
country, and-any honest man should
be  willing: to comsider it as sueh.

In this address John Ruskin
points out that all the advantages in the world
have not arisen from peace, but that war has
, oftentimes been the means  of making most
beneficial contributions. Students of history
know that this is.especially true and notably
the case of the War of the Crusades is proof in
point. The beautiful = selection from “The
Crown of the Wild Olive,” to which attention
is being drawn, reads as follows:—
“Adl the pure and noble arts of peace are
founded on war; no great art._ever rose on
earth but among a nation of soldiers. There
is no great art possible to a nation but that
which is based on battle. When I tell you
that war is the foundation of: all the arts, I
mean also that it is the‘foundation of all the
high virtues and faculties of men. It is very
strange to me to discover this; and very

niable fact. The common notion that peace
and the virtues of civil life flourished togeth-
er, I found to be wholly untenable. We talk
of peace and learning, of peace and plenty,
and of peace and civilization; but I found
that these were not the words which the
Muse of History coupled together; that, on
her lips, the words were peace and sensuality,
,—peace and selfishness—peace and death.
I found, in brief, that all great nations learn-
ed their truth of word and strength of
thought in war; that they were nourished in
war, and wasted by peace; taught by war
and deceived by peace; trained by war and
betrayed by peace; in a word that they were
born in war and expired in peace.”

Inspiring Address by Rev. Dr. Scott
Before the Ministerial Associa-
tion.

The regular Monthly Ministers’

When a man says to me, alluding
to this war, ‘“Where is now your
Christianity?”, I reply, “It is at the

(3) It has calleg forth a deeper
note in all our preaching today. We
realize that lightér themes or petty
theological debates and quibblings
must give place to those bed-rock
evangelical doctrines of grace which
will transform, sustain and comfort
men and women who are stunned
by this welter of woe that has en-
swathed the world.

:.(4) This war. hag given a great
impetus to Bible reading and Bible
preaching, in the form of the ekpos-
ition of the great themes of which
it is the sole pleasure and guide.
Qur soldiers are reading it in the

dustry in Ontario to provide itself

If water power is immediately
available in sufficient quantity for
the use of the factory (says a writer
in ‘the Enginegring Magazine') it'
ig almost always the cheapest form
ot power to use. By this is meant
water power directly convertible in-
to power for operation of machinery
—not water power ‘used to drive
electrical machinery from a distance,
perhaps . fifty or sixty * miles. In

plants wheré water wheels can be

obtained to /develop the power in
the mill, the! cost is practically lim-
jted to the investment charges, the
qost of oil and repairs forming a very
small fraction of the operating cost.
I have figures from a number of
water  power planis varying in size'
froma few hundred horse power to

with motive power that can compete
snccessfully with the examples men-
tioned, and that is the competition
Ontario has to meet successfully if
she is to occupy “‘a place in the sun.”

The question arises, can Ontario
successfully meet these low costs
for motive power? the answer is,
Yes, if the resources at our disposal
are utilised.

As one instance of what can be
done in this direstion I will instance
the river Moira.
