The following is an extract from
Archbishop McCnabe’s pastoral referring
to the present crisis in [reland,and which
is looked upon as the death knell of the
Land League.

“The condition of our dear
calls for our bitterest tears. Onlya lit-
tle whilé ago our own city presented
scenes of lawlessness which might dis-
grace an un-Christian rabble. [t is true
the evil-doers were but a handful of mis-
wuided youths, but it is nevertheless true
that evil-doers are in our midst, and that
the youthful culprit of to day muy become
the hardened |noﬂw\tﬂ if society fails in
its duty towards the rising generation.
We feel ourselves, very reverned fathers,
imperatively called on to enter our most
solemn protest against another indignity
which has been offered to the moral sense
ofour people in this city, the centre of
Catholie Ireland. Only a fow days ago,
«<ver-confiding men were startled from
their dreams of security by the publica-
tion of a manifesto which at once assailed
the eternal law of good and struck at the
foundation on which society r Pass-
ing over all other cascs in w h these
u{htsu» threatened, let us confine our-

8elves toone particnlar clase of the com-

inunity. There are hundrede of honest,
industrious men among &s who, trusting
to their faith in the publie eonscience,
and calculating on thesecurity which a
dulv constituted Government is expected
to give, have invested the fruits of their
years of toil and self-saerifice in property
Trom which they hoped they and theirs
might draw the means of an honourable
subsistence. But all this must be swept
away by the breath of a handtul of men,
the buik of whom have neither stake nor
interestin the country. Wedisregarded
the warning which cautioned us against
the danger that lurked in the specious
programme pretending to aid usin re
dre:smg the wrongs of an oppressed
people. But now God's previdence has
lulced from the lips of the unsafe guides
an avowal of their aims. And if the
notice to pay no rents ba not the teach
ings of Communism, Communism is yet
to be defined. Let no one suppose,
very rev. ithers, that we have a word to
say in the defence of the oppression of
the poor. We will feel as keenly as tho
most outspoken of our brethren inspired
by the ministrations of cruel injuries
worked by bad law, on the defenceless
tenants of lrehmr! but we must not
allow our nbholrcm e of injustice to
betray us iuto repudiation of the claims
of justice. ' If to-day the landlord’s
claim to his just rent be q\xestmned who
will guarantee the tenant'sright to his
outlay of moneyand toil ?

Canada Pacific is doing considerable
work in Winnipeg. A hundred and
seventeen acres of land deeded it by the
Government is being Dballasted, A
ronnd house and large buildings for
stores are already in course of con-
struction, and extensive shops for the
western division of the road . will be
erected there in the spring. A large
temporary depot is nearly completed at
Point Douglas, to be occupmd until
next season, whent & $70,000 building is
to be .erected at the point where the
track crosses Mainstreet. Construction
is progressing vigorously. The seventy
odd miles of new track between Portage
la Prairie and Brandon have been open
to traffic abouta fortnight, and trains
are running from both ends daily with
vegulavity. Ten miles of track have
been laid west of Brandon, and about 65
wdre will Le laid this season; besides,
the grading will be done at least 75 miles
farther, On the new line from Winni-
jeg to.Portage la Prairie, which shortens
the distance from 72 to 55 n'xilﬂﬁ,gnuling
will §a finished this week. .

This being substantiated by the
magistrates’ record of the case there was
of courte un end to the prosecution of
the present prisoner, Iiis Lordship
commented very strongly upon the con-
duct ot Waters, and recommended that
the county attorney should at once look
into the matter, Ile then told the jury
that under the circumstances it would
be unsate to convict the prisoner, and
a verdict of not guilty was accordingly
entered.
_ Blakelock v. Ward.—This was an act-
ion for seduction. The parties live in
the township of Fullarton. The evidence
did not differ materially from the usual
aevidence in such cases. His Lordship,
in addressing the jury, said that it had
often bee= «unwlwmx that the best way
to discourage ull”actions of this sort
would be by giving small damages.

Stratford, Oct. 28.—In the case of
Fisher v. (olclough, the jury last night
found a verdict for the defendant.

This morningthe case of Jermyn v.
Gabel, anetheractio for malicious prose-
cuuon was disposed of. The plaintiff is
a conveyancer, and insurance agent,
living in Wiartong and the defendant a
jeweller in the ‘town of Listowel. The
action arises by reason of the arrest of
the plaintiff' in Listowel on a charge of
stealing a ring from the defendant. Ile
was arrested at the Great Western Rail-
way station as he was about leaving the
town.
