WHEREAS, jinder the provisions 

of the Factory Shop and Office Build­
ing Act, Chapter 229 of the Revised 
Statutes of Ontario. 1914, a petition 
has been presented to the Council of 
the Corporation of the City of Brant­
ford prayiqg for the passing of a 
By-Law to provide for closing shops 
conducting business in the sale by 
retail of boots and shoes between the 
hours of seven o’clock in the afternoon 
of each day of the week and five 
o'clock in the forenoon of the follow­
ing day of the week (except Saturday 
and the several days throughout the 
year which precede a holiday), and be­
tween the hours of ten o’clock in the 
afternoon of each Saturday and five 
o’clock in the forenoon of the follow­
ing Monday throughout the year and 
between the hours of ten o’clock in 
the afternoon of each day of the week 
which precedes a public holiday and 
five o’clock in the forenoon of the day 
following such public holiday, prov­
ided always that each day during ten 
days before Christmas the hours of 
closing shall be from ten o’clock in 
the afternoon of each day until five 
o’clock in the forenoon of the follow­
ing day;

AND, WHEREAS, this Council is 
satisfied that such application is sign­
ed by not less than three-fourths in 
number of the occupiers of phops with­
in the Municipality carrying on the 
sale toy retail of boots and shoes in­
cluding occupiers of shops who carry 
on sucfi business solely as well as 
those who carry on said business in 
conjunction with the sale of other 
goods.

The first part of this lesson concern­

ing His death and resurrection Is re­
corded Ri Matthew, Mark and Luke, but 
the second part, concerning the request 
of James and John and their mother, 
in Matthew and Mark only- The words 
“in the way” of verses 17, 32, 62; xi, 8; 
Acts lx, 2. IT, 27, and elsewhere, while 
they may generally mean nothing more 
than on the road, are suggestive of Ps. 
i, 6; exjx. 1; John xiv, 6, and make one 
think of the way of peace, the way of 
the Lord (Luke 1, 79'; ill. 4). and of what 
it realty means, to follow Him in the 
way.

This is the third time that He spoke 
plainly Of BUksuiferihgs and death and 
resurrection ; btit. although tils words 
seem so plain to us, they understood 
hone Of thfeBe things (Luke XViil. 34). 
because they knew not the Scriptures 
concern 1 iig His death add resurrection 
(John xx, !>), having their own thoughts 
about The kingdom, jufct as many today 
know ribtblng of the secohd. coining of 
Christ the distinction between the 
church of the present age arid the king­
dom Of the next age and the ages to 
come, because they will not take heed 
to what is written in the prophets con­
cerning the Sen-of Man and the king­
dom to be set up at His coming in 
glory to judge the nations and to reign 
In righteousness (Isa. xxxil, 1, 17; 
xxxiv, 8; xxxv, 4, 10), but persist In 
thinking that the kingdom is wltiiin us 
and that all that the great work of re­
demption Is for is to deliver people 
froth hell and get them to heaven.

This is the age of a kingdom post­
poned because of a rejected Christ and 
of gathering out from ail nations a 
people to reign With Him, but who 
must be content now to suffer" with 
Him, live separate from this present* 
evil age, not conformed to It, but so 
manifesting in It the meekness, lowli­
ness and love of Christ that we shall 
show something of HIS life In these 
mortal bodies and win people to Him. 
The Holy Spirit has been given espe­
cially In this age to testify of a cruci­
fied, risen and ascended Christ, who Is 
waiting at the Father’s right hand un­
til the number of His elect, waiting, 
suffering ones, shall have been com­
pleted, when He will take us to Him­
self, reward us for service, appoint our 
places In His kingdom and bring us 
back with Him to reign (Acts xvl, 13- 
19; These, iv, 10-18; Col. ill, 4; Rev. v, 

'9,10). This Is no time for a tiéliev'er to 
be seeking great things for bjmself or 
his church or his denomination or so­
ciety or in any way to make himself a 
name, but with all lowliness and meek­
ness and long suffering and patience 
walk worthy of Him who has called us 
onto His kingdom and glory (Epb, It, 
1, 2; Col. 1,10, 11; I Thess. ii, 12), who 
came not to be ministered unto, but to 
minister and to give His life a ransom 
for many (verse 45).

Even Jeremiah in his day said to his 
scribë Baruch, “Seekest thou great 
things for thyself, seek them not”

' (Jer. xlv, 5). As it is a case of self or 
the Lord and cannot be both, we must 
persist in attaining to the fullness of 
the experience of “Not I, but Christ 
who livetb in me;” “Not I, but the 
grace of God;” “In newness of life,' 
dead Indeed unto sin, but alive unto 
God through Jesus Christ our Lord;” 
“Delivered unto death for Jesus’ sake, 
that the life also of Jesus might be 
made manifest In our mortal flesh;” 
“Risen with Christ and setting our aft 
fectlon on things above” (Gal. U, 20; 
Cor. xv, 10; Rom. vl, 4, 11; II Cor. lv, 
10, 11; Col. Hi, 1-4).

