The following letter is taken from 
fhe St. Thomas Times:—
To the Editor of The Times:

Sir,—While attending a church ser­
vice in Brooklyn on Sunday last 1 
heard one of the ablest preachers m 
this country comment on the Euro- 
peab war, and in doing so he reierrred 
to our Canadian soldiers as well as 
those of other nationalities who are 
doing such deeds of heroism as will 
five m history, and song and story. 
The - speaker described in telling 
terms the bravery, courage and scpse 
of duty with which our men volunteer 
to face hardship and danger, knowing 
that thousands must sacrifice their 
fives, and thousands must be maimed 
for life. This is already true of many 
thousands, “yet,” the preacher con­
tinued, “I don’t pity them!” This was 
like a blow in the face; it seemed so 
harsh and unsympathetic, but such 
was not the case, for the speaker con­
tinued: "It is well worth it all to tight 
for what these men are contending 
for; the men I do pity are those who 
faiLto respond to the call. I pity 
men lacking manhood and a sense of 
duty, besides, what will be the posi­
tion of these slackers when the war 
js over?”

I was so impressed by the manner 
in which the foregoing was put that I 
felt I should like to have had all our 
Canadian young men and the mothers 
who are standing between their sons 
and their sons’ duty, present to hear 
the expressions of a great thinker, be­
longing to- a neutral country, on this 
question of dur duty in the world s 
greatest crisis.

At the conclusion of the war, let 
the result be a glorious success or a 
disastrous failure, the conditions of 
those who with no reasonable excuse 
fail to respond, will be anything but 
an enviable one. For one or two gen­
erations at least, the slackers will feel 
the effects of the conditions, and many 
will regret that they failed to accept 
the greatest opportunity to prove 
their manhood. I do not mean to in­
timate there will be a persecution on 
the part of anyone, but as a matter of 
justice, the men who have proved 
their manhood by responding to the 
call to the colors must be remember-

Two Norwegian steamships which

TOWED INTO BOULOGNE
The cross-channel steamer Sussex, 

which was seriously damaged yester­
day afternoon near the French coast, 

towed into Boulogrne early this 
morning, according to a despatch to 
the Central News. Information, re­
ceived at Dover, states that it is now 
regarded as certain that some lives 
were lost on the vessel, probably by 
the explosion, which caused the dam­
age to her. A few of the rescued 
passengers are being brought to 
Dover, but the majority of those who 

taken off the steamer by the 
rescuing vessel will be landed in 
France.

There were thirty Americans aboard 
the Sussex which left Folkesstone 
yesterday shortly after noon in clear 
weather. The vess’el proceeded with­
out incident until 4.20., when she was 
struck amidships as she was ap­
proaching the coast of France. A 
terrific crash followed and several 
hands in the engineroom were badlji 
injured. Wireless messages brought 
help from both sides of the channel 
and it was thought all the passengers 
were rescued.
