GERMAN SOCIALIST PAPER

Internal Position

‘Prussian Gospel of Force Aftacked, and

of Germany Laid

Bare in a Prophecy of Peace

By Courier Leased Wire,
London, Jan. 2.— (New York
Times cable)—A despatch to The

Daily News from Dotterdam says:
The most significant of all the
New Year articles in the Germaan
press is that of Vorwaerts, entitled
‘“Peace Year—1917.” It gives an
amazingly frank picture of - Ger-
many’¢ internal position, attacks th=
Prussian gospel of force, and de-
clares the tagk for the future is to
find the road from war socialism 1o
peaee socialism. Admitting that it
requires courage to deesribe 1917 as
the peace year, the paper says:
“Already mortally wounded, the
beast of war roars aloud onece more.
His death agony will perhaps last
for months and we shall have to
earry on the struggle, but it must he
in a double sense, a struggle in de-
fensge against the enemy and a strug-
gle for peace. There can be only
one more short, final fight and the
year 1917 will be the greatest year
in the world's history, for it wil
again bring us peace.”
“ 1t is quite ‘clear Vorwaerts
really saying that Germany will have
to make peace soon. It defies the

anrexationists and militarists in this
declaration.
“Peace must be grounded on re-

cognition . that treaty rightc are
more important than rights of pos-
session. We want a Geeman Ger-
many, not a Germany, whiech by a
clumw militarist policy, ercates for
itself lasting enemies at home and
on all sides. Politicians have neith-
er inwardly nor outwardly the
strength to put through thefr ob-
jeets. Had they, would it be their
pride to bring about the ruin of the
empire?’ We have learned by suf-

The Germans continue their suc-
cessful onslaughts in Roumania and
Braila, one of the great grain paqris
of the country is now believed (>
be under their fire.

Two violent assaults on the pat
of the Huns in the Champagne dis-
trict were sueccessfully repulsed by
the French.

It is rumored that hunger among
the civilian population in Germany
is commencing to breed revolt and
that the starving people in maay
towns are becoming very restive.

THE MAYORALTY

Mayor Bowlby retains the posi-
tion of Chief Magistrate of this city
by a majority which will not ren-
der any recount mnecessary. No
doubt a second courtesy term cut
some figure in the outcome, and
also the fact that a man of his years
should continue to be such a
virile municipal figure. After all,
however, the main thing which
counted was that he got the most
votes. A majority of the citizens by
their ballots have stated that they
desire to have him remain another
vear in the office and under British
institutions what the 111z1j01'ity" de-
sire in such matters they get. The
outcome, of course, is not what The
Courier desired but there will not
be any recrimination in these col-
umns over that fact.

Mr. Ward has taken his reverse
as a man should. The Courier con-
tended and still thinks that his long
municipal services entitled him 1o
the recognition he sought. His en-
trance in the field at so late a date
was certainly somewhat of a handi-
cap but no good use can now be
served by analyzing this and other
circumstances. Mr. Ward is a young
man vet and he is too good a citi-
zen to let the present defeat preveat
him from future publie service.

WAELL-HAVE NONE OF I.

The united response of the Allies
to the alleged peace proposals of Ger-
many is just about what had been
expected. No one with a grain of
gumption believed that John Bull
and his associates would become par-
ties to a conference chosen by the
enemy at his own time, and in which
he would enter upon stipulations as
the conqueror. Time and time again
the Allies have affirmed and reaffirm-
ed that the only basis upon which
hostilities can cease, is upon their
own terms, and after the bragadocio
bully of Europe and ravisher of Bel-
gium and other small nations, has
been brought to his knees. They
mean what they say; have done so
from the first and will to the inevit-
able end. The Kaiser and his advis-
ers must realize that. Why then the
offer? Probably for three reasons:—

1.—To throw the onus for the
continuance of the war on the Allies.

