“AN EPIC STRUGGLE

With the French Army in France,
Monday, June 10.—(By the Associ-
ateéd Press).—Undiminished sever-
ity marks the fight'ng between Mont-
didier and Noyon. The situation to-
night is rather satisfactory for the
Allies, whose obstinate resistance
and frequent counter attacks have
caused great consternation to the
Germans. Enemy losses under the
direct! fire of the Frbnch artillery
have been horrible.

Several small . villagss.dse v Aing
Mery, Belley and §t. Maure changed
ownership a number of times, but
this evening were in German hands.
At no moment is it possible -to say
positively that thiséor that place 1is
occupied by the enemy or the Allies,
such is the terrific nature of the con-
flict. Ebbs and flows occur every-
where. On the Belloy plateau fight-
ing went on continuously for seyeral
hours, man tackling man in single
combats.

The artillery is engaged more ac-
tively than in any battle in a long
while.

The resistance that is being offered by the French
forces in -this battle has not been surpassed for deter-
mination during the whole war.

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BRITISH LINEON

GREAT POTATO WASTE

Can Be Prevented by Thorough
; Spraying, S

Women’s Meetings In Full Ewing—-—
The Summer Institute Meetings
Are of Benefit to Every Woman
Who Attends—Topics to Be ' Dis-
cused and Work Planned, -

(Contributed by Ontario Department ot
Agricuiture, Toronm.) :

TATOES are sprayedv to 'bre-
‘vent such fungus disease as
Harly Blight and Late Blight
and Rot. These diseases are
taused by plants known  as fungi
Those _fungi  which. derlve their
Jnourishment . from Iiving piants
irjure them in. so ‘doing ‘in vagious
ways and thus give rise to what are
known as fungus diseases.

In combating the great majority of
fungus diseases methods of preven-
tion only are practicable. Spraying
potatoes is not done to cure but to
prevent disease. In other words the
object of gpraying is to cover the sur-
facgyof the leaves and stems with a
subftance, poisonous to the spores of
fungi, in which they cannot grow,
and penefrate the plant., Spraying,
therefore, in order to be effective,
must be timely and thorough. The
spray mixture muast be on the plants
before the spores reach them and the
surface of thé leaves and ‘stems must
be covered' so completely that there
is not the smallest space on which a
spore can germinate.

Efficient spraying of potatoes de-
pends:

1. Upon “the use of the proper
fungicide. Bordeaux mixture has so
far proved to be the only satisfactory
spray mixture for potato diseases.

2. Upon timely and repeated
spraying. Spraging should be com-
menced when the plants are from 8ix
to eight inches high and repeated at
intervals of from a week to ten days
throughout/ the growing season.
From three to seven wupplications
will be required, the number depend-
ing upon the weather, the wetter
the weather the maore frequeat the
spraying.

3. Upon. the. liberal use of Bor-
deaux mixture, From 50 to 150 gal-.
lons of Bordeaux mixture should be
used per acre at each application.

4. Upop thorqugh spraying, which
means the covering of every portion’

ture in the form’'af a fine" mllt. This
can be done only when the solution’
is applied with good pressure.so a8
to insure covering every portion of
the plant, The best. results. from
spraying are obtained when potato’
sprayers are used which -are fitted
with E-joint attachments, so as to
insure covering| both surfaces of the
leaves at each spraying. .

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tlsh ‘Airmen Have Domne Sple.ﬂl
Work In Palestine.

The airmen who have been the
eyes of the army in Sinai and Pales-
tine can look back upon their recor
as a great achievement. Enormous
difficulties were faced with stout
hearts, and the Royal Flying Corps
s&ﬁt surmdunted them. It has been
one long test of courage, endurance,
and efficiency, and so triumphantly
have the airmen come through the
ordeal that Gen. Allenby’s army may
truthfully be said to have secured
as complete a mastery of the air as it
has of the plains and hills of South-
ern Palestine. One cannot refer {0

the whole of the work of the air!

service, because while most of it is
done in the light of day a good deal
of it is secret, but those of us who
have wafched the airmen ‘carrying
on’ from the time when iheir air-
planes were inferior to those of tne
Germans in speed, climbing eapacity,
and other qualities, which go to make
up firstclass fighting machines, till
the position to-day, when few enemy
aviaters dare cross our lines, can
speak of the wonderful advance our
airmen have made, Their victories
grow, and last month’s record is the
best of all.

With comparatively tew oppeortuni-
ties for combats, because the enemy
knows our superiorit-’y, and declines
to fight unlesa forced, the Royal Fly-
ing Corps accounted for eleven air-
planés in January, five of these fall-
ing victims to one pilot. The last of
these victories I witnessed. In a
single-seater the pilot engaged two
two-seater airplanes ‘of a late type,
driving down one machine within our
1ines, the pilot killed by eleven bul-
lets, and the observer wogunded. Hg
then chased the other plane, whose
pilot soon lost his taste for fighting,
dropped into a heavy cloud bank, and
got away. No odds are too big for
our airmen. I have seen one airplane
swoop down' out of the blue to at-
tack a formation of six enemy ma-.
chines, sending one crashing to earth
and dispersing the remainder. In one
brief fight another pilot drove down
three German planes, while on four
recent occasions a pilot had forced
down machines almost to the ground
away from enemy airdromes. The
airman does not talk of his work,
and we know what we sée are but
fragments .in the silent records aof
great things done. Much that is ac-

complished is far beyond our visua/{

range high up over the bleak hills
of Judea, above even the rain é¢louds
driven across the heights by the fury
of a winter gale, or skimming across
the dull surface of the Dead Sea, fly-
ing some hundreds of feet below sea’
tevel to interrupt the passage of
foodstuffs of which the Turk stands
in need.

All through the as-my s rapid
march northward from the crushed
- Gaza-Beersheba line the airmen'’s un-
tiring work was one of infinite value.
And before Beersheba fell the patrol
work was so effective that though it
was impossible to prevent the enemy
from crossing the lines, only one ma-
chine sugceeded in penetrating the
area from which he could see the
movement of troops about to attack
the town, and this was brought down,
and the pilot and observer prevented
from carrying information- of the
highest importance. If that machine
lnd got back the enemy would not

‘mistaken our intentions at
Beeraheba When' the Turkish re-
treat began the enemy was bombed
and machine-gunned for 2 full week;
