The Kingdom Divided—1 Kings 12: 12-20.

Commentary.—I. a demand by the

ople.—vs. 1-11. When Rehoboam
ound himsell the successor to the
throne, he met .the leaders ol the
nation at Shechem. (While this as-
sembly was called ostensibly for the

rpose of confirming Rehoboam in
his kingdom, yet the people had de-
termined to exact certain reforms
as the condition a3 their allegiance.
fhey had many grievances.. The
mnorthern tribes rebelled against this
oppression and asked Rehoboam to
relieve them of their heavy burdens,
promising if he would to acknow-
ledge him as king.

II. Rehoboam’s dec'sion.—vs. 12-15.
12. All the people. This probably has
reference to the ten tribes; Judah
and Benjamin clung,ito Rehoboam.
Mhe third day. Rehoboam had asked
the people to wait three days for
his decision (v.'5). *“This seemed rea-
sonaple on the face of it, and yet
ithis was one of the questions which
@ right heart ;would have decided .in-
stantly.” 13. Roughly. He was harsh
and insolent.

JRehoboam [lirst consulted ‘with the
old men. (vs. '6). They were the men
of wisdom and ability whom Solomon
in his wisdom ‘had chosen for his
advisers.

Dut the
ten tribes had not thus received
David, nor probably Solomon either.
Seven years alter David had been re-
cognized as king of Judah the chiel-
tains of the ten trib>s made a spec-
ial treaty with him by which he
shouid govern them. The terms of
this treaty we do not know, but it
was probably renewaed on the acces-
gion of Solomon, and it I8 evident
that the ten tribes now, regarded it
as broken by Rehoboam. Their loyal-
ty to him was annulled by his own
action. The phirase, “son of Jesse” is a
taunt, like “carpenter’s son,” in
Matt. xiii., 55.—Huribut. To your
tents—This was probably a popular
wat cry, dating from the days of
the exodus, when the whole nation
lived in tents. But we are to remem-
ber a!so that a great multitude was
now crowded about a town, and
doubtless many were at the time
dweliing in tents. Now see, etc. —Let
David’'s descendants look after his
dunasty ; we sever our connection. 17,
wiichh dwelt — The Israelites who
were members of the northern tribes
but who had homes in the cities of
Judah, did not go with their own
tribes, but remained and quietly sub-
mitted 1o the reign of Rehoboam.

The greatest prince
is he who is easlly approachable, who
plans for the best interests of his
people, who regards himself as the
sarvant and not lord of his sub-
jects. Such a rujer will guide his af-
fairs with discretion, and will be
able to meet the crises which so oi-
ten._arise in the management of
political affaire with an intelligent
appraciation of right and will easily
accommodate himself to the exigen-
cies which may call for moderation
in his jurisdiction. But a haughty
orinea is blind to al! +haas conditions.
The ioliy oi rasin advisars. Reho-
boam did not lack for counselors.
He took three days to ascertaln the
opinions of tho leading men of his
court. Now tha burdens of state-
craft naturally mmake a man conser-
vative in his ideas and cautious in
counsels.

One by
one her possessions fell away. City
aftar city was taken and destroyed.
As the result of two invasions the
witole nation was carried away in-
to captivity and Jerusalem, the joy
of the whole earth wae made a
laughing stock and a raproach.

FARMERS AND FRUIT MEN

Present Their Grievances to the Rail-
Way Commission.

Toronto report—Farmers and fruit-
growers of Ontario began yesterday the
presentation of their grievances to the

ory introduced deputations representing
the varions bodies, and presented the
general principles on which the tariff of
rates should be based.

Mr. W. D. Gregory pointed out that
the total earnings of Canadian railways
increased from $29,000,000 in 1882 to
$83,000,000 in 1902, while the working
expenses inereased from $22,000,000 to
$57,000,000 in the same time. 'There was
therefore a net increase of about $20,
000,000.

He produced these figures as an argu-
ment for reduction in rates, and an ap-
"11‘0xinmlion to rates in the United
States. But, instead of Ontario getting
dower rates, the through traffic was a
positive disadvantage. Every year it
was impossible to get cars here because
they were used to keep United States
elevators supplied with grain. The farm-

/' Mr. W. H. Bunting, President of the
Ontario Fruit Growera' Association,

he equipment for earrying, the serviee
for ‘delivery; ‘and the rates. He ‘point~d
out that, owing to the great increase of
production of recent years, there had
been a great fall in the prices.

Figures showed that it was impossible
to make a living profit by shipping by
express. The fruit-growers must, there-
fore. depend on the freight service for
shipping. Tn answer to the statement
of the railways that there was not
enough trade to warrant special ecars,
e =aid that 2,000 carloads were grown
in the Niagara Peninsula last yvear. An
express man told him that 7.000 tons
were shipped by express from there last
vear. They wanted well-ventilated cars
for their tender fruits, The €. P. R. had
a few such ecars. but the G. T. R. was
lamentably desicient. At many points
it was impossible to get any cara.

He went on to complain of the delay
in the service. When shipments were
made there was no guarantee of deliv-
erv. and they were completely at the
merey of the railways.

In other cases the delay was much
areater. They asked for a special daily
?roing service, prompt delivery and the
arnointment of a special official to look
~ftor these shipments. especially at divi-
sional points, where delays were likely.

Mr. Dunting_then took up the rates
of convevance, which he called the ecru-
cial . question. They were convineed
that the freight rate affected them ma-
terinliv. for it freauently absorbed one-
third to one-half of the gross returns.

Their cecond request was that apoles
and pears in hoxes and barrels should be
put in the same class. o

Their third request was that the mini-
mum for fresh fruit should not be rais-
ed over 20,000 pounds.

Their fourth request was a reduction
in tho cost of icing, more particularly to
Winnipeg. - 7

Mr. . D. €mith, of Winona, a shipper
of 25 vyears, wanted, first, quicker
transportation: second, better equip-
ment: third, ability to get cars when
wanted. During the last two years at
Winona cars have bheen fairly well sup-
plied owing to competition there.  But
before that he frequently had to wait
froin one to three weeks.

His greatest complaint was in the
moving of less than car load lots, about
which there seemed no svstem what-
ever. He gave a long list of the
times of moving a few boxes from Win-
ona to various points, for example; to
Woodstock, 60 miles. 6 days; to Jarvis,
60 miles, 4 days; Port Perry. 100 miles,
13 days: Cannington, 100 miles, 5 days;
Beaverton, 123 miles, 10 days.

Mr. Bosworth. Fourth Viee-President
of the C. P. R., said that this happened
because one agent could not count when
there might be a dozen shippers.

