ASKS DIVORCE.

SUIT CAUSES LILLYAN SHAFFNER'S 
FRIENDS TO PERUSE NOVEL.

Book Blamed by Husband—Thinks Wife 
Was Swayed by Fiction Characters 
She Created. /

)Chicago, April 6.—“Feed this famished 
soul that has perished hourly in the wil­
derness of plenty for a little love, a little- 
sympathy, a tender thought, a fond 
oaress. Do this, and I swear I’ll worship 
you, love you, live for you, die for you.”

Members of the Social Economics Club, 
of which Mrs. Lillyan Shaffner is the 
“chief of police,” turned to this passage 
in her recent Chicago society novel, 
“Suzanne,” when they learned she had 
filed a petition in the circuit court ask­
ing separate maintenance from her hus­
band, Attorney Benjamin M. Shaffner,. 
on grounds of extreme cruelty and in­
human treatment.

The novel, held by Mr. Shaffner to be 
the cause of the separation, aroused 
ment when first published, concerning 
how far it revealed the domestic affairs • 
of the writer. Suzanne, the heroine, who 
may or maj’ not have points in common 
with Mrs. Shaffner herself, runs away 
with a socialisticaly inclined clergyman, 
who deserts his wife and child. Suz­
anne’s husband is depicted as a money 
mad person, who does not understand 
her “fine sensitiveness,” and resigned 
himself to the inevitable.

Her friends turned to another passage - 
In which Suzanne tells her husband she* 
is going to leave him, never to return.
She neglects to inform him the clergy­
man also is going. The novel then pro-

Si*e did not elope, but asked for legal 
separation.

Mrs. Shaffnër’s charges against her 
husband were brief. She averred in her 
petition that during last May he became 
violently angered at her, and to protect 
her life she was compelled to barricade 
herself in a servant's room, and while 
the attorney tried to break through the 
door she telephoned the town hall police 
for assistance. A revolver with which 
he threatened to shoot her, she said, 
given the police.

Society people knew when the novel 
was offered the public that a separation 
narrowly was averted in the Shaffner 
household. The attorney, it is said, ob­
jected strenuously to his wife publishing 
the book.

TORONTO MARKETS.
The Live Stock.

J Receipts of live stock at the otty mar­
ket elnce Tuesday, sa reported by the 
railway», were 67 car loads, composed of 
1,187 cattle, 806 ho*», 120 sheep and 90 
calves.

À few good cattle, with many common 
to medium, met a fairly active market, 
but not aa brisk aa it was on Tuesday, 
on account of their being no dealers from 
outside points.

Exporters.—Not many export steers 
were on sale^but prices for the few 
that were bought were about the same 
as on Tuesday. Export steers would be 
worth from $6 to 16.40; bulls, $4.00 to 
$4.50, with an odd one or two of extra 
quality at $4.75.

Butchers.—Choice lots and loads of 
selected butchers’ cattle, 1,100 lbs. each, 
sold at $5.15 to $5.30, and some 1,350 
lb. exporters' were bought for butcher 
purposes at $5.40 to $5.60 per cwt. ; loads 
of good $430 to $5.10; medium, $4.50 to 
$4.75; common, $4.20 to $4.40; cows, 
good, $3.66 to $4.25; common cows, $3 to 
$3.50; canners, $2 to $2.60.

Feeders and Stockers.—H. A. W. Mur- 
by report a good demand for feeders, 
few of which are coming forward, all 
having flesh of any account being taken 
for butcher purposes. Messrs. Murby 
bought about 75 cattle, butchers at $4.76 
to $4.90, and feeders, 1,100 to 1,200 lbs. 
each, at $4.50 per cwt.

Milkers and Springers—Milker» and 
springers sold at $30 to $65 each, the 
bulk of the best selling at an average 
of $45 each.

They were suffocated in 
their apartments on the fifth floor.

