In removing @ branch cut
close to trunk of tree even if this eu-
larges somewhat the wound, Pears
and peaches should be cut back more
severely than apples, takiog off from
one half to two thirds of the grow'h
of last smmmer.
FERTILIZERS,

If the orchard received a good dress-
ing of barn mavure last year 1 would
not recommend applying apy this
spring. But where the orchard did
not receive any last season it should
bave a good dressing this year.
Where barn manure is not to be used,
either because it was used last year
or because it cannot be spared, apply
106 1bs. of bone meal and 100 1bs, of
muriate of potash to a two acre
orchard, or proportionate amouunts to
larger or smaller orchards. This
should be applied before plowing,
sowing it by band broadcast along
the rows on a strip 8ft. wide, In
applying bone meal it will be found
convenient to moisten slightly before
sowing.

PLOWING AND CULTIVATING.
