Route of the
Canadi_al Western

New Railway To Run From
Calgary Through Cardston
to Butte

Pincher Creek, July 30,—En-
gineers locating the line of the
Calgary to Butte railway for the
Canadian Western ruilway were in
town yesterday looking over the
ground for the best route into
Piacher Creek. The surveying
party ig camped akout twenty-five
miles northwest of town on the
Walrond ranch.

The engineers were very reticent
in regard to the route, but it is
learned on good authority that it
will most likely be from Calgary
south a few miles west of the C,
& E. to De Winton,'then veer west,
cross High River about iwenty-
five miles west of that town at the
Bar-U ranch, Then through the
pass at the head of Willow Creek
south through the Walrond ranch
in the valley between the Porcu-
pine and Livingstone ranges,
crossing the north fork of the Old
Man river and the Crow’s Nest
railway near Cowley and south-
east to Pincher{Creek. From here
the gnew road will pass through
Yarrowand Twin Butte Valleys
to Cardston, afterwardes crossing
the international boundary at
Whiskey Pass. From Walrond
ranch a spur will be built to the
coal mines in the Livingstone
range and extended to Michel and
Elk river, It is believed that the
Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Paul
railway company will finance the
undertaking for the promoters as
they are already heading this way.

The man who buys both animals
and feed to finish them with upon
his farm, has always the extra
penny in the transaction of the
added fertility.

The feeding of hogs, and the pro-
duction of pork returns to the soil
the food elements which the grain
had taken away from it, but there
are still further possibilities in the
feeding and finishing of cattle or
sheep, as in feeding them the crops
which give the vaiue to crop rota-
tion, clover, alfalfa and corn, are
made very profitable use of, and it
is the growing of those which
makes ‘the modern crop rotation
such a powerful factor in conserv-
ing and icreasing wae fertility of
the fields.

The fertility of the soil is only
maintained at the expense of thor-
ough cultivation. It is cheaper
and better to grow one’s own horses
than to buy them, as the horses
waich are cating the products of
the farm are thus, like the cattle,
growing into money instead of out
of it.

The keeping of a few sheep
means a great and valuable assist-
ant in keeping weeds down. Their

cost in actual feed is small, and the
balance is almost always on the
right side of the ledger.

This is the true doctrine of mix-
ed farming. It does not embody
any insane attempt to produce

profitably from the same herd of
cattle both milk and beef, any
more than it does the preduction

of prize-winning, heavy drafts and
two-minute trotters from  the

same stock of the farm.

CORN ON BSUMMER-
FALLOW.

Grow eorn on the summer-fallow.
In other words use corn as &
cleaning crop. If well attended,
as it may be with comparatively
little expense, by using a two-
horse riding corn cultivator the
field will be as thoroughly rid of
weeds and grass as though cultivat-
ed all summer with a crop, and the
owner will have a thirty, forty or
fifty-dollar corn harvest to show for
his work. Fall-wheat growers may
object that corn is not off the land
in time to sow wheat, and yet secure
a good top. In some cases this is
true, but the purpose can be ac-
complished by sowing wheat after
peas, and spring grain after corn,
alternating with each course of the
rotation the areas on which the
corn and the peas are planted.
Thus, if the rotation be a three-

course one, each field may have
peas, as well as corn, once In siX
vears, or once in eight years, ac-
cording as the land is left one or
two vears in sed. Corn, well cului-
vated, will clean the land ; peas will
add nitrogen and supply a most
valuable feed in the form of both

REWARDS OF EDWARD VII FOR
ACTS OF KINDNESS,

How Emperor William as a Child
Was Made to Submit to
the Bath.

““Sovereigns in Slippers’’ is the
title of a new book in which Henri
Nicolle, Paris, France, has collect-
ed anecdotes about the rulers of
every country in Europe, a kindly
collection for the most part, con-
taining nothing to annoy those with
whom the stories deal.

In 1846 Burnard the sculptor was
commisgsioned to model a bust of
the little Prince of Wales; now
hing Edward VII. The boy, then
b years old, soon grew tired of
having to pose without moving and
the artist gave him some modelling
clay to play with. For a short time
all went well. The boy imitated
the artist and kept quiet until he
had had enough of art and found
out a more amusing use for the
clay in bombarding the artist with
bullets made of it. As his gover-
ness gould not reduce him to order
she called in his mother, Queen
Victoria, who bade him at once
apologize to the artist. The young
Prince did so with the best of
grace. - Stretching out his little
hand, he said:

