Question of Scoring in Bridge Whist.

It is the duty of every player to keep
the score for both sides, and to keep it
correctly. If he knows that his oppon-
ents have three aces in a “no trump”
game, he is bound to score them thirty
points above the line, whether they
claim it or not, or whether they, score
it or not. At the end of the rubber the
scowes are added up, and the winrers
generally announce how much they nml\:n
it. If one of the opponents makes it
more or less, he should say at once, iy |
do not agree,” and the scores will then
be compared and put right. For a play-
er to accept his opponents’ score with-
out saying anything, when he himself
makes it more, is perilously akin to
cheating. 2

The question has once morc arisen as
to whether a player at bridge is bound
to correet his opponents’ score, if they
do not claim as much as they are en-
titled to, either for honors or for tricks.
It is generally in the “no trump” game
that the point odeurs. Perhaps the deal-
er and riner have

three aces be- curren

tween them, but they do not claim any
thing for honors, or the deuler wins four
by cards but only claims three; are his
opponents bound to put him right?
There can be only one answer to this
question, Certainly they are bound to
do so—in ordinary fairness, if not ac-
cording to the strict letter of the law.

Gain in Electric Lighting.

Statistics just gathered by the Elec-
trical World show that the electric light-
ing industry is represented in the United
States by 5,264 companies and municipal
plants, and in Canada, Mexico and the
West Indies by 476.

above the average, brain weight itself
did not always mean brain qun.ht_v.
Referring to the relative brain weights
of Caucasian men and women, Profes-
| sor Mott said that the female brain
had a good start, weighting nearly 14
ounces more than the male brain at
birth. In adult life, however, the aver-
age man's brain weighed about 5%
ounces more than the woman's. The
average weight of the European male
brain was 2 pounds 15 ounces 9 drams
and of the female brain 2 pounds 10
ounces 11 drams. Among savages there
was not this difference, since in the
struggle for existence the female had to
apply her brain as fully as the male,
hence it has developed at practically
the same rate.

The Power of the Tongue.—Jas. 3:
1-12.
Commentary.—I. The importance of
controlling the tongue (vs. 1, 2). 1. Be
not many masters—“Be not many of
you teachers.””—R. V.. The office of a
teacher was considered a very import-
ant one in the early Christian Church
(Af:ta 13. 1.: Eph. 4. 11). The caution of
this verse is against those persons en-
tering that office who were never call-
ed, and who knew nothing of the way of
?!:lf.ion themselves. There were such
individuals in the days of the apostle
(1 Tim. 1. 6, 7; 6. 3-5; Heb. 5. 12).
Bhall receive heavier judgment (R. V.)
—Those teachers who abuse the office
will receive greater condemnation than
mere hearers. Those occupying a ‘high
position in the church are apt to be
more severely criticized than those hold-
ing an inferior office. The purpose o f
James was to repress those who delight-
ed in talking rather than acting. 2. We
offend all—‘We all stumble.”—R. V.
The R. V. is much clearer. This does not
mean that Christian teachers offend ev-
erybody, but that they are fallible and
are often mistaken in their interpreta-
tions of certain truths and do not use
correct words to express their thoughts.
'(l;l;rls Is trus of the holéas}, and wisest.
end not in word—This liability is
very great in every ome, but it is es-
pecially great in an office where the
very business is public-speaking.  The
same 1s a perfect man—A full-grown,
symmetrical man. “One who has attain-
ed to a high degree of wisdom and
grace.”” The man who advaaces no false
o_jc-c(rm}e. but is thoroughly instructed
in divine things, is a perfect teacher,
and worthy of the sacred calling. Thus
applied to teaching, rather than to char
acter, “the perfect man” here is dis-
tinguished from the one described in
Jas. 1. 4; Eph. 4. 13; Col. 1. 28. To
bridle the whole body—The one who has
the wisdom and moral power which en-
ables him to control his tongue will be
likely to be able to control all the oth-
er members of his body. “‘Control of i
sp_eech is named, not as in iteelf con- |
stituting perfection, but as a rrucial[
test indicating whether the man has or
has not attained unto it..The ‘whole
body’ is used to sum up the aggregate
of all the temptations which come to
us through the avenues of sense.”—Cam.
Bib.
II. The pewer of the tongue (vs. 3-5).
James now gives two illustrations show-
ing the power of the tongue. 3. We put
bits—A horse’s bit is a small thing, yet
by it the animal is controlled; the
tongue is a small member, but the one
who loses control over it loses control
over himself. 4. Behold also the ships—
The rudder which determines the ship's
course is very small. 5. Even so—The
force of the illustrations is that al-
though the tongue is a “‘little member"
yet it is able to aceomw!ish great things.
As with a small bit a large horse is
controlled and by means of a smal
helm a great ship is governed, so the
tongue, though smull, is capable of do-
ing great things, and should be under
perfect control. Boasteth—The tongue
is conscious of the power which it pos-
sesses and makes great claims for it-
self. How great a matter—See R. V. Lit-
erally, “how great forest.” Great con-
flagrations are caused by what in the
beginning was a mere spark.
III, The damage caused by an uncon- |
trolled tongue (vs, 6-8). Two illustra-
tions are here used to show the evil ef-
fects of a tongue uncontrolled. A. The
tongue is a fire—Like a fire it causes
devastation and ruin; it is a destrue- |
tive agent. “It is the instrument pro-
ducing the most desperate contentions|
and insurrections.”—Clarke. a world of
iniquity—A whole brood of sins lurks
in the untamed tongue. “A little world |
of evil in itself. Tt is meant that alll
kinds of evil that are in the world are
exhibited there in miniature; it seems
to concentrate all sorts of imiquity that |
exist on the earth.

