The Kennedy Prohibition bill hss become 
law in Iowa.

If a young man begins at the age of twenty 
years to drink bnt one glass of beer a day, at 
five cents.a glass, by the time he is forty 
years of age he will have spent $1,222.75.

Great interest is felt at Plainfield, N. J., in 
the temperance mqvement. Meetings are 
being held day and night. Over 2,000 per­
sons bave signed the pledge within a week.

The Ellenvilie ladies who threatened to 
boycott business men who did not vote the 
temperance ticket are iubilant because a no 
license excise commissioner was elected by 
over a hundred majority. Ten towns in the 
county voted ûo license.

Bishop Wigger, of Paterson, N.J., three 
years ago prohibited the sale of liquor on Sun­
days. Wm. Hayden and his wife disobeyed 
the bishop, The Haydens poth died on Fri- 

" the bishop prevented fuaepd

-, elected a no license excise commissioner 
at the late election. The township has long 
been a strong license district, but last sum­
mer a license was granted to a man who open­
ly sold beer on Sunday in front of a camp­
meeting ground. This caused a revulsion of 
feeling.

A public convention of the temperance 
workers in the united counties of Northum­
berland and Durham will be held in the Son’s 
hall, Cobourg, Tuesday, March 25th, to con­
sider the propriety of submitting the Scott 
Act to a vote of the electors. A full attend­
ance of temperance workers from all parts of 
the counties is requested. Every organiza­
tion is urged to send representatives, and 
correspond with J. J, Ferguson, secretary, 
Cobourg.

Amendment, to the Crook. Act Asked for.
A deputation of temperance workers waited 

upon Attorney-General Mowat and Mr. Hardy 
on Friday for the purpose of pressing upon 
them the desirability of amending the Crooks 
Act. Dr. Snelling, one of the deputa­
tion, suggested that no liquor shall 
be sold to any person under 18 years 
of age ; the prohilÉting of licenses 
being issued to all eBibitions, theatres, 
public balls, public parks, &c. ; redac­
tion of tavern licenses in cities, two for the first 
1,000, and one for each additional full thou­
sand of the population ; the number of shop 
licenses to be reduced to one for each 400 of 
the population up to the first 1,200, and one 
for each full 5,000 afterwards : increasing the 
price of licenses to such an extent as would 
sweep away many groggeries at present in 
existence ; the prohibition of liquor selling 
on vessels ; and in the case of a conviction 
for a this# infraction of the law, besides a 
fine of $50, imprisonment for three months.

The Scott Att in Oxford, 
Woodstock, March 11.—A large meeting 

was held in the Town hall, Woodstock, last 
night. Addresses Were delivered by Rev. 
Messrs. McKay, Williams, McMullen, and 
Brethour, from Halton, and Messrs. J. Harri­
son. Milton, and RobL McLean, Toronto, for 
the Act, ami against by Messrs. Tizard and 
Lee. The Police Magistrate of Oakville, was 
prevented from coming through sickness.

□ed with the meetiaç*, ;

Tilsonbdrg, March 11.—The Music hay 
in this town was packed to the doors this 
evening, many having to go away. Mr. R. T. 
Williams occupied the chair. The speakers 
against the adoption of the Scott Act were 
Capt. McBride, of St. Tnomas, vice-president 
of the Ontario Trades and Benevolent Asso­
ciation, and Mr. Tizard, barrister, of Oak­
ville. The speakers in favour of the adoption 
of the Act were Mrs. Youmans, Rev. J. S. 
Ross, and Rev. D. L. Brethour, of Milton. 
Great enthusiasm was evinced in favour of 
the Act.

Crooks Act Amendment.
Sarnia, March 10.—At a Scott Act meet­

ing held in the Royal Templars’ hall, Sarnia, 
Rev. Wm. McDonough in the chair, the fol­
lowing resolution was passed with strong 
leelmg ;—“ Resolved, that we express with 
alarm onr disapproval and intense indigna­
tion at the action of the Local Government 
in proposing to amend the Crooks Act, there­
by destroying its efficiency relative to the 
sale of liquors with groceries as set forth in 
section 24 of the License Act of Ontario, 
whereby we. with other municipalities, passed 
by-laws this year to cause the separation of 
liquors from groceries and any other com­
modities agreeable to such statute. That wo 
consider such action on the part of the gov­
ernment at the present time as unfair and 
uncalled for," thereby depriving the commun­
ity of the only resource they had to advance 
prohibitory measures, and that instead of 
retrograde action we insist on advanced 
legislation to promote the cause of temper­
ance, irrespective of any party, and that we 
demand it in the name and on behalf of 
suffering humanity, women and children, 
who are counted as so many souls in grant­
ing a license. We therefore earnestly and

Projected Attack npon the Ontario Par­
liament Buildings.

Last week the news was wired from Hali­
fax that a warning had been received there 
that an attempt was to be made by Femaus 
to blow up the Government House and other 
public buildings in that city. About the 
same time the provincial authorities in To­
ronto were apprized that a plot was being 
perfected by Fenians at Buffalo to destroy 
the ProvinciarParliament buildings and Gov­
ernment House by dynamite. The Govern­
ment did not place much reliance upon 
the story, but decided that it would 
be well to take precautions against 
any possible attack which might he made. 
This was thought advisable, it is presumed, 
not because of the vaine or architectural 
beauty of the old pile, but because of the 
valuable records which are preserved therein. 
The Government detective staff, under Mr. 
Murray, were put on duty, aud special con­
stables were placed on patrol in and areund 
Government House and the Parliament build­
ings. Six men were put on dntv on Wednes­
day of last week, and have been continued 
ever since. Three of them go on at six 
o’clock in the evening and continue until nine 
o'clock, when they are relieved and the other 
three take their places, and so on every three 
hoars until mormug. . •

Rumours were rife at the conclusion of the 

last Algoma election that corrupt practices 
had prevailed to no small extent in the Grit 
ranks.

to vote, he had refused to administer the oath, 
and rejected their tendered votes on the pre­
tence that he would allow no man to Vote 
who had not a house upon his property- The 
defendant appealed to the Q. B. Divisional 
Court, moving against the verdict on eight or 
ten different grounds. Judgment wss de­
livered on Saturday by that court sustain­
ing the verdict in full) and dismissing the 
appeal. The court held that a returning 
officer is a ministerial and not a judicial 
officer, and that he hae no right to enquire 
into a voter'» right to vote, but must if he 
douBt the elector’s status administer to him 
the oath,'and, if he take it, receive his vote. 
These are the-first legally proven corrupt 
acts at the election, but there are more to 
follow.

QUEBEC.
The debt ot the City of Montreal reaehee 

to within a fraction of the enormous amount 
of twelve million dollars.

Customs officers at Montreal have seized 
and confiscated a large quantity of jewellery 
which had been smuggled into the city with­
out paying duty.

An amicable arrarengement of the diffi­
culty among the Board of Directors of the 
Sun Insurance Company, of Montreal, hae 
been effected, whereby the threatened resig­
nation of the managing director ia averted.

Mayor Beaudry, of Montreal, appear» to 
have a life lease of office. His friends, how­
ever, realizing that roe can have too much of 
even a good thing, have sigyfied to him that 

1 better resign at the end of this year’s
m
Daring the past week seventy-eight horses 

and twenty-four brood mares were exported 
from Montreal to the Eastern States They 
cost an aggregate of $13,000, and the greater 
number came from Ontario, There is a lively 
demand by American buyers on the spot- for 
good stock.

The Recorder of Montreal rejected the evi­
dence of a carter named Charette in an as­
sault, on the ground that several witnesses 
testified that be was notoriously profane. The 
court in giving judgment severely lectured 
Charette on the enormity of the sip of blas­
phemy, and said that neither he nor any other 
magistrate could accept contradictory evi­
dence from a witness who was proved to have 
been a. persistent blasphemer, as a man 
who ia in the habit of making 
light use of the nsme of our 
Saviour and couples it with disgusting oaths 
is not the person to be impressed with the 
eacrednese and binding character of an oath, 
an oath taken on the gospel of our Saviour. 
He therefore accepted the evidence of the 
complainaot-aad the other evidence taken to 
sustain this. He found the prisoner entity 
and sentenced him to a fine of $6 or fifteen 
days.

