How TO RUINVA PAYING RAIL-
WAY.

Hon. A. G, Blair, when he was
blowing the Drummond County
Railway bubble in 1897, told the
House of Commons: 1 have
before me the sworn returns made
from time to time of the earnings
of the Drummond County Rail-
way. In 1892-93 the net earnings,
after having taken out the gross
working expenses, show a result
of $12,644 ; in 1894, the surplus
had increased to $20,125; in 1894-
95, it had increased still further
to $35,204 ;- in 1895-96, it had
fallen to $29,067. Now, extend
that road, add the necessary forty-
three miles, and make it part of a
through road, and -will any per-
son say that it is an unreasonable
conclusion that it will duplicate,
perhaps triplicate, the net results
of its operations of the past ?”
The extension to this paying
property was made by Mr. Blair,
with the result that, the Inter-
colonial Railway which cost the
people of Canada $981,719, during
the three years previous to the
purchaseof the Drummond County
road, necessitated an expenditure
of $7,816,987 over and above its
revenue during the three years
following this addition of a
valuable asset to the government
railway system. Mr. Blair took
over a paying line which was to
double or treble its surplus, yet
we find him running into debt
nearly $8,000.000 more than be-
fore he acquired it. If the
Minister of Rzilways shonld _de-
termine on the purchase of more
“ paying properties” and operate
them on a similar basis, this
country would soon be bankrupt.

WE WANT AN .INDEPENDENT PAR-
liament.

The grave charges made by the
United States government, that
the political refugees, Greene and
Gaynor, are being shielded by
the Dominion authorities, because
their defence is being conducted
by a legal firm, of which Hon.

FOREIGN INTRLLIGENCE.

ANOTHER CORONATION CON-
TINGENT.

Orrawa, July 18.—A cable message
has been received at the military depart-
ment from Bir Frederick Borden, author-
izing the despatch to England of one officer
and 13 mounted men to represent Canada
in the colonial escort on the occasion of
King Edward’s corpnation. They will
sail by the Allen liner Pretorian ‘on the
26th inst,

Thirteen Canadians were specially
picked for the King’s escort for the 26th
of Jume. The minister of militia directs
that the same individuals are to be chosen
again, but if any find it impossible to get
away the vacancies are to be filled from
the ranks of the contingent that went over
in June. Holders of medals are preferred.
The whole colonial escort will number
fifty. Lieut. Col. Turner, V. C., will be
the commanding officer of the Canadian
colonial escort. He arrives here on Mon-
day to confer with Lord Aylmer.

St. Jomwn’s, Nfid, July 18.—Two
French fishing vessels have been lost on
the south coast of the island, endangering
the lives of the 54 members of the crews.
The first was the echooner Claire, from
the Grand Banks, which was disabled in
a gale, having her masts and rudder carried
away. While making for St. Pierre she
became waterlogged, and her crew num-
bering 18, was taken off by the Newfound-
land schooner Maritime.

The other wrecked vessel was the
French bark Francois Joseph, from St.
Pierre, which went ashore on Cnpe Pine
in a thick fog, and sank twenty minutes
after striking. Most of the crew were
compelled to make their escape mearly
naked. The disaster occared about mid-
night.
