The perfection end life like appearance ol 
the dove ere Incredible to persons who 
have not seen the flower, le its native 
land the Ksplrilu Bantc U held In re­
ligious veneration, and is supposed by 
the devout though ignorai:t natives to be a 
special emanation of the psiaon in the Trinity 
whose emblem tt bears. It le believed ihat 
II the flower be rudely plueàsd from the 
paient stem, or trampled underfoot, the hand 
or loot which is the gniity agent ol the deed 
will shortly wither sod loose all tile and 
power. II, on the contrary, It be plucked 
with e prayer, and lor a good purpoee, the 
band that pulls tt will be shortly filled with 
treasure that must bring joy to the heart ol 
owner, being Qod-given. No wild beast has 
power to barm the fortunate possessor ol e 
fresh end living blossom of this wonder- 
working plant, and ol courte it Is equally 
efflceeious in sickness.—Harper • Megatine.

the Board so directs. Had it gone 
further and introduced the ballot in 
thee# elections, a still greater bene­
fit would have been conferred upon 
the people. Aa will be seen from 
our reports in auother column, the 
| public School Board passed a resolu­
tion on the evening of the 8th fixing 
the Council Chamber as the place to 
hold all nominations for School 
trustees. On the next evening,