Neither James nor John nor their 
mother seemed to understand when 
they came seeking preferment in the 
kingdom, and it did seem so out ot 
place when He had just been speaking 
of His own Bufferings and death. Even 
on the last night, at the passover, as he 
spoke of one of them betraying Him, 
they were striving as to which of them 
should be the greatest, giving Him oc­
casion to say, “I am among you as he 
that serveth” (Luke xxli, 21-27). No 
teacher of man was ever so lonely, mis­
understood or unappreciated. There is 
such a depth of meaning in His words, 
“No man knoweth the Son bat the 
Father” (Matt xi, 27); “I live by the 
Father" (John vl, 57). He spoke of the 
cap given Him to drink and the bap­
tism of suffering which awaited Him 
and asked if they could share it, and 
they thought that their devotion to 
Him was snch that they could share 
anything with Him. even to dying 
with Him, as Peter said (John xiii, 37).

They did not understand. How could 
they when they were so dull as not to 
recelvé His plain words about His own 
dying? And when be was arrested that 
last night and was about to be bound 
and led away as a prisoner Peter 
would have delivered Him by his 
sword If be could.

Oh, how little we understand of what 
It means to follow Him. to manifest 
His life, to bear the burden of the 
meek and lowly One, who, when He 
was
He suffered He threatened not, leav­
ing us an example that we should fol­
low His steps (1 Pet. II, 21-23). When 
people sing, ' “Surely the captain may 
depend on me,” “Fade, each earthly 
joy,” “Thou. O Christ art all I want” 
and other similar words they do not 
often consider what they are saying, 
nor to whom they are saying these 
words, nor how It would be if the test 
came.

Clinton, Iowa, 
July 5„ — Ope of 
three big conven­
tions of the I. B. 
S. A. closed its 
sessions of eight 
days here to-day 
in the Coliseum 
with an address 
by Pastor Russell 
in the afternoon 
and the exhibition 
in the, evening of 
Part IV. of the 
Pastor's famous 
Photo-drama of 

t Creation. The 
other Conventions have been in ses­
sion throughout the week at Ash­
bury Park, N.J., and Columbus, Ohio, 
Pastor Russell, President of the Asso- 
diation, being in attendance at each. 
Delegates to the number of about 
9,090 have participated In the pro­
ceedings of the Conventions, and the 
results of the week are regarded as 
being among the most favorable in 
the history of thè Association.

The Photo-Drama of Creation, 
which has already been exftibited in 
over one-hundred cities at home and 
is how running abroad also, was an 
interesting feature of the evening 
sessions of the three Conventions. 
Creation’s Drama depicts Solomon’s 
Temple in its various stages of pre­
paration, Showing the stone quarries 
under Jerusalem, the cedar forests in 
Lebanon, and details incident to Us 
erectiop and dedication. This won­
derful Temple furnished the basis for 
several New Testament .descriptions 
of the antitypical Temple of God— 
the Church of Christ. The iTemple, 
both type and antitype, was Pastor 
Russell’s theme to-day. His text was, 
“The Temple of God is holy, which 
Temple ye are.” — 1 Corinthians 
3:17.

The Pastor declared that both St. 
Paul and St.1 Peter are our authority 
for saying that the Church which Is 
the Bbdy of Christ is the Temple of 
God, and that His Temple is holy. 
G d'd, who condemned the whole world 
in Adam, and who has declared that 
He will have no fellowship with sin­
ners, has provided a way by which 
these sinners can come back into har­
mony with Him. Only through the ar­
rangement which He has made in re­
spect to this great Temple can man­
kind come back into harmony with 
t -eir Creator. St. Paul points out the 
foundation of this great antitypical 
Temple, saying, “Other foundation 
can no man lay than that is laid, 
which is Jesus Christ.” St. Peter de­
clares to the Church, “Ye also, as 
living stones, are built up a spiritual 
Hoüse, an holy Priesthobd, to offer 
up sacrifices, acceptable to God 
through Jesus Christ.”

Then the speaker showed that Solo­
mon’s Temple was a type, or figure, 
of this greater Temple which God is 
erecting. Solomon’s Temple had sev­
eral peculiarities connected with its 
cohstruction. One very special peculi­
arity was that the great stones were 
taken out from underneath the site 
of the Temple. Another peculiarity 
was that each stone was made to fit 
exactly the place in which it .Was to 
be located, and then numbered and 
marked with signs which the builders 
understood. This method is followed 
by modern builders also; and when a 
building is constructed, every part is 
put in place quietly and orderly—no 
cohtiisioh Whatever. So it was in 
Solomon's Tèm|>le! The stofies were 
made ready before they were brought 
thither, so that there was neither 
Hammer nor axe nor any, tool of iron 
beard in the house while it was being 
built.

After hâvifig described the Temple 
of Solomon as a type, the Pastor pro­
ceeded to discuss the antitype—the 
dfaurcb of the living God.