2.—To further stir up the feelings
of the people in the Tatherland to
the belief that they are fighting
against a ruthless foe, who is bent
on their destruction.

3.—As an excuse for still more
ruthless and diabolical acts.

The reply of the ten mnations who
are linked together against the op-
pressor, and who have refused to
Wwalk into the proposed trap, is plain
spoken and forceful. The Hun offer is
rightly characterized as a ‘‘sham.”
Its sponsors are told that it contem-
plates *a German peace,” which can-
not for one moment be considered.
It is pointed out that ‘‘at this very
moment, while Germany is proclaim-
ing peace and humanity to the world,
she is deporting Belgian citizens by
thousands, and reduecing them to
slavery.” The joint reply further adds
that while rejection of the overtures
will no doubt mean a new series of
crimes—submarine warfare, deporta-
tions, forced labor and forced enlist-
ment of the inhabitants against their
own countries and violations of neu-
trality—yet, nevertheless, the direct

Peace Proposals by Huns
are Empty and Insincere

Allies Retuse to Agree to Peace Upon the Word of
Germany---Reply to President Wilson’s Peace

Note

Paris, Jan. 2.—In reply to the
proffer of Germany and-her allies for
a peace conference, the Entente al-
lies, in a collective note, declare that

they “refuse to consider a proposal
which is empty and insincere.” The
note was handed to American Am-
bassador Sharp Sunday by Premier
Jriand, and was made publie simul-
taneously in London and Paris, as
follows:

“The allied Governments of Bel-
gium, France, Great Britain, Italy,
Japan, Montenegro, Portugal, Rou-
mania, Russia and Serbia, united
for the defence of the liberty of their
peoples, and faithful to engagements
taken not to lay down their arms
separately, have resolved to reply
collectively to the pretended. propos-
itions of peace which were addressed
to them on behalf of the enemy gov-
ernments through the intermediary
of the United States, Spain, Switzer-
land and Holland. Before making
any reply the allied powers desire
paarticularly te protest against the
two essential assertions of the note
of the enemy powers that pretend to
throw upon the allies responsibility
for the war and proclaim the vi(‘lor'y
of the Central powers. <

Only a War Manoeuvre

“The allied governments cannot
admit an atfirmation doubly inexact
and which suffices to render sterile
all .tontative negotiation. The allied
nations have' sustained for thirty
mf‘mths a war which they did every-
thing to avoid. They have shown fw
their acts, their attachment to
peace. That attachment is as strong
to-day as it was in 1914. But it is not
upon the word of Germany, after
the violation of its engagements, that
the peace broken by her may be
hased. > :

“A mere suggestion without a
statement of terms, that negotiations
should be opened is not an offer o.l'
peace. The putting forward by the
Imperial Government of a shani pro-
posal lacking all substance and pre-

——

cision would appear to be less an of-l
fer of peace than a war manoeuvre. |
1t is founded on calculated misinter-
pretation of the character of the!
struggle in the past, the present and
the future.

Teutons Block Disarmament .

“As for the past, the German note

takes no account of the facts, dates
and figures which establish that the
war was desired, provoked and de-
clared by Germany and Austria-Hun-
gary.

‘“At The Hague conference it was a
German delegate who refused all pro-
posals for disarmament. In July
1914, it was Austria-Hungary who,
after having addressed to Serbia an
unprecedented ultimatum, declara
war upon her in spite of the satisfac-
ti(;m which had at once been accord-
ed.

““The Central empires then rejected
all attempts made by the Entente to
bring about a pacific solution of a
purely local conflict. France pro-
posed an International Commission;
the Emperor of Russia asked the
German Emperor to go to arbitration,
and Russia and Austria-Hungary
came to an wunderstanding on the
eve of the conflict. But to all these
efforts Germany gave neither answer
nor effect.

Foe Can Never Attain Goal

.“Belgium was invaded by an Em-
p}re \f’hich had guaranteed her na-
tionality and which had the assur-
fmce to proclaim that treaties were
scraps of paper,” and ‘that ‘neecessity
knows no law.’