Mr. H. W. Dawson presented. or be-
half of the association, the “claims”
grievance. He said that they could get
no information about claims for over-

charges. but had them thrown back. He

knowledge as accumulated. facts and
wisdom as the power to use them,
Men could be learned, but not wige,

“Knowlpdg: apd wisdom may cach
exist without the other,” said he,
“James I, of England has been called
the most learned fool who ever dis-
graced a throne. But the world is full
of uncrowned learned fools. Tthere
is an endless variety of them. Some
are vain and chattering pedants Who
f.11 the woild with nolsy clamor like
a cmpany of crows over their quid-
ditles and cdds and ends of useless
knowledge, They wield no influence
and command no respect, because
they are sv utterly devoid of what
we call common sense. Some of them
ars like cisterns into which floods
of learning have bezen poured. They
hold it ali safely stored away. But
their minds never become fountalns
to pour out these stores and enrich
the world. They are stagnant reser-
voirs. I recall mén of capacious mem-
ory, who with the utmost ease and
complacency swallowed all the learn-
ing which could be fed out to them
by a ivhole college facuity, but the
learning never got out through their
nerves or their tongues, or even
through their muscles to touch and
stir the world. AL

“While, however, you may .thus
have learned without wisdom, you
may often find wisdom without learn-
ing.” Go into any legislative or de-
liberative assembly. You will fre-
quently observe that some plain, un-
lettered man, who seldom speaks and
then perhaps with hesitancy, does
mora to shap2 the aet’o of the body,
and certainly does far better work
than many a man of ready tongue
and cultured mind, because he is re-
cognized as a man of wisdom. It
was once said of such a one, “Lvery
word he utters weighs a ton, be-
cause there is a man behind it.”

DEMANDS INVESTIGATION.

Sir Charles Elliot’s Cable to I'remier
Balionr.

Mombasa, Dritish East Africa Pro-
tectoratte, June 27—Sir Charles N. E.
Elliot, Dritish Commissioner and
‘ommander-in-Chief for the East Al-
rican Protectorate, has resigned the
commissionership because he is op-
posed to the proposed Jewish settle-
ment in the protectorate. Sir Charles
has cabled to Premier Balfour de-
manding a public inquiry of thes
circumstances of his resignation, and
adding;

“Lord Lansdowne ordered me to
refuse grants of land to private in-
dividuals (while giving enorpious
tracts in East Africa to a syndi-
cate. I have refused to execute these
instructions, which I consider un-
just and impolitie.”

The East African syndicate repre-
sents the Jewish colonial trust.

Epidemic ot Self-Consciousness,

Londo nJune 27.—The Daily Gra-
phic, referring to the resignation. of
Sir C. Eliot, Commissioner of the
East Africa Protectorate, says an
epidemic of painful gell-conscious-
ness: has* broken out in the higher
ranks of the Imperial public service.
It was to nava been isolated in a
vary virulent form in Canada, but
somechow the microbe has found'ite
way to'East Africa, where the eom-
missioner has developed symptoms
closely resembling those which pro-
strat>d Lord Dundonald last week.

THE BEEF RING.

Farmers may Have Fresh Meat

in Summer.

Department of Agriculture, Commis-
sioner's Branch.

Although live stock is grown on
almost every Canadian farm, the
farmer as a rule, finds it very diffi-
cult to furnish his table with fresh
meat during the summer months. In
order to make the use of fresh meat
possible in every farm home, even
during the summer months, the Live
Stock Commissioner, Ottawa, re-
commends the more general estab-
lishment of beef rings, which have
been sucessfully ‘carried on for years
in some sections of Canada.

Beef Rings.—These rings are not,
as the name might indicate, “trusts’
for the control of the production and
sale of beef, but are groups of farm-
ers who co-operate to supply their
talles with fresh meat during the
summer. The ring is usually com-
posed of sixteen, twenty or twenty-
four members, although sometimes as
many as forty are enrolled. Each
member agrees to supply -one beef
arimal during the summer, and in
order to give plenty of time for pre-
paration, the members draw: lots the
previous winter to determine the or-
der in whick they shall contribute
animals. After the drawing members
may exchange numbers if they find it
mutually advantgaeous. Two small
families may combine for one share.

The Apimal.—The regulations us-
ually provide that each member shall
supply a steer or heifer under three
years old, gound, healthy, and In good
condition, dressing Trom 400 to 500
pounds of beef, and grain-fed for at
least six weeks previous to Killing.
If an animal is not up to the stand-
ard it may be rejected and the owi-
er compelled to supply another, or it
may be accepted at a lower, valua-
tion. The decision in such cases is
left to the secretary of a duly ap-
pointed committee of inspection.

Killing and distribution.—A butcher
is employed to kill and cut up the
animals, the owner retaining the
head, heart, fat and hide. The amount
paid for killing and cutting up a beast
is usually $2 to $2.50, with an ex-
tar dollar if the butcher makes de-
livery, which is not a general prac-
tice. Of course it 18 not necessary
to employ a professional butcher, but
a man is required who can do the
work neatly and well, and cut up
the carcase along the usual lines,
and in the same way each time. The
butcher provides a hook for each
member and hangs thereon the por-
tion for each animal as the animal
is cut up. Each wmember should have
two meat bags with his name on,
that one of them may always be at
the butcher shop ready to receive the
weekly portion.. In the case of some
rings each family gets. Only one
piece; in others a good piece of the
hind quarter, ‘and an inferior piece
of the fore quarter, or vice versa; in
still others a member gets a boiling
piece, a roast, and a piece of steak
each week.

The various cuts are numbered,and
an accurate record is kept by the
puteier of the guality and weight of
Ieef received by each mem):-. In this
way It is possihle to arraage for
each family to receive approsimate-
ly the same weight of meat and the
same proportion of valuable and
cheap cuts during the summer. At
the end of the summer the sgecretary
of the organization furnishes each
member with a statement of the
year's operations, compiled: from the
butclei’s reeords. As no two aniy
mals ‘will have been of the same
weight, small balances will have to
change hande in order to equalize
matters. As a standard price is al-

.ways agreed upon at the beginning

of the season, say five or six cents
per pound, there are no disputes at
the close. Members who have . re-
cieved more beef than they supplied
pdy for the difference at the price
agreed upon; those who have ' put
in more than they have received are

paid in the same way. Yours very-

CAUGHT A BIG SHARK.

Publication

On Hook and Line for Hours, bu
Yielded to a Volley of Bullets.

Recently Harry F. Chamberlain, of
Warwick, Orange county, N. Y., arrived
in Mexico by steamer to visit his friend
and assoz’ate, H. H. Warner, of New
York. Mr. Warner has bdeen residing
her for several months for the pleasures
of the climate and city. He and Mr.
Chamberlain have a suite of apartments
ot the Gilow Hotel.

When Mr. Chamberlain cirived on the
shores of Mexico he ha! an adventure
such as not one out of fiv: hundred vis-
itors ever has.