That more lives were not lost was 
largely due to the prompt action of 
three policemen, who seeing the flames 
in the hall, rushed through the building 
and aroused sixteen sleeping families. 
By that time the stairs were a mass of 
flames, and the only means of exit was 
by the fire escapes. In their attempt 
to escape scores of scantily clad men, 
women and children became wedged in 
solid masses on the fire escapes. There 
they stood helpless, unable to extricate 
themselves from the crush, and blocking 
the way of those who had not yet suc­
ceeded in getting out of the building. 
This was the situation when the fire­
men arrived and began to run up ladders 
to take down the panic-stricken fugi­
tives. The work moved forward slowly. 
In the meantime tho flames had been 
constantly spreading, and the terror 
among many at the windows and on the 
fire escapes had passed the point of self- 
restraint. While firemen on the ladders 
and others on the ground were calling 
out to them that there was no danger 
and that help would soon reach them, 
they began, one by one, to jump from 
the windows. David Miller sprang from 
a fourth-storey window and sustained 
injuries which probably will cause his 
death. Others who jumped from win­
dows on the second and third floors Lave 
broken limbs and were internally in­
jured.

AVeinstein and his wife and baby were 
found lying dead in their home on the 
top floor of the building after the flames 
had been extinguished. Apparently they 
had been overcome by smoke „whiïe try­
ing to reach the stairway.

But what we 
cannot find in any human being we find 
in Jesus.” He is touched with the feel­
ing of our infirmities (Heb. 4; 15.) But 
lie does more; his heart is not only piti­
ful, his hand is strong to save. And 
we will have power to help others when 
we have real sympathy with sorrow.

There was no bitterness in Christ’s 
grief. He never murmured against his 
Father’s will, nor found fault with his 
dispensation. The first word of his 
prayer was “Father,” and the first sen­
tence a thanksgiving (v. 41.) If we can 
look up through our tears and try, “Fa­
ther,” if our first word in bereavement 
is praise that God loves us and hears 
us, there is no bitterness in our grief, 
and ours is a sanctified sorrow without 
tin.

Rudyard Kipling’s Criticism of the Cana­
dian Press.

London, April 6.— Rudyard Kipling 
discourses on Canadian journalism in 
his letter in The Morning Post this 
week. He says that in Canada it is al­
ways delightful to meet reporters, for 
they are men interested in their land, 
with the keen and unselfish interest one 
findt in young house surgeons or civil­
ians. “One felt at every turn of their 
quick sentences that he was dealing 
with made and trained players of the 
$tme, balanced men who believed in 
decencies that were not to be disregard­
ed, a confidence not to be violated, and 
an honor not to be mocked. Yet while 
the men’s talk was so good and new, 
their written word seemed cast in 
ventional moulds. One hates to think 
of these splendid people using second- 
class words to express first class emo­
tions.”

“Take ye away the stone” (v. 39.) 
Jesus wept and then commanded. He 
cried, “Lazarus, come forth” (v. 43.) He 
said, “Loose him and let him go” (v. 44.) 
Jesus wept, but he did more. Tears are 
not enough if there is something we can 
do to remove the cause of grief or as­
suage it. Spurgeon says: “Those tears 
for the sorrowing ones of Bethany were 
tears on a human grave.” Both sisters 
said to Jesus, “Lord, if thou hadst been 
here, my brother had not died” (vs. 21, 
32.) Over against their “if” Jesus laid 
another. “Said I not unto thee, that, 
‘if’ thou wouldst believe, thou çhouldst 

the glory of God?” (v. 401) If we 
believe, we shall see. David wrote, “I 
had fainted, unless I had believed to 

the goodness of God” (Psa. 27; 13.) 
The Israelites “believed to see” when in 
the day of darkness and trial, we step 
out “upon the seeming void, and find 
the rock beneath.” Christ delays “to the 
intent” that we may believe (v. 15.) If 
tiie case be desperate, when relief comes 
we “see the glory of God.’

“He that was dead came forth” (v. 
44.) Martha said to Jesus, “I know, 
that even now, whatsoever thou wilt 
ask of God, God will give it thee” (v. 
22.) Jesus would not grant a miracle 
to a simple impulse of natural affection. 
He required faith in lofty exercise, and 
sought to' revive this in the wounded 
heart by the definite promise, “Thy bro­
ther shall rise again.”

London Wool Sales.
London.—Hie second series of the 1908 

wool auction sales ended to-day. From 
a hesitating opening competition slack­
ened and prices dropped, and although 
the sales were curtailed five days, caus­
ing an improved demand and a firm 
tone, the closing prices were lower when 
compared with the January prices. Fine 
crossbreds declined 7 1-2 to 10 per cent., 
medium 15 to 20 per cent., and coarse 
20 per cent.; fine merino showed a 
loss of 7 1-2 to 10 per cent., and other 
merinos 15 to 20 per cent., while Cape 
of Good Hope and Natal wool was 10 
to 15 per cent. down. The decline was 
the most sudden experienced in years. 
During the series Americans bought 
4,000 bales, the home trade 77,000, and 
Continental buyers 44,000; 78,000 bales 
were held, over for the third series. At 
to-day’s sales 8,834 bales were offered. 
The small selection sold readily at harden­
ing rates. Americans bought South Aus­
tralian greasy.