“Don’t be angry with me, Ber-
nard, I sha’'n’t do it any more, for

Angrily he rushed to the palace
and found his way to his father’s
room, where he burst into tears.
“What’s the matter 7"’ asked the
Crown Prince Frederick.
When the child explained the
soldier’s remissness his father took
him on his knee, looked him over
from head to foot and said:
“Well, well, my boy, the senti-
rel only did his duty.”
More astonished than ever the
child asked: ‘““Why <o, father?”’
“‘Because a soldier never should
salute a Prince who is not clean.”’
There was never any more trou-
ble in making little William take
his morning bath. Distasteful as
the bath was, it was more distaste-
ful to risk the loss of his royal pre-
rogatives. It need hardly be said
that the grenadier had acted on
orders from the Crown Prince.
His love for his army has given
rise to many stories. One that is
well known tells how he dropped
into the quarters of the Frst Royal
legiment of dragoons at Berlin
very early one morning. The regi-
ment was drawn up in readiness to
march out of barracks, every offi-
cer there except the Colonel.
The Emperor ordered the start
te be delayed until the Colonel ar-
rived, which was half an hour lat-
er. When the Colonel found the
Emperor in the middle of the
square he wanted to make some
excuse for himself, but William cut
him short and told him to take his
men to the drill ground. All
through the drill the Emperor said

All the Famous Singers and Musi-
cians Make Money Very
Fast.

Thirty years ago stage stars were
considered well paid if they could
demand a salary of $50 a week, yet
to-day there are scores of artistes
who receive three times that
amount for one night’s work.

In regard to salaries, grand opera
favorites are particularly lucky.
Madame Melba, for instance, never
thinks of singing for less than $1,-
600 an evening, while $3,000 a night
16 nearer her average. The earn-
ing power of the latest ‘‘star,”
Tetrazzini, is about 875 a minute
every time she sings.

$5,000 EACH PERFORMANCE.

Madame Patti can claim a still
higher fee. It was only last year
that she fulfilled an engagement in
the States for a six months’ tour,
i which she received $5,000 for
cach performance and half the
gross receipts over $7,500. This
engagement brought her in nearly
$500,000.

Caruso, the king of tenors, will
not sing for less than $2,500 a night,
or $100 a minute. He makes in
the course of a season, on an aver-
age, $180,000.

Judging by the tempting offers,
some of the instrumentalists are no
less fortunate. It is said that
Paderewski, the most famous musi-
public exhibition of his gkill on the
piano unless he is paid a fee of
82,500—nearly $130 for every 60
seconds. Mascagni and Puccini, as
conductors, can demand $1,600 a
day, while Kubelik receives $900 for
playing a couple of pieces on his
violin.  One recent tour in the
States of three months’ duration
netted for him $48,000.

Dr. C. J. Parks, a noted
Chicago physician, will charge $10,-

FEATURES OF AIRSHIP WHICH
WILL BE USED.

—

If Gas Bag Should Fail, the Carr
Will be a
Boat.

The giant balloon in which Henry
H. Clayton of Boston purposes to
cross the Atlantic this summer will
be constructed in New York. Leo
Stevens, the builder, will accom-
pany Professor Clayton on the voy-
age.

According to Stevens he and Pro-
fessor Clayton for months have
been planning the ‘trip that will
c¢stablish airline communications
between America and Europe, but
the matter has been kept a secret
for fear someone would forestall
them.

“It may souud wild to say that
such a trip can be accomplished as
easily as a balloon voyage over New
York City, but it is true, neverthe-
less,”’ said Mr. Stevens. ‘‘Profes-
sor Clayton and I have been plan-
ning the voyage for a long time,
and though 1 have not yet begun
work on the balloon, 1 feel certain
that within a few:weeks it will be
under way.

“It will be the largest balloon
ever made, and will take nearly 90
days to make. The start will prob-
ably be made from Governor’s Is-
land, and the passage will take
three to four days, according to the
weather.

“‘Instead of a regular passenger
basket, we have planned a combin-
ation boat and basket. This will
be made of aluminum aud canvas,
co that if the balloon gives out, we
will have a vessel to resort to.

‘“In the basket will be water
tanks. We will use the water as
ballast, and when the water 1s

drawn off the tanks will be airtight
compartments, enabling our car to
float, even though the seas break|
over it and fill it.

“The bag of the balloon will be
very large, with a capacity of about
150,000 to 160,000 cubic feet, to car-
ry about four tons of ballast, beside
a large amount of provisions. To
build ard start the balloon will cost
aboul $10,000.

Steeple Clock  Set
Milan in 1309,

In this age ¢f centenaries, this
year, according to a lrench con-
temporary, marks the six hundredth
anniversary of the setting up of the
first steeple clock. It 1s claimed
that the honor belongs to  Milan,
and it was in that city, in the year
1209, that the vencrable sun dial
of the campanile of Saint HKustsce
gave place to the clock., Dante on
more than one cccasion refers to it,
and the horologe is said to have in-
spired other pocts with themes for
versification.

There is also a clock 1in Dover Castle
with the date 1348. Lord Grim-
thrope adds that it . much like our
common clocks of the eighteenth
century, except that it has a Vib-
rating balance, but no spring, in-