“cycle of creation,” and are equivalent
to our phrase “setting the whole world
on fire” Another is that reference is
that made to “the whole of life from
birth,” that “from the beginning of life
to its close, the tongue is an ever-pres-
ent inflammatory element of evil.” But
better than these is the suggestion that
James refers to our bodily and passional
appetites.

Physicians examine the tongue first.
It is the index of the tone of the sys-
tem. So James tells us we may judge
of soul-health by the tongue. If any
man “offend not in word,” his moral
health is “perfect” (v. 2). If any man
seems religious, and bridles not his
tongue, that man is soul-sick (Jas. 1:
26). Peter gives a similar thought: “He
that will love life, and see good days,
let him refrain his tongue from evil, and
his lips that they speak no guile” (1 Pet,
3:10). Here are four illustrations of the
power of that little member:

I. Bits. These fragments of iron will
hold in subjection the powerful beast
which otherwise would destroy. He who
can rightly govern his tongue can con-
trol his whole body. If the tongue can
be held from expressing evil thoughts,
the Holy Spirit will find earier access
into .that heart, and enable that person
to seek the purifying of his heart. When
the words have gone forth, they impress
and influence others; besides, it is
harder for the one who uttered them to
recall them, or at least confess the sin
of using them, and puts him in a state
where he is less likely to repent, but
rather puts him in a position where he
is pressed to say more.

I1. Helm of a ship. A small thing, but

The earliest Bible reference
to the most destructive of elements is
to that of fire from the Lord upon the
cities of Sodom and Gomorrah (Gen. 19:

Some fifty years |
ago a gang of Belgian miners, angry |
with another set of underground work-
ers, set a mass of coal on fire to smoke
out their comrades. How well they suc-
ceeded let the record of half a century
{toll. Years have passed away; a gen-
eration has faded; the angry passion of
those who sought revenge has become a
thing of the past; but the fire started
long ago blazes on, and no earthly skill
as yet found the way to extinguish it.

IV. Tamed beasts, birds and serpents.

The experience of Kdwin
Pooth, Lawrence Barrett, John MecCul
lough and Henry Irving, in respect to
excess of labor, ought to teach some-
thing. They showed themselves no mer-
vy they worked themselves to death.
No actor can, continunously, do justice to
the great characters in Shakespeare and

BIG STRIKE ENDS.

Philadelphia Trolley Lines Running
—Men Get Increase.

Philadelphia, June 4.—The big trolley strike
was squelched to-night. It is said that the
Republican bosses brought about its ending.
By the terms of agreement drawn up to-night

It is stipulated that June 30, 1910, when the
books of the company shall be audited, the
men shall receive a further advance in pay
it the financial of he company
shows to be satisfactory.

Virtually
the company recognizes the union, although
it calls it treating with accredited representa-
tives of its employees,

The agreement also shortens hours
of labor. Hitherto the men have been com
pelled to remain on duty 15 or 16 hours a
day to obtain nine or ten hours’ work. Here-
after the company promises they shall not
be on duty more than ten hours in a work
ing day. All of the men are to be reinstated
unless it can be shown that they were guilty

Ottawa, June 4.—The last chance tf escape
death is gome for Walter Blythe, the Agin-
court railwayman under sentence to be hang-
ed for the murder of his wife last winter.
Blythe was originally sentenced to be hanged
on May 13th, but two days before he paid
the penalty a reprieve was granted by order
in Council until June 17th. Yesterday his
case was {inally considered, and his Excel-
lency Earl Grey has concurred in the recom-
mendation of the Cabinet that the law shall
take its ocourse.