Another Colonization Scheme.
Montreal, March II.—Rev. Father La- 

combe is engaged here on the suggestion of 
the president of the Canadian Pacific rail- 
way in promoting a colonizing scheme for 
French Canadians in the North-West. To 
each settler a grant of 160 acres will be given 
by the Government .at the nominal price of 
ten dollars. The intending settler» are to 
understand that they must have means to 
travel to their destination and commence 
operations there. A priest will be provided 
for the new parish by Archbishop Taché.

Attempted Solelde by Starvation.
A strange case of attempted suicide by 

three women through starvation was dis­
covered in Montreal by a detective in time to 
save their lives. Some months ago Mrs. G
M. Fitte, Mies Ellen Jones, sisters, and Alice 
Fitte, daughter of the first named, came here 
from Toronto with about $100 in their pos­
session. They took a email bouse and tried 

“to get emplffÿrirtbt as dressmakers, but failed’ 
On acoouutoftop high prices asked for work.. 
Their money ran ont, and they became desti­
tute of means. They were too prend to beg, 
and resolved to end their lives by not taking 
any nourishment They shut up the dwel­
ling and went to bed, and when the authori­
ties were notified by the neighbours they were 
only human skeletons. The elder two women 
were sq weak they could not speak. They 
were removed to the hospital, but it is doubt­
ful if Mrs. Fitte and her sister will survive. 
They are natives of fiarbedoes, W.L, and 
had been well qff, but lost their money from 
eccentricity and'religions fanaticism.

MARITIME PROVINCES.
Information has been sent from Ottawa 

to the Lieutenant-Governor of Nova Scotia of 
the renewal of Fenian attempts to destroy 
Government property at Halifax. Extra pre­
cautions ate being taken day and night to 
frustrate the design.

Hon. David MéLellan, Provincial Secre­
tary, delivered his budget speech in the New 
Brunswick House of Assembly last week. 
The estimated receipts of the current year 
are $644,106; estimated expenditure, $610,- 
131. The provincial debt, Dominion, bonded, 
and floating, amounts to $1,109,960.

A pretty row has been raised in Moncton,
N. B., through the action of the police 
magistrate in dismissing all the constables 
and policemen of the town. He claims the 
power to do this under the Canada Temper­
ance Act of 1878, known as the Soott Act, 
on the ground that they have been neglecting 
their duties. The msyor and chairman of 
the Police Committee have instructed the 
officers to attend to their duties as usual, 
holding that the Act only gives the magis­
trate each power where he has jurisdiction 
over such officers, as in Fredericton. A legal 
storm will probably result.

Mr. John A Cameron, who hae great ex­
perience in gold mining in California and 
British Columbia, where he made a great for- 
tune, is in Montreal with specimen» of 
gold quartz from Mount Uniaeke, Nova 
Scotia. The result of two analyses ia the 
Massachusetts Institute of Technology and 
the Gallihar Gold Mining Company of Nova 
Scotia show from one hundred and sixty-five 
to one hundred and eixty-eight dollars to the 
ton. The samples were token out at thirty 
feet from the surface. Mr. Cameron con­
siders the prospects of the new mines most 
encouraging. «

THE NORTH-WEST.
The Manitoba Legislature will meet about 

the 20tn init.
Indications of great mineral wealth in the 

North-West are being discovered almost
daily. The Rabbit Mountain silver mine_
twentja miles from Port Arthur—hae just 
yielded some extraordinarily rich specimens 
of silver. À large number of solid nuggets 
weighing from five to ten pounde each, have 
recently been taken from it. The mine was 
sold on Saturday last for $200,000 to a com­
pany of St, Paul capitalists, who propose 
working it thoroughly during the coming 
season. 5

A petition, signed by the whole bar of 
Winnipeg, ia to be forwarded to the Minister 
of Justice, praying for an increase in the 
nnmoer of judges of the Province of Maui- 
to be. It sets out that the autumn assize 
began at Winnipeg on October 16th with a 
list of over 400 cases, 163 being jury cases. 
There was also a larger amount of criminal 
business. Owing to the absence of two of 
the judges at outside assizes, for three weeks 
one judge alone took np the Winnipeg -list 
having to take Chamber work alto every 
morning. With two short intermissions for 
Michaelmas term and Christmas the Winnipeg 
assizes have since continued uninterruptedly 
Many caws still stand for judgment. The 
spring assizes begin on March 4th, and there 
will be over 100 remanete to -be added to the 
lut of new work. It is evident that the 
judges are over-worked.

The hill relating to the union of the Metho­
dist Churches was token up.

There were present in support of the bill 
Mr. J. J. Maularen. -Q.C., Mr. G. F. Shepley, 
Revs. pr. Rice, Dr. Carman, Dr. Nelles, Dr. 
Dewart, Dr, Bor wash, Dr. Stone, and Geo. 
Abbs.

The Chairman laid before the committee a 
larg.i number ot petitions against the passage 
of the bill, sent in by members and adhérente 
of the Methodist Episcopal Church. The 
principal objection was that the basis of 
union bad done away with the epiteopacy, m 
contravention of the requirements of the 
discipline. One was also read from the 
Horton street Bible Christian ehurcb, Lou­
don, asking that their rights shall be pro­
tected. There was also one from Rev. J. H. 
Johnson relating to superannuation. There 
was bo representative of petitioners present 

Mr. Morris pointed out that there "was no 
organized opposition to the bill If there had 
been a real, strong, united opposition to the 
union it would have token shape. When the 
Presbyterian union was being carried out the 
opponents met together and organised. In 
the present case he felt that no injustice 
would be droe by pasting the MU.

The preamble Was then put rod carried by 
a vote 6f 19 yeas to 1 nay ; Mr. Phelps being 
the only opponent. ‘ '*

The sections of the bill Were then taken up. 
Section 6 provided that devises should not 

be limited by the stitates of Mortmain.
Mr,' Morris pointed ont that the power 

asked for in that section was extraordinary, 
and he thought should hot be granted unless 
good reasons were given.

This poiat was discussed for sometime, the' 
general feeling being unfavourable to grant­
ing the power. The promoters, without press­
ing strongly for toe pdtier, pointed out the 
exceptional circujnetaroes in" which they were 
placed by reason of a) their property being 
connexional and the body being"a large one".

Mr. Fbaskr suggested that the section

Section 7 provided that all deeds of convey­

Mr. Fraser objected strongly to this sec­
tion, and it was also struck ont, the promot­
ers to conter with thk, Attorney-General on 
this point also regarding their exceptional 
circumstances. " t 

Section 8, which provided that oounty 
registrars, upon notification of the Act com- 
ing into force. Should enter a note as to bonds 
effected by the Act, arts struck out 

It was provided (hat the Act should come 
into force on the first of June next, other 
minor amendments were made, and the bill 
was reported.

The committee then adjourned.

He dwelt upon the advantages 
of the early completion of the road, and said 
that when finished it would be uneqWiled by 
any other railway in toe world, in regard to 
the magnitude of the work, thoroughness of 
construction, or completeness of equipment.