“At the present moment these
sham offers on the part of Germany
rest on the ‘war map’ of Europe,
which presents nothing more than a
spperﬁoial and passing phase of the
sl_tuntion and not the. real strenéth
of the belligerents. A peate conclud-
ed upon these terms would be only
to the advantage of the w@aggressors
who, after imagining t'hat'they woul(i
reach their goal in two months, dis-
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covered “after two years that they
could never attain it.

Penalties, Reparation and
Guarantees,

“As for the future, the disasters

caused by the German declaration of
war and the innumerable outrages
committed by Germany and her al-
lies against both belligerents: and
neutrals demand penalties, repara-
tion and guarantees. Germany
avoids mefition of any of these.

“In reality these overtures made
by the Central Powers are nothing
more than a calculated attempt to
influence the future course of war,
and to end it by imposing a German
peace. The obpect of these overtures
is to create dissension in public opin-
ion in the allied countries. But that

ad ~public opinion has, in spite of all

the sacrifices endured by the al-
lies, already given its answer with
admirable firmness, - and has de-
nounced the empty pretence of the
declaration of the enemy powers.

Seek to Cheer Own People.

..“They have the further object of
stiffening public opinion in Ger-
many and in the countries allied to
her—one and all severely tried by
their losses, worn out by economic
pressure and crushed by the su-
preme effort which has been imposed
upon their inhabitants.

“They endeavor to deceive and in-
timidate public_ opinion in neutral
countries, whose inhabitants have
long since made up their minds
where the initial responsibility lies,
and are far too enlightened to favor
the designs of Germany by abandon-
ing the defence of human freedom.

“Finally, these overtures at-
tempt to justify in advance i.ll tho:
eyes of the world a new series of
crimes—submarine warfare, depor-
tations, forced labor and forced en-
listment of the inhabitants against
their own countries, and violations
of neutrality.

“Empty and Imsincere.”

“Fully conscious of the gravity of
this moment, but equally conscious
of its requirements, the allied gov-
ernments, closely united to one an-
other, and in perfect gympathy with
their peoples, refuse to consi(}m‘_ a
proposal which is empty and insin-
cere.

“One again the allies declare that
no peace is possible so long as they
have not secured reparation for vio-
lated rights and liberties, and recog-
nition of the principle of national-
itie¢ and of the free existence of
small states; so long as they: have
not brought about a settlement {:al—
culated to end once and for all for-
ces which have constituted a perpe-
tual menace to the na_tinns. and to
afford the only effective gunrun"m
for the future security of the world.
Belgium’s Imperious Call

“In conclusion, the allied powers
think it necessary to put forward |vh~
following considerations, which
show the special situation of Bo\-.
gium after two and a half years of
war. In virtue of the international
treaties signed by five great Euro-
pean powers, of whom Germany was
one, Belgium enjoyed before the
war a special status, rendering ].wr
territory invulnerable, and placin
her, under the guarantee of the pow-
ers, outside all European conflicts.
She was, however, in gpite of these
treaties, the first to suffer t!\e ag-
gression of Germany. For this r_ea:
son the Belgian Government th_mh
jt necessary to define the aims
which Belgium has never ceased'to
pursue while fighting side by :snde
with the Entente powers for right
and justice.

“Belgium has always gerupulously
fulfilled the duties which her neu-
trality imposed upon her. She has
taken up arms to defend her i_nde—
pendence and her neutrality viela-
ted by Germany, and to show at
she remains faithful to her interna-

/“On the: 4th of ' August, 1914, in
the Reichstag the German Chancel-
lor admitted that” this aggression
constituted an injustiee contrary to
the laws of nations, and pledgedl
himself in the name of Germany fto
repair it.

the reestablishment of peace and
justice. But they only desire peace
which would assure to their country
legitimate reparation, guarantees
and- safeguards for the future,

FRENCHMAN T0
STUDY FINNCE

To This End Fifty Young
Men Will Visit U. S.
Banks, Etc.