Mr. Chamberlain is an ardent sports-
man, and is especially skilled in angling
for trout ‘and other game fish. He is
also a fine shot. When his steamer ar-
rived in the harbor of 11ogreso he had
an opportunity to exercise his-skill as
an angler and sharp:looter in a novel
and most exciting manner. Mr. Cham-
berlain said in a recent interview:

“When 1 first saw the beautiful blue
waters of the Gulf of Mexico in this
barbor I was reminded of the Mediter-
ranean Sea. When the steamer is in
progress one does not notice the water
g0 much, but these color depths at Pro-
greso were in such marked contrast
with the black and foul waters of Ha-
vana harbor that they at once arrested
my attention. While the ship was un-
leading part of its cargo I observed that
there was something else in the water
besides its charming color, to wit, a
great number of those terrible monsters.

feet of thévship, where the sharks could
not fail to see it.

«It was mbst exasperating and at the
same time pleasurably exciting to stand
hour after hour and’ see those huge
man-eaters sail round and round the
floating bagt, snapping up pieces of wood
and othes floating objects within a few
feet of ic, but apparently indifferent to
or unconscious of the sweet morsel. For
an entire day they mever touched that

ork. I thought, however, at night. that,
ijke human beings who do not like or
are forbidden to touch certain articles
of food, that desire and hunger would
in the end overcome their tastes and
scruples and that the morsel would be
swallowed. The next morning the bait-
ed hook was again thrown over! . Not,
five minutes had before the nose
of a big shark arose far above the sur-
face of the water and dropped down,
seizing the pork in his huge and gro-
tesque mouth, which is far back from
the end of the nose.

“Then the marine hyena sank out of
sight, dragging the line swiftly after
him. As soon as this fact became
known to the passengers there was wild
excitement on board.

in Montana or New Mexico may pay
nmany hunderds of dollars a year for gray
wolf scalps. Such a scalp is cheap at
%12 or $15 to the rancher, for the gray
robber would certainly have destroyed
n.any times that value in calves or colts
frcm the range. Yet in spite of all the
warfare made upon them, and all the
prices put upon their heads, these dread-
ed, mysterious, ghostlike, terror inspir-
ing; creatures till hold their own. Out-
casts for ages, hated, persecuted, and
without t friend on earth, even among
his own kind.

LANSDOWNE’S TRIUMPH.

® 3
What 1 of Can-
ada Achieved in the Recently Oen-
eluded French Treaty.

are bound to feel &

interest in the achievements

of Lord Lansdowne. We remember
him as one of our former Governor-
Generals who evinced more than or-

l dinary thoroughness and capacity for

public business. For this reason the
Anglo-French agreement, recently
executed by Lord Lansdowne, claims
our attention. But it is important
for other reasons. It touches us very
closely in settling the French shore
question, and thereby relieving of
an embarrassment a colony which is
destined in the fulness of time to be
a part of the Dominion. The agree-
ment is important also, because it is
the most comprehensive internation-
al adjustment ever accomplished by
purely diplomatic means. By it the
two great powers saw off théir griev-
ances and wipe out all possible caus-
es of irritation. Lord Lansdowne’s
report on this sweeping agreement,
a personal triumph to him, has just,
come to hand,

Attompts That Have Pailed.

By this document we are reminded
that the interest of the British Gov-
ernment in the welfare of Newfound-
land is not a recent phenomenon. It
appears that ive Gover ts
have fully recognized the enormous
disadvantages to which Newfound-
land was placed by the fishing privi-
leges conceded to France in 1713,
and extended by the treaty and the
Royal declaration of 1783. The de-
gire of the Crown to protect the
French in the engagement of privi-
leges already conceded induced it to
agree to restrictions which subse-
quent generations found to be in-
tolerable. Yet, as these restrictions
had been guaranteed by treaty, and
other assurances, Great Britain exer-
cised its influence and authority to
maintain them intact. At the same
time for sixty years British’' Govern-
ments have been endeavoring to se-
cure a peaceable release from
France.

Recegnized as & Daty.

Yet the British Government re-
mained hopeful that a solution
would yet be found for the problem
and recognized that it had a duty in
that connection. As Lord Lans-
downe remarks: ‘It was obviously
our duty to find some means of ter-
minating the condition of things
which I have described. It has been
fraught with inconvenience to all
concerned. It has involved a con-
stant risk of collisions between two
Gover: ts, in c q of dis-
putes as to the rights of persons en-
gagéd in the fishing industries, both
on shore and at sea. Such collis-
jons have, in fact, been averted only
by the tact, moderation and good
temper exhibited by the naval offi-
cers of both powers, to whose cogni-
zance these local disputes have in the
first instance been brought.”’

The negotiations, which have prov-
en successful, were begun as long
ago as the Spring of 1903. They
were given an impetus by the visit
of the King to France, and the re-
turn visit of President Loubet to
Great Britain, on which occasions a
full and frank exchange of ideas was
effected. The British Government
frankly conceded that to obtain the

How Franece Is Pald.

It was arranged that the French
fishermen should p ted
with money and the nation with ter-
ritory. Great Britain did not hesi-
tate to agree to foot the bill without
asking a shilling from the colony
which will be benefited by the ar-
rangement.  Three territorial con-
cessions in Western Africa were made
to France. By a “‘yectification’’ of
the frontier of Gambia, a French
colony, France is given access to
the navigable portion of the Gam-
bia River. A group of islands of
small extent and of "mo intrinsie
value, but which, in his hands of a
hostile power, would be a scrious
menace to France, has long been held
by Great DBritain opposite to Koua-
kry, a French possession. These is-
lands are known as the Iles de Los.
"l hey have been given to France by
tho British Government. The third
concession is in Nigeria. Here the
French convoys were at the disad-
vantage of having to pursue a cir-
cuitous and waterless route to reach
Lake Chad. A strip of territory has
been conceded, by means of which
a direct route may be maintained.
These are the considerations Great

Egypt for Meorocee.

For the extinction of French claims
in Egypt Great Britain has signed a
quit claim so far as Morocco is con-
cerned. The Egyptain claim was a
gerious handicap to development.
Under the existing arrangement cer-
tain revenues are sct aside to meet
the interest and sinking funds of the
bonds in respect of which Egvpt de-
faultecd when Great Britain sitcpped
in as receiver. The surplus cannot
be diverted to any other purpose
without the consent of France. It
appears that since 1890, so success-
ful has Dritish administration Icen
to Egypt, a surplus of $27,500,000
has accumulated in the bank. The
money is lying idle, and is being
constantly increased. France has
now conceded that the fund shall be
used by the Egyptain Government,
and it will be used for the develop-
ment of the country. France also
acknowledges the preponderance of
jreat Britain in Egypt and agrecs

CIRCUS vs. AGRICULTURE

The tendency of some agricultural
societies to introluce too much ‘‘cir
cus” and horse racing into their fairs
and neglecting the purely agricultural
features is shortly to receive a merited
check. Superintendent Cowan has
been looking into the matter, and will
shortly publish a comparative state-
ment that will be of special interest.
Among the figures he is already able
to quote are these :

One society has been receiving a
Government grant of $380 and spend-
ing $2,400 in agricultural prizes, while
another has been getting s grant of
$520 and only $856 in prizes. Sill
another receiyed last year a grant of
$660 and spent $641 in sgricultural
prizes. One of the township fairs got
a grant of only $80, and its prize list
totalled $1,019, while a district society
in Eastern Ontario got ten times the
grant and gave only $100 more than
its township neighbor.