Soft Disc Cuts Hard Steel. PILES CURED IN 6 TO 14 DAYS
The curious phenomenon of a soft steel 

disc revolving at a high speed cutting 
hard steel, has attracted the attention 
of numerous observers, and F. W. Har- 
bord has endeavored to throw light on 
the subject by publishing in the En­
gineer the results of a microscopic ex­
amination of the revolving disc and of

They are for the most 
part lines which climb Hills from the 
toward the interior, and have steep 
gradients. On one line for two and a 
lialf miles there is a grade of 449 feet 
per mile, worked by the cog-wheel sys­
tem, and there are other grades of 213 
feet, 185 feet and 158 feet. Few oi the 
lines connect with others, ar.d there is 
a number of different gauges. About 
half the mileage is of 42-inch gauge, 
nearly a quarter of 36 inch, a fifth of 
24 inch, and a little of metre gauge and 
one of 25 inch.

Thirty-Six Men, Including the Commander, Lost 
---Were Maneuvering in the Dark.

Get Five Minutes to Get Out-^ Mrs.

Portsmouth, Eng., April 6.—Thirty-six 
men, including Lieut. Middleton, the 
commander of the torpedo boat destroy­
er Tiger, lost their lives in the collision 
off the Isle of Wight last night between 
that vessel and the British cruiser Bur- 
wick. The vessels belong to the Ports­
mouth division of the British home fleet 
and were engaged in night manoeuvres 
in the channel while on their way to 
Portland. The night was dark and the 
Berwick was steaming slowly. WTien

several of the men were killed by the 
impact. Tugs were dispatched to the 
scene of the disaster at daylight and 
divers will make an attempt to recover 
the bodies of the drowned men.

The smaller naval vessels were in the 
midst of an attack on their bigger con­
sorts when the disaster occurred. The 
entire fleet was under masked lights, 
and in the absolute darkness the Tiger 
was suddenly struck square amidships 
by the Berwick. The sharp stem of this 
vessel cut the destroyer in two as if she 
had been made of paper. The forward 
half sank instantaneously, and the sea 
became dotted with struggling men. 
Most of them, however, sank before 
help could reach them. The war ships 
in the immediate vicinity ,quickly had 
their boats overboard, and the scene of 
the tragedy was brilliantly illuminated 
t\y a concentration of searchlights. The 
after portion of the Tiger floated long 
enough to enable those on board to seize 
life belts. They threw themselves into 
the water, and were able to keep afloat 
until picked up. Lieut. William E. Mid­
dleton was on the bridge at the time of 
the disaster, and went down with the 
fore part of the ship. The Tiger had a 
complement of 54 men and was of" 400 
tone.

Minister Amputated a Man’s Leg With 
a Pocket Knife.

St. Louis, April 6.—While pinioned un­
der the wreckage following a collision 
between a freight and a Burlington pas­
senger train at Spanish Lake, near here, 
to-day, J. A. -McKittrick suffered the 
amputation of his leg with a pocket knife 
in order to avoid death from the scald­
ing steam. The Rev. R. C. Alien, of 
Grove City, performed the operation at 
the urgent request of the prisoner, who 
was later brought to a hospital here, 
where it is said he will recover. Four 
others were injured in the wreck.

McKütrick s left leg was caught un­
der the demolished ears, and scalding 
steam from the passenger locomotive en­
veloped him in a cloud. The prisoner 
pulled out his pocket knife, and, handing 
it to the Rev. Air. Alien, who, with oth­
ers, was trying to drag him free, com­
manded the minister to cut off the 
crushed leg and save him from being 
scalded to death. The Rev. Mr. Allen 
began cutting at the tendons, but the 
knife was blunt, and McKittrick suffered 
intense agony. “Throw it away and get 
an axe,” he finally cried. However, Mr. 
Allen desperately continued, and in a 
few minutes had severed the tendons, 
and McKittrick was carried into a car.