Berry. This fact coming to the ears of one who had |
confidential relations with the police. a quiet inves- !
tigation was made. Nothing was known of the man's|
antecedents before coming to Sens, but the fact that!
he had changed his name was considered sufficlent
ground for keeping him under surveillance

He was seen exhibiting a small gold watch to some
acquaintances while partly intoxicated and was ar-
rested. The watch proved to be very valuable and
was sent for identification to the Paris police. Through
the watchmaker whose name it hore it was estabe
lished as having been the property of Lady Mazel,
M. de Savoniere pronounced it to have been the prop-
erty of his mother-in-law, but said that she had lost:

To-morrow afternoon the County of
Wentworth Veterans' Association will
hold a decoration service at the soldiers’
plot at Stomey Creek. The Veterans
have a monument movement on foot and
are meeting with success. Col, Cruick-
shank, commander of Military District
No. 13, Calgary, Alta., has written a
history of the battle expressly‘for the
Association, and the Times herewith
publishes it in full:

I'he Battle of Stoney Creek has been
justly described as the turning point
of the campaign of 1813 by an eminent
military critic. Hitherto the course of
events since the recommencement of hos-
tilities had been decidedly discouraging
to the small body of troops allotted for
the defence of Upper Canada. Thd open-
ing of navigation found the American
squadron in uncontested control of Lake
Ontario. The British vessels werc sep-
arated, part being at York and the re-
mainder at Kingston, and most of them
unable to take the lake for want of .ca-
wen. Accordingly, on the 27th of
April; the capital of the Province
was easily taken by the enemy, and a
fine ship of war, then on the stocks,
destroyed, to prevent its falling
into the hands of the enmemy. This was
felt to be a severe loss as had this ves-

been completed and “added to the

British squadron, it would have ub-
tained command of the lake as soon
seamen arrived from England. All co
munication between Kingston and tie
western part of the Province was (ut
off for nearly two weeks and the move-
ment of reinforcements in that direction
was effectually checked. Exactly a
month later, General Vincent was driv-
en from his position at Niagara, with
a comparatively severe loss of men ond
military stcres. Both these reverses were
however, solely due to an overwhelm-
ng superiority in numbers on the part
of the invaders, and not to any lack of
courage or discipline on the part of the
troops by which they had been opposed.

These
qualities had already so strongly im-
pressed the Governor-General that he
remarked that General Vincent had “dis-
played superior talents And ability and
a determination worthy of a British sol-
dier,” He was then 48 vears of age, and
had been thirty years in the army. In
his case promotion had been slow, and
long service in the West Indies, followed
by a year in a French prison, had seri-
ously undermined his health. He had
served in San Domingo, at the Telder,
and in Nelson’s great battle at Copen-
hagen. Lieut.-Col. John Harvey, deputy
adjutant general, and chief staff officer
to the division, although thirteen years
Younger than Vincent, had gained a still
more varied experience of actual war-
fare. As an ensign in the 80th he had
carried the colors of his regiment
through the severe campaign of 1794 in
Holland. Next year he took part in the
ill-fated expedition to Isle Dien and
Quiberon. and in 1796 served at the con-
quest of the Cape of Good Hope. During
the three following years he saw some
hard bush fighting in the interior of

The only sur-
viving son of Sir Cecil Bisshopp, Bart., of
Parham, in Sussex, he had entered ‘the
Guards at an early age, and had accom-
panied Sir John Warren on his embassy
to Russia as military attache. On his
return he went with his regiment to
Spain, and served there during the en-
tire campaign under Sir John Moore,
ending with the memorable battlq of
Corunna.  Subsequently he acted as a
staff officer during the siege of Flush-
ing. He was soon after elected a mem
ber of Parliament for the borough of
Newport. on the Isle of Wight. 1n 1809
he volunteered for service in Portugal,
where acted as an aide de camp
to Bir Arthur Wellesley until he obtain
ed his majority. Upon ‘the declaration
of war by the United States he received
his appointment and while commanding
the right wing of the division on the
Niagara had repelled an attempt at in
vasion near Fort Erie.

Both offi-
cers and men were still shouting wildly
and there was great confusion. The
American light infantry and the 5th and
25th regiments opened fire, followed by
their artillery, The 49th suffered heavily
and the disorder was much increased.

The American troops seem to have
made several creditable attempts to ral-
ly, but whenever a body of them could
be seen, it was instantly charged, and
again scattered.

Hav-
ing been dismounted and separated from
his staff, he was forced to seek shelter
in the woods, where he had remained
until daylight, without being able to re-
join hig troops. All thoughts of retreat-
ing were at onee put aside, and a strong
detachment was pushed forward to
Stoney Creek, to observe and harass the
enemy’.