That toe traffid in alcoholic 
liquors as beverages is productive of serious • 
injury to toe moral, social, and industrial 
welfare of the people of Canada. That de­
spite all preceding legislation the evils of in­
temperance remain so vast in magnitude, 
so wide in extent and so destructive in effect, 
as to constitute a serious evil and a national 
disgrace. That this House is of the opinion, 
for the reasons hereinbefore let forth, that 
the right arid most effectual legislative remedy 
for these evils is to be found in the enact­
ment and enforcement of a law 
prohibiting the importation, manufacture, 
and sale of intoxicating liquors for beverage 
purposes.” Io support of the motion he 
stated that toe feeling in favour of prohibi 
tion was growing in Canada and this wae not 
surprising. The liquor traffic had caused the 
loss of millions to this country. It had har­
dened the condition of labour and had ren­
dered useless almost as much brain» aad 
muscle in this country as was utilized within 
it Liquor had gone farther to sow the germs 
of discontent and trouble in this country 
than any other cause which eould be"named. 
In view of this it was the duty of Parlia­
ment to deal with and mitigate the evils of 
tlje traffic. He was sure that a large 
nbrtion of the community in Canada 
Was in favour of these resolutions. These 
resolutions bad to do only with the nse of 
intoxicants as beVerages. It did not deal 
with them all for other and scientific pur­
poses. It might be asked why he proposed 
to adopt a, different plan iu dealing with the 
traffic in intoxicating liquors than that adopted 
in regulating any other industry, The answer 
was that he did so because experience and 
the opep expression of all enlightened and 
progressive Governments demonstrated that 
there was something wrong in the liquor 
traffic calling for the most severe restric­
tions'being placed upon it. This feeling was 
generally shared in by the people ee welff 
No Gdvernment or party could now afford 
tbe lose of prestige that would follow an 
■open «apport of the trade in intoxicants, io 
general had the feeling of repugnance and 
hostility to the liquor become.

CANADA PACIFIC RAILWAY BILL
The Usher of the Black Rod here summoned 

Mr. Speaker and tbe Commons to the Senate 
Chamber, where the Deputy-Governor, Sir

On motion toe House went into Commit­
tee of Ways aad Means, when Messrs. Casey, 
Vail, and Armstrong attacked the National 
Policy, the assertion being made that it seted

—___ _________ testimony of
farmers was net that the National Policy had 
injured them. On the contrary, in their 
statement to the Agricultural Committee in 
1880, they had said that it bad materially 
helped prices. (Hear, hear.) It wss true 
that the price of barley was low, but if any 
Government had helped to make the price of 
that cereal low it wae the Ontario Govern­
ment, (Hear, hear.) Everyone knew 
that it had been the practice of toe 
brewers and maltsters of the United States 
to send their agents out to make enquiry as 
to toe probable crop of barley. Upon tbe 
reports of these agents, to » certain extent, 
the price of barley depended. If toe crop 
wss large toe price would go down. If it 
wae small the price would go np ; but in 1882 
the paternal Government of Ontario said to 
the American brewers and maltsters : Gentle­
men, you need not send out your agents, we 
will furnish you with the information which 
governs the price of the product you have to 
buy. So the Bureau of Industries was estab­
lished at the beginning of the season. This 
bureau estimated the barley crop of Ontario 
at twenty-three and a half millions of bushels, 
and in November it reported that the re­
turn would exceed .twenty-four millions 
of bushels. The brewers, on: receiving this 
report, calculated that aa we require six 
millions for our own use, there would be 
eighteen millions of bushels for export. As 
this was a far larger export of barley than it 
wae the, practice of Ontario to export, the 
brewers decided to hold back their orders and 
to wait till the growers of barley were knock­
ing at their doors, asking them to purchase. 
As a result it was very difficult to sell and 
prices ranged low. He knew this himaelf, 
for he was in the business; but how did the 
crop turn out ! The United States, instead of 
baying eighteen millions of bushels from us in 
1882, imported 11,095,470 bushels. There 
were used in Canada for brewing purposes 
one million bushels, for seed one and » half 
million bushels, and for feeding purposes two 
and a half million bushels, so that 
the total" crop was sixteen and a 
half millions of bushels. The bureau 
therefore had over-estimated the yield by 
more than eight millions of bushels. Having 
done so badly in 1882, it might have been 
expected that the Ontario authorities would 
have tried, in the interests of the farmers, to 
do better the next year, but • they did not. 
They estimated the barley crop in May at 
twenty millions of bushels, and" in toe fall 
at nearly nineteen millions, reporting at the 
same time that there would be twelve millions 
of bushels for exportation. He (Mr. Taylor) 
believed it would be found thht the total ex­
port last year was not more than six million 
bushels, and that again the Ontario Bureau 
had largely misrepresented the yield. The 
effect of these reports upon the price of bar­
ley was very damaging. He believed the ob­
ject of Ontario in publishing these 
shares was to depress prices, in 
order that its party friends might point to 
the low prices as an ' evidence that the 
National Policy was an injury. Thus, in 
order to make a political point, they wilfully 
sacrificed the farmer. The conduct of the 
Local Government of Ontario in toil respect 
was worthy of the severest condemnation. 
(Hear, hear.)

MR PARDEE’S NSW RAILWAY 
RESOLUTIONS

------Mr. Pardee has introduced certain
railway resolutions in the Assembly which 
deserve notice. They refer to the control 
established and declared by the Dominion 
Railway Act of last session over the rail­
ways of provinces, when these railways are 
declared to be for tho general benefit or 
for the benefit of the provinces. It may be 
necessary to set ont the facts tor the benefit 
of the general reader.

——The British North America Act 
gives to each province exclusive power to 
legislate for local works snd undertakings 
other than such ss connect two provinces 
"or extend beyond the boundaries of a pro­
vince, or are “ declared by the Parliament 
“ of Canada to be for the general advantage 
•* qf Canada, or for the benefit of two or 
‘‘ more provinces. ” Yet. in the face of that 
provision in the Act of Union, which Mr. 
Pardee himself sets out, he has the hardi- 
hood to declare :

“ That exclusive authority m the Legisla­
tors of each province iurelst^ to provincial 
railways and other local works or undertak­
ing* is "»n essential part otour federal system 
>f government,”
The reader will see at once that this is an 
Assertion contrary to principle, contrary to 
law, and contrary, as well, to the facta.

L To insist on greater nrecautions for 
the safety of the lives of the workmen en­
gaged on railway trains—a necessity that 
was forced on the notice of the Govern­
ment by many cruel accidents and much 
complaint. The Grand Trunk railway was 
free from the provisions of the Act on this 
head j and Sir Charles Totter proposed 
to check that freedom and to care for the 
lives of the men employed.

8. To provide greater security for ob­
taining compensation for accidents on rail­
ways occurring through neglect or mis­
management, whereby life or limb was lost 
or property destroyed.

* 3. To provide for greater safety to 
human life at railway and street crossings; 
the GovernmentSaffixing a penalty for 
everv day its orders in this respect were 
neglected,

4. To Increase the power of municipal 
authorities to compel railway companies to 

•provide the necessary repairs and safe­
guards to protect life and property.

3. To provide for obtaining complete re­
turns and statistics from railway com­
panies showing détails of their business 
and profits.

6. To prevent railways from giving 
special roads, localities, or persons special 
advantages, and‘to compel all railways to 
provide equal facilities for all kinds of
freight from ail quarters.

7. It was, however, declared that :
“ Nothing in this section (the one in which 

tee railways were named and declared for the 
general benefit) shall be construed as render­
ing inoperative the provisions of any Act of 
B idea!

The roads 
which were subsidized in Ontario are now 
part of the Grand Trunk railway, by the 
concurrence of Mr.. Mo way’s Government. 
As part of such railway they arei part of 
the monopoly front which the Canada 
Pacific railway has set ua free or will set 
us free in due time. The Grit party would 
have, by their policy, made all the 
railway subsidies, provincial and munici­
pal, of Ontario, part of a huge fund for 
the preservation of Grand Trunk mon­
opoly.

TUB BILL PASSED.
The debate A the Senate on the Pacific 

Railway Loan mil collapsed more speedily 
than we had anticipated. The bill was 
passed on the afternoon of the 6th, and 
the royal assent was given by the Chief 
Justice, Deputy Governor, a few hours 
later. So fends another phase in the 
chequered history of the Pacific railway.