Paris, Jan. 2.—(Correspondence of
The Associated Press)—Next sum-
mer fifty young Frenchmen will be
sent from France to the United Stat-
es and Canada to study American
commercial methods in large typical
banks, factories and shipping firms,
and to become acquainted with the
American mind and its principal
viewpoints. They will stay a month
in the United States, visiting in banks
factories, and shipping offices at New
York, universities and spinning mills
in Boston, lumber mills and tanneries
in Montreal, canning factories in Chi-
‘cago, the seat of government at
Washington, iron and steel works at

Philadelphia, grain stores at Balti-
more, and “culture in general” at St.
Louis. Meanwhile 50 young Ameri-
cans will be doing exactly the same
sort of thing in France with a view
of getting a notion about French
commercial methods and French
points of view.

A steamship company has agreed to
charge dnly 1,200 francs per student
for the voyage to and fro, the famil-
ies and towns concerned paying one
half and the Chambers of Commerce
the other. The feeding of the youths
and traffic arrangements will be un-
dertaken by a travel agency.

The students in order to qualify
for the trip must have the diploma
of a commercial high school or agri-
cultural college, and be avle to speak
well English and French respective-
ly. The choice of the students in
America will be made by the “Fran-
co-United States” committee in con-
nection with American Chambers of
Commerce; and, correspondingly in
France. The French youths arriving
in New York will be personally con-
ducted in groups by expert instruc-
tors. Two French professors will
guide the American students in
France.

M. Guisthau, president of the
“Franco-United States,” as Frank
Vanderlip is president of a similar
committee in New York, tells The
Associated Press that it is hoped to
establish after the war institutes in
France and America which will sup-
ply all necessary commercial infor-
mation, display specimen of goods
and in general promote reciprocal
economic knowledge between the two
countries.

83rd Anniversary of the Church Celebrated Fittingly on
. Sunday; 60 Years in Present Building

The sixtieth anniversary of the
erection of the First Baptist Church

:l::;da)fltlt)lynfgvioﬁ(;n;rfnemoral.od. on
services an exceptional
character, distinguished by special
sermons of a particularly compell-
ing _and effective power and by
music of a beautiful and inspiring
nature. Dr. Brown, of Tnmn‘m. a
):x:mhur of the pastor, took charge
of the pulpit in hoth the morning
and evening and addressed the Sun-
dgy School in the afternoon on the
mission work of the Baptist Church
in India.

In the forenoon, the minister
chose his text from the second chap-
ter, And the Lord added daily un-
to the church such as. were -being
saved.” In his opening remarks, the
speaker thought that in the congre-
gation, as they’ looked back over
eighty-four years of service in the
community, a feeling of gratitude
should be present for the way in
which they had been guided by the
Lord during all that time ,and for
the splendid influence that had been
made on the community, by the ex-
istence in it of such an institution.
At the present time, there were over
six hundred members, and they were
possessed of a beautiful church, al-
though sixty years old of which they
could be justly proud. Since the
opening of the edifice, innumerable
lives have been benefited and
thousands more had passed
through the doors better qualified
to meet the battle of life.

The speaker referred to the first
church at Jerusalem, as it was des-
cribed in the passage just read by
him, and proceeded to point out the
various ways in which it was iden-
tical with the Baptist Church of mo-
dern times. This first church
throughout all the intervening time
has stood out as a model, a pattern,
and an ideal to be followed by all
other Christian churches. One ol its
outstanding features at it appealed
to him, was that it was composed
solely of saved people, every mem-
ber being ‘“‘a child or God.” He
considered it to bhe the purpose of
CGod that all the members of his
church should be saved people.
There are many churches that hold
the doctrine that they should be
open to the unsaved, but the speaker
was glad that such views had never
heen held by the Baptist denomina-
fion.