NATURE STUDY

A little dip into nature study has
been made by some pupils in Athens
public schools this spring.

Elderberry Blossom Wine
One quart of elderberry blossoms pick-
ed from the stems, three quarts of wat-
er, three pounds of granulated sugar,
of yeast; boil sugar and water togeth&r
one-half of a lemon, three tablespconfuds
and pour over the blossoms in the morn-
ing, cut the lemon before pouring on
water; let all stand till night; at night
add the yeast; let stand till morning;
- .strain into a keg, and put a piece of
mosquito netting over the bung, let it
stand for six weeks, when it is ready
to use.

Dandelion Wine.

Pick sufficient fresh flowers to meas-
ure three guarts when stemmed and
pressed down. Rinse them in cold water
place in a stone jar and pour over them
four quarts of freshly boiling water.
Let stand for two days, stirring four
times a day: strain and to the liquid
add three pounds of sugar and the pared
yellow rind of one lemon; heat quickly
and boil twenty minutes, add three gal-
lons more of boiling water, set aside,
and when cold add two oranges pared
and thinly sliced, the strained juice of
one lemon, and one-half of an yeast cake.
Let stand for twenty-four hours, by
which time it should be fermenting well;
skim out the oranges pieces, add one
pound of washed sultana raisins anl
turn into a keg or barrel if making on a
large scale. Let it stand at least a
month before bottling.

Dainty Fried Toast.

Make a batter of one pint milk, one
teaspoonful flour and one beaten egg.
Dip into this stale sliced bread or bis-
cuit an instant, and fry in ham drip-
pings or any sweet fat or oil. The egg
Jprevents bread from soaking the least
‘bit of fat. Very appetizing and quickly
made.

Ten-Minute Eggs.

Drop eggs into pan of boiling:hot wat-
er and draw to back of stove (where it
is just warm, not hot) for ten minutes;
will be of jelly consistency.

Ham Puff.

Bring to a boil one-half cup flour wes
in one cupful of sweet milk. When coli
add two cups chopped ham (boiled ham)
and four eggs beaten separately. Put
in a baking dish and set in the oven in
a pan of water and let the puff rise to
the top of the pan (which will take from
one-half to three-fourths of an hour),
and then take out of the water and
leave it in the oven until it is sufficienc-
ly browned. This quantity will fill a
two-quart dish when baked.  One-haif
recipe enough for five persons. One cup
of cold boiled rice could be used instead
of paste for a change.

Codfish au Gratin.

Pick two cups of salt codfish into ting
pieces. Cover with cold water and let 1t
stand three hours. It is better to
change the water once during that time.
Drain and press out all the water. Make
a cream sauce with two level spoonfuls
of butter, two of flour, one cup of cream
and one of milk. Add to this two
tablespoonfuls of finely-grated cheese;
mix carefully and well up with the fish,
Put in a shallow grating dish, sprinkle
the top with cheese and brown in a hot
oven. This may be used as a luncheon
dish with the addition of cooked spin-
ach. Cook the spinach, chop it very
fine and heat in a very little sauce cream
Put in the bottom of the grating dish.
Pour over the codfish and sprinkle with
cheese as before and serve,

Rhubarb Pie.

Chop two teacupfuls of rhubarb ani
let stand ten minutes in water poured
over it boiling hot, drain, and mix with
the fruit a large teacupful of sugar,
the yolk of an egg, a tablespoonful of
butter and one flour. moistening with
three tablespoonfuls of water. Bake in
one crust, covering the top with narrow
strips of pastry, crossed, or a meringue.

'L‘ighthouse-l(eepers Often Suffer From
the Inevitable Isolation.

People who read books—and all do in
ikis day—will recalk Kipling’s story of
the lonely lightkeeper who became mad
fiom the monotony of his situation.
‘While the story was fiction, it neverthe-
less was in accordance with many ac-
taal occurrences. A correspondent sub
mitted the question to the lighthouse
hcard, and found that, while there had
bcen no such ecases as that of Kipling's
character, Dowse, there had been many
which showed the maddening effect of
monotony and isolation upon the human
mind.

The madness of the lighthouse is much
Lke that of the desert, for they arc
traceable to a like cause. In the desert
there is monotony of silence. At sea
Were is monotony of sound. One is ag
bad as the other, since both derive their
entire pain from mental effect. It is a
fearful disease, not yet fully understood,
t1hough many noted alienists have made
a study of it.

NIAGARA IS A HURON WORD,

Therefore the Accent Should Be on the
Last Syllable but One.

“Everybody pronounces  Niagara
wrong,”” said a philologist. “The accent
of this beautiful Indian word should
not be put on the syllable ‘ag’ but on
the syllable ‘ar’—the penult—the one
before the last.

“Niagara means ‘Hark to the thun-
der.’ Its accent should fall on the pen-
ult, because the Indians themselves fec-
eent it there, because in practically all
cur Indian names of places the penult
i3 the accented syllable.

“Think of the Indian names you
know. Don’t you accent nearly all of
them on the syllable before the last?
There are, for instance, Toronto, Mis-
sissippi, Allegheny, Appalachicola, Nar-
ragansett, Tuscaloosa, Saratoga, Con-
shohocken, Wissahickon and Hochelaga.
In all these/names the accent is on the
penult,

“Niagara is a Huron word, and if you
find a Huron you will find that he ac-
cents it as he does Saratoga or Tuscal-
oosa. I don’t know how we have fallen
into fhe habit of accenting it wrong.”

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OLDEST CLOCK IN ENGLAND.

Erected in 1320 in One of the Towers of
0y Peterborough Cathedral.

Peterborough Cathedral has the oldest
working clock in England. It was erect-
ed about 1320 and is probably the work
of & monastic clock maker. It is the only
one now known that is wound up over
an old wooden wheel. This wheel i3
about 12 feet in circumference, and the
galvanized cable, about 300 feet in
length, supports a leaden weight of 3
cwt., which has to be wound up daily.