Mrs. Emma Ronner. a trained nurse, 
who was a passenger, made a tourni­
quet of her veil anti staunched the flow 
of blood, and then gave McKittrick 
morphine and strychnine to ease the 
pain and stimulate the heart action un­
til he reached the hospital in St. Louis.

DIET DISSOLVED.Rome, April 6.—There was a funeral 
proccs-aion nere io-day, composed oi 
bricklayers and masons, the purpose 
of which was not so much to show 
respect for the deceased as to make 
a hostile demonstration near the build­
ing occupied by the Austrian Em­
bassy accredited to the Holy See. Most 
of the original participants were Anti- 
Clericals, but the cortege was subse­
quently swelled by several thousand 
persons, mostly Annrcdiists and loaf­
ers, who were looking for trouble.

The rain of brickbats continued, and 
the soldiers were ordered to fire again. 
The first volley had been fired into 
the air, but the second was aimed at 
the crowd. Two of the rioters were 
killed outright and three were fatally 
wounded. Twelve others were injured. 
-I he crowd became panic-stricken when 
they realized the troops meant busi­
ness and stampeded. A young, uniden­
tified lady, who was watching the 
disturbance from a window is report­
ed to have been shot.

Reinforcements of troops were call­
ed out and stationed in the street and 
around the Government and Parlia­
ment buildings. Later, the police dis­
persed a demonstration near the rail­
way station, and arrested several men, 
mostly Anarchists. Almost all those 
who were wounded were also arrest­
ed be l ore they were taken to hos­
pitals.

Twenty' policemen and soldiers were 
seriously injured. The excitement is 
now subsiding. The police are watch­
ing the Anarchists, several of whom 
they propose to arrest, as reprisals 
are feared.

•adopted by the Diet, expressing 
pat h y with the Russian terrorists.

The Finnish Senate decided to resign 
as an outcome of lack of confidence in 
it carried by' the Diet on March 28. 
This was the work of the 
They' formally censured 
Administration for the delivery of Rus­
sian terrorists and political agitators to 
the Russian authorities and for lack of 
firmness m resisting Russian encroach­
ments upon the rights of Finland, and 
demanded the retire.ii.ent of the Sen­
ate as incapaole of defending the au­
tonomy and liberties of Finland against 
the reactionary campaign in Russia.

Crazed by the pain of the wounds 
and the burns on his breast, back 
and hands, Gelman ran to and fro 
in the basement searching for the 
staircase. His movements in the cel- 
la • could be traced by a trail of 
bloc cl. After many mad rushes, he 
at length sank down exhausted.

I!is screams had been heard, how­
ever/by members of the fire brigade. 
Fireman Samuel Ridout kicked in 
the large cellar window and carried 
out the injured man. Gelman was 
immediately removed to St. Michael's 
Hospital, where his wounds and burns 
were dressed.

A NEW GERMAN LOAN.

Over $162,000,000 to be Offered for 
Subscription.

Berlin, April 6.—An Imperial and 
Prussian loan amounting to $162,500,000 
will be offered for subscription on April 
11, of which sum $100,000,000 is in Prus­
sian consols. The issue is to bear 4 
per cent, interest and will not be con­
vertible within a period of ten years. 
The subscription price is 99 1-2, or 99.30 
to subscribers taking the non-trnns- 
ferrable bonds. A syndicate of lead­
ing Berlin and provincial bankers 
has bought the issues, agreeing to 
take also an additional SnO.OtXl.OOO of 
Prussian treasury notes which are not 
to be offered in the market.

It is reported that the Imperial Bank 
of Germany will reduce its discount 
rate from 5 1-2 to 4 1-2 per cent, within 
a few days in order to prepare the 
way for tie loan.

First Shipment Made to Various Parts 
of Country.

Ottawa despatch : The first shipment 
of silver coin was made from the Cana­
dian Royal Mint yesterday afternoon, a 
total of $24,000 being sent to 
parts of the country.

The coins were of all denominations, 
and an equal quantity, so far as value 
was concerned, of each class was sent 
out. There were 12,000 50-cent pieces, 
24,000 25-cent pieces, 60,000 10-oent 
lieees, and 120,000 5-cent pieces, mak- 
ng $6,000 worth of each denomination.

The money was shipped to the Re- 
ceivers-General in Toronto, Montreal, 
Vancouver and other cities, who will 
deal the coins out as they are applied 
for.