The public have made a great ex­
periment ; and they have made it with a 
confidence in success which of itself is in­
spiring. It was the general wish of all 
business men, we fully believe, that the 
loan should be granted quickly. Two 
things were very gratifying to the public." 
In the first place the Government had 
been most courageous in regard to the 
railway, and had risked much to get it 
speedily built In the next place the 
company had risked everything to fulfil 
their engagement ; and had exhibited 
energy and earnestness as have not been 
witnessed in the history of railways on this 
continent And because the Government 
was courageous the people determined to 
sustain it ; because" .the company was 
honest and eflergetie the public deter­
mined it should not fail

The loan is thus at once a public testi­
mony of confidence in the Government, 
and of approval of the company. Much is 
expected from the arrangement Speedier 
completion of the road; more rapid in­
crease of population ; more perfect de­
velopment of the country ; a growth of 
national trade ; a fuller and richer output 
of grain ; a greater demand home pro­
ducts; a faiy- chance of controlling the 
transcontinental traffic of Arqerica—these

PROHIBITION.
Prof. Foster shows the courage ss well 

as the sincerity of his opinions by moving 
for prohibitory liquor legislation. Our 
reports from Ottawa this morning contain 
an account of the debate. We are not now 
necessitated to discuss the merits of the 
main question. But it may interest 
our readers to give them an. idea of the 
course of the Grit party on the question. 
The agitation for prohibition was begun in 
1873. Year after year petitions poured in 
to the Government and flooded the table 
of the House. In 1876, however, Mr. 
Mackenzie was only in a position to say : 
“ In the absence of public opinion such as 
“he believed was absolutely; essential, it 
“ would be a piece of the merest folly to 
“ go through the farce of enacting a pro­
hibitory liquor law." Mr. Ross, who 
waa the prime mover, was judiciously 
silent.

In 1876 the petitions continued to 
come in, and Mr. G, WfRoss continued, 
cautiously, to advocate .prohibition.

the thing could be done but wound up 
by saying that they “ ought to hesitate 
“ before they proceeded to bring it in this 
“ extraordinary and necessarily’ perfuno- 
“ tory manner before the consideration of

that court” Mr. Ross had not a word 
to say in reply ; it would have been indeli­
cate to make it awkward for his friends.

In 1877 Mr. Ross waa so far converted 
to Mr. Mackenzie’s views that he moved 
to defer any expression of opinion by the 
House on the question. Mr. Mackenzie 
was of opinion that it would “ embarrass 
“ the Government” to pass a resolution in 
favour of a prohibitory liquor law. And 
Sir John Macdonald said “ he had no 
“ doubt whatever that the House had the 
“ power tc legislate on the question,and he 
“ believed the Supreme Court would so 
“ decide when the case was laid before the 
“ tribunal,”—as actually turned out to be 
the fact.

In 1878, after five years of agitation and 
discussion, after long hesitations, two 
Senate commissions and high pressure 
political demands, the Mackenzie Govern­
ment was forced to do something. Con­
sequently the Governor-General’s Speech 
contained the following :—

“ It is very desirable that there should 
“ be uniform legislation in all the pro- 
“ vincee respecting the traffic ia spirituous 
*' liquors. Hitherto that trade has been 
“ regulated by provincial laws, or laws 
“ existing before the Confederation of the 
“ provinces, although there has been lately 
“ a conflict of authority as to the juris- 
.“ diction of the local authorities.”

The Governor’s Speech was delivered on 
8th February, 1878. The bill called toe 
Scott Act wae then actually not m exist­
ence ; and the paragraph was probably 
added to the end of the Speech under pres­
sure at the last moment. Whatever may 
have been the then state of the measure, 
it was not introduced till May 3rd in the 
Commons (from the Senate), and even 
Mr. G. W. Ross was compelled to protest 
against having to discuss so important 
a matter at so late a date.

Thus the sole result of five years of agi­
tation for prohibition was a permissive li­
quor bill which never went into general 
operation. The history of the Grit dealing 
with this question in the Dominion Par­
liament from 1874 to 1878 is a most 
amusing chapter. We recommend mem­
bers to study it.

TUB APJOHN CASB.
Our legal columns on Monday contained 

the final decision in the case of Apjohn, 
who was one of Mr. Mowat’s guilty agents 
in Algoma. Our report concluded as fol­
lows :

“ The defendant appealed to the Q. B. 
“ Divisional Court, moving against the ver- 
“ diet on eight or ten different grounds. 
“ Judgment was delivered on Saturday by 
“ that court sustaining the verdict in full 
“and dismissing the appeal The court 
“ held that a returning officer is a minis. 
“ terial and not a judicial officer, and that 
“ he has no right to enquire into a voter’s 
“ right to vote, but must if he doubt the 
“ elector’s status administer to him the 
“ oath, and, if he take it, receive his vote. 
“ These are the first legally proven cor- 
“ rapt acts at the election, but there are 
“ more to MUow."
j The case was a particularly glaring one. 
It was quite evident that Apjohn was in­
structed by the Government of Mr. 
Mowat in the peculiar iniquity he was 
guilty of, for he was confident thkt “ the 
“ Government will see me through.” His 
offence was. great. He refused the votes 
of duly qua lined electors whose qualifica­
tions he knew to be good. He was acthra 
in conformity to a policy of disfranchise^ 
ment of Algoma electors deliberately 
adopted by Mr. Mowat’s Government. 
He knew that his act would benefit Mr. 
Mowat. He was aware his act would be 
approved. He is still maintained, we be­
lieve, as a clerk of the court at Rat 
Portage. His conduct vitiated the elec­
tion. But the man who was “ elected ” 
by such means site and votes with Mr. 
Mowat every dpy.

NO ESCAPE.
The disposition of the Grit press to 

allow the Minister of Education to escape 
from the corner in which we have placed 
him is no doubt very natural But justice 
requires that he should be kept in that 
corner till he confesses and repents. We 
shall this morning quote Mr. Ross's own 
words as reported m the Globe, and Mr. 
Hardy’s own words as reported in Tbs 
Mail, in proof of the position we have 
taken.

Mr. Roes on the 26th February, in the 
Legislature, said :

“ * I never had anything to do with the 
selling of Mr. Gage's books.’ He went on to 
say that he had been frequently engaged dar­
ing the recesses of Parliament in addressing 
teachers’ associations. Mr. Gage, as publisher 
of the Canada School Journal, having a large 
circulation among the profession, had been 
frequently appealed to for a lecturer or con­
ductor of teachers" institutes. While on hi* 
way to Ottawa he had jailed on Mr. Gage, 
with whom he was well acquainted person­
ally, and was somewhat interested in some of 
his professional publications, for the reason 
that he wished them circulated among the 
teacher*. Mr. Gage Informed him that be 
wished the services of some gentleman to lec­
ture at teachers’ institutes. He further said 
that he could not arrange with these associa­
tions without communicating with him (Mr. 

•Ross) each time, and asked if it would not be 
’better for him to give Mr. Gage a carte 
blanche to arrange with the associations for 
him (Mr. Rose) to lecture, and he (Mr. Gage) 
would have the advantage among the pro­
fession. He told Mr. Gage that he would 
comply with the request of Mr. Gage, as he 
deemed it a privilege to be able to address 
these associations. He did not know of nor 
see the notice printed by Mr. Gage till he 
saw i$ the Canada School Journal. All hie 
negotiations with Mr. Gage were in conneo- 
tion^pith the Canada School Journal. He 
delivered bat one address to the association 
under ÿe arrangement ”
On this statement we shall make a few 
necessary commenta.

L Why should Mr. Roes have called on 
the publisher at all ; and was his “ in ter- 
“ est ” )n- Mr. Gage’s publications one of a 
purely “ literary ” character ?

2. It was such a happy .thought that Mr. 
Gage should just at that time “ need the

services of a gentleman." Mr. Ross 
waa juat the man ; and bia “ celling ” and 
Mr. Gage'* “need” fitted so admirably 
that aa Christian men we decline toe ma­
terialistic theory of accident, and suggest 
that there must have been an intelligent 
pre-arrangement

3. Mr. Ross confesses that Mr. Gage 
told him that an arrangement with him 
(Row) would give Mr. Gage an “ advan- 
“ tage with the profession."' Of course it 
would. The bribing of an inspector would 
necessarily convert him into a “ friend of 
“ the family." •

4. But Mr. Ross says it was all about the 
School Journal. Rubbish ! The Globe knew
better than that . when it .said:_“No
“ doubt Mr. Gage expected to be recouped 
“ for his outlay in paying wpat otherwise 
“ the conventions would have had to meet, 
“ by securing an increased circulation to 
“ his journal and his other publications.

when he said “He (Mr. Meredith) said 
that somebody mast have got something 

‘out of the arrangement with Messrs. 
“GAGE & Cb. Of course Messrs. Gage 
“would not pay hie kon. friend and tend him 
“ out free of charge. The member for Lon- 
“ don had said that he had special ififor-

“ name o4a solitary informant. The ar- 
" rangemetft of the Minister of Education 
“ with Messrs. Gage was similar to that 
“made by American lecturers like Henry

But we 
aro convinced that there is a good deal of 
trickery, jobbery, dishonesty, and scandal 
behind ; and we are determined that Mr.