In spite of this, however, there
was some doubt in his mind i lax-
ness., were not creeping into ' the
church in this respect, and that the
regulations governing the accep-
tance into the church of those pro-
fessing Christianity were strict
enough.

Another of the prominent charac-
teristics of the church at Jerusalem
was that not a day passed without
some saved people being added-to it,
and that the activities of the mem-

conquests of souls. It was a church
in which the spirit of the Holy
Ghost was free to hold sway, being
the real directing force guiding the
destinins of the people. This condi-
tion wag possible only through the
close fellowship that existed between
the people and the apostles.

The  new converic were Lrought
under the spell of the personality of
t_he apostles and through this med-
lum were drawn closer to a full
realization of the principles of
Christianity.

The communion service was also
highly esteemed by these early peo-
ple, somewhat of a contrast with the
attitude of modern people to this
important sacrament. It was a
heart-breaking experience to sit in
a pulpit and anneunce that com-
munion would be observed and then
watch a large part of the congrega-
tion file out the door, declared Dr.
Jrown, who compared this to turn-
ing their backs on Jesus Christ.

Fear, a righteous and holy awe
of God was ever present in the
minds of the people and was express-
ed not anly in reverence to God but
in a deep horror of sin.

In short, spiritual values were
completely eliminated, and the peo-
ple‘lived with the sole object of as-
sisting each other. They had a pas-
sion for the House of God, in which
beautiful and sweet social relation-
ships were formed, and in which
there were no cross purposes to dis-
turb the even tenor of events.

Dr. Brown then summarized the
main elements that entered into the
success of this early institution,
claiming that, unity, holiness, deep
abiding and a great and wonderful
unselfishness were the c¢hief fea-
tures responsible for the respect in
which the church was held by the
people of the surrounding district.
“Do you wonder that any but saved
people would dare .o join such a
church? But what about the First
Baptist Church of Brantford? How
do you compare with this first
church at Jerusalem?” were the fin-
al remarks of Dr. Brown, that
brought to a econclusion an extra-
ordinary and powerful appeal for
purity in the church.

While the sermon itself was .of a
stellar calibre, the musical numbers
were equally good and in keeping
with the general high standard of
excellence maintained by the Rirst
Baptist in this department of ‘devo-
tion:. The choir, assisted by Mrs.
L.eeming, exceeded their usual bril-
liancy and contributed several an-
thems, ‘‘Incline Thine Ear,” (Him-
mel;.

The Evening Service

Four potent reasons for being a
Christian were assigned by the Rev
Mr. Brown in the course of his
evening sermon, based upon the
words of Agrippa to Paul in Aects.
XXVI, 28, “Almogt Thou persuadest
me to become a Chriscian.” 5

These fwords of Agrippa’s were
no doubt spoken, the speaker oh-
gerved, in a cynical, sneering tone;
the King was impressed by tha
words of Paul, but was unwilling to
be eonvineed by them and hence
sought to turn the matter off with
a sneer and an ironie jest. But Paul
answered him In carnest, regardless
of the mockery of the King, “Would
to ‘God that not only thou but all
that hear me this day were both
almost and altogether sueh as T am
except these bonds.”

The speaker expressed his inten-
ion of speaking not so much to the
Christians in the. congregation as
to those not yet in the church who
might chance to he present, and to
give them reasons why they should
become Christians. Of these, one of
the most potent was for the sake
ol Jesus Christ Himself, to whom
we owed all in this world; by be-
coming Christians we were merely
giving to Him what was already
His. We were His by ereation, by
preservation, by redemption.