The clock is said to be of much more
primitive construction than that made by
Henry de Nick for Charles V. of France
in 1370. The clock chamber is in the
uorthwest tower, some 120 feet high,
where the sunlight has not penetrated
for hundreds of years, and the winding
is done by the light of a candle.

The gong is the great tenmor bell of
the cathedral, which weigns 32 cwt., and
it is struck hourly by an 80-pound ham-
mer. The gong and the striking parts of
the clock are some yards apart, commun-
ication being by a slender wire. The
ciock has no dial, The time is shown
cn the main wheel of the escapement,
which goes round once in two hours.—
London Chronicle.

FROZEN RESERVOIRS.

New Plan in Montana in Connection
With Irrigation.

A travelling man recently returned
fiom a trip through Montana tells of a
curious method he saw there for storing
v ater meeded for irrigation purposes.
This consists of nothing more nor less
than freezing the water until it is want-
ed. As soon as the weather becomes
such as to melt this ice it is fit for the
operations retquiring the water. The
rlan, which so far is in the nature of
an experiment, consisit in making a se-
ries of shallow basins on the slope of a
kul in such locations that, when water
is plentiful they may be filled, each of
thiose below the average receivinb suec-
cessively the overflow from the one
above it.

Once frozen, the ice in these shallow
reservoirs is there until the thaw sets in,
when ot melts so slowly as to keep up a
suply of moisture sufficient for the
germination and ggewth of the early
crops.  This unique method has been
tried so far only in the vicinity of Dil-
In, but it appears to be successful and
is> to be given .a trial in several other
fovorable localities.

STEAMER RAMS AN ICEBERG.

Able to Make Port, However, After a
Run of Thirty-six Hours,

The most remarkable case on record of
an iceberg collision is that of the Guion
liner Arizona, in' 1879. She was then the
greyhound of the Atlantic and the larg-
est ship afloat—5750 tons—except the
Great Eastern. Ledving New York in
November for Liverpool with 500 souls
on board, she was cruising across the
Banks, with fair weather, but dark,
when near midnigkt, about 250 miles
east of St. John’s, she. rammed a men-
ster ice island at full speed—eighteen
knots. Terrific was the impact and in-
describable the alarm.

The passengers flung themselves from
their E¥rths, made for the deck as they
stood, though rome were injured as to
be helpless, and the calls of these for-
ward, added to the shrieks of the fren-
zied mob of half-clad men and women
who charged for the boats, made up a
pandemonium. Wild cries arose that the
ship was sinking, for. she had settled by
the head, and with pitequs appeals and
despairing exclamations, the passengers
urged the boats over, that they might
escape the death that they thought in-
evitable.

But the crew were well in hand, .ae
officers maintained order, and a hurried
examifiation being made, the forward
bulkhead was seen to be safe. The
welcome word was passed along that the
ship, though sorely stricken, would still
float until she could make a harbor.

The vast white terror had lain across
her course, stretching so far each way
that ‘when descried it was too late to
alter the helm. Its giant shape filled
the foreground, towering high above the
masts, grim and gaunt and ghastly, im-
movable as the admantine buttress of
a frowning seaboard, while the liner
lurched and staggered like a wounded
thing in agony as her engines slowly
drew her back from the rampart against
which she had flung herself.

She was headed for St. John’s at slow
speed, so as not to strain the bulkhead
too much, and arrived there thirty-six
hours later.

Her deck and forepart were cumbered
with great fraorments of ice, weishing
over 200 tons in all, shattered from the
berg when she struck, being so wedged
into the fractures and gaps as to make
it unwise to start them until she was
docked. The whole population of St.
John’s lined the water front to witness
her arrival.—McClure’s Magazine.

WHEN ROYALTY IS ENTERTAINED

In entertaining royalty many restrie-
tions must be observed. One of the
strangest of these unwritten laws is
that which forbids the use of finger
bowls at dinner for any of the guests
except the roval ones. This custom
dates from the early days of the
Georges, when the nobles were divided
in their alleviance between the reign-
ing house of Hanover and the exiled
Stuarts. To many of these nobles
allegiance to the Stuarts was a religion
and often the outward acts of allegi-
ance to_the reigning sovereign were per-
verted Into ireasonable acts of homa
to the exiles. No dinner was complete
without its toast to “the King” in those
davs ,to evade which was an act of
treason punishable even with death and
loss of titles and estates. The Jacob-
ites, however, discoverd a way to avoid
this penalty without sacrificing their
loyalty.

“over the water.” This simple ruse was
soon discovered and the use of finger
bowls was forbidden.

FLIGHT OF METEORS.

Observed in Their Passage for Over Twe
Minutes.

The Monthly Weather Bureau pub-
lishg® a summary of the observations
covering three rtemarkable meteors ob-
serve.d ‘i)y the U. S. S. Supply, at sea,
on Feb. 28 last. The meteors ap-
peared in a group, the largest having an
“apparent area of about six suns.” It
was egg-shaped, the sharper end for-
ward. This end was jagged in outline.
The other two meteors were round, one
apparently “double the size of the sun”
and the other “about the size of the
sun.” The meteors were in sight over
two minutes, and were carefully ob-
served by three people, whose accounts
agree in all details. Ouriously, they first
approached the earth’s surface and then
receded.

VIABILITY OF TYPHOID GERMS.

Especially - Sensitive to High Tempera-
tures and Sunlight,

Some recent experiments conducted in
this country in regard to the viability
of the typhoid bacillus are of esvecial
interest to Philadelphians. It appears
that this organiem is rapidly destroyed
by cold and heat. Rapidly, however, dges
not mean instantly at a freezing tem-
perature, as the typhoid germ may sur-
vive when frozen in ice for a consider-
able length of time, although the num-
ber of living organisms is rapidly dimin-
ished. They are much more sensitive
to heat. An exposure of about five min-
utes at a temperature from 176 to 186
Fahrenheit is destructive. This figure is
a little higher than is usually assigned
for this germ. Typhoid germs are also
rapidly destroyed by sunlight, an ex-
posure of 30 minutes to one hour ysual-
1y being suffidient to sterilize a culfure
when spread in a thin layer.

London cable: A despatch to the
Daily Mail, under date of June 23, from
New-Chwang, says that while a Russian
force of 8,000, under Gen. Kondratovitch,
was traversing Wafungko ravine, nine
miles southeast of Kaichou, June 19, it
was surprised by concecaled Japanese ar-
tillery.

The Russians lost heavily, their casu-
alties being 1,200 in number.

Gen. Kondratoviteh extricated his
men, and led them in good order to an

entrenched position.

Corea’s Corn Gone,

Mukden cable: A correspondent of .
the Associated Press, in summing up his '
observations of a two-months’ tour in
Corea, says tha the country has been
depleted of its reserve stock of corn,
which is its principal wealth, by the de-
mands of the Japanese.

The absence of fortifications, he says,
discounts the idea that the Japanese in-
tenc¢ to make Corea their base.