“ regret the other man didn’t win ; he 
“ would have been a valuable member, 
“ whioh you won’t be, you know. Bat we’ve 
“ got you all" the same, you know; you 
“ can’t escape u<; we’ve netted you ; we 
“ don’t like yon ; but you’ll have to come 
“ with us and stay with us, and be misre- 
“ ported in the Globe every day like the 
“ rest of ’em, and be as happy as you can 
“ be under the circumstances.” As we

TUB CRIMINAL'S PLBA.
From an article in the last issue of the 

Grit organ we learn that Mr. Mowat’s 
policy in regard to the Algoma returns 
will be one of criminal delay. The organ 
hints that the returns moved for will not 
be brought down. We read :

‘•Evidence was needed, and in" order 
“ to that Mr. Meredith moved for the 
“ production and publication of all the 
“ communications that had passed between 
“ the Ministers and their servants and 
“ agents in those far-off regions. In fact, 
“ the action waa first started, and then 
“ the fishing wss inaugurated in order to 
“ get evidence. Now, this is too good a 
“ joke—first to lay a criminal charge and 
“ then to ask the accused to help toe pro- 
“ secutors to produce evidence in its sup- 
“ port. If Mr. Meredith had wanted a 
“ Parliamentary investigation he could 
“ have had it He has chosen to take the 
“ matter to court, and he must go on with 
“ it according to IegaLtorms. ”
The public will read this with some degree 
of indignation.

For fear that Me. Parrbe may be im­
plicated in the criminal information which 
official papers may sontain, the Govern­
ment intends to hold back the papers. If 
they are destroyed and not forthcoming at 
all, the proof of guilt will be clearer than 
is suggested by tbd refusal to bring them 
down. The Government have been glar­
ingly guilty of infamous practices in 
Algoma. One of their creatures has been 
convicted finally, as we have elsewhere 
pointed out. They have in their posses­
sion the official record of their own 
iniquities. It is the right of the Legisla­
ture to have those papers. To refuse 
them is to confess they are compromising.

We hope Mr. Meredith will press his 
motion for these papers. It will be a test 
of the honour of the Government and of 
the independence or servility of members. 
It will show the publie exactly what sort 
of men are now in possession of the Gov­
ernment offices in Toronto. They are not 
ashamed to garble public documents. 
They are not ashamed to aot on anony­
mous letters of libellous character, and yet 
will not give up the letters when 
these are proved to be malicious. 
They are not ashamed to send men on 
an ostensible public mission, but with 
purely partisan objecta They are not ‘ to deal in cypher despatches

not ashamed to hire bullies and disturb 
the peace of the territory. But they are 
afraid to let the record of their deeds be 
shown to the Legislature and the country. 
We will tee what the House thinks of this 
There can be no doubt about what the 
country will think of it.

WHAT IS TO BECOME OW MR 
MOWATt *

Those -who are interested in provincial 
politics are interested in the proceedings 
of Mr. Mowat. These proceeding* have 
of late been mysterious. And qf course 
public curiosity is aroused. Now mystery 
m only sometimes favourable to the 
sublime ; it is occasionally suggestive of 
the ridiculous. And we may as well at 
once say that Mr. Mowat is becoming 
ridiculous, The average reader of the de­
bates and student of current polities can­
not help considering that apparently a 
mutiny has broken out, or the captain of 
the Grit ship has retired from authority, 
while the crew, with singular submission, 
have been obeying the orders of the occu­
pant of the cook’s galley, the “ Bosun," 
and the Bosun’s mate.

Mr. Mowat’s silence has been remark­
able. Mr. O’Connor called his boundary 
proceedings a “ compromise,” and he 
dared not protest—though that was what 
The Mail had been saying for weeks. 
Mr. Widdifteld accused the Education 
Department of “ blunders,” for which Mr. 
Mowat waa responsible, and* Mr. Mowat 
had not the spirit to deny it—though 
that was what The Mail had been 
raying for at least a couple of years. 
Mr. McMahon reproached him for 
putting Mr. G. W. Ross over the 
heads of fiia own followers, and he was 
compelled to swallow that rebuke in silence 
—though that was what The Mail had 
been charging against him for weeks be­
fore. His own friends gave him away on 
the boundary question. He is silent in 
nearly all the debates. He confesses his 
own reticence on the license question. He 
dare not open his mouth to defend Mr. G. 
W. Ross, nor explain or defend his own 
connection with the Nelson firm. He al- 
lowsMr. BaDgerow to define the law ; Mr. 
Hardy to do the official business, Mr. 
AwREY.to make the political capital, Mr. 
Fraser to lead the House and try to bully 
the Opposition, while toe nominal Premier, 
Mr. Mowat, sits as silent as if “the charm 
“ of woven paces and of waving hands ” 
had been laid upon him for his everlasting 
shame.

What is it all about ? The circum­
stances are not of our creation. The 
things we have written are facts that can­
not, and will not, be denied. Are we 
right in assuming that Mr. Mowat is 
really sick of the wear and tear of the 

, political situation into which he has been 
forced by his henchmen ; and that as 
what remains of his political morality 
troubles his conscience, so what re­
mains of his prudence is working 
on his enlightened self-interest to compel 
him to retire. We venture to say that 
Mr. Mowat cannot remain with honour. 
It is his own fault in great measure that 
he cannot retire with honour—Hardy and 
Pabdsb and . the rest have taken care 
that he shall be their ally and victim to 
the end;

UNIVERSITY CO-EDUCATION.
Mr. Gibson, of Hamilton, moved on 

the 6th the following resolution : ' . • ‘
“ That inasmuch as the Senate of the Pro- 

, vinoial University, hare for several years 
admitted women to the university examina­
tions and class lists, and inasmuch ss a con­
siderable number of women have availed 
themselves of the privilege, but labour under 
the disadvantage of not having eoeees to any 
institution which affords tuition necessary in 
the higher years in the course ; in the opi­
nion of this House provision should be made 
for the admission of women to University 
College.”

The speech by which Mr. Gibson sup­
ported his resolution waa a very carefully 
prepared study and will probably serve 
hereafter as a text-book for those who 
favour the co-education of the sexes. The 
motion was, after debate, declared carried 
on division ; and represents, as Mr. Mere­
dith explained, rather the will of the 
House /to try an experiment than its 
approval of the views of Mr. Gibson.

We are not among those who favour Mr. 
Gibson’s views. We entertain, indeed, 
opinions distinctly hostile to the co-educa­
tion of the sexes. We may at this 
moment confine ourselves to those ' * general 
“ principles” to which Mr. Gibson too 
lightly refers. We may urge that general 
principles, of nniversal'appUostion, regard­
ing manners and morals and the relation 
of the sexes, cannot be disposed of by even 
a much more considerable collection of 
what are called “ facts ” than Mr. Gibson 
has produced.

The great universities of Europe have 
for nentunes been schools o* learning and' 
gentlemanhood. The great seminaries, 
schools, and convents of Europe have for 
centurie» been the nurses of womanhood 
at its sweetest and best And we judge 
that human nature has not greatly 
altered, nor have manners and morals 
lost their old relation to separateness 
of education. The. feeling of most 
fathers, the instincts of most mothers will 
be against the experiment We do not 
believe it will succeed. If it does it will 
succeed at the cost of much that we con­
sider essential to sweetness and light in 
the higher educational life of thnf country.