The, second reason was for our
own  sakes; tor the great need of
Christ felt. by.all of us. In youth.
we needed Him as a guide to lead
L our feotsteps in the path of safely;
!in middle-age, as a help to hear ounr
burdens of responsibility. And . more
ihan ever in old age, when the pow-
ers. hegin to fail and the shadows
commence to fall, do we need Himn

Tor the sake of others mear and
dear to us, we should embrace
Christianity. Any man with a Christ-
ian wmother should become a Christ-
jian in order that he might not lay
2 heavy burden of sorrow upon her.
The same applied to the case ¢f
husband and +wife, for religion . i¢
csgential to the true spirit of do-
mestic happiness, and in the family
where one.member is not a Christ-
ian, the sense of unity is shattered.

The fourth reason for being . a
Christian was found in the King-
dom of God, a kingdom established
over 1900 years ago and still
spreading its banners throughont
the world which had so great need
of it to-day. The soldiers of Canada,
of the Allies, were at the front to-
day because the Kingdom of Love,
the Kingdom of Jesus Christ, was
not established in the Central Mon-
| archies, and the thing which could
most hasten the war to a successful
conclusion was our manner of life
throughout the Empire. The speaker
expressed his strong belief that
every sin committed in this country
rendered the winning of the war
more difficult for the Allies, and
that our; manner: of life would de-
termine how the war went, by either
adding to or taking from the forees
'of vighteousness in this world.

Division of Costs For
Administration of Justice

City and County to Bear P roportional Shares in Main-
tenance of Building and Other Expenses

The text of the finding of the arbi-
trators in the matter of the division
between thc c¢ity and county of the
expenses of the kdministration of
justice, including the maintenance of
the county gaol and court house, is
as follows:—-

1.—We award and direct that the
said City of Brantford shall .pay to
the County of Brant so much of the
annual cost of the maintenance of the
prisoners from time to time confined
in the county jail, so far as the said
cost comprises items of food, clothing
and drugs supplied for prisoners the
number of prison days spent by pris-
oners in said gaol for erimes and
offences committed within the City
of Brantford for the year preceding
the year for which is being made
bears to the total number of pris-
on days of prisoners confined in
said gaol for said previous year.

2.—We farther award and direct
that the City of Brantford shall pay
to the County of Brant such propor-
tion of the sum of Four Thousand
Two Hundred and Fifty Dollars, said
sum being five per cent on the pres-
ent. cost of the county gaol, gaolers’
residence, turnkey’s residence and
the registry office (less the sum of
Five tHundred Dollars deducted from
said 5 per cent on said cost, said five
hundred dollars representing the por-
tion of said buildings occupied by the
County of Brant for muniecipal pur-
poses only, as the population of the
County of Brant for the same year as
that on which the population of the
City of Brantford is based,

8.—~—We fimithér find and award—
that the City of Brantford shall pay
to t}}e County of Brant the same pro-
portion as in the last preceding para-
graph stated of five per cent on all
pe.rmanent improvements made to
Sfild county buildings during the con-
tinuapce of this award.

4.—We further award and direet
that the City of Brantford shall pay
to the County of Brant, the same
proportion as set forth in the two
hereinbefore preceding paragraphs

7.—We further find and award
that the monies payable under the
preceding paragraphs hereof shall be
payable in quarterly payments, and
that the period which this award
shall cover will be a period of five
yvears from the first day of January,
1916, and that the payments for
each year during said term shall be
based npon the actual expenditure
for the preceding year, calculated as
herein provided.

The schedule referred to in the
award showing the several headings
of the accounts to be supplied by
the county authorities pursvant to

Morley Pettit Pleads “Not
Guilty” in Simcoe

(From our own Correspondent)

Simecoe, Dec. 29.—Much to the
surprise of the Crown, Morley Pettit
pleaded ‘“‘not guilty’”” to the charge
preferred against him in the police
court here to-day. A recess was
given to allow Acting Crown Attor-
ney Agar to produce documentary
evidence, hut H. P. Innes, X.C., who
has charge of the case in Pettit’s
interest, secured a postponement, al-
though the Crown pressed for sum-
mary trial.