Too Much Censoring Done and Too Much
Hampered by the Japs.
General headquarters in the field, via
Scoul, June €, 8 p. m, (delayed in trans-
mission).—There has been much dissat-
isfaction among mnewspaper correspon--
ents over their status with the Japanese
army, resulting in several protests to
the staff.  Finally written statements
of their grievances was presented by the
entire staff of correspondents here.
The statement complains of the cen-
sorship of telegrams at Seoul and at
Nagasaki, which the headquarters een-
sor had already approved. It also comi-
plains of the strict enforcement of the
rules framed by the general staff at
Tokio, which prevents corrcsponden‘s
in the fleld from sending details of what
Tokio correspondents are often permit-
ted to deseribe.  The statement further
requests that some freedom be grant-
ed correspondents in the mattter of
moving about and observing the opera-
tions. The policy of the staff has been
to. suppress all information regardinr
the number and organizations which
could give the enemy any clue of the
size of the army opposing them. Th»
Russian officers captured at the battle
of the Yalu have displayed so much in-
formation of importance regarding com-

ese officers consider their poliey of strict
secrecy has been vindieated. Licut.
Albert Fuger, an American artillery of-
ficer., who was traveling on leave, nt-
tempted to visit heéadquarters of the
Japanese army for the purpose of ob-
servatiom. Notwithstanding his cre-
dentials he was escorted back to Ant-
ung from a half-way station.

London ecable: A despatch to the
Daily Mail from Feng Wang <€Cheng
says that native reports state that a
stronz Russian foree successfully  at-
tacked the Japanese on June 20 at
Chitu Cheng, twenty-two miles north-
east of Feng Wang Cheng. Three hun-
dred Chinese coolies were empioyed to
remove the wounded.

The corvespondent of the Chronicle at
Feng Wang Cheng says that a super-
jor force of Russians, with artillery,
attacked a  small Japanese force at
Hsuehlition, fiften miles northeast of
Fenz Wang Cheng. The Japanese de-
fended their position vigorously, but
after a gallant stand they were driven
back by weight of numbers. Further
fighiting is expected.

According to a Chefoo despatch Gen.

THE KAICHAU FIGES., |

Evident That Rumors of an Engagement
Are Correct.

Liao Yang cable: The Japanese
with their base at Siuyen, have evident-
ly a stronglv-established line between
Kaichau and Yentai, and are protected
on the ecast by the Saimachi line of
positions. It is evident that the ru-
mors of a battle northeast of Kaichau
are correct, Japanese were seen
during the pas: week sixteen miles
east of Kaichau, but they retired, ob-
viously for the purpose of awating de-
velopments arising from the situation
created by the battle of Wafangkau.
Unofticial reports state that the two
atmies lost touch after this battle, but
it is suposed that Gen. Oku has now
advanced northward by way of Fuchau
and the coast road so as to enable the
Jananese fleet to provision his army.

Ere-witnesses mear the Russian lines
at Vafangticn state that they have oniy
once scen the Japanese, and then they
only consisted of three horsemen, who
appeared on the crest of a hill. They
disappeared when fired upon by the Rus-
sians. A Russian oflicer declares that
one of them, who resembled a British
or an American attache, was seen to
fall from his horse, apparently shot.

After the battle at Telissu the Ja-
panese pursued the Rusians for twelve
hours. They bivouacked on the posi-
tions the Russians had occupied, anl
then threw out outposts and the mam
force withdrew towards the sea. This
movement is said to have been due to
a want of supplies, as the arniy had
only been provisioned for the battle.
The situation in the northern part of
the Lino-Tung Peninsula is now very
important, Gen. Kouropatkin scems to
be everywhere. Tt is believed that since
the Batle of Vafangtien he has visited
the whole Russian front.

According to reports from the dire>-
tion of Xaichau Gen. Oku, command-
ing the second Japanese army, is ad-
vancing along the west coast, probably
protected by the iicet, as during the
last engagement the fleet fired on  the
railway, killing two Cossacks at the
Kaichau station.

The present movement of the Russians
south along the railway shows their abil-
ity to prevent any landing when thev
are not opposed by a land force. Two
Japanese armies threaten at every mo-
ment to join. assisted by the force on
the north shore of the Gulf of Liao-Tung
There has heen much rain since June 16,
rendering operations difficult. The rainy
season has begun on the peninsula, but

{ there may be another month of dry wea-

ther in the north. According to trust-
worthy reports, the Japanese around
Port Arthur are at present inactive. The
Russians are evidently confident that the
earrison can hold out so far as provis-
ions are concerned.

GREAT CLASH IMMINENT.
Trying to Prevent Junction of Japanese
Armies.

St. Petersburg cable: The immin-
ence of a battle in the northern part
of the Liao-Tung Peninsula is admt-
ted by the War Office, and is indicated
succinetly in to-day’s despatches from
the corespondents at Liao-Yang, Kai-
ping, and other points on the railread.

The week of skirmishing around Siu-
ven retarded Gen. Kuroki's operations,
permitting Gen. Stakelberg to reach
Kiaping, the rear guard slowly falling
back on Senuchen before the Japanese
advance, Meanwhile large forees are
hurrying south from Liao-Yang to check
both Gen. Oku and Gen. Kuroki.

It is believed here that Gen. Kouro-
patkin’s object is to prevent a junetion
of the Japanese armies.  On the other
hand. the aim of the Japanese apparent
Iy i3 to drive the Russians out of the
Lino-Tung Peninsula, preparatory to a
march on Lino-Yang. The approach of
the rainy scason will more than likcly
precipitate matters.

Nothing is known officially of the re-
ported  ocupation of  Haiung-Yao -
Cheng (Hsiungyaochong) or  Sivong-
Cheng by the Japanese.  If the report
should be correet, it agrees substanrti-
ally with the Japanese plan of advance,
as it is understood here, but it is indi-
cates that the Japanese outposts are
further forward than Russian advices
indicate.

KOUROPATKIN AT KAICEAU.

Inspects Stakelberg’s Mean and Speaks
Brave Words.

Kaizhau, Liao Tung Peninsula cable:

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Torpedo Boat Divisions’ Dash From
Vladivostock.

St. Pteersburg cable: In a des-
}):ech dated yesterday, Admiral Skryd-
off says: “A torpedo boat division un-
der Captain Vinegiradsky, aide to the
Grand Duke  Alexis, ‘Commander-in-
Chief of the Russian navy, was sent on
an expedition to the coasts of Japan
on June 15. It réturned to Vladivos-
tock to-day. The torpedo boats ap-:
proached Esashi, on the Island of
Hokkaido, but a fog prevented them
from entering the port. They captured
several trading schoond's and trans-
port schooners. They brought one here
for examination. Their papers and car-
goes showed that a majority of these
vessels were taking fish and rice to Sase-
bo and Saimonoscki.