THE NEW REFORM BILL.
The new Reform bill which has been the 

subject of so much discussion during the 
last few months, has been promptly intro­
duced by Mr. Gladstone in the House of 
Commons. It is evident from its early 
introduction, and from the fact that the 
Prime Minister has taken charge of it him­
self, that it is intended that it shall take 
precedence of everything else. It is to be 
the measure of the session. It win be 
interesting, therefore, to our readers to 
know something of its general features, 
and what it is designed to accomplish.

In the language of Mr. Disraeli, ap­
plied to another Parliamentaiy-Reform 
bill, it may be described as “a measure to 
“ change the principal depository of the 
“ power of the State." It is intended to 
add to the voting population of Gteat 
Bntain 2,000,000, and these, be it remem­
bered, 'of a particular class. And when 
the fact is taken into account that the total 
number of electors at present registered in 
the United Kingdom is barely 3,000,000, 
the revolutionary character of this" sweep­
ing measure still be readily understood ; 
and thoughtful persons will not be sur­
prised that those who still cling to the 
British idea of Parliamentary representa­
tion, namely, that which provides for the 
due and equitable representation of all 
classes and interests, should regardât with 
considerable misgivings. The "addition to 
tho electorate, according to the estimate 
which has been made by competent statis­
ticians, will be, in England 1,400,000, in 
Scotland *0 000.,raid W, Ireland 400.000.

this bill is, viewed from an English stand­
point, it would, in all probability, have 
excited but little opposition if it had pro­
vided for the redistributiop of seats on 
some principle which would have com­
mended' itself to the judgment of fair- 
minded men. Ever since the “ shooting 
“ of Niagara,” eighteen years sgo, to 
borrow Carlyle’s figure of speech, it has 
been felt that the present .anomalous con­
dition of the franchise could not con­
tinue, and of late the enfranchisement pf 
householders in the counties in the near 
future has been looked upon as a foregone 
conclusion ;■ but sober-minded Conserva­
tive statesmen are naturally anxious to 
know nhat use the Radicals, who at pre­
sent control the affairs of the country, in­
tend to make of this change before it is 
effected. , If it should encounter any very 
serious opposition this will be the secret 
of it

On Tuesday evening a sealed eunelope wee 

banded into the Free Press office By a small 
boy, who immediately departed. On opening 
the envelope the following document was 
found, with instructions written upon it to

The innocent young man who presides over 

the job room had the above “ order” set up 
in type, but the astute clerk at the counter, 
on seeing the proof-sheet, thought it so ex­
cruciatingly funny that he informed the police 
of what waa going on. The consequence 
waa that when Mr. Bette came into the office 
for hie circulars, a policeman "walked out of 
the private office and invited Mr. Betts to 
accompany him to the jwlioe station, an in­
vitation which Mr. Betts accepted in a some­
what paniqky manner.

Perhaps some of our readers who 
have tested burnt and ground bones will give 
their experience for the benefit of “G. B. D ’ 
and others. Bones may be reduced so as to be 
very useful without a large emount of labour, 
and very little expenditure. One plan Is to 
break them with a sledge, and then place them 
in alternate layers with stable manure, the 
4Æ.er® °* bones to be about six inches thick. 
When completed, cover the whole with "six 
Inches of sod. The bones readily dissolve, and 
add to the strength of the compost.

« 0 must not forget that corn makes fat, and 
that an excess of fat to the home to not desirable. 
Of all our domestic animals the horse needs

use of a certain amount of corn to advantage, 
hut to feed a horse on corn day after day, will 
probably result in physical disorder of some 
character. It would likely cause a disappear­
ance of symptoms, to nine cases out of ten, 
where disease manifesto itself under such cir­
cumstances, if the animal was fed on bran 
mashes. Good hay, as to well understood, to a 
very excellent food for horses, and corn meal 
fed with out hay or fodder answers the purpose 
we have to view in feeding the horses excellent­
ly.— Water» Rural.

DOMINION GRANGE.
Satisfactory Report of the Seoretary—Pro­

gress of the Organisation.
Ottawa, March 6.—This morning the 

Grhngers were in Committee on Education 
and Agriculture.

A meeting was held at 2.30 this afternoon 
in the City hall, Master Jabel Robinson in 
the chair.

Dr. Orton, M.P., addressed the meeting 
on the subject of farmers' banks. He took 
some credit for the Act to amend the laws re­
lating to loans, which be carried through the 
Hoots, although when first introduced it was 
opposed by tbe leader of the Government and 
both side* of the Hôàse. He deferred to hie 
bill now before the House of Commons to 
provide banking and loaning facilities to 
those engaged in agricultural pursuits.

Mr. Casit, M.P., agreed with Dr. Orton 
that the banking credit at present given to 
farmers was Boo short. The bill, he con­
sidered, would require several important 
changes.

Mr. Hksson, M.P., supported the views of 
the first speaksr, and thoognt tne present 
system was very unsafe, there being out of 
sixty millions or stock only seven millions of 
specie retained by Canadian Banks.

Mr. Fliming, M. P., strongly opposed the 
bill, which he considered impracticable.

Mr. Cochrans, }1. P., said he was s farmer, 
bnt he did not pretend^to be well posted in 
banking arrangements. H* thought farmers 
were to blame for not having more favourable 
legislation, as in his opinion they possessed 
the power in their own hands.

Messrs. Wallace, Spronle, Cookbnrn, Allan, 
and Quillet, members of Parliament,also gave 
their views on the subject, i

TH* ANNUAL REPORT.
After a vote of thanks was tendered to the 

speakers the secretary presented the tenth 
annual report, whioh stated that the order 
wm everywhere in a healthy condition. 
Fifteen sub-granges have been organized 
daring the put year ; this number ie an in­
crease pf two over the preceding year. Four 
of these new organizations are i* Ontario, 
one in Nova Scotia, one in New Brunswick, 
eight in Manitoba, and one in British Colum­
bia.

AGRICULTURAL INDUSTRIES.

Examination of Exports by the Dominion 
House Committee. *

Ottawa, March' 6.—Tbe Select Committee 
on agricultural industries met this morning 
and continued its enquiries on the subject of 
establishing a Dominion Bureau tor the dis­
semination of agricultural knowledge.

Mr. Lynch, of Danville, Qua, was ex- 
•mined in reference to the state of the dairy 
industry, and the encouragement whioh might 
be given to it by the State. He stated that 
ia his opinion the loss to ths Dominion anna- 
ally through the premnt bad methods of but­
ter making was not less than $5,000,000. To 
improve dairying in Canada it wm necessary 
that farmers should be better instructed in 
scientific methods of

BUTTER AND CHEESE MAKING,
and this knowledge could best be disséminât, 
ed by means of local dairymen’s associations, 
each holding an annual convention, where 
avsty subject of interest to the buei- 
M“ TMgy . ^dizctttted for men

prepared for that purpose, in order to suc­
cessfully compete with the farmers of other 
countries. They would also recommend the 
raising of more stoçk and of a better class. 
The committee are aware that farmers Me 
not so educated in their haziness m to be sMe 
to attain tbe highest financial results, and 
would advise that text-books containing the 
elementary principles of agricultural educa­
tion be introduced into the Common schools 
so as the better to prepare the rising genera­
tion for their occupation in life.

FOURTH DAY.
Ottawa, March 7.—The Dominion Grange 

resumed its sessions again to-day. Mr.- 
Doyle, chairman of the Legislation Commit­
tee, presented his report, and among other 
things in it were the following :—

‘‘Yonr committee have received through 
yonr worthy" secretary a Urge number of 
petitions signed by 1,806 Patrons of .Hus­
bandry and other agriculturists praying the 
Governor-Qeneral-ln-Conncil to remove all 
duties from salt, pluter, and other fertilizes, 
and that the duty on agricultural implements 
be reduced to 10 per cent ad valorem; also 
praying that the present duty on wheat may 
notbe removed withou t that on flour being also 
removed. Year committee recommend thst 
• deputation from this Grange be authorized 
to wait on the Hon. the Minuter of Finance 
to present a memorial of this Grange asking 
that the prayer of these petitions be granted, 
•nd that memorials containing the same 
prayer be presented to the House of Com­
mons.