NO ATTEMPT AT SORTIE.

If Port Arthur Falls Sqfiadron Will Be
Blown Up.

London cable: 'A despatch to the
Times from Tokio says that accounts
from Chinese sources indicate that thus
far success has not attended the Russian
attempts to free the entrance to Port
Arthur. The recent passage of the Rus-
sian cruiser Novik was only accomplish-
ed with the help of tugs. Only torpedo-
boat destroyers are able to leave. They
are occupied in removing mines. Thirty
new forts, armed with guns from the
warships, have been erected to strength-
en the land defences. There is
nothing to indicate eny intention on
the part of the Russian squadron to
make a sortie. Gen. Stoessel is ap-
parently staking everything on his ca-
pacity to resist a Japanese assault. If
he fails he will blow up the remnant of
the squadron.

PORT ARTHUR QUIET.
Japanese Less Vigorous in Pushing
i Advance.

London cable: The only mnews of
Port Arthur comes from Chefoo, whence
it is stated that the Japanese are mnot
pushing their advance against the fort-
ress so vigorously as they did af the be-
ginning of the month. Chinese who have
arrived at Chefoo state that the firing
is less frequent. A steamship that pass-
ed within three miles of Liao-Tishin re-

sports that the guns on Golden Hill were

firing for an hour Tuesday evening. The
noise of machine guns was heard behind
Port Arthur for many hours afterward.

JAPS AND MEDIATION.

Would Not Consider the Offer an
Insult.

Cologne. cable: ‘tne Gazette prints
a semi-oflicial communique from Berlin,
which may be construed as the latest
view of the German Foreign Office as to
the eventual mediation between Russia
and Japan. It says that the Rusisan
side has hitherto scornfully scouted the
idea of mediation, and there is no indica-
tion of a change of attitude.® But evi-
dence has accumulated lately which,
though unofficial, comes from sufficiently
reliable quarters fo warrant the view
that Japan is nowise averse to accepting
mediation, and would not consider the
offer an insult.

BATTLE EXPECTED.

St. Petersburg Believes Kouropatkin is
to Take the Oifensive.

St. Petersburg cable, 1.10 p. m.—
The expectation of a great battle has
been intensified by Kouropatkin’s speech
to Gen. Stakelberk’s corps on Monday at

Kai Chou, when the commander-in-chief
said he would see the troops in soon,
that they must settle the Japanese
promptly, and that they were not. go-
ing home unmtil this should be done. The
general is underst to have meant that
he ‘would return from Liso Yang with a
large force and. give battle. It is pointed
ont that he can afford to leave a com-
purtively small garrison at Lido Y‘:},
in view of the absence of any direct ad-
vance from Feng Wang Cheng, and the
concentration of the Japanese forces
south. In the dpinion of many conserva-
tive military men, Kouropatkin’s massing
of troops at Kai Chou does mot. meces-
sarily indicate his intention to give bat-
tle, but merely to check the Japanese
advance and defer the occupation of New
Chwang, the possession of which wauld
be of great advantage to the Japanese
during the rainy season, affording the
enemy hopsing dation and en-
abling them to land supplies and hs__rus
the Russians. The occupation of Siung
Yo Shan (25 miles southeast of Kai
Chou), by a Japanese detachment, indi-
cates that the connmection between the

enemy’s armies is practically assured. |

Siung Yo Shan is half way between Gen.
Okw’s and Gen. Kuroki’s positions, at
Senuchen and Sin Yen respectively. In
the opinion of the general staff. the Si
Yung Ho Shan detachment is another
force recently landed at Shen Ti Tse (15
miles southwest of Taku ‘Shan.) The
roads from Siu Yen and Ching Tai Tse
pass Siung Ho Shan, whence they pro-
ceed respectively to Senuchen and Kai
Chou. The information of the War Office
accounts for the position of 12 Japanese
divisions. According to the latest re-
ports, Okw’s main armyis still several
miles south of Senyuchen.

DISCUSSED COMPENSATION.
License Holders’ Protective Asociation’s
Meeting.

Toronto despatch: The most repre-
sentative convention of the Ontario Li-
cense Holders’ Protective Assaciation in
ten ycars was held yesterday in St.
George’s Hall.. About 150 delegates were

present, from points west as far as
Windsor and east to Cornwall and north-
west from Rat Portage. The reports of
the Secretary, Mr. E. Dickie, and of the
Evecutive Committee dealt with the
question of compensation, and insisted
that where a license is cancelled

through no fauit of the license holder

both the owner of the property and the
tenant should be compensated. The dis-
cussion on the subject took up a good
share of the afternoon and evening ses-
sions, Future legislation in regard to
the liquor trade was dealt with, and the
reports showed that the Ixecutive is
determined to make every effort to safe-
guard the interests of the members of
the association.

PRES. ROOSEVELT NOMINATED,

Alabama Gave Way

to New York and

Nomination Followed.

Chicago despatch: At the conclusion
of the epening prayer, Chairman Cannon
presented an announcement ﬂmt 0’1 the
6th day of July, at Jackson, Mich., there
will be celebrated the 50th anniversary
of the birth of the Republican party.

Chairman Cannon at once announced
that the next order of business would be
a roll call of the States for nomination
of President of the United States.

The clerk called “Alabama” and imme-
diately Oscar B. Hundley, of that State,
mounted a chair, and announced that
Alabama requested the honor and privi-

lege of yielding its place on the roll to
the State of New York.

Instantly the convention was in an up-
roar. The New York delegation was
on its feet like one man waving their
flags and shouting wildly.

Baltimore, Md., June 27.— Eighteen
members of the Josephine Order met here
to-day to act upon the resignation of
Very Rev. J. R. Slattery, who resigned
as Superior of the order in the United
States. Father Slattery is mow in Eu-
rope. Rev. Thomas B. Donovan, of Ken-
tucky, received the unanimons vote of
those present to succeed Father Slat-
tery, but the election must be confirmed
at the Vatican in Rome.

$20,000 of the ransom. Raisuli under-
takes to hand over his captives on that

been already fulfilled. The remainder of
the ransom of $55,000 will be paid to
Raisuli at the same time in cheques on
the Tangier Bank. With good luck the
exchange should be accomplished to-day
at a spot six hours’ journey from here,
and the captives may be in Tangier to-
night. Raisuli has demanded and ob-
tained another large . district to govern.
The Moorish troons sent to guard Tan-
gier received arms Tuesday, and guarded
the outside of the town last night. The
result was that the secretary of the Brit-
ish legation had a mule stolen by some
guards, and it was found to-day in their
possession. A Moorish peasant passing
near another guard was shot for no rea-
son whatever, and was seriously wound-
ed.

Prisoners to be Released.