“ Your committee are of the opinion that 
soma legislation should be procured which 
would enable any farmer or other real estate 
owner to register a portion of such real estate 
M being exempt from sale for any debt incur­
red after the date of such registration, and 
for the publication of all each registrations.

“ Yonr committee regret the very great 
inconvenience to farmers in rural sections 
caused by regulations which confine the sale 
of peril green to licensed drugguts.

“ Your committee find that the law now in 
force in the Dominion with regard to tbe in­
spection of weights and meMures is in a great 
measure inoperative, owing to the fact that 
it is almost impossible for any person to get 
soales inspected at short notice.

“Yonr committee’s attention hM been 
drawn to a bill introduced into the Parlia­
ment of Canada, No. 71. entitled ‘ An Act to 
provide for the distribution of assets of in­
solvent debtors,’ by Mr. J. J. Curran. Yonr 
committee regret to hear that this bill asks 
for special législation in the interest of mer­
chants and thirty-one other classes of dealers 
and traders, especially providing that tbe pro­
visions of the bill shall not apply to farmers, 
grangers, oqmmon labourers, or workmen tor 
hire. Your committee recommend that this 
Grange should Mk the Parliament assembled 
to either throw ont the bill or zee thzt if 
pasted, it shell apply to all classes of her 
Myesty’s loyal subjects in Canada,”

To-day the Grangers presented an address 
to his Excellency the Governor-General, who 
made a suitable reply. Mr. Cookbnrn, M.P. 
for North Ontario, introduced the delegates 
to his Excellency, who conversed with them 
for a short time, after which they enjoyed the 
hospitality of Rideau hall The Grangers 
express themselves as greatly pleased with 
their vuit to Governmeot house.

Mr. PRESTON Mked whether the Govern­
ment intend to collect in future, as in the 
PMt, through their license officials, a revenue 
from municipalities in whioh no licensee are 
issued, and where the Dunkin Act is in force, 
in aid of the license fund of the district in 
which said municipalities are situated.

Mr, HARDY said that only one munici­
pality of the kind referred to had paid to­
wards the license revenue, and it wm so 
peculiarly situated that it wm impossible to 
avoid collecting the fees.
THE TORRENS LAND TRANSFER 8YS- 
, TEM.

Mr. ERMATINGER moved that in the 
opinion of this House a system of land trans­
fer and registration similar to that known m 
the Toffens system is suited to the require­
ments of this province, and should be intro­
duced upon an optional or voluntary basis 
therein. In making the motion he referred 
to the expense and delay attendant upon the 
present system of the registration of land 
titles. The Torrens system, which simplified 
the process of transfer to a great extent, had 
been sdopted in the Australian colonies with 
great success. He called attention.to the 
evils arising under the present law, under 
which a man who told land had to produce 
his deed, trace back his title to the time 
when it originated, and clear np all flaws. 
The buyer on the other hand wm put to 
large ezpenae in investigating the title back 
to the Crown, and in searching the registra­
tion office for every deed which had been re­
gistered. Owing to the difficulty of tracing 
niws in titles under this complicated system 
many hardships were inflicted upon person» 
■who bought property in good faito, and who 
were often dispossessed after years of poeeee-

Mr. MEREDITH said the hon. member for 
Elgin wm entitled to tbe thanks of the House 
for introducing the subject. He thought it 
would be undesirable, however, to make any 
change in the law. In Australia the transfers 
of land were fewer than in this country, and 
therefore the Torrens’ system might work 
well there, while it might be open to objec­
tions here. He thought that the Government 
might consider the matter during the reosM 
and bring in next session some practical mea­
sure. He hoped, therefore, that hie bon. 
friend would withdraw the motion until the 
Government had considered it.

Mr. MOW AT said the object was a very 
important one. He agreed with the leader 
of the Opposition that many features of the 
Torrens system could be introduced with 
advantage. He agreed that it would be un­
wise to press the motion now. He believed 
the ultimate adoption of the system wm in­
evitable.

Tbe motion wm withdrawn. 
SUPERANNUATED TEACHERS’ FUND.

Mr. MoLAUGHLIN moved for »' return 
showing in each and every year lince 1871, 
inclusive, the amount of money paid by the 
teachers of Ontario into tbe Superannuated 
Teachers’ Fund ; the amount paid out by the 
Government to superannuated teachers ; .the 
amount in each year paid ont in excess of the 
amount paid into said fund ; the total amount 
paid into said fund ; the total amount paid 
ont of said fund, and the amount of the latter 
above the former. He stated that a change 
in the present system wm needed, m they 
had reached a point when the fund involved 
a lose to the province of $40,000 a year.

Mr. HARCOURT suggested that to the 
motion the following words be added 
“ And the amount paid out to teachers who 
have withdrawn from the profession daring 
the same period. ” He said he thought if the 
Minister of Education were to address a 
circular to the teachers that tally ninety per 
cent, of them would be in favour qi thaittt. 
litiou of the funds .

The motion, with Mr. Harcourt’* addition,
wm adopted.

THE LIQUOR LICENSE ACT.

Snb-section 3 of section 6 provided that no 
•hop license be granted to sell liquors in any 
store or shop where groceries or other merchan­
dise are sold, other" than mineral or aerated 
waters, ginger ale, liquor ' cases or liquor 
basket», taps or faucets.

Mr. MoLAUGHLIN moved the following 
addition to section 11 “ Any medical prac­
titioner or justice of the peace who colonr- 
ably gives a certificate or requisition for med­
ical .purpose*, without which liquor could not 
be lawfully obtained, or be obtained from a 
chemist or druggist in quantities of more 
than six ouneea, to enable, or for the purpose 
of enabling, any person to obtain liouor to 
drink m a beverage, shall for the first offence 
be liable to a penalty of not less than $10 or. 
more thàu $20, or for the second or snbae- 
|nent offence not leas than $20 or more than

The amendment wm adopted.
Mr. GIBSON (Hamilton) moved an addi­

tional section to the effect that any person 
who shall purchase intoxicating liquors dur- 
infc the hours after which by section 43 of 
the said Act the sale thereof is prohibited 
shall be-guilty of an offence under the Mid 
Act, and shall also be liable to the 
penalties by the 52nd section of the said 

. Act, unless snob person shall lodge an in­
formation within one week thereafter before 
a justice of the police or police magistrate 
against the person guilty of the sale of such 
intoxicating liquors.

After a discussion the amendment was with­
drawn.

Mr. MoLAUGLIN proposed that section 
11 of thei Act should be amended by adding 
the words, “ the Industrial Exhibition of 
Toronto.” He said that a license wm issued 
to the Industrial Exhibition Association, 
which association transferred the license to 
other, parties. During the holding of the 
exhibition in almost every part of the 
grounds, where there were accommodations 
for the sale of food, beer and other beverages 
were sold. This, he thought, should not be 
allowed.

On the suggestion of several members Mr. 
MoLangblia extended the amendment so as 
to apply to all similar exhibitions, and the 
amendment wm adopted.

The committee rose and reported.
The House adjourned at 12.05 a-m.

a 2rrAiYA’ Mirc,h II-—In the Committee oe 
Agricultural Industries this morning three 
witnesses were heard, Messrs. O’Doberty, of 
Ottawa, Harrington, of the Entomological 

»nd > B. Landry, M.P. %tr. 
U Doherty made a statement regarding the 
sugar industry, and strongly urged the culti­
vation of sorghum. He stated that the cane 
could be cultivated with as great suc­
cess in Canada as it had been in 
the States, but the variety to be in­
troduced should be that known as the 
early amber. There were two useful pro­
ducts from sorghum, one was the syrup, 
which could be extracted and sold to re! 
bners ; the other was the sorghum seed, 
which made a first-class article ofjood for 
pattle. In order to farther the industry he 
suggested that the Government should give 
to the farmer aa a bonus $1 lot every ton of 
sorghum produced, and to tbe refiner a cent 
for every pound of sugar refined. This pohK 
had been adopted by several of the United 
estates with the result of making sorghum one 
of the leading industries. It would have the 
same result here, for our climate was well 
adapted to the cultivation of the oane.