Washington, June 27.— U. 8. Consul-
General Gummere cables the State De-
partment, under last night’s date, from
Tangier, that Shiek Valal has consent-
ed to have Perdicaris and Varley and the
ransom exchanged within his territory,
provided the Moorish Government will
enter into a written obligation that he
and his people shall not hereafter suffer
the consequences. The necessary pledge
has ben authorized by the Foreign Minis-
ter, and Mr. Gummere expects that the
prisoners will be released to-day.

Will Find Out the Number Lost.

New York, June 27.—The canvass to
determine as nearly as possible the ex-
act number of persons who lost their
lives in the General Slocum disaster, wi!l
be even more thorough than at first
intended. Not only will every home in
the greater city. which is thought to
have been directly affected by the cis-
aster, be visited by the special detail of
patrolmen appointed by the police com-
missioner, but the invitation will be ex-
tended to other cities and towns as
well. From various points along Long
Island, and from cities and towns in this
State and Pennsylvania have come -ve-
ports that persons believed to have gone
on the ill-fated excursion are missing.
Such instances will be investigated. It
is estimated that a week or more w'll
be required to complete the canvassand
compile the final list of dead, missing,
and saved.

Last night’s searching for bodies of
victims was more barren of results and
less eventful than has been the case
1 during any night sinc the burning of the
steamer. The alertness and vigil of the
searchers was unrelaxed, but only one
body was taken from the river during
the night.

s Strange Story.

Lebanon, Pa., June 27.— No sooner
was Catharine Miller laid in her grave
to-day than the village of Fredericks-
burg, where she lived and died, was
startled to hear that she had confessed
on her death-bed to having committed
four murders.

Three times the old woman told her
strange story of crime committed in the
name of merey.

“I killed my mother, Mrs. Jacob AMil-
ler, sen.; my brother, Jacob Miller, and
my sister, Mrs. George Albert, because
they were so sick that death was a
blessing. 1 gave them white powders.

“I killed the baby born to my niece
while she was visiting me because the
child was a disgrace. I thrust a pin
into its soft little head and it died in
a minute.”

Miiss Miller, who was 83 years oli,
made this confession separately to Mr.
and Mrs. Frank Zeigler; with whom
she made her home. She repeated it in
the presence of a son of the Zeigler's.
Then, declaring that her mind was at
rest for the first time in years, she fell
* asleep and died.

That was last Friday. To-day, after
the funeral, the old woman’s story wus
made public.  Miss Miller was Mrs.
Zeigler’s aunt. There are circumstanc:s
which support the dead woman’s stors.
Miss Miller’s niece came here from
Illinois, according to the confession,
and right after the baby was born it
was found dead by her side,

not kill them, and that her belief that
she did was due to a disordered brain.

Cut in Ocean Rates.

New York, June 27.—The American
this morning says: With an eastbound
cut of $15 to Liverpool, Queenstown,
London, Glasgow, Londonderry and Bel-
fast, the Cunard Line has begun retalia-
tion on the ship trust and the German
lines, which hits at their weakest point,
the eastbound steerage.

The former rate was $28 and $29.5C.
The Cunard also reduces its eastbound
rates to Gothenburg and Scandinavian
ports to $20, from the former $33 and
$34.50, and to Hamburg, Bremen and
Antwerp to $17, from $30 and $32.

These rates are bound to bring to the
line the immigrants, who, induced to
come to America, at the $10 rate, are
able to go back. The round trip Euro-
pean steerage rate now is $24.60.

Cripple Creek Affairs.

Cripple Creek, Col, June 27.—In reply
to a telegram from an eastern news-
paper, Charles H. Moyer, president of
the Western Federation of Miners, who
is now a prisoner in the county jail here,
has sent an extended statement on the
present conditions in the State from his
standpoint. Mr. Moyer says in part:
“The deportation of the union men and
others being, in my opinion, unlawful,
the Western Federation of Miners will
use all lawful means to re-establish
their members in their homes. No vio-
lence ,will be resorted to.

Gen. Bell claims that his policy has
been successful, and that other States
are expected to follow suit. If this be
true, then rebellion is not improbable,
as the great majority of the American
people are to-dav condemning such a
system, and, - regardless of unionism,

would, bitterly resent any attempt to *

put the same into practice.
A Disastrous Fire,

Paterson, N. J., June 27.—A loss that
is conservatively estimated at $500,000
was caused by a fire which started in
the lumber plant of the P. S. VanKirk
«company early to-day. Within five min-
utes after the flames were discovered
they had spread throughout the entire
plant of the lumber company. It jumped
the, stregt to I. A. Hall’s big silk mill,
occupied by eight firms, and that struc-
ture was practically destroyed. At least
1,200 persons are thrown out of employ-
ment. Poor water service was account-
able for the soread of the flames to the
Hall mill. The streams from the fire
hose barely reached the third storey of
the structure. The firms burned out
were I. A. Hall & Co., broad silk; Van-
Kirk Lumber Co., Henry Doherty, silk;
Olympic Velvet Co., Paterson Silk Throw-
ing Co., Post & Sheldon, and several other
minor firms.

Republican Convention.

Chicago, June 27.—The tariff plank
agreed upon by the sub-committee of the
Republican National Resolutions Com-
mittee declares for the “cardinal princi-
ples of protection,” and further that the
“rate of duty should be the difference
between the cost of production in the
United States and abroad.” The rates
of duty shouid be re-adjusted only when
conditions have so changed that the pub-
lic interests demand it.  All changes
should be made by the Republican
party.”

A long paragraph was adopted in rela-
tion to reciprocity, after a very exciting
and protracted contest, by a bare ma-
jority. Several votes were taken on this
subject, and it was reconsidered two or
three times before finally agreed to. It
is a declaration for “commercial recipro-
city which is possible only under a pro-
tective tariff, and whenever reciprocity
arrangements can be perfected without
injury to any industry.”

The opposition to the reciprocity plank
was led by Mr. Blythe, of Towa, Repre-
sentative Dalzell, and Senator Hans-
brough, while Senator Todge and Sen-
ator Foraker persisted in an effort 4o
secure the declaration.

Robbed a Widow.

Chicago, June 27.—Mrs. Annie Brezo-
bohata, ah aged widow, has been robbed
of $1,700 which she has been accumulat-
ing during sixteen years, to be used as
part of a recompense for a wrong com-
mitted by her husband. The money was
kept beneath a cupboard in the home.
John Cross was killed by Brezobohata
during a quarrel in Chicago many years
ago. Brezobohata was convicted and
sentenced to the penitentiary. but on his
release he joined his wife in the plan to
care for Cross’ daughter. After. Brezo.
bohata’s death two years ago, the widow
redotibled her efforts, and made more
rigid her economy, as she was nearing 70
years. But a thief has undone the work
of years.