Mr. Harrington advocated the engage­
ment of a State entomologist, on the ground 
that he could warn farmers in advance of the 
expected arrival of injurious insects and indi­
cate to them the remedies that they should 
use. Some people were of opinion that 
in this matter the experience of the United 
states was a sufficient guide to. Canada, but 
« a matter of fact there were hundreds of 
mseets in Canada, the habits of which were 
not familiar to ns. These insects fed on wild 
forest growths, and they were only waiting, 
as the Colorado beetle waited, for the culti­
vation of plants suited to their taste, to com 
meace their ravages. They might at any 
time commence to devastate our crops. The 
clover midget, which did so much barm lut 
Summer, would, he feared, during the com- 
ing season, do still more damage unless tbe 
farmers adopted the reihedies already pro­
posed for its extermination.

1*oot-and-Mouth Disease.

Portland, Me., March 8.—Dr. Bailey, 
State veterinary surgeon, denies that there 
•re seventy-two animals in the vicinity of 
Portland affected with foot-and-mouth 
disease. He says there are less than twenty 
cases there now. No new ones have been 
reported the lut ten days, and no animal h». 
died from the disease here.

Topeka, Ks., March 8.—The governor hu 
returned firm Neosho Falls, and reported the 
foot-and-mouth disease bad. A quarantine 
hu been established, Steps have been taken 
to raise money to buy up and destroy infected 
cattle. The district infected with the foot- 
and-mouth disease is thirty-five miles in area, 
and is rigidly quarantined. In the northern, 
western, and southern parts of the State the 
cattle are in good condition.

Osaqo, Ks., March 8.—Cattle men in this 
county at a meeting here to-night adopted a 
resolution requesting the governor to call a 
special session of the Legislature to take ac­
tion regarding month-and-hoof disease, also 
providing for a mass meeting of stock-owners 
on Saturday to perfect a thorough county or­
ganization.

The barns and stables of Christopher Irving, 
township of Winchester, Dundas county, were 
destroyed on Friday night The barns contained 
1,200 bushels of grain and a quantity of hay and 
etraw, poultry &c,. which were also destroyed. 
Loss over $2,000, of which about one-half was 
covered by insurance. The fire is supposed to 
have been the work of an incendiary.

in the afternoon the free library was formally 
opened in the presence of about 700 persons, 
among them being many of the leading citizens.

Ex-Mayor McMnrrich delivered an address 
bearing upon the growth of Toronto during the 
past half century, pointing out how Toronto 
had developed in that time and predicting for it 
a grander future than mostaieople anticipated. 
Mr. McMnrrich then presented a handsome ad­
dress to Mayor Boswell, congratulating him 
upon occupying the civic chair in such an im­
portant year, and expressing the hope that he 
and the aldermen of the city would endeavour 
to encourage the commercial and intellectual 
progress of Toronto.

Mayor Boswell made an appropriate reply, 
otherspeeches were made, among the speakers 
being Mr. John' Harper, the only surviving 
mem her of the first Council of Toronto.

In the evening, his Worship, Mayor Boswell 
held a reception in the Council Chamber, wher« 
dancing and refreshments monopolized the at­
tention of tnoee present until midnight. The 
general public observance of Toronto's semi­
centennial will take place in June, when more

WEEKLY REVIEW OF TORONTO 
WHOLESALE MARKETS.

Thursday, March 13.

PRODUCE.
There has not been mueh change in the local 

market during the week ; prices have varied 
very little, and the little variation witnessed has 
been in different directions. Offerings of every­
thing have continued 6m$U,'*nd generally the 
demand has been rather slack. It is evident, 
however, that holders are not disposed to press

goods on the market; but they should remem- 
er that their action can have very slight in­
fluence on prices affected by supply and demand 

in countries stretching from Liverpool to the 
antipodes and back again. As to how much 
Canadian grain holders may have on 
hand, we cannot say anything confidently 
Here, however, stocks have been slightly on the 
increase and stood on Monday morning as fol­
lows Flour, 1,685 bbls.; fall wheat, 87.643 bnsh.- 
spring wheat, 105,189 bush.; oats, nil. bush.; bar­
ley, 182.350 bush.; peas, 37,935 bush.; rye. 129 bush, 
against on the corresponding date last year — 
Flour. 7,943 bbls.; fall wheat, 351.691 busk- 
spring wheat, 153,421 bush.; oats. 1,481 bush : 
barley, 110.832 bush.; peas, 13.431 bush.; 
rye. qiL bush. English quotations show a 
fall of a penny on both sorts of wnite wheat dhd 
2d. on corn ; and reports to-day showed markets 
weak with a fall of 6d-to Is. Od. per quarter on 
cargoes. The supply last week must have been 
very small, as imports are stated at 130,000 to 
135,000 quarters of wheat, and the same number 
of barrels of flour, andfhome deliveries cannot 
have been over 150.000 quarters, which would 
leave a considerable deficit. The quan­
tity of flour and wheat in transit for the 
United Kingdom on the 6th insL, was equal 
to 1,925,000 qrs. of wheat against 1,988,000 on 
toe 21st ulL, and 2,300,000 in the preceding year 
Continental advices state that in France a firm 
feeling had JmoWn " itself in spite of the scanty 
demand. MBlera’ stocks were running so low 
they were earning their attention to foreign de- 
scnptions ;- meanwhile farmers were offering 
very scantily, and hero and there obtaining 
rather more money. In the northern ports 
foreign wheat was meeting more attention. The 
Paris ” term" market had ruled quiet, but prices 
showed very little change on the week It an- 
pears, however, that wheat in France had shown 
a considerable improvement on the month. 
Stocks of foreign wheat were diminishing in the 
northern ports, and at Marseilles had decreased 
to 293.003 quarters. Official reports state the 
net Imports of wheat and flour from August 
1 to January 31 as equal to 2.131300 
quarters against 3,003,000 in the corresponding 
period of t he previous harvest year. Belgian 
markets were inactive but steady, with red win­
ter at Antwerp quoted at 45s. Od. to 41s. Od per 
quarter delivered, but closing weak. Dutch 
markets were firm on foreign wheat. German 
markets seem to have been rather easier on both 
wheat and rye. Offers of Russian wheat were at 
too high prices to suit Berlin, At Hamburg 
holders refused any further concession. Austro- 
Hungarian advices report markets steady • or­
ders for export at Vienna too low to’ be 
executed ; and the tendency at. Pesth 
upwards. South Russian advices, how­
ever, are about the most important of the week 
This quarter has been generally expected to 
prove a fruitful source of khpply in toe spring 
but an Odessa circular of the 13th ult. has been 
received in England slating that in the preced­
ing month toe stock of wheat there had decreas­
ed 337.300 chets. with an exportation daring that 
time of only 198,000 chets. whilst the stock of rye 
had decreased 81.500 chets, and was virtually 
exhausted, only 9,000 fchets remaining In ware­
house. Coupled with absorption for home con­
sumption which the above figures reveal the 
cause of the diminished stocks is stated to be an 
unusual absence of fresh supplies ; from Nico- 
laieff a similar want of supplies was reported 
and at both places prices were held above the 
level of prices in toe Western European mar­
kets. Farmers in toe interior were indis­
posed to sell at the ruling low prices, and 
for the same reason merchants in the Azof 
ports saw little prospect of much business for 
some time. In the States the quantity of wheat 
in sight has continued to decrease, and receipts 
In the west showed a decrease last week am­
ounting to 509,000 bushels against 660.000 in the 
preceding week, and 1,223.000 in the correspond­
ing week last year. Exports of flour and 
wheat from the United States seaboard ports 
and from Montreal for the week ending March 
8th. 1884. amounted to 85,000 bbls. of flour, and 
557,000 bosh, of wheat, agalnst420,000 bbls of 
flour and 495,000 bushels of wheat in the preced-

rate. A prominent dealer on N, Y. 'Change 
suras it tip: “VVe are no longer boss. India is a 
very conspicuous dark horse, and with Russia 
promises to still further reduce prices of wheat 
here.’ . Western markets have been quiet and 
May ; and a telegram from 9fcn Francisco states 
that heavy rains during the last week have 
greatly improved the agricultural outlook.
